For 10 points, what’s the common term?

Answer: Latex
4. He was the founder of the monastery of Clonfert in County Galway in the sixth century.  As the bards tell it, however, he and fourteen followers met Judas Iscariot sitting on a rock resting from his exertions in hell and he celebrated Easter mass on an island that turned out to be a [*]whale.  For 10 points, name this Irish saint whose fame rests on the possibility that he sailed west from the Emerald Isle, reached, and returned from the New World.

Answer: St. Brendan
5. In 1902 Edwin F. Gay, overturned the earlier estimates of W.J. Ashley, arguing that "an agricultural change affecting 2.76 per cent, or even 5 per cent, of the total land area of twenty-four counties in a century and a half, is surely nothing very alarming."  Gay overturned earlier arguments that this phenomenon had led to the wholesale [*]depopulation of the English countryside, thus spurring industrialization as displaced workers flooded cities.  For 10 points, identify this phenomenon which occurred when landowners consolidated previously scattered agricultural properties and commons areas and converted them into larger estates -- sometimes building a wall or fence around the property.

Answer: enclosure
6. Before Cortes and Pizarro stole the wealth of the Aztecs and Incas, he and his men systematically sacked Malacca, took Hormuz, raided Aden, took Calicut and established Goa as a permanent base -- establishing [*]Portuguese dominance along the shores of the Indian Ocean from Mozambique to Ceylon to Java and the Spice Islands.  For 10 points, name this viceroy of India, who died in 1515 and who shares his name with a large city in the Southwestern U.S.

Answer: Alfonso de Albuquerque
5. The chief commercial source is seawater “bittern”, treated with chlorine. It is used extensively in synthetic organic chemistry, as an [*]anti-knock additive to motor fuel, in medicine, and in halogen-quenched Geiger tubes. For 10 points, name this non-metallic element with atomic weight 80, atomic number 35 and symbol Br.

Answer: Bromine
7. It was first published serially in bowdlerized form in the Graphic in 1891. Alec, who may be a distant relative, seduces the [*]title character. For 10 points, name this 16th century comedy by Shakespeare that Kenneth Branagh adapted into a film starring Denzel Washington, Michael Keaton, and Keanu Reeves.

9. He began his long and distinguished jazz career as a hustler and part-time singer in Baltimore’s clubland. His band made headlines at the Cotton Club, in theatres nationwide, in films and on radio. His wild hair, white suit, [*]sing-a-long specialities, and histrionic high tenor voice generated hysterical approval everywhere. For 10 points, name this vocalist and bandleader whose theme song “Minnie the Moocher,” was written with Irving Mills.

Answer : Cab(ell) Calloway
10.It consists of extraneous signals arising from any cause that might be [*]confused with the required measurements. For example, in electrical measurements of nuclear phenomena and radioactivity, it would include counts emanating from amplifier noise, cosmic rays, and insulator leakage. For 10 points, name this general problem in physical measurements that limits the ability to detect or accurately measure any given phenomenon.

12. Graduating from Sam Houston High School in San Antonio, Texas, he spent two years at Harding College in Arkansas and later went to [*]George Washington University. A former clerk to Chief Justice Warren Burger, he was two  named counselor to the Attorney General and become one of the youngest judges ever to sit on the U.S. Court of Appeals at age 37. For 10 points, name this man who became the independent counsel investigating the Whitewater scandal in 1994.

13. He was general manager of the Pittsburgh Pirates in 1992 and 1993. He played [*]catcher, first base, and designated hitter for the St. Louis Cardinals, Milwaukee Brewers, and Atlanta Braves. For 10 points, name this backstop who appeared in 8 All-Star Games from 1972-1983.

For 10 points, name this little motorbike that gained popularity in ads for Doc Martens, IBM, as the favorite transportation vehicle for Ellen DeGeneres and Jerry Seinfeld, and in the movies American Pie and Austin Powers: The Spy Who Shagged Me.

18. It is subtitled “Conjugal Love” and was first performed on November 20, 1805, to French troops who were occupying Vienna. The hero is Don [*]Fernando Florestan, a political prisoner in Spain and the heroine disguises herself as a young man to infiltrate the jail and protect her husband.
