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1. He is quoted as saying, “There is criticism that I forgot my role as prime minister. That’s true”.  This statement came in response to criticism brought on due to his [*] “divine-country” statement which seemed to echo pre-WWII allegiance to his country’s ruler.  For ten points, name this Japanese official who eventually permanently took over after Keizo Obuchi’s stroke.

ANSWER: Yoshiro Mori 
2. The monument of this man’s obsession with German idealist metaphysics was a singular book, The Thinking Eye, one of the most detailed manuals on the science of design ever written.  Like Kandinsky, he valued the [*]primitive, and especially the art of children, but did not share his Theosophic views.  For ten points, name this artist who taught at the Bauhaus, whose works include Death and Fire, Embrace, and The Twittering Machine.

ANSWER: Paul Klee
3. Upon taking the throne, he restored Sir Henry Percy’s son to his lands and titles, and honorably reburied, at Westminster Abbey, the remains of Richard II.  He also continued his father’s policy of persecuting the [*]Lollards, and executed their leader, Sir John Oldcastle, in 1417.  For ten points, name this king, who, at the time of his death at Vincennes in 1422 was the most influential ruler in Western Europe.

ANSWER: Henry V  

4. After being mocked by the title character, Monterone calls down a father’s curse on the title character, and when his daughter is kidnapped by courtiers, he believes that it is due to this curse.  When he learns that his daughter, Gilda, is waiting bedside for the Duke, he swears vengeance and hires the assassin Sparafucile.  So goes, for ten points, which [*]Verdi opera in which Sparafucile murders Gilda instead of the Duke, prompting the title jester, whose name means “Little Laugh,” to recall Monterone’s curse.

ANSWER: Rigoletto 
5. Everybody lives in a universe of concentric circles known as the Eight [*]Dynamics.  The Dynamics begin with the First – the urge towards existence as one’s self – and end with the Eighth – the urge toward existence as infinity or the God Dynamic.  The struggle of the Operating Thetan takes place in the Eight Dynamics.  For ten points, name this religion popularized by the celebrities that adhere to it, and founded by L. Ron Hubbard.

ANSWER:  The Church of Scientology
6. Their website states that “In the name of God we desire to bestow a favour upon those who were deemed weak in the land, and to make them the Imams, and to make them the heirs”.  The Secretary General of this group, Sayyed Hasan [*]Nasrallah, and the rest of the inner cabinet declared a halt on aggression on Lebanon in early May.  For ten points, name this Islamic resistance group that, in the wake of the end of Israeli occupation, and the withdrawal of Israeli troops, took over Lebanon in late May.

ANSWER: Hezbollah 
7. Negative u is substituted for u.  x equals gamma times the quantity [*]x’ [x prime] plus u times t’ [t prime], and y equals y’ are just two of the four equations involved in this transformation.  For ten points identify this transformation that relates the position of an object moving in three-dimensional space in terms of two different perspectives, named after a Dutch physicist.

ANSWER: Inverse Lorentz Transformation

8. Ground was painstakingly leveled on a plain in present-day Iraq days before the engagement in order to make paths for [*]chariots on both sides.  The Macedonian force of 40,000 infantry and 7000 cavalry attacked the Persian left before breaking through the center.  The battle saw the Persians lose tens of thousands of men, while the Macedonians only lost 500.  For ten points, identify this 331 BC battle that saw Alexander the Great’s forces rout those of Darius III.

ANSWER: Battle of Gaugamela   

9. When the temperature of a gas is raised, the molecules move faster, on average.  At a constant volume, the pressure of a fixed sample of a gas is directly proportional to the absolute temperature.  These are some of the implications of, for ten points, what [*]theory that states that the absolute temperature of a sample of a gas is directly proportional to the average translational kinetic energy of the gas molecules.

ANSWER: Kinetic Theory of Temperature or Kinetic-Molecular Theory 

10. Due to the scarcity of the plant from which this drug is derived in South America, one can now find its source grown in Java, India, and Sri Lanka.  As early as 1633, Calancha, an Augustinian monk living in Peru, described how local Indians would fabricate this [*]medicine by grounding up tree bark.  For ten points, name this substance derived from the bark of the cinchona tree, used to combat fevers, especially those brought on by malaria.

ANSWER: Quinine (accept Cinchonine early)

11. The family patriarch, Max, his younger brother Sam, two of his sons – one, [*]Lenny, a small time pimp, and the other, Joey, a boxer – and his eldest son, Teddy, who has just returned home from America with his wife are some of the characters in this play.  For ten points, identify this play that sees Lenny and Joey hit on Teddy’s wife almost to the point of making love with her right in front of him, a major opus of Harold Pinter.

ANSWER: The Homecoming 

12. Founded by private citizens in 1950, and subsidized heavily by the CIA until 1971, many of its current staff members are exiles or emigrants from formerly [*]Communist countries.  The main purpose of this entity was to provide those in Communist countries with information about world affairs often withheld by the regimes of the countries they were in.  For ten points, identify this American radio network that transmits news and cultural programs to former Eastern Bloc nations, better known as the title of a song by R.E.M.

ANSWER: Radio Free Europe
13. Educated at Vassar College and Columbia University, she joined Columbia’s faculty in 1923 and served as a professor after 1930.  Her most important fieldwork was done between 1922 and 1939 during trips that she made to the [*]reservations of various Native American groups.  For ten points, name this cultural anthropologist, whose works include Race: Science and Politics, Zuni Mythology, and Patterns of Culture.

ANSWER: Ruth Fulton Benedict
14. In 1954, he entered Tokyo University, and in 1958 won the prestigious Akutagawa Prize for Shiku – translated as [*]The Catch – which described a village’s custody of a captured black airman in WWII.  His first full length novel, Nip the Buds, Shoot The Kids, established his reputation as an important post war writer.  For ten points, name this author whose birth of a brain damaged child gave much of the basis for A Personal  Matter, and who was the winner of the 1994 Nobel Prize for Literature.

ANSWER: Kenzaburo Oe 

15. They probably spoke Oscan, and may have been the parent stock of the Samnites.  They lived in the mountainous country east of the [*]Tiber, north of the Latins and Aequi, and south of the Umbrians and Picenes.  For ten points, name this people conquered by Manius Curius Dentatus, whose women followers of Romulus possibly captured and violated.

ANSWER: Sabines 
16. The son of Nare Maghan, he left his home state of Kangaba after it was taken over by Sumanguru Kante, the king of the Susu.  Responding to the requests of his people in 1235 he assembled a coalition of [*]Malinke chiefdoms and led them to victory at the Battle of Kirina.  For ten points, name this African ruler who built his capital at Niani, the founder of the Mali Empire.

ANSWER: Sundiata Keita

17. Selected by the Milwaukee Bucks in the second round of the 1995 NBA draft - 43rd pick overall – he starred alongside Shawn Respert in [*]Michigan State’s backcourt, forming the Ice half of the Fire and Ice duo.  For ten points, name this current starting NBA point guard, whose ankle woes played a role in his Sixers’ defeat at the hands of the Indiana Pacers in this past season’s playoffs.

ANSWER: Eric Snow
18. Individual chromosomes gather at each of the [*]two poles.  In most organisms, the cytoplasm divides, forming two new cells.  Each of the cells produced now contains half the number of chromosomes of the original cell.  For ten points, name this stage of meiosis that follows anaphase.

ANSWER: Telophase 
19. “Suck it in, take a breath and my mouth is loose, so while I get up and spit, I dream of [*]juice.  Have you ever made out in a dark hallway?  Displayed a kiss that made your day?  Or say, played a track from your record collection?  It’s your mix, congratulations!”.  For ten points, name this catchy single off of their self-titled album, that powered 311 to national fame.

ANSWER: Down
20. Found in the inaccessible rain forests of northeastern Democratic Repulic of the Congo, and western Uganda, they live a secluded life, and were not discovered until 1900.  They have long, flexible [*]blue-black tongues that are used to rip leaves from branches, and short, soft hair that is reddish-brown to black with large, white stripes on the front legs and flanks.  For ten points, name this animal with species johnstoni, a member of the giraffe family.

ANSWER: Okapi
21. Subtitled A Chapter From an Abortive Romance, this work tells of the encounter of the lime-burner Bartram with the [*]title character.  The title character has come back to the limekiln that he once operated in order to die after having found the Unpardonable Sin after a search for many, many years.  For ten points, name this Nathaniel Hawthorne short story that ends with the title character throwing himself into the limekiln.

ANSWER: Ethan Brand
22. The imperfect form of avoir [ah-VWAR] or [*]être [EH-truh] is placed after the pronoun in accordance to rules for constructing the past tense of a given verb.  The past participle of the given verb is placed after both the pronoun and the aforementioned imperfect form of avoir or être.  For ten points, identify this verb tense used to describe an occurrence that had taken place before another past action or event.

ANSWER: Plus-que-perfect or Pluperfect 

23. One of the title characters sits perched on a tree holding a piece of cheese in his mouth.  The other [*]title character flatters the former to the point that the former opens his mouth and lets the piece of cheese drop.  The flatterer leaves the scene triumphantly, and the duped vows never to be taken in such a manner again.  For ten points, name this poem that many French students are made to memorize, a work of Jean de la Fontaine.

ANSWER: Le Corbeau et Le Renard or The Crow and the Fox 
24. When 1861 rolled around this West Point grad and Texas vet entered the Confederate Army as a First Lieutenant of [*]cavalry, and was eventually promoted to Brigadier General and put in command of the Texas Brigade.  During the course of the war, he lost one arm and the use of one leg, and had to be strapped to his horse in order to ride.  For ten points, name this eventual commander of the Army of the Tennessee, whose overly bold actions versus Sherman in 1864 cost the South the city of Atlanta.

ANSWER: John Bell Hood 

25. Formed by the confluence of the Uele and Bomu rivers at Yakoma in the Democratic Republic of Congo, it flows generally [*]northwest forming the border between the DRC and the Central African Republic.  Turning southwest near Fort de Possel, Central African Republic, it then flows between the two states called Congo.  For ten points, name this river which is the chief tributary of the Congo.

ANSWER: Ubangi or Oubangui 
26. While he lived in Paris from 1925 to 1932, studying under Nadine Boulanger, he came under the influence of Eric Satie, and the rest of Les Six.  He won the only [*]Pulitzer Prize ever awarded to a film score for the 1948 documentary film Louisiana Story, and was the principle music critic for the New York Herald-Tribune from 1940 to 1954.  For ten points, identify this American composer who wrote The Plow that Broke the Plains Suite, but who is more famous for the opera Four Saints in Three Acts.

ANSWER: Virgil Thomson
27. Originally made by Hephaestus, it became the ordinary dress of Athena in later mythology.  A short cloak with golden tassels, generally worn over the shoulders, it served as a symbol of power, protecting and [*]terrifying those enemies of its bearer.  For ten points, identify this object sometimes depicted as a breastplate or as a shield fringed with serpents.

ANSWER: Aegis
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1. For ten points each, given a word origin, identify the word in question.

A. This derogatory term came from the Dutch words for “John Cheese”.

ANSWER: Yankees
B. The name of this sweet probably derives from the verb sense meaning to cobble together in a hasty manner.

ANSWER: Fudge
C. This Americanism possibly emerged due to the poor penmanship of a clerk when writing “Order Recorded”.

ANSWER: OK
2. For the stated number of points, identify the painting given a brief description.

For five points: This Edward Hopper painting features a diner with a Phillies blunt sign on the top of it.

ANSWER: Nighthawks
For ten points: This tableau features a group of various types of models waiting to be painted by the artist.

ANSWER: L’Atelier or The Artist’s Studio
For fifteen points: In this painting, one man’s arm seems to blend in another man’s face during a boxing match.

ANSWER: Stag at Sharkey’s
3. Identify the following quantities from physics on a 15-5 basis.

A. For fifteen points: The parallel-axis theorem relates this quantity if examined on two different axes of rotation.

For five points: This quantity for a sphere is two-fifths the mass times the radius squared.

ANSWER: Moment of Inertia
B. For fifteen points: This quantity is equal to the cross product of the rotational inertia of an object and the object’s angular acceleration.

For five points: It is the angular analogue of force.

ANSWER: Torque
4.30-20-10 Name the Chinese dynasty

30: This dynasty began when the modest general Zhao Kuangyin reluctantly accepted being appointed emperor by his soldiers.  Rules he set forth such as forbidding his troops from pillaging helped set the stage for the dynasty’s humane government.

20: Technological advances during this dynasty include the invention of moveable type by Pi Sheng, and breakthroughs in mining, sericulture, and metallurgy.

10: Lasting from 960-1279, it is usually divided into two periods, the Northern and the Southern.

ANSWER: Song Dynasty

5. For ten points each, given a basic description, identify the card game.

A. This bid-based game involves players trying to obtain the high trump card, the low trump card, the jack of trump, and “game points” to fulfill their bid. Trump is set by the high  bidder and each team tries to get to 11 points.

ANSWER: Pitch or Setback

B. This game sees players form melds containing cards of the same rank.  A meld of seven cards shares its name with the game.

ANSWER: Canasta
C. In this game, after all 13 tricks have been played, the winning team earns 1 point for each trick won in excess of 6.  The game usually goes until one team reaches 5 points.

ANSWER: Whist
6. Given a description, identify the disease for the stated number of points.

For 5 points: Only humans and armadillos can contract this disease.

ANSWER: Hansen’s disease or Leprosy
For 10 points: This hereditary disease is the result of the deposition, in and about the joints, of the salts of uric acid, and is frequently brought about by the overconsumption of red wine or organ meats.

ANSWER: Gout
For 15 points: The Fore word for “trembling” or “shivering” it is a fatal degenerative disorder of the central nervous system.  This disease can only be found in Papua New Guinea.

ANSWER: Kuru
7. For ten points each, given a description of a national park name it.

A. Located in southwestern Utah, this park preserves a scenic area of colorful canyons, mesas, and cliffs.  The most prominent feature is the canyon that lends the park its name, a narrow chasm cut by the Virgin River.

ANSWER: Zion National Park

B. Located in southeastern Arizona, it includes portions of the Sonoran Desert.  Animals found here include kangaroo rats, javelinas, hawks, and rattlesnakes.  Plants found here include three type of cacti, one of which lends its name to that of the park.

ANSWER: Saguaro National Park

C. In this park, numerous active glaciers continue to shape a landscape of broad, U-shaped valleys and small kettle lakes.  The park is better known for containing the highest point in the US.

ANSWER: Denali National Park

8. For ten points each, identify both the author and title of a short story given a description.  You will be given five points for each part correct – not all or nothing.

A. Mrs. Mooney, the proprietor of the title location, forces Mr. Doran to marry her daughter Polly after she discovers that Polly is carrying Mr. Doran’s child.

ANSWER: The Boarding House by James Joyce
B. In an effort to get revenge upon Fortunato, Montresor lures him into the catacombs and traps him by filling a niche with brick and mortar.

ANSWER: A Cask of Amontillado by Edgar Allan Poe
C. In the final “show down” with Jack, Scratchy feels that Jack is lying to him by saying that he doesn’t have a gun.  Jack states that he is now married, and Scratchy walks away confounded.

ANSWER: The Bride Comes to Yellow Sky by Stephen Crane
9.Identify the following reactions from the wonderful world of Organic Chemistry for the stated number of points.

For 5 points: A fluorine, chlorine, or bromine is substituted for a hydrogen in a free radical mechanism.

ANSWER: Halogenation
For 10 points: This general type of reaction has second-order kinetics, and results in complete stereochemical inversion.

ANSWER: SN2

For 15 points: An alkyl halide reacts with an alkoxide to form an ether.

ANSWER: Williamson synthesis

10. For the stated number of points identify the following about bribery allegations levied at a former head of a European state.

For five points: The accused in the affair, he claimed that the $1 million he took from anonymous donors was not tantamount to bribery.  Two thirds of his chancellery records mysteriously disappeared before he handed power over to Gerhard Schroeder.

ANSWER: Helmut Kohl
For ten points: Some of the missing documents pertained to the purchase of 36 armored vehicles from Germany by what Asian country.

ANSWER: Saudi Arabia
For fifteen points: This former deputy chief of parliament led the investigation that discovered that 3 gigabytes of data had been erased.

ANSWER: Burkhard Hirsch 

11. Name the following composers FTPE.

A. He is considered by many to be the top Renaissance composer.  He was forced to retire by Pope Paul IV.

ANSWER: Giovanni Pierluigi da Palestrina
B. Born in Florence, he moved to Paris as a boy.  While in Paris he was made operatic director or superintendent of music by King Louis XIV, and died from gangrene after accidentally punching a conducting staff through his foot.

ANSWER: Jean-Baptiste Lully or Giovanni Batista Lulli
C. One of the leading German opera composers, he entered into a famous competition with Niccolo Piccini.  He won the competition with his last opera, Iphigenie en Tauride, and retired.

ANSWER: Cristoph W. Gluck
12. For ten points each given a treaty, identify the war it ended.

A. Nystadt

ANSWER: Great Northern War

B. Nanking

ANSWER: First Opium War

C. Troyes

ANSWER: Hundred Year’s War

13. Given a description of a character, identify that character for the stated number of points.

For five points: This narrator of The Great Gatsby is tenuously romantically linked to Jordan Baker.

ANSWER: Nick Carraway
For ten points: This is the name of the child born out of Hester Prynne’s affair with Arthur Dimmesdale.

ANSWER: Pearl
For fifteen points: This South American servant of Candide seems to have more wisdom than the man he serves.

ANSWER: Cacambo
14. For ten points each identify the element given clues.

A. This element that is used to make steel lighter is also now being used in the manufacturing of super-lightweight golf clubs.

ANSWER: Beryllium
B. Used in magnesium alloys and as a stabilizing component of electron tubes, it was discovered by Berzelius in 1828. It provides a majority of the nuclear energy of India.

ANSWER: Thorium
C. This silver-white, brittle, semi-metallic element is used in the manufacture of rectifiers and in semiconductor research.  Its name comes from the Latin for earth.

ANSWER: Tellurium
15. 30-20-10 Identify the writer from clues.

30 point clue: Part of the avant-garde movement that emerged in his country in the 1940’s, he believes that poetry should be an active participant in history and politics. 

20 point clue: He fought for the Republicans in the Spanish Civil War, and resigned his ambassadorship in response to his country’s crackdown on student riots.

10 point clue: This Mexican poet won the 1990 Nobel Prize in Literature.

ANSWER: Octavio Paz
16.For ten points each, given a description of an organelle, identify it.

A. These organelles contain several kinds of enzymes.  Some convert fats to carbohydrates, and others alter potentially harmful molecules within the cell.

ANSWER: Peroxisomes
B. Plant cells store waste products in a large internal space known as this.

ANSWER: Central Vacuole
C. These are vesicles that contain the cell’s digestive enzymes.

ANSWER: Lysosomes
17. Identify these restaurants or dining establishments found in the Simpson’s for the 

stated number of points.

For five points: This is where Homer gets drunk off his ass in a great many episodes of the show.

ANSWER: Moe’s Tavern

For ten points: If the proprietor of this restaurant doesn’t smile when he brings you your check, your meal is free.

ANSWER: Uncle Moe’s Family Feedbag
For fifteen points: The two proprietors of this Afghan restaurant bicker over who is to handle the first phone call they have received in a long time.

ANSWER: Two Guys From Kabul
Given a description of an Olympian’s feats, identify the Olympian for the stated number of points.

18. Identify the following disciplines of philosophy for ten points each.

A. This discipline is concerned with reality.  It examines the basic categories of reality in order to understand the world in general, and so get at the role humankind plays in it.

ANSWER: Metaphysics
B. This discipline focuses on human knowledge, what it is, what its limists are, and how valid it is.

ANSWER: Epistemology
C. This discipline focuses on art appreciation and essentially tries to get at what makes something a work of art.

ANSWER: Aesthetics
19. For ten points each, given a description of a form of poetry, identify it.

A. This chain-letter style of poetry writing is a string of linked stanzas written by two or more poets trading off.

ANSWER: Renku
B. Typically consisting of stanzas of ten or more lines marked by the use of recurring refrains, it is the Korean equivalent of troubadours’ ballads.

ANSWER: Changga
C. These are as carefully constructed as a haiku, but are longer, featuring a 5-7-5-7-7 pattern.

ANSWER: Tanka

ANSWER: Anti-Mason
B. John C. Breckinridge – 1860

ANSWER: Southern Democratic

21. Identify the following about 2000 South American elections for the stated number of points.

A. For ten points, this country’s court suspended elections due to technical problems that could preclude “credibility and transparency”.  There were just a few bugs in the software – possibly planted by President Chavez.

ANSWER: Venezuela
B. For 15 points, this man pulled out of his Peruvian run-off election, and called on his followers to boycott the vote.

ANSWER: Alejandro Toledo
C. For five points, this is the incumbent that Toledo would have run against in the run-off.

ANSWER: Alberto Fujimori 
22. Given a work identify the economist that penned it for ten points each.

A. The General Theory of Employmnet, Interest, and Money
ANSWER: John Maynard Keynes
B. Absentee Ownership and Business Enterprise in Recent Times
ANSWER: Thorsten Veblen
C. An American Dilemma: The Negro Problem and Modern Democracy
ANSWER: Gunnar Myrdal
23. For the stated number of points, given a list of languages, identify the language group they are all members of.

For five points: French, Italian, Spanish, Romanian.

ANSWER: Romance Languages

For ten points: Zapotec, Otomi, and Mixtec.

ANSWER: Meso-American Languages

For fifteen points: Turkish, Azerbaijani, and Mongol.

ANSWER: Altaic Languages

24. For ten points each, identify the Jewish holiday given a brief description.

A. This is the name given to the days from Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur.

ANSWER: Days of Awe or Yamim Noraim
B. Two of the symbols associated with this harvest holiday are the citron or etrog, and a branch of the date palm or lulav.

ANSWER: Sukkot
C. This is the name given to the last day of Sukkot.

ANSWER: Shemini Atzeret or Eighth Day
25. Identify the following groups of islands, given names of islands found in the group or other components for the stated number of points.

For five points: Jersey, Guernsey, Alderny, and Sark

ANSWER: Channel Islands

For ten points: This group is divided into the Federated States of Micronesia, and the Republic of Palau.

ANSWER: Caroline Islands

For fifteen points: Kalimnos, Leros, and Nisiros, occupied by Italy during WWII.

ANSWER: Dodecanese Islands 

26. For five points: A winner of four medals in Mexico City, this American swimmer won an astounding seven gold medals at the 1972 Olympics in Munich.

ANSWER: Mark Spitz
For ten points: This thrower was the first man to win the gold medal in the discus in four consecutive Olympic Games.

ANSWER: Al Oerter
For fifteen points: The first female swimmer to win four gold medals at one Olympics, she did so at the 1976 Games in Montreal.

ANSWER: Kornelia Ender
27. Given some information about an architect’s style and design features, and buildings he designed, identify the architect for ten points each.  

A. For ten points: Catalan modernism. Buildings include: the Palacio Guell, and the Church of the Sagrada Familia.

ANSWER: Antoni Gaudi
B. For ten points: International Style.  Glass, glass, and more glass.  Slender columns, slab roofs, and heavy use of rich materials. Buildings include: Tugendhat House, and  The Seagram Building.

ANSWER: Mies Van Der Rohe
C. For ten points: “The poet of concrete”.  Huge spaces roofed in dramatic manner.  Buildings include: UNESCO Headquarters, Olympic Sports Palace, Rome.

ANSWER: Pier Luigi Nervi
28. For the stated number of points, given clues, identify the figure of Medieval Christianity.

For fifteen points: In the 14th century CE, she journeyed from town to town in Northern Italy, preaching repentance and renewal through total love of God.  Her influential writings led to her designation as a Doctor of the Church in 1970

ANSWER: St. Catherine of Siena
For five points: An eloquent religious orator, and an exceptionally gifted and prolific writer, he played a key role in the meteoric rise of the Cistercian order.

ANSWER: St. Bernard of Clairvaux [prompt on Bernard; accept Clairvaux by itself]

For ten points: He was made archbishop of Albano in 1273, he died at Lyons in 1274.  An Italian by birth, he studied in Paris, where he wrote the Breviloquium, a commentary on Scripture.

ANSWER: St. Bonaventure
