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1. They performed a version of "This Guy's In Love With You" on the Lounge-A-Palooza compilation, a year after they made their major-label debut with "Make Your Mama Proud." Originally called Magneto U.S.A. and featuring Joe Shuffield[*] on drums, Tony Scalzo on bass and Miles Zuinga on guitar,  they just released their third album "Harsh Light of Day," the follow-up to their 1998 smash hit album "All The Pain Money Can Buy." FTP, name this Texas band who hit it big with the songs "Out of My Head," "Fire Escape" and "The Way."

ANSWER: Fastball
2. He was a pupil in Bologna of Padre Martini, where he composed liturgical music and impressed many with a tact not found among his family members; he was further estranged from his Lutheran family with a [*]conversion to Catholicism in 1760 to obtain a job as organist at Milan cathedral. None of his composed works, including symphonies, cantatas and Italianate operas, associated with the Rococco style, are particularly famous, but his series of concerts with Karl Fridrich Abel from 1762 to 1764 led to an appointment as music master in London to Queen Charlotte. FTP, name this musician, nicknamed the "English" Bach.

3. According to a website calling for its ban, this colorless, odorless, and tasteless compound kills thousands of people each year. Death is usually caused by accidental inhalation or withdrawal[*] after dependence is reached, although exposure to its solid form can cause tissue damage. It contributes to erosion and is the major component of acid rain; yet is used in industry, power facilities, research, and even food production. FTP, name this compound, referred to by the website as dihydrogen monoxide.

ANSWER: water
4. This poem begins and ends with snarls from its protagonist, a monk. [*]In it, the protagonist complains violently of the favor which one of his fellow monks enjoys despite his apparent lack of piety. To wit, he fails to cross his knife and fork on his plate after eating, he concentrates more on his garden than on his prayers. FTP, name the poem, a remarkable commentary on hypocrisy and pride by Robert Browning. 

ANSWER: “Soliloquy of the Spanish Cloister”

5. On August 9, 1942, this sea battle occurred; Admiral Turner, attempting to protect the beachhead on Guadalcanal, [*] divided his American and Australian force of cruisers and destroyers into three groups. These forces were centered around the island from which the battle takes its name. In the subsequent action, a substantial Japanese force under Vice Admiral Mikawa was able to surprise and essentially demolish the unprepared Allied force. The Allies lost four heavy cruisers and a destroyer, inflicting no significant damage on the Japanese ships. FTP, name this battle, which led to improved firefighting and fire prevention techniques on Allied ships and which Samuel Eliot Morison called the “worst defeat ever inflicted on the United States Navy in a fair fight.”

ANSWER: The Battle of Savo Island

6. Among other proclamations, he declared that in his opinion, French wine was the best wine, and that in fact, his country is selling missile technology[*] to nations such as Syria and Iran. More disturbing, however, is his revelation that his recent promise to Russian leader Vladimir Putin regarding scrapping his nation’s nuclear weapons program was meant laughingly, as he thinks small nations should confront powerful ones directly. FTP, identify this leader of North Korea.

ANSWER: Kim Jong Il
7. He was dubbed The Claw on Capitol Hill for his habit of groping women in Senate elevators during the late '40s and early '50s. However, he made a name for himself in 1942 by breaking ranks and voting against the poll tax. He later beat the Crump machine in Memphis[*] in 1948 to gain a Senate seat. By 1951, he became one of politics' first national stars by leading nationally televised hearings on organized crime. FTP, name this Tennessee senator who would serve as Adlai Stevenson's running mate in 1956.

ANSWER: Estes Kefauver
8. David Kuhn recently took over as editor in chief of this magazine from its founder and namesake. Departments include Stuff We Like, Out Here, The Wry Side, [*]The Money Press and Credentials. It says it stands for four things: accuracy, labeling and sourcing, no conflicts of interest and accountability, all of which helps shape its motto "Skepticism Is a Virtue." FTP, name this magazine that covers politics and journalism named for its president and CEO, Stephen Brill.

ANSWER: Brill’s Content
9. Reaction to it in the author’s home country was so harsh from both ends of the political spectrum that the author fled to Germany shortly after it was published. As the novel opens, the central character accompanies his friend Arkady Kirsanov to the Kirsanov household, and the reader is introduced to the father [*]Nikolai and the uncle Pavel, symbolizing the old order, which the younger duo opposes. We follow the wanderings and failed loves of Yevgeny Barzarov, who is symbolic for his lack of a belief system. FTP, name this 1862 novel, which served as the introduction to the concept of “nihilism,”the most famous work of Ivan Turgenev.

A: _Fathers_and_Sons_

10. It was named for the Dutch astronomer who inferred its existence in 1950 based on physical evidence of long-period comets entering the solar system, and also determined the rotation of the Milky Way[*] galaxy in the 1920s. Its vast distance – estimated at three light years from the Sun – is considered to be the extent of the Sun’s gravitational influence. FTP, name this spherical cloud surrounding the planetary system.

ANSWER: Oort Cloud
11. John Stone and John Oldham, fur traders and alleged kidnappers, were captured in 1636[*] by a tribe who refused to release them. In retaliation, Captain John Mason led a group of Narragansetts in a massacre of a village on the Mystic River, and the Puritans made it a crime to say the name of the tribe which opposed them. For 10 points, name this first major New England conflict between whites and natives, named for a tribe now better associated with Moby Dick.

ANSWER: the Pequot War

12. In 1886, following his father's death he dropped out of the College of San Juan de Letran to take over the family's sugar cane business. Nine years later, he was elected mayor of his hometown of Cavite and joined the Masons, helping to foster a revolutionary spirit. By 1896, he had helped revolutionary forces beat the Spaniards[*] near Manila. Over the next five years, he would be exiled to Hong Kong and then return home to team up briefly with Americans before controlling the country and engage in battle with the U.S. before being captured. FTP, name this revolutionary who proclaimed Philippine independence in 1898 before surrendering in 1901.

ANSWER: Emilio Aguinaldo
13. A native of Greensboro, North Carolina, he moved in high school when his father Ed was hired as an assistant coach by Larry Brown. This kept him from becoming a Tar Heel[*]. A prominent pro, he has been the NBA’s Sixth Man of the Year, an All-Star twice, and was recently acquired by the Utah Jazz. For 10 points, name this Kansas legend who took the Jayhawks to the NCAA title in 1988.

ANSWER: Danny Manning
14. While this scientist’s major research interest was the structure and chemistry of coal, it is not what she is best remembered for. Born in 1920, she attended King‘s College in London; after learning crystallography[*] in Paris, she  returned to King’s as an investigator, not an assistant to Maurice Wilkins. FTP, name the scientist who, though slighted in The Double Helix, laid the crystallographic foundation for the Watson-Crick model of DNA and who did not receive a Nobel Prize due to her death from cancer in 1958. 

ANSWER: Rosalind Franklin
15. The chapters of this 1955 work are named after various characters: The Texan, Clevinger, Haverymeyer, Doc Daneeka, [*]Chief White Halfoat, Hungry Joe, and McWatt, among others. Of course, this is a satirical work; an example is the character Lieutenant Scheisskopf – German for Lieutenant Shithead. Better known characters are Major Major Major Major and the main character, Yossarian. FTP, identify this Joseph Heller masterpiece, whose title has become a common phrase.

ANSWER: Catch-22
16. Adherents to this religion may not drink alcohol or caffeine and women are banned from wearing sleeveless shirts. In order to be married "for time and eternity"[*], both members of an engaged couple must be judged "worthy" and married in a temple. Before they marry, most young men (as well as some women) brought up in this religion spend two years on a mission. FTP, name this religion whose missionaries are usually seen riding bicycles in their suits and ties.

ANSWER: Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints (accept Mormons)

17. This malignancy whose primary tumor usually consists of very few actual malignant cells, accounts for a minority of lymphomas[*] in America. Its discoverer, for whom it is named, demonstrated in 1832 that it is not a response to an inflammatory process. Even so, current data suggest that incidence of this cancer is increased in people who have previously had infectious mononucleosis. FTP, name this cancer, which is diagnosed by visual observation of Reed-Sternberg cells in hematoxylin and eosin preparations of lymph node tissue and which killed the protagonist’s science teacher in the movie October Sky.

ANSWER: Hodgkin’s Disease

18. This South Pacific island nation received its independence on July 30, 1980 after joint administration by France and the United Kingdom since 1906, when it was known as the New Hebrides. [*] It is located to the west of Fiji, and to the southeast of the Solomon Islands. The two largest islands are Espiritu Santo and Malakula, although the capital of Port-Vila is not located on either of those islands. FTP, name this island nation, whose unit of currency is the vatu.

ANSWER: Vanuatu
19. Two men enter a laboratory to participate in an experiment of the effect of punishment on learning. One man, actually another experimenter[*], is the "learner", and is punished with shocks by the "teacher" when he gives a wrong answer. The true experiment is a test of obedience run by, FTP, which famous social psychologist?

ANSWER: Stanley Milgram
20. Molly Pitcher has a Big Boy; so does Vince Lombardi. Presidents Grover Cleveland and Woodrow Wilson are only[*] accessible going north. Most of them have Roy Rogers. FTP, these, along with Joyce Kilmer, James Fenimore Cooper, and Admiral Halsey, are all the namesakes of what bastions of Generica on the vast wasteland that is I-95?

A: Rest stops on the New Jersey Turpike (accept equivalents; DNA exits)
21. In Germany, the song devoted to him was not only translated into German (that title being “Quitsche Entchen” [*] [pronounced kvit-cha enchen]), but the music was remixed with a techno beat. Therefore, to most American listeners, the only familiar aspects of the song are the silly giggling and the squeaky noise in the background. FTP, name this “Sesame Street” character, beloved by Ernie.

ANSWER: Rubber Duckie
22. In a letter to the Detroit Free Press, she lashed out against allegations that she was cheating on her famous husband[*] with men she met in a bar. Whether meant ironically or in earnest, her husband’s repeated threats to harm her are perhaps an explanation for her recent suicide attempt. She is the mother of young Hailie and has a song devoted to her on the most recent album from her husband. FTP, identify this wife of rap superstar Eminem.

ANSWER: Kim Mathers
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1. A Richard Nixon contributor bribed two officials of Nixon’s reelection campaign to obstruct an SEC investigation of his activities. That bribe money was later used to fund the Watergate break-in, and the campaign officials were imprisoned for obstruction and perjury. For 10 points each, name that contributor and the two officials, one an ex-Attorney General, the other an ex-Commerce Secretary.

ANS: Robert Vesco, John Mitchell, and Maurice Stans

2. Sure, everyone knows who the four main Presidential candidates this fall are – but who are their running mates? Identify the four main Vice-Presidential candidates based on clues FTSNOP.

A) F5P, this Yale graduate and current Senator is the first Jewish candidate on a major party ticket.

ANS: Joseph Lieberman
B) F5P, this man did not complete his studies at Yale, yet on to represent Wyoming in Congress and become the Secretary of Defense during the Gulf War.

ANS: Dick Cheney
C) F10P, this African-American woman is a former schoolteacher from Los Angeles, a member of the John Birch Society, and the running mate of Reform Party nominee Pat Buchanan.

ANS: Ezola Foster
D) F10P, this running mate of Ralph Nader is the author of several books, including Last Standing Woman and All Our Relations. She currently lives on the White Earth Reservation in Minnesota.

ANS: Winona LaDuke
3. Answer the following about geologic formations found at Yellowstone Park F15PE.

A) These can best be described as steam vents, and acidic gases such as hydrogen sulfide and carbon dioxide are typically present. They are points of release for fumes and gases, and take on the appearance of small ponds with rocky, cavernous depths and bright blue water, with steam rising from the surface.

ANS: fumaroles
B) These are formed when rainwater, collecting under pressure in hot rocks below ground, turns partially into steam and causing the water above to overflow. This prompts an eruption of water and steam into the air, sometimes reaching heights of several hundred feet.

ANS: geysers
4. Identify the following personalities from the Hundred Years War. If you get the answer on the first clue, you get ten; if you need the second clue, you get five.

5 pts.: He commissioned a Book of Hours, known to this day as the Tres Riches Heures, which is considered by many to be an outstanding example of medieval liturgical art.

C) 10 pts.: A brother of the Black Prince, his name was a somewhat clumsily Anglicized version of his Continental birthplace. He amassed remarkable governmental power and took the lead in attempting to defend Wyclif from the English bishops. 

5 pts.: He served as Regent before the accession of Richard II; he appears as an ancillary character in Shakespeare’s Richard II tetralogy, in which numerous puns are made from his name to skinniness.

ANS: John of Gaunt (OR Duke of Lancaster)

5. For ten points each, name the treaties signed during the 1920s.

A) Signed on December 6, 1921, it provided dominion status for the Irish Free State and created a separate status within the British Empire for the six counties of Ulster.
