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Toss ups

1. Appearing in the Piazza del Santo in Padua, it was inspired by the statue of Marcus Aurelius in Rome, and by the horses atop the Church of St. Mark’s in

Venice.(*)  This statue is noted for the ugly appearance of the rider’s face, as well as the fact that it was the first important equestrian statue of the Renaissance.  FTP, name this 15th-century statue by Donatello, depicting the mounted mercenary Erasmo di Narni?

ANSWER: Equestrian Statue of GATTAMELATA (accept Erasmo di NARNI for Gattamelata before he is mentioned)

2. He believed that humanity needed to return to classical Greek concepts of being, and was bitterly opposed to Nihilism.  His writings state that the individual is always in danger of being obscured(*) by objects and the conformity of crowds; true freedom can only be attained by the confronting of death and by angst, the feeling of dread.  FTP, name this author of Being and Time.

ANSWER: Martin HEIDEGGER

3. “The USSR still lives in antagonistic capitalist encirclement with which in the long run there can be no permanent peaceful coexistence” is a quote from this (*), sent in early 1946 by an American diplomat in Moscow.  It sketched the roots of Soviet policy and warned of serious difficulties in foreign relations in the years ahead; it is seen as the first argument for the American policy of containment toward Soviet expansion. For ten points, name this document written by George Keenan, noted for it’s 8000 word length. ANSWER: The LONG TELEGRAM

4. Controlled by nerve centers in the lower part of the brain, this system in vertebrates is made up of two separate divisions: the sympathetic (*), which stimulates the heart, contracts the arteries, dilates the bronchi, and inhibits the digestive system; and the parasympathetic, which produces the opposite effects.  FTP, name this system, one of the two main divisions of the nervous system?

ANSWER: AUTONOMIC nervous system (prompt early on nervous system)

5. She watches damsels, abbots, and shepherds while at work; she has also seen knights, funerals, and young lovers.  However, the climactic action of her poem occurs when she stands up, turns, and walks (*) three steps to the window of her room.  At this point, the mirror through which she has seen all these other things cracks “from side to side”, and she realizes she must die.  FTP, name this weaving title character of a Tennyson poem, who goes to the window in order to see Sir Lancelot.

ANSWER: THE LADY OF SHALOTT

6. It’s the largest member of its family, reaching a height of 2 meters and weighing over 700 kilograms. Its American name comes from the Algonquin for “eater of twigs”, (*) though in the summer, it prefers to eat aquatic plants.  Prominent physical features include a large shoulder hump, a flap of skin on the throat known as a “bell”, and antlers whose span can reach 1.5 meters.  For ten points identify this largest member of the deer family, scientific name Alces alces.

ANSWER: MOOSE

7. The Book of Nahum in the Old Testament of the Bible describes a vision in which this city is destroyed by fire and sword while its inhabitants are drunk.  Actually, it was sacked by the Babylonians and Medes in 612 BC.(*)  Before that, though, it was the home of such rulers as Ashurbanipal and Sennacherib (sen-NACK-ur-rib).  Sharing its location with Iraq’s second largest city, Moshul, name FTP this capital of ancient Assyria, where Jonah went in the bible to urge repentance?

ANSWER: NINEVEH

8. The second movement prominently features a peasant dance, while the third is an odd combination of deliberately grotesque band music and a solemn, slightly off-key version of Frere Jacques.(*)  It was originally performed as a symphonic poem with five movements, but after its earliest performance, the composer dropped one, as well as removing all references to the literary work with whom the symphony shares its common name.  FTP, name this 1889 work by Mahler

ANSWER: FIRST SYMPHONY  or TITAN

9. Number 2 closed in 1991, and Number 1 closed in 1996.  Number 3 hasn’t shut down yet, but is scheduled to do so by December 15(*), which will put 30,000 workers in the nearby town of Slavutych out of a job.  FTP, name this Ukrainian nuclear power plant whose last reactor will close later this year, 14 years after Reactor Number 4 exploded.

ANSWER: CHERNOBYL

10. It occurred in Aetolia, where the goddess Artemis sent a monster to terrorize the countryside.  Among the participants were Peleus, Theseus(*), Castor, and 

Polydeuces, but the successful killer of the monster was Meleager, who decided to give the beast’s skin to his lover Atalanta.  This was, FTP, what story from Greek myth,about killing a pig? 

ANSWER: CALYDONIAN BOAR hunt

11. Kenneth Daigneau received $100 for naming  (*) it in 1937, and since then over 5 billion have been sold.  It comes in Light, Low Sodium, Smoke Flavored, and Oven Roasted Turkey varieties, but not generally accompanied by lobster thermidor aux crevettes with  Mornay sauce garnished with truffle pate, brandy, and a fried egg on top.  FTP, name

this Hormel luncheon meat.

ANSWER: SPAM

12. The first of his four “major” works was The Division of Labor in Society, and he was noted for his fierce opposition to mysticism and inaccuracy(*), which can be seen in his strongly rationalist arguments.  As an administrator at the Sorbonne, he used his influence to such an extent that he was frequently referred to as “a secular Pope”.  FTP, name this pioneer in the establishment of modern sociology and author of Suicide.
ANSWER: Emile DURKHEIM

13. It is surrounded by mountains on all sides except the southeast, where the Selenge (seh-LEN-gay) river flows into it.  Other tributaries include the Barguzin and Verkhnaya Angara (verk-NYE-uh an-GAHR-uh) Rivers (*).  The lake is crescent-shaped and severely oblong, almost four hundred miles long and between 9 and 50 miles wide. FTP, name this southern Siberian lake, the world’s deepest.

ANSWER: Lake BAIKAL

14. The rules state that at least one dozen extras must be available before any given game, and two of those must be on the field (*).  If one leaves the field of play or becomes damaged or discolored, it must be replaced; anyone deliberately damaging it by rubbing it with “soil, rosin, paraffin, licorice, sand paper, emery paper or other foreign substance” may be ejected.  The pitcher is also allowed to ask the umpire at any time for a replacement of, FTP, what piece of sporting equipment?

ANSWER: BASEBALL (prompt on BALL)

15. Its original preparation involved a molecular beam, and it could be produced only in small quantities.  However, it was later discovered that large quantities could be produced in an electric arc between two carbon electrodes (*) an an atmosphere of helium, and that in large quantities it formed a transparent yellow solid.  FTP, name this round, 60-atom allotrope of carbon, named for the inventor of the geodesic dome it resembles.

ANSWER: BUCKMINSTERFULLERENE (accept BUCKYBALLS)

16. He was born in the Ukrainian town of Pereyaslav, and wrote stories such as Inside Kasrilevke (*) and The Adventures of Mottel, the Cantor’s Son.  His work includes recurring characters like Menachem Mendel and his most famous character, whose name translates roughly as ”Tobias the Dairyman.‘  His pseudonym is derived from a Hebrew phrase meaning ”peace be with you‘.  FTP, name this Yiddish author whose character of Tevye provided the inspiration for Fiddler on the Roof.

ANSWER: Sholom (or Shalom or Sholem) ALEICHEM (accept Solomon RABINOWITZ)

17.Its founders were members of the nomadic Jurchen tribes, and its original capital was Mukden.  Among its more famous rulers were Yongzheng, Kangxi, and its Li Zicheng. (*) who captured Beijing and thereby began this dynasty’s rulership of China.  During this dynasty, the first treaty between China and a European country was signed in 1689.  FTP, name this dynasty founded in 1644, the last dynasty to rule China.

ANSWER: QING Dynasty (accept CH^“ING or MANCHU Dynasty)

18. His Rudolphine Tables describe planetary motion, and were widely used. His Harmonices Mundi (Har-MON-i-chays MOON-dee), published in 1619(*), reflects his beliefs supporting the ideal of beauty and harmony in the structure of the universe.  It also contains his Third Law, which states that the square of the period (in years) for one revolution about the sun equals the cube of the mean distance from the sun’s center, measured in astronomical units. FTP, name this scientist.

ANSWER: Johannes KEPLER

19. He once wrote, “Everyone in the world is Christ, and they are all crucified.”  His first two novels, Windy McPherson’s Son (*)and Marching Men, were set in the Midwest, as were the majority of his works, most notably a collection of twenty-three sketches and stories related to one another by the presence of the character of George Willard, a young news paper reporter.  FTP, name this author of Winesburg, Ohio.

ANSWER: Sherwood ANDERSON
20. Their third-leading shareholder, Kirk Kerkorian, recently filed a $9 billion suit against them, claiming that they misrepresented the grounds of their 1995 merger. (*) Kerkorian believes that one of the two companies in the merger is attempting to take the other over, despite the fact that the deal was billed as a “merger of equals” Kerkorian may be concerned by the fact that Dieter Zetsche recently replaced Jim Holden as president of one half of, FTP, what large car company?

ANSWER: DAIMLER-CHRYSLER

21. Founded in 1879, this institution closed its doors in 1918. On its site, the United States Army War College is now located(*).  It was founded by Richard Henry Pratt  in Pennsylvania for the education of Native Americans. FTP, name this school whose most famous alumnus was Jim Thorpe.

ANSWER: CARLISLE INDIAN Industrial SCHOOL

22. It isn’t The Importance of Being Earnest, but it features characters named Gwendolyn and Cecily, and one of the other characters pretends to be his own brother Jack.  The action is set, among other places, at a library and the British Consulate in Switzerland(*). The latter place is where protagonist Henry Carr works; other characters include the Dadaist Tristan Tzara, James Joyce, and Lenin.  FTP, name this absurdist play set in World War I-era Vienna and written by Tom Stoppard.

ANSWER: the TRAVESTIES

24. Contrary to reports, this Canadian was not a pitcher, the first man on the moon, or Ross Perot’s running mate.  No, in fact he was merely an employee at the Vic

Square Petro Canada Filling Station (*) in Regina, Saskatchewan when he became briefly famous in 1995. FTP, who was this gas station attendant, whose unusual name became a running joke on The Late Show with David Letterman?

ANSWER: Dick ASSMAN
