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Tossups
1. The second appearance of the jubjub bird and bandersnatch occur in this poem, thus the  preface of this work addresses the pronunciation of some of the less familiar words in the poem (*) “Jabberwocky.”  Its cast of characters includes a Bellman, a Boots, a Maker of Bonnets and Hoods, a Barrister, a Broker, a Billiard-maker, a Banker, a Beaver, a Baker and a Butcher.  FTP, name this agony in eight fits by Lewis Carroll, the much-sought-after title critter of which proved to be the dreaded boojum.


Answer:  The Hunting of the Snark
2.  According to this theory, published by Nevil Sidgwick and Herbert Powell in 1940 and extended by Ronald Gillespie and Sir Ronald Nyholm in 1957, bonding electron (*) pairs and lone electron pairs of an atom repel each other and will adopt a spatial arrangement that minimizes electron-pair repulsion around the atom. FTP, name this, one of the simplest approaches to the prediction of molecular geometry, whose acronym is sometimes pronounced like an archaic term for eventide or the evening star. 


Answer: VSEPR Theory (accept the acronym spelled out or pronounced "vesper" or “veseper”; do not accept the acronym spelled out as "V-E-S-P-E-R"), or Valence-Shell Electron Pair Repulsion theory 

3.  To support his family, he bought a New Jersey chicken farm, but converted the coops to studios when his art career took off.  He entered the art world as a painter and art teacher, but he is most famous for his life-sized (*) roughly-textured plaster figures in everyday situations with everyday objects.  FTP, name this sculptor of the pop art movement, whose works include “The Diner,” “The Laundromat,” “Hot Dog Stand,” and “Depression Bread Line.”


Answer: George Segal 

4.  Though it was not introduced until 1972, the mathematical foundation of this procedure was laid by Johann Radon’s 1917 discovery that a function in the plane may be reconstructed from a suitable collection of its line integrals.  William Oldendorf realized that this fact could be used to (*) non-invasively measure the extent to which ^ X-rays are absorbed within an object, inspiring Allen Kormack and Godfrey Hounsfield to invent this procedure, which won them the 1979 Nobel Prize.  FTP, name this technique now used extensively to obtain images of  cross-sections of the brain.


Answer: CAT scan (computerized axial tomography) (accept just “tomography”  before the “^”; prompt afterwards)

5.    The first English translation of this novel, completed in 1942, includes only 30 of its 100 chapters and consequently leaves out many of the adventures of Friar Sand, a fish spirit, and Zhu Bajie, a pig.  San Wu-Kong  acquires magical powers after being born of a stone egg, and eventually helps (*) Tripitaka obtain the sacred scrolls from a bodhisattva.  FTP, name this 16th century comic novel by Wu Ch’eng-en based on the true story of a Buddhist monk’s pilgrimage to India, whose title in Waley’s translation is the same as the kind of animal represented by the god Hanuman.


Answer: Monkey (Hsi-yu chi); also accept Journey to the West
6.  Inspired partly by its author’s 1898 hiking vacation and based on a set of lectures he gave at the University of Edinburgh, this book distinguishes between “healthy-minded” and “morbid-minded” versions of its title subject. (*) Using evidence from the lives of Emerson, Luther, Tolstoy, and other  “theopathic” individuals, the author investigates so-called “mystical states of consciousness,” which he regards as more fundamental than the tenets of organized religion.  FTP, name this 1902 book which represents the culmination of the religious philosophy of William James.


Answer: The Varieties of Religious Experience
7.  He is known to have wished to abdicate after a rebellion of the Semyonovsky Guard regiment, causing wide speculation that his death in the Crimea was faked, a rumor which gained plausibility in 1927 when his sarcophagus was found to be empty.  Because he did not publicly announce his choice of an (*) heir, when news of his death reached Petersburg his successor initially swore allegiance to Grand Duke Constantine, opening the door for a group of liberal-minded nobles to instigate the Decembrist revolt.  FTP, name this tsar who earlier in his reign signed the Treaty of Tilsit, represented Russia at the Congress of Vienna, and appeared at the Battle of Austerlitz.


Answer: Alexander I
9.  Myth has it that the only time this trickster figure was beaten was when he encountered the Wax Girl, to whom he stuck after striking her for not speaking to him.  He assists his father, the sky god (*) Nyame, by bringing rain to quench forest fires and determining the borders of rivers during floods.  He is also sometimes credited with creating the first man and instituting the succession of night and day.  FTP, name this popular figure of West African mythology, also known as the Spider.


Answer:  Anansi  or Ananse (accept the spider on early buzz)

10. It remained relatively secure for the first 13 years of its existence due to its chief opponent‘s fears that it might ally with his enemy Francis I, but before long it was effectively destroyed in a war that featured the Battle of Muhlberg in (*) 1547. Led by Philip the Magnanimous and John Frederick I, it counted Brunswick, Ulm, Hesse, and Saxony among its member states. FTP, name this German Lutheran mutual defense organization which was founded in 1531 to defend against possible attacks by Charles V.


Answer: The League of Schmalkalden (or the Schmalkaldic League or Schmalkaldischer Bund)

11. He is responsible for a  work which, by applying the method of internal reconstruction to proto-Indo-European, put forth a theory about the origin of long vowels which was confirmed decades later. Published when he was 21, it was the only book he wrote published in his lifetime. After his 1913 death, his students Charles Bally and Albert Sechehaye assembled his lecture notes into a book which formalized the (*) synchronic and diachronic approaches to linguistics and emphasized the distinctions between signifier and signified and between langue (long) and parole.  FTP, name Swiss structuralist, the author of Course in General Linguistics.


Answer: Ferdinand de Saussure
12.  It’s not Hamlet, but its main character is alluded to in a major poem by T.S. Eliot, is closely attached to a character named Horatio, and feigns madness and uses the performance of a play in order to entrap the (*) murderers of his beloved relative.  Horatio’s affair with Belimperia angers Belimperia’s brother Lorenzo and her intended husband, who then kill Horatio, driving Horatio’s father Hieronimo to murderous revenge.  FTP, name this first Elizabethan revenge tragedy, the best-known work of Thomas Kyd.


Answer: The Spanish Tragedie
13.  It first appeared in the works of Euler, and Thomas Bromwich‘s discovery and proof of an inversion formula for this mathematical operation demonstrated that Oliver Heaviside’s use of it to solve differential equations was mathematically sound. (*) Given a function f of t defined for all t greater than or equal to 0, it is defined as a function of s by the integral from zero to infinity of f of t times e to the power negative s times t. FTP, name this tool for turning differential equations into algebraic ones, which, like the similar Fourier transform, is named after a French mathematician.


Answer: Laplace Transform (also known as the “Fourier-Laplace” transform; do not accept or prompt on “Fourier transform”)

14.  Lyrics translating as, “My soul is dead, so I shall look after the flesh,” conclude this work’s 11th part, “Estuans Interius,” which is followed by the lamentation of a swan which is about to be eaten for dinner. Other saucy portions (*) of the work include an exaltation of youthful lust in  “Si puer cum puellula” and the vivacious drinking song “In taberna quando sumus,” while a man dreams of sleeping with the Queen of England in “Were diu verlt alle min,” one of three sections written in Middle High German.  FTP, what is this “scenic oratorio” which begins and ends with “O Fortuna,” composed  in 1937 by Carl Orff?


Answer: Carmina Burana
15. In 1079, Hildebert of Tours was the first person to use this term, which has been officially sanctioned several times beginning with the Fourth Lateran Council and more recently in Paul VI’s 1965 bull (*) Mysterium fidei.  The Lollards, Huldrych Zwingli, and many others have loudly disputed it, and the phrase “hocus-pocus” derives from the Latin phrase used during the process.  FTP, name this doctrine which asserts that the bread and wine in the Eucharist are converted into Christ’s body and blood.


Answer: transubstantiation
16.  It had four goals: to reduce elitism in government programs, to mobilize youth, to rectify its political party and to replace leaders who did not conform to policy.  Though it resulted in a twelve percent dip in industrial production in its first two years, it was successful in two of these goals, as millions of urban (*) youths formed gangs of Red Guards to attack bourgeois elements, and Mao himself led the purging of dissident government officials.  FTP, name this Chinese movement that lasted from 1966 to 1976.


Answer: Great Proletarian Cultural Revolution (Wuchanjieji wenhua dageming)

17.  This republic of 600,000 is somewhat wealthier than its neighbors due to the presence of European expatriates and its strategic geographical position, but its economy has been strained by the influx of refugees into the areas around Dikhil, Ali-Sabieh, and its capital.  Its chief ethnic groups are the (*) Afars and Issa, for whom it was named prior to receiving its independence from France in 1977.  Located across the Bab el Mandeb from Yemen, FTP, what is this amusingly-named small country with a namesake capital?


Answer: Republic of Djibouti (Jumhuriyah Jibuti)

18.  She almost died of toxemia before giving birth to her second daughter in 1988. That daughter survived Reyes’ Syndrome in infancy and is now struggling with her own homosexuality.  She gave birth to her first daughter, (*) Kendall Hart, nine months after being raped on her 14th birthday, and since then she has married nine times, her husbands including Philip Brent, Dmitri Marick, and Travis Montgomery.  FTP, name this most famous resident of Pine Valley, played by Susan Lucci on All My Children.


Answer: Erica Kane
19.  The mother is bitter toward the father for his refusal to pay for a real doctor when she gave birth. The father resents the older son’s terrible taste in literature. The older son hates the (*) younger son because he stole his father's love and may succeed in literature where he failed. The younger son is upset with the mother because of her morphine habit. FTP, name this play about Mary, Edmund, Jamie, and James Tyrone, an autobiographical work first performed three years after the 1953 death of its author, Eugene O'Neill.


Answer: Long Day's Journey Into Night
20.  Addressed to William Marcy, it resulted from a meeting requested by Marcy between the Ministers to France and Great Britain, John Mason and James  Buchanan, respectively, and Pierre Soule, (*) the minister to Spain.  Soule had failed in an effort to negotiate the purchase of the land at issue, so, desiring more slave territory for the U.S., the three ministers agreed that the island should be seized if it could not be acquired by other measures.  The hometown of Belgium’s famous painter James Ensor gives its name to, FTP, what infamous proposal to annex Cuba?


Answer: Ostend Manifesto
21.  The son of a minister, he rejected the family tradition of religious life to study medicine and become a psychiatrist.  A strong opponent of (*) Freud,  he developed the idea of the archetype and defined the terms “introvert” and “extrovert.”  FTP, identify this Swiss psychologist and founder of analytical psychology, most noted for his idea of the collective unconscious.


Answer:  Carl Jung

22.  In the language of this character’s homeland, his name translates to Svensk Kocken.  In 1988, inspired by the character, the Post Cereal Company produced a novelty cereal, the “cinnamonomy” flavored  Croonchy Stars. (*)  His favorite movie is “Wild Strawberries. . .and Creme!” but he is better known for his foibles in the kitchen than his taste in film.  FTP, name this Muppet, performed with Frank Oz’s hands and voiced by Jim Henson, who delivered the Muppet Show’s cooking segment in fake Swedish.


Answer:  The Swedish Chef
23.  His design of the Sacrifice of Isaac depicts an angel in the top right corner, Abraham poised to strike Isaac in the center right, and a servant and mule observing in front of a massive rock in the lower right corner. (*) FTP, whose winning bronze quatrefoil design can be seen on the doors of the Florence Baptistry?


Answer:  Lorenzo Ghiberti
24.  Various sizes of their ATX, Firehawk, 23 Degree, Baja, and Wildnerness lines are being blamed for the problem, which has resulted in nearly 100 deaths and countless injuries. Although the (*) Explorer has been the main target of federal investigation, so too have the Blazer and several Nissan models. FTP, name the company whose problems have spread across the world due to the production of faulty tires for Ford vehicles.


Answer: Bridgestone/Firestone (prompt on partial)

25.  Its discovery resulted partly from Bothe and Becker’s investigation of the bombardment of beryllium with alpha particles, producing a type of radiation which Irene and Frederic Joliot-Curie discovered to cause the emission of protons from a block of paraffin.  A worker in (*) Ernest Rutherford’s laboratory found similar radiation coming from other atoms, and observed that the energy of the radiation was far higher than that of any gamma rays that had ever been observed and hence must have a considerable mass.  The radiation was composed of, FTP, what particle discovered by James Chadwick which has no electric charge?


Answer: Neutron
