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TOSSUPS

He went almost blind by 1952, which curtailed a drawing career that included illustrating a book on which he collaborated * with E.B. White, _Is Sex Necessary?_.  This former managing editor of _The New Yorker_  is better known, however, for essays like “Daguerreotype of a Lady” and humorous short stories like “The Catbird Seat."  FTP, name this author of “The Secret Life of Walter Mitty”.

Answer: James THURBER

Among the imaginary subordinates of the title character are Engineer Cifuentes and Teresa the exotic dancer.  Police Captain Segura spends much of the novel playing checkers with the protagonist,* Mr. Wormold.  Wormold is offered an unusual job by Hawthorne, and becomes Agent 59200/5.  FTP, name this novel in which a vacuum salesman becomes a British spy, written by Graham Greene. 

Answer: OUR MAN IN HAVANA
A subplot involves Alton Scales, a political-minded black writer who wants to marry Gloria Parodus, until he learns that she’s a prostitute.  The title object * is a campaign ad for Wally O’Hara, running as a Reform candidate for an unspecified office in Greenwich Village, where the play is set.  Centered on a struggling Jewish intellectual, FTP, name this play by Lorraine Hansberry.

Answer: THE SIGN IN SIDNEY BRUSTEIN’S WINDOW
Among his lesser known works are long, blank-verse narratives about Arthurian characters, like 1928's “Tristram”, for which he won one of his 3 Pulitzer Prizes for poetry. * His most famous creation was not, according to him, a replica of his hometown of Gardiner, Maine.  FTP, name this creator of John Evereldown and Luke Havergal whose Tilbury Town was also home to Miniver Cheevy and Richard Cory.

Answer: Edwin Arlington ROBINSON

He was born to a wealthy Athenian family, but disgusted by the hypocrisy of the upper classes, he abandoned the aristocratic lifestyle in pursuit of a happier one. He believed happiness was dependent on moral virtue that could be instilled through teaching. He urged his students to restrain the amount of pleasure gained from physical goods * and accept the pain of searching for inner wealth. FTP, name this founder of cynicism known for "barking" at the folly of society. 


Answer: ANTISTHENES

She has been known to appear as a young child, a beautiful maiden, or an old crone, but she almost always wears black. * The daughter of Kane Milohai (Kah-nee Mee-loh-ai) and Haumea, she was exiled from her home because of her explosive temper, and traveled by canoe from island to island trying to find a suitable site for a new one. FTP, what Polynesian goddess of fire and destruction eventually found a new place of residence within the burning heart of Kilauea. 


Answer: PELE


Authorities in Hanoi recently arrested Vu Truong Giang in connection with this man's murder. When he headed into the field in 1968, he carried three cameras, 400 rolls of film, and processing chemicals, storing his negatives in a beltpouch. * He spent five years working along the Ho Chi Minh Trail and published two photographic collections. FTP, name this famous photographer who never published his favorite picture which shows a North Vietnamese soldier sharing his canteen with a wounded South Vietnamese soldier. 


Answer: NGUYEN TRONG THANH 

The group was originally organized after World War I, and gained fame under the leadership of Ishii Shiro. Known as the "Epidemic Prevention and Water Purification Department of the Kuantung Army" * until 1941, two of its members recently admitted to cultivating typhoid and dysentery and firing them at enemy units. FTP, what military organization responsible for biological warfare experiments during World War II has been the subject of a recent war crimes trial in Tokyo's District Court? 


Answer: UNIT 731



He was born in Birmingham, but spent much of his professional career teaching at the University of Sydney. A firm believer in "collective consciousness," * the idea that scientific methods should be applied to the study of a society and its common values, he gained renown for his work with natives in the Andaman Islands and Australian aboriginal tribes. FTP, name this anthropologist, best known for his contributions to the study of kinship. 


Answer: Alfred Reginald (A.R.) RADCLIFFE-BROWN



The venue for the 127th of this annual event was Hurlingham Park and participants included Alistair Smith-Smythe-Smith and Simon-Zinc-Trumpet-Harris. Although there is always some confusion at the start, most competitors are able to deal with the straight line test, the matchbox jump, and beggar kicking. * Sports car driving and bra removal tend to cause more trouble. FTP, Gervaise Brook-Hampster won what award by shooting himself with a revolver in a 1970 Monty Python sketch?


Answer: UPPERCLASS TWIT OF THE YEAR
Harry Morgan.  Frank McCloud.  Linus Larrabee.  Duke Mantee. * Fred C. Dobbs.  Charlie Allnut.  Phillip Queeg.  Phillip Marlowe.  Sam Spade.  FTP, all these roles were played by what legendary actor, best known as Rick Blaine in “Casablanca”?

Answer: Humphrey BOGART
Rochester could have taken him with the #1 pick of 1956, but agreed not to, in exchange for the Ice Capades coming to their stadium.  * St. Louis took him with the second pick, but traded him for Cliff Hagan and Ed Macaulay, handing this University of San Francisco star to the team that would make him famous.  FTP, name this center who went on to win 11 NBA championships with the Boston Celtics.

Answer: Bill RUSSELL

This Southern Hemisphere city lying in the McDonnell Ranges is not very large, but its position makes it unusual.  Most Australian cites are on or near the coasts, * but not this one.  In fact, it is hundreds of miles from any other sizable city.  FTP, name this city built right in the middle of the Australian Outback.

Answer: ALICE SPRINGS
This man made his most famous invention while alone at his company’s laboratory, since he alone had not earned a vacation.  Because he had used gold as a connector instead of aluminum, he never earned any royalties on the subsequent production of this invention.  * Still, he continued to work for Texas Instruments and was co-inventor of the pocket calculator.  FTP, name this co-inventor of the integrated circuit who was a co-winner of the 2000 Nobel Prize for Physics.

Answer: Jack S. KILBY
This element was first synthesized in 1937 by Segré and Perrier.  Never found in nature, it is useful in preventing the corrosion of carbon steel.  * Currently synthesized from uranium of plutonium fission, it was originally made by neutron bombardment of molybdenum.  FTP, name this first artificial element whose name reflects its origin.

Answer: TECHNETIUM
As a child, this mathematician amazed his teacher by summing the numbers 1 through 100 in seconds. * However, it was not until age 19 that he succeeded in inscribing a 17-sided polygon in a circle and decided to seriously take up mathematics.  Later, he worked in astronomy, helping to locate Ceres, and also in electricity and magnetism.  FTP, name this founder of non-Euclidean geometry, perhaps the greatest modern mathematician.

Answer: Karl Friedrich GAUSS
This biologist was a soldier before a neck wound forced his retirement.  His interests were then turned to botany by Jean-Jacques Rousseau.  However, a reorganization of the Royal Garden following the French Revolution forced him into zoology, * where he became most famous for his Philosophie Zoologique.  Name, FTP, this Frenchman who came up with idea of inheritance of acquired characteristics.

Answer: Jean Baptiste Pierre Antoine de Monet, Chevalier de LAMARCK
The parents of this aristocrat artist were first cousins, and so he inherited not only wealth and rank but also a genetic condition that left him a dwarf and cripple by age 16. *  This did not affect his ability to paint – he produced more than 700 canvases in his 37 years – or his ability to get drunk and cause trouble.  FTP, name this French painter most famous for his posters of the Moulin Rouge.  

Answer: Henri-Marie-Raymond de TOULOUSE-LAUTREC
E.T.A. Hoffman wrote that this piece was like “a ray of light suddenly illuminating a dark night.” * The first of its composer’s symphonies to be written in a minor key, it is notable for having no slow movement.  FTP, name this perennially popular symphony, whose opening theme was, according to Schindler, meant to represent “fate knocking on the door.”

Answer: BEETHOVEN’s Symphony #5 (prompt on 5: also accept BEETHOVEN’s C MINOR symphony)

Born during the tumultuous Sengoku period, he was sent away at age 7 as a hostage to another powerful clan. Through military success, he became a great lord of the Kanto plain, and a lieutenant to the greatest general of Japan. * His coalition of allies gained a tremendous victory over his rivals at the battle of Sekigahara in the power struggle after the death of Toyotomi Hideyoshi. FTP, name this general and later Shogun who founded the last shogunate of Japan in 1603.

Answer: TOKUGAWA Ieyasu

This dynasty’s last ruler was Isma’il II, assassinated in 1005 after a five year struggle with two other major powers attempting to divide the dynasty. Literature flourished during this dynasty through the poetry of Rudaki * and Ferdowsi, and it was ruled by a loosely centralized feudal government  It laid the foundations for Iranian Islamic culture and gave impulse to Iranian national sentiment and learning.  FTP, name this first native dynasty in Iran following the Arab Muslim conquest, founded by Saman-Khoda in 819 CE.

Answer: SAMANID Dynasty

Some historians say it was the single worst wartime incidence of sexual assault on a civilian population except for that of Bengali women during Pakistani occupation in 1971. Between 20,000 and 80,000 women were * raped, and most estimates place the number dead at over 300,000. In a little over six weeks, Japanese soldiers under the command of Matsui Iwane inflicted a death toll exceeding Hiroshima and Nagasaki combined. FTP, name this massacre of a civilian population that occurred in 1937-38 during World War II.

Answer: RAPE OF NANKING or RAPE OF NANJING
This agreement also ended the Eighty Years War between Spain and the Dutch. Signed in Muenster and Osnabrueck, it took 4 years to negotiate. * The second phase of the treaty was signed on October 24, several months after the Spanish-Dutch portion was signed on January 30, 1648. England, Poland, Muscovy, and Turkey were the only European powers that were not represented at the two assemblies. FTP, name this treaty, ending the Thirty Years’ War.

Answer: PEACE OF WESTPHALIA
His resume includes Ambassador to China, lobbyist for the NRA, work for Universal Petroleum in Iran, advisor to the Governor of Minnesota, * General Manager of the Washington Redskins, Maximum Proconsul of Panama, Governor of American Samoa, Beanie Baby trafficker, drug smuggler, head of an orphanage, and captain of the Trump Princess. FTP, name this substance abuser and 2000 candidate for president, who campaigned on a platform of compassionate fascism.

Answer: DUKE
Manufactured in Norcross, Georgia, its company claims to be the number one brand in the world of this product. Its web page is bigger, better, and ready to explore, and offers free samples. Available in Natural *Feeling, Enhanced Pleasure, Extra Sensitive, as well as in Orange, Strawberry, and Banana, this brand of condom asks you to set yourself free. FTP, name this brand of condom, whose name implies the strength of its product.
