2. His early literary works consisted of love poetry, light verse, and a parody of the sixth book of Virgil's Aeneid.  He was a leading member of the Academie Francaise and figured prominently in the literary controversy known as the “quarrel of the ancients and the moderns”.  His most famous book, a story collection published in 1697, was written to amuse (*) his children.  For ten points, name this author of Contes de ma mere l’oye or Tales of Mother Goose.

3. The incumbent vice president isn’t running, and the sitting president dies before making an endorsement.  The plot of this play concerns the political convention grapplings of the liberal Secretary of State and a conservative Senator,(*) the two leading candidates for their party’s presidential nomination.  For ten points, name this 1960 political drama, currently being revived on Broadway, written by Gore Vidal.

4. He was originally apprenticed to his sculptor uncle, but they quarreled and he left his home in Syria for Western Asia Minor.  Although his native language was Aramaic, he mastered Greek and visited Greek cities giving speeches and lectures.  He eventually gave up public speaking to write (*) critical and satirical essays on the intellectual life of his time.  He criticized those he considered impostors, particularly philosophers who failed to practice what they preached.  FTP, name this 2nd century A.D. writer whose works include Timon and Dialogues of the Dead.

5. He was born in London in 1893 to Hungarian parents. After serving briefly in World War I, he was discharged in 1918, due to shell shock.  He embarked on an acting career as therapy.  By insisting that he be cast in The Petrified Forest,(*) he also helped to start Humphrey Bogart’s career. In 1938, he won an Oscar for his portrayal of Henry Higgins.  For ten points, name this actor who was killed in 1943 when his plane was shot down, best remembered for the role of Ashley Wilkes in Gone With the Wind.

6.  Wriiten in the true spirit of the Cold War, in the American version, Judy Kuhn portrayed Florence, (*) the woman torn by her love for an American and a Russian, both rivals at their occupation. Tim Rice  collaborated with Benny Andersson and Bjorn Ulvaeus of ABBA in the creation of this 80s rock musical, source of the hit song “One Night in Bangkok.” FTP, name this show, named after the board game the main characters play.

7. On November 15, 2000, she was overwhelmingly re-elected president of her party, despite the fact that the standing of her party has slipped considerably since the party's worst-ever general election performance last year, when it won just 114 seats in the 545-member lower house of parliament.  For ten points, name this Italian-born widow of a former prime minister of India.

Answer: Sonia Gandhi
9. This disorder affects approximately 1.5% to 2% of the population, men and women alike. Classified as mood disorder (Types I and II), patients who suffer from it are often prescribed Lithium to control their systems.  Many suffers describe their lives as emotional roller coasters,.due to the occurrence of both manic and depressive episodes For ten points, name this disorder formerly known as manic depression.

Answer: bipolar disorder (DNA: Manic depression after “Types I and II”)

10. This man was the first Roman emperor to be born outside of Italy, and had been adopted by the Roman Emperor.   He carried on a written dialogue with Pliny the Younger concerning the matter of dealing with Christians and their persecution. (*) He built the larger part of the boundary walls between Roman and Germanic territory from the Danube to the Rhine, (*) and led two campaigns against the Dacian king Decebalus. FTP, name this Roman emperor who was born in Spain in 97 AD, successor of Nerva.

Answer: Trajan (accept “Trajan the German” or Latin equivalents

11. During this Chinese dynasty, new processes for casting iron allowed the manufacture of sturdy blades, the likes of which were not seen in Europe until centuries later; (*) the crossbow also emerged as a lethal weapon, firing up to 250 yards.  Massive irrigation systems were built under a tyrannical emperor who repressed free thought and burned most Confucian literature.  FTP, name this dynasty which ruled around 200 BC, under which the construction of the Great Wall began.

Answer: Qin Dynasty (pronounced “Chin”)

12. The last pope who shared his name had died about 620 years before his namesake (*) ascended to the papacy.  Elected as a supposed interim pope, he caused sweeping reform and called a follow-up ecumenical council to continue the work begun almost 90 years earlier.  FTP, name this elderly yet energetic man who ascended the throne of St. Peter on October 28, 1958 and convened the Second Vatican Council.

Answer:  Pope John XXIII (accept “Blessed John XXIII”, prompt on “John”)

13. Characters include an old man who likes to spit at cats from his balcony, the aspiring writer Joseph Grand, and the journalist (*) Rambert, who has been trapped while traveling. The narrator's wife has just left for a sanatorium in the mountains, when he himself is thrust into the spotlight during a public crisis in his hometown of Oran. FTP, name this Albert Camus work about the humanitarian doctor Bernard Rieux and his efforts to quell an outbreak of the black death.

14. In metabolism, this acts as an inhibitor of glycolysis.(*) Binding to a receptor on the cell surface, it activates a protein kinase that phosphorylates and inactivates phofructokinase-2 thus blocking the production of fructose-2,6-bisphosphate which activates phosphofructokinase-1.  For ten points, name this hormone produced in the liver that works against insulin by increasing the concentration of blood sugar.

15. Born in Vienna in 1825, he was the eldest son of a composer who wanted his child to follow a nonmusical career, thus he started out as a bank clerk. (*)  Nevertheless, he snuck in violin practices and conducted his father’s orchestra upon the man's death. Later, he decided to relinquish conducting to his two brothers Josef and Eduard, and started writing waltzes and operettas like a madman, including The Roman Carnival and A Night in Venice.  FTP, name this king of waltz, whose most famous work is The Blue Danube.

16. Any compact manifold with a smooth real valued function that has two non-degenerate critical points is one.  Milnor showed seven dimensional ones can have nonstandard differential structures, and the Poincare

conjecture asserts that any simply connected three manifold must be one of them.  (*) For 10 points--what type object is homeomorphic to the locus of points equidistant from some fixed point in Euclidean space?

17. In Perl, when this character is appended to an equals sign, it generates the binding operator for pattern matching. In the vi (pronounced "vee eye") editor, it changes the case of the character under the cursor. Many (*) Unix systems use this character to denote the home directory, and several programming languages use it instead of exclamation point for logical negation. FTP, name this character which shares a key with backtick at the upper left corner of a keyboard.

18. He was teaching architecture at Cranbrook while she was a student.  Divorcing his first wife, they were soon married and remained inseperable until his death.  Their most famous architectural work was their own home in Pacific Palisades, CA.  One of their prize winning films, familiar to many grade-schoolers, was _Powers of 10_ which opened with a shot of a person sunbathing before first zooming out by powers of 10 to beyond the galaxy, before zooming back in to the molecular level.  (*) FTP, name this couple whose furniture designs, including their ubiquitous molded plywood and fiberglass chairs designed for Herman Miller evolved from WW 2 era experiments in manufacturing splints for the Army.
