FTP, name this man whose highly publicized and unorthodox 1961 trial became the subject of a book by Hannah Arendt.

2. He begins: "Given the existence as uttered forth in the public works of Puncher and Wattmann of a personal God quaquaqua (*) with white beard quaquaquaqua outside time without extension.  He goes on to mention medicine, recreation, death, and the natural elements in this speech, remarkable because it is the only time he speaks in the whole play. For ten points, name this slave of Pozzo’s in Waiting for Godot, who shares a name with the title of a current Britney Spears song. 

ANSWER: Lucky

3. This Greek letter gave its name to the rhetorical device in which the second of two parallel structures is inverted; for example - Each throat/Was parched, and glazed, each eye."  In genetics, the same letter also gave its name to the point of contact (*) between paired chromatids during meiosis, where crossing over occurs.  For ten points, name the 22nd letter of the Greek alphabet which precedes the letter "rho" in the shorthand for the name of Christ.

Answer: _CHI_ (pronounced "kye")mythology

4. It has a three-dimensional head made up of hexagons, where its DNA is kept (*).  The head is attached to a sheath, which are then attached to tendrils that couple onto a bacterial cell.  Once attached, the sheath injects the DNA into the bacteria.  FTP, name this organism, a major component of the Hershey-Chase experiment.

Answer: T2 Bacteriophage

5.  It became an Olympic sport in the year 1998.  Even though the United States team did fairly well in the medal round of this event, you had to go to Canada (*) to watch it on TV.  2 teams of 4 compete, with the skip who is the team captain. FTP, what sport with brooms and buttons involves throwing granite stones down ice?

6. Born in 65 BC, this man learned Greek philosophy and poetry at the Academy.  After Julius Caesar's death, he joined Brutus' Republican Army and fought at Philippi in 42 BC.  He returned to Rome(*), however, to write poetry, producing satires, odes, epistles, and epodes that included the Ars poetica.  FTP, name the Roman poet who first used the phrase: “Dolce et decorum est pro patria mori”

7. Born Arvo Kusta Halberg in on October, 8, 1910, he spent his early years working as a lumberjack and steelworker before changing gears and going studying at the Lenin Institute from 1931-1933 and then serving in World War II.  (*) He spent much of the 1950s either in prison or fleeing the FBI for allegedly inciting riots and/or the violent overthrow of the US government.  4 times he ran for president, the last time in 1984 when he garnered 36,386 votes despite being banned from ballots in half the states due to election laws.  FTP, name this the recently deceased native of Virginia, Minnesota who was the longest serving chairman of the Communist Party of the United States.

8. Unlike her cousin, she was actually guilty of the adultery charges brought against her, having had many affairs before marriage. Her marriage to the king (*) only lasted 14 months. He had fallen in love with her when she had been his former wife’s maid of honor. She was convicted of treason in 1541, soon to be succeded as wife by a woman who shared her name. FTP, name this fifth wife of Henry VIII, the second to get the axe.

9.  Although he died of tuberculosis at the young age of 25, he had already established his fame through the publication of his pen-and-ink drawings (*) in such art magazines as "The Studio" and "The Yellow Book".  For ten points, name this late 19th century British artist, known for his art nouveau-style illustrations of Oscar Wilde’s "Salome" and Thomas Malory’s "Le Morte d’Arthur".

10. Based in Switzerland, their early work is mostly in and around the Basel area.  Not surprisingly, their buildings show a similar highly detailed and crafted Modernism as their countryman, Peter Zumthor.  Unfortunately, what would have been their first building in the US, an art museum at the University of Texas-Austin, was torpedoed by the backstabbing of a boneheaded regent.  Instead, it appears that their first American building will be an upcoming renovation of Edward Larabee Barnes’ Walker Art Museum in Minneapolis. (*) FTP, name the architectural firm who have received much press this year as a result of their renovation of London’s old Bankside powerstation for the new Tate Modern museum.

The related phenomenon of nutation is a wobbling in the steady and slow rotation of the angular momentum. FTP, identify this physical effect, exhibited by a gyroscope fixed at one end.

For ten points, name this work by Immanuel Kant.

(*) For ten points, what musical interval is formed between Middle C and the A above it?
