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1.  He was a law professor during his country's Fascist period, and in 1948 he entered politics as a Christian Democrat. (*) In the next three decades he served in many posts, including prime minister.  Among his greatest acts was the so-called "opening to the left" in 1963; ironically, he would be kidnapped and murdered in 1978 by a left-wing terrorist group, the Red Brigade.  For 10 points, name this man who was Italy's prime minister from 1964-68 and 1974-76. 

Answer: Aldo MORO

2.  This hydrocarbon is a soft white solid, with a strong odor similar to that of coal tar, from which the compound is derived.  (*) Often used in chemical and dye manufacture and in fumigation, it is an aromatic compound whose structure is a double fused aromatic ring.   For 10 points, name this compound, with chemical formula C10H8, which is widely used in mothballs. 

Answer: NAPHTHALENE (prompt on "Mothballs" before end)

3.  She marries a country doctor to escape farm work, but is unsatisfied.   She has a relationship with a young lawyer, Lon Dupuis, (*) and she is later seduced by a wealthy landowner, Rodolphe Boulanger.  After Boulanger leaves her, she has a desperate and passionate affair with Dupuis, and in the end she takes an overdose of arsenic.  This very briefly describes, For 10 points, the life of what title character of an 1857 novel by Gustave Flaubert? 

Answer: MADAME BOVARY or EMMA BOVARY

4.  This city was settled in the 16th century near the entrance to Guanabara Bay. (*) It is geographically isolated by the Serra de Mantequeira, but because it was the national capital until 1960, it is linked by many highways and railroads to the rest of the nation.   Its commercial center is near the Avenida Presidente Vargas, and its more fashionable residential areas are near such beaches as Ipanema and Copacabana.  For 10 points, name this city that tourists flock to every year for Carnival. 

Answer: RIO DE JANEIRO (prompt on "Rio")

5.  As the abbot at Bec, he acquired a reputation for learning and piety, and his monks urged him to write out his meditations. (*)  In 1078, in the second chapter of the _Proslogium_, he offered an argument for the existence of God which would be debated for centuries.   For 10 points, name this 11th- century Archbishop of Canterbury who proposed what would become known as the ontological argument. 

Answer: St. ANSELM or ANSELM D'AOSTA (prompt on "D'Aosta") or ANSELMUS

6.  This painter's early works were in the abstract expressionist style, but after 1957, he began experimenting with interpreted images from Remington paintings (*) and bubble gum wrappers.  By 1961 he was entirely dedicated to making art from mass-produced, merchandising images.  His most familiar style is exhibited in 1964's _Good Morning, Darling_, which imitates the benday dots and bright primary colors used in printing presses.  For 10 points, identify this American artist best known for his comic-strip paintings. 

Answer: Roy LICHTENSTEIN

7.  They were an Ismaili sect created around 1090 by Hassan al-Sabah, (*) and centered at the fortress of Alamut, they obeyed the Old Man of the Mountain.  On the Old Man's orders, they would gradually infiltrate an organization before killing their victim, then would wait to be killed themselves.  Their strongholds were destroyed in 1256 by Hulagu Khan, but their name has not been forgotten.  For 10 points, name this small sect, whose members believed that death would return them to a paradise of wine, women, and hashish. 

Answer: ASSASSINS (accept variations in pronunciation)

8.  First developed at Berkeley in the 1930s, it consists of an evacuated cavity placed between the poles of a large electromagnet, (*) with two back-to-back D-shaped pieces within to serve as a track.  Particles are accelerated twice per revolution, spiraling in increasing circles until they shoot out into nuclear targets at high energies.  For 10 points, name this device which won the 1939 Nobel Prize for Ernest O. Lawrence. 

Answer: CYCLOTRON (prompt on _Synchrocyclotron_, _Particle Accelerator_ or _"Atom Smasher"_)

9.  She made her film debut on November 18, 1928, and has appeared in 73 films or shorts.  (*) Her voice was first provided by Marcellite Garner, and was most recently provided by Russi Taylor in 1995's _Runaway Brain_.  Her two nieces, Melody and Millicent, have appeared with her in films, as has her boyfriend, of course.  For 10 points, name this female character who first appeared in _Steamboat Willy_. 

Answer: MINNIE MOUSE

10.  This mythological character had the power to restore life through magical chants.  (*) After her young son was bitten by a scorpion, she brought him back to life.  Earlier, she had restored her husband to life after removing his coffin from the trunk of a tamarisk tree.   For 10 points, name this character from Egyptian mythology, the daughter of Thoth and mother of Horus. 

Answer: ISIS

11.  It is located near the Olga Gorge in Kata Tjuta National Park, (*) in Australia's Northern Territory.  It is made of arkose, which is sandstone rich in feldspar, and its reddish color results from oxidation of its iron.  A sacred site to Aborigines, this 1143-foot-tall rock is the largest single rock mass in the world.  For 10 points, name that rock. 

Answer: AYERS ROCK or ULURU

12.  This poet invented a four-line stanza form with 11 syllables in the each of the first three lines and 5 syllables in the last line. (*)  One of this poet's few surviving works is the _Ode to Aphrodite_.  Plato referred to this poet as the tenth muse.  For 10 points, name this poet who was born on the island of Lesbos. 

Answer: SAPPHO

13.  Soviet possession of eastern Poland was confirmed, and the Poles were given German lands; (*) the Allies agreed to punish war criminals, to destroy Nazi-ism, to divide Germany into zones of occupation, and to help liberated countries set up democratically elected interim governments; Stalin agreed to declare war on Japan within 90 days of Germany's defeat; and an April conference to establish the UN was announced.  For 10 points, these were outcomes of what February 1945 conference? 

Answer: YALTA Conference

14.  It was originally a segment of the 1867 work Sorochintsy Fair, based on a work of Gogol. (*) Famous for its dark opening chords, it rises into a swirling crescendo of brass and woodwinds, with the woodwinds depicting the flight of witches.  Arrangers of the work include Lyadov and Rimsky-Korsakov, but Stokowski's flashy arrangement is the most widely heard.  For 10 points, name this work by Modest Mussorgsky which is featured in _Fantasia_. 

Answer: NIGHT ON BALD MOUNTAIN or NIGHT ON BARE MOUNTAIN or UN NUIT SUR LE MONT CHAUVE (accept variants)

15. In the 19th century, this term often referred narrowly to linguistics, but today it refers more generally to the study of written records.  (*) It has been used in literature, historical linguistics, and other areas of study to reconstruct texts of imperfect or damaged manuscripts, and it also includes the interpretation of texts as a means to obtain information about culture, history, and language.  For 10 points, name this academic discipline whose name derives from the love of study or learning. 

Answer: PHILOLOGY

16.  This compiled computer language was developed at Dartmouth (*) in 1964 by John Kemeny and Thomas Kurtz, adapting elements of FORTRAN and ALGOL to create an easier language for students.  A version of the language was written by Gates and Allen for the Altair, and today over 100 versions exist.   For 10 points, name this popular language which features such commands as LET, PRINT, GOTO, and INPUT. 

Answer: BASIC (or _Beginners' All-Purpose Symbolic Instruction Code_)

17.  He was a god of the Toltecs, (*) and the etymology of his name suggests both Toltec and Mayan origins.  In one myth, he is destroyed by his alter ego, Tezcatlipoca, who tricks this god into drunkenness and later kills this god's Toltec followers.  He was identified with the wind, the planet Venus, and the sun.  For 10 points, name this Toltec creator god, later adopted by the Aztecs, whose name resembles the Toltec and Mayan words for bird, water, and serpent. 

Answer: QUETZALCOATL

18.  Born in 1804, he wrote his first successful novel in 1826, _Vivian Grey_. (*) In the 1830s he went into politics and entered the House of Commons in 1837.  He gradually rose to head the Conservatives, and he succeeded in getting the Reform Act of 1867 passed.   He became prime minister the following year, and held the post again from 1874-1880.  For 10 points, name this Conservative leader who led the opposition to William Gladstone from 1868-74. 

Answer: Benjamin DISRAELI

19.  Recently, this object received its most severe structural test in decades, when winds of 214 kilometers per hour were recorded at its top, (*) causing an oscillation of 9 inches.  But it survived just fine, and it was watched by 1.2 million visitors just a week later, during the millennium celebrations.  Its newly added sparkling lights will continue to light up for ten minutes on the hour, complementing the lighting system added in 1986.  For 10 points, name this 10,000-ton structure which was not damaged in the disastrous December storms which struck France. 

Answer: The EIFFEL TOWER

20  This silvery-white element was discovered in 1782 by Franz Muller.   More than 20 isotopes of it are known to exist, ranging in atomic mass from 114 to 134, and it has been used in semiconductors and vulcanization.  For 10 points, name this metalloid element from Group 6A, with atomic number 52 and symbol Te. 

Answer: TELLURIUM

21.  Upon the Nazi invasion of Austria in 1938, his books were burned, and he was only allowed to leave Austria after paying a ransom.  He spent his later years in virtual seclusion because of mouth cancer, and he was in great pain while writing his final book, _Moses and Monotheism_. For 10 points, name this man whose earlier works include _Civilization and its Discontents_, _Beyond the Pleasure Principle_, _Totem and Taboo_, and _The Interpretation of Dreams_. 

Answer: Sigmund FREUD

22  All of the first 21ossup answers in this round are mentioned or discussed in this 1988 novel. (*)  In the novel, Diotallevi, Casaubon, and Belbo construct The Plan in their spare time, using a mess of old manuscripts, historical conjecture, mysticism, cabalism, a computer named Abulafia, and anything and everything else, including an object which hung from the dome of the Pantheon in Paris in 1851.  For 10 points, name this novel by Umberto Eco. 

Answer: FOUCAULT'S PENDULUM or PENDOLO DI FOUCAULT

Extra:

23 Of his forty-one years of retirement from business, nearly half were spent abroad, as a diplomat in London and Paris.  During his stays in America, he served on the committee to draft the Declaration of Independence and was a delegate at the Constitutional Convention.  His greatest role in the American Revolution was gaining French support, and he was a signer of the 1783 Treaty of Paris to end the war.  For 10 points, name this Philadelphian and oldest signer of the U.S. Constitution. 

Answer: Benjamin FRANKLIN

24  In 1977, in one of television's more surreal moments, he and David Bowie sang a duet version of "The Little Drummer Boy." Born in 1904, he co-starred with Bob Hope in seven films, beginning with _The Road to Singapore_, and he won the 1944 Academy Award for best actor for _Going My Way_.  For 10 points, name this crooner who sang "White Christmas." 

Answer: Bing CROSBY (or Harry Lillis Crosby)

24.  Much of his later poetry is reflective of his conversion to Anglicanism, such as "The Dry Salvages" and "Little Gidding," and his plays tend to feature religious themes which are often cloaked in symbolism, as in _The Elder Statesman_, _The Confidential Clerk_, and _The Cocktail Party_.  For 10 points, name this poet of "Ash Wednesday" and "The Hollow Men," who is perhaps best known for a poem about the desolation and unregenerative state of the modern world. 

Answer: T.S. _ELIOT_

26.  In his 1488 design for the Church of Santa Maria presso Santo Satiro in Milan, he was the first architect to use false perspective in the painted apse to create an image of depth.  Some consider his 1502 Tempietto of San Pietro in Montorio to be the quintessential work of High Renaissance design, combining Roman severity and lack of decoration with an elegant colonnade.  He is also known for a design for St. Peter's with a large central dome and four lesser domes, a design radically altered by Michelangelo.  For 10 points, name this premier architect of the High Renaissance. 

Answer: Donato BRAMANTE (or Donato DI PASCUCCIO)
