For the Spring Break Sun ‘n Fun Quiz-in at USF

1.  Tossup: "My crimes were simple crimes of trespass," he stated.  This man, never convicted of any crime, had been imprisoned since 1995.  (*) The terms of his parole prohibit him from being near an electronic device that would allow him access to the internet.  For 10 points, what hacker, released from a federal correctional institute on January 21st, has had a campaign for his release on 2600.com for years?

Answer: Kevin Mitnick
2.  Tossup: He was one of the main architects of the Compromise of 1850, (*) but he helped revive the slavery question which that compromise settled in 1854.  Name this Illinois senator famous for his debates with Lincoln and who was known as the "Little Giant."

Answer: Stephen A. Douglas

3.  Tossup: This outspoken defender of first amendment rights ran for mayor of San Francisco in 1979, (*) finishing 4th out of ten candidates.  He was nominated this year as one of the Green Party’s presidential Candidates, but he is probably more well as the lead singer for the Dead Kennedys and founder of the Alternative Tentacles record label. 

Answer: Jello Biafra  (real name Eric Boucher)

4.  Tossup: She was the second strongest storm ever to hit the mainland US, (*) and the only named category five.  For 10 points, name this hurricane that hit Pass Christian, Mississippi in 1969. 

Answer: Hurricane Camille
5.  Tossup: Name the famous baseball author whose stories focus around the main character of Henry Wiggen (*) of the New York Mammoths.  Titles of some of his books include  The Southpaw, It Looked Like Forever, A Ticket for a Seamstitch, and his famous Bang the Drum Slowly:  a touching story about the final days of a dying catcher.  

Answer: Mark Harris
6.  Tossup:  Every European monarch joined it, with the exceptions of the Prince Regent of England, the Sultan of Turkey, and the Pope. (*)  It was supposed an organized for the protection of Christian principles, but in reality it became an instrument for enforcing absolutism in 19th century Europe.  For 10 points, name this organization drawn up by Alexander I of Russia. 

Answer: Holy Alliance
7.  Tossup: He made two surrealistic films with Spanish director Luis Bunuel in 1928 (*) and 1930, and was a friend of poet and playwright Frederico Garcia Lorca.  He was influenced by the writings of Sigmund Freud, and often dealt with the erotic significance of subconscious imagery.  For 10 points, name this Spanish painter whose most famous work, The Persistence of Memory, depicts melting watches.   

Answer: Salvador Dali
8.  Tossup: He has taken credit for discovering Love Canal and being the inspiration for Love Story. (*) For 10 points, name this self credited "Inventor of the Internet", who served in Vietnam as a journalist far from the front line, and is now running for president. 

Answer: Al Gore
9.  Tossup: Amazon.com lists no less than 100 titles devoted to this man born in southern Germany in 1879. (*) He later left Germany to accept an appointment to the Institute for Advanced Study at Princeton University, where he continued to assist his fellow Jews fleeing the Nazis.  For 10 points, name this wild-haired physicist and the man named "Person of the Century" by Time magazine. 

Answer: Albert Einstein
10.  Tossup: Mr. Hillegass began his company in 1958 with only 16 Shakespeare selections. (*) The top seller today is Charles Dickens' Great Expectations out of 250 current titles. For 10 points, name this popular study guide with the black and yellow diagonal stripes. 

Answer: Cliff's Notes

11.  Tossup: This philosophical doctrine is basic to the scientific method, (*) and grew out of the rise of experimental science in the 17th century.  It has long held a dominant position in British philosophy, exemplified by the works of George Berkeley and David Hume.  For 10 points, what is this philosophical doctrine holding that all knowledge is derived from experience, whether of the mind or of the senses? 

Answer: Empiricism
12.  Tossup: He was the first political scientist to separate politics from theology and moral philosophy. (*) This became evident in his major work that espoused a realist, secular and often ruthless brand of governing. For 10 points, name this Renaissance author who wrote The Prince to regain favor with the Medicis of Florence. 

Answer: Niccolo Machiavelli
13.  Tossup: In Meiosis it contains the stages Leptotene, zygotene, pachytene, diplotene and diakinesis.  (*) During these stages Synapsis of homologuous chromosomes, crossing over and formation of the chiasma all occur.  In Mitosis the nucleus disappears, chromosomes condense and become visible and the spindle forms.  For 10 points name this stage preceding metaphase. 

Answer: Prophase
14.  Tossup: It is rumored that he may have actually been the son of Charles Maurice de Talleyrand, (*) which might explain why he received government patronage despite the often non-conformist subject matter of his art.  He was famous for his friendships with composer Frederic Chopin and novelist George Sand.  For 10 points, name this greatest French Romantic painter, whose most famous work is Liberty Leading the People. 

Answer: Eugene Delacroix
15.  Tossup: This physicist abandoned academic life at the age of 50 and began to look for a position that would bring him better income.  (*) After turning down the position of headmaster of the Charterhouse School he eventually became Warden of the Royal Mint.  For 10 points name this first scientist to be knighted,  who took “great satisfaction in breaking Gottfried Leibniz’s heart”. 

Answer: Sir Isaac Newton
16.  Tossup: He was a close friend of Mozart, and was a teacher of Beethoven.  (*) He wrote The Emperor's Hymn, the National Anthem of the Austrian Monarchy, the tune of which later became Deutschland Uber Alles.  For 10 points, name this Austrian Composer better known for his London Symphonies and Paris Symphonies. 

Answer: Joseph Haydn
17.  Tossup: England's famous long parliament sat for nearly 20 years, (*) longer than any English parliament in history.  However, after 8 of those 20 years, in 1648, the Long Parliament was purged of most of its members.  For 10 points, by what name was it known afterwards?   Answer: The Rump Parliament, which sat until 1660.

18.  Tossup: The Florida Islands, Russel Islands, Malaita, New Georgia, (*) and Guadalcanal are all, for 10 points, in what Pacific island chain to the southeast of Papua New Guinea? 

Answer: Solomon Islands
19.  Tossup: He was by trade a lens grinder, and although he became a celebrated philosopher, declined all offers of an academic career. (*) He was banished from Amsterdam's Jewish community for his heresy, a result of his belief that mind and body were different aspects of a single substance.  This substance was alternately called God or Nature, God being Nature in its fullness.  Name this 17th century Dutch Pantheist, author of A Treatise on Religious and Political Philosophy. 

Answer: Baruch (or Benedict) Spinoza
20.  Tossup: “I can feel the sufferings of millions and yet, if I look into the heavens, (*) I think that it will all come out right, that this cruelty will end, and peace and tranquility will return again."  For 10 points, What 15-year-old in her famed diary wrote these words? 

Answer: Anne Frank
21.  Tossup: He was a son of the God Lugh of the Long Arm and was the greatest of the Knights of the Red Branch. (*)  His single-handed defense of Ulster against the forces of Queen Maeve of Connaught is chronicled in the epic The Cattle Raid of Cooley.  For 10 points, name this greatest hero of ancient Irish mythology.   

Answer: Cu Chulainn, or Cuchulain

 22.  Tossup: Two answers required:  Only three films in history have won all four of the most prestigious Academy Awards, (*) Best Picture, Best Director, Best Actor, and Best Actress.  For ten points, name any two of those three films, Oscar winners in 1934, 1975, and 1991.   

Answer: It Happened One Night, One Flew Over the Cuckoo's Nest, Silence of the Lambs (choose two)

Extra:

23.  Tossup: As Prime Minister of South Africa from 1978-1984, (*) he was deeply involved in South Africa's attempt to maintain control of Namibia despite UN opposition and Namibian insurgency.  From 1984 on he was president until a stroke forced him to retire in 1989, during which time he extended parliamentary representation to Coloreds and Indians, but not blacks.  Name him. Answer: P. W. Botha
24.  Tossup: Dr. Van Veen has an improper and illegal yet fascinating relationship with a beautiful gamine, the title character of this Nabokov work. (*)  Subtitled Ardor: A Family Chronicle this novel was published in 1969.  For 10 points name this book published after the success of Lolita. 

Answer: Ada
25.  Tossup: Launched in 1990, it is currently orbiting the sun, (*) studying the poles, and analyzing the solar winds and interstellar gas.  For 10 points, identify this satellite, named after the Roman name given to the Homeric hero of the Trojan War. 

Answer: Ulysses
