1.  Tossup: Les Liasions Dangereuses, Clarissa, Pamela, The Color Purple. (*)  All these are novels with the same form; that is, they are written as a series of letters.  For 10 points, give the term that describes this form of writing.

Answer:  Epistolary novel

2.  Tossup: His political career began in 1937, when he was first elected to the Chilean Congress. (*)  He later served as Minister of Health and ran for president three time before finally winning that office.  Name this Chilean president whose government was overthrown by Augusto Pinochet.

Answer: Salvador Allende

3.  Tossup:  This Jewish High Priest argued that Jesus Christ should be put to death as a matter of expediency. (*)  This unfortunate decision caused Dante to place him in the ninth circle of Hell, where he is punished as the chief hypocrite.  

Answer:  Caiaphas
4.  Tossup: This compound was first discovered by James Schlatter in the Searle Company labs (*) when he spilled a dipeptide intermediate during a gastrin tetrapeptide synthesis.  Later, after having not washed his hands he licked his finger to pick up some paper and noticed a sweet sugary taste.  For 10 points name this artificial sweetener used in Nutrasweet.

A. Aspartame (N-L a aspartyl L Phenylaline 1 methyl ester)

5.  Tossup: NASA honored him by naming the lunar lander of Apollo 10 after him. (*)  He has also been a fighter ace, writer, and lawyer, all world famous.  For 10 points, name this now-retired beagle.

Answer:  Snoopy
6.  Tossup: The Nile, Tigris-Euphrates, Indus, Murray, and Colorado are all examples of

rivers that generate sufficient volume to make it all the way across a desert (*) without disappearing.  For 10 points what is the term that denotes this river type that always begins in humid uplands?

Answer:  Exotic stream
7. Tossup: He murdered his bride's father to avoid paying her bride-price, and when no one on Earth would purify him, (*) Zeus took him to Olympus, where he attempted to seduce Hera.  Zeus created a phantom of Hera out of clouds, by which this man fathered the Centaurs.  For 10 points, name this King of the Lapithes from Greek mythology, punished for his attempt to seduce Hera by being bound to a wheel of fire for all eternity.  

Answer: Ixion
8.  Tossup: This Chemical compound is commonly used as a solvent in organic reactions, (*) often with tolsylates or in Nucleophilic substitution reactions.  For ten points name this formerly banned substance and, along with water the main ingredient of vodka.

Answer:  Ethanol (Ethyl alcohol) prompt on “alcohol”.

9.  Tossup:  It was probably begun at the Irish monastery on the Scottish island of Iona, (*) and moved to county Meath in Ireland to protect it from raiding Vikings, where it was completed sometime in the early 9th century.  For 10 points, name this illuminated manuscript of the gospels, a masterpiece of the Hiberno-Saxon style, now kept at Trinity College, Dublin.  

Answer: The Book of Kells

10.  Tossup: It is believed to be dedicated to Harriet Smithson, a British Shakespearean actress with whom its composer was smitten. (*)  It is one of the first orchestral works to introduce a structural idee fixe, a theme reoccurring throughout all five movements to bind the piece together structurally and thematically.  For 10 points, name his 1830 work by Hector Berlioz.

Answer: Symphonie Fantastique
11. Tossup: He contributed to the books and lyrics of many Broadway stage musicals, including George Gershwin's Rosalie (*) and Cole Porter's Anything Goes, and contributed to numerous Hollywood screenplays.  However, he is more famous for his comic stories about a clueless young British aristocrat and his unflappable manservant.  For 10 points, name this creator of Bertie Wooster and his butler, Jeeves.

Answer: P.G. Wodehouse
12.  Tossup: Its formal beginnings are identified as the works of St. Anselm in the late 11th century (*) and the works of St. Thomas Aquinas, and his "Christianization of Aristotle" are seen as its greatest achievement.  For 10 points, name this philosophical and theological movement that dominated Western Christendom in the Middle Ages, seeking to use reason to deepen the understanding of what is believed on faith.

Answer: Scholasticism
13.  Tossup: Extremely volcanically active, and reddish-orange in color, this Moon (*) is pulled and distorted by the gravitational field of Jupiter.  For 10 points name this Galilean Satellite, the ninth in distance from Jupiter and named for a maiden whom Hera turned into a heifer.

Answer: Io
14.  Tossup: In Canada she is just as well known for her poetry, but it is her novels

such as Surfacing (*) and Bodily Harm that make her famous in the U.S.  For 10 points name this Canadian author of The Handmaid's Tale.

Answer:  Margaret Atwood
15.  Tossup: These segments undergo either conservative or replicative transposition, (*) and were discovered by Barbara McClintock.  For 10 points give the common name for these “jumping genes”. 

Answer:  Transposons (prompt on “transposable elements”)

16.  Tossup:  It is located in the old Fort William of the British East India Company, (*) and measures about 15 x 18 ft.  What is this dungeon into which Indian rebels were claimed to have crammed 146 British prisoners in 1756, although that figure is now believed to be greatly exaggerated?

Answer: Black Hole of Calcutta

17.  Tossup: He killed his half-brother Amnon after Amnon raped his sister Tamar, (*) and fled Israel.  His father forgave him, but he returned to revolt against his father, which resulted in his death.  For 10 points, name this favorite son of King David.

Answer: Absalom
18.  Tossup: After Karla Faye Tucker, she was the second woman to be executed (*) in the State of Texas since the Civil War. Her defense was domestic abuse and she had just killed husband number five when she was apprehended. For ten points, name the Black Widow.

Answer: Betty Lou Beets
19.  Tossup: In his life he was a noted naval historian, biographer, rancher, conservationist, cavalry officer (*) and Governor.  However, it was as President of the United States that he was most noted for, among other things, being the first sitting President to win a Nobel Peace Prize.  For 10 points, name this "Rough Rider."

Answer:  Theodore Roosevelt
20.  Tossup: Located in northern Canada at 79 degrees north and 103 degrees west, (*) this point near Ellef Ringes Island is important mainly to compass users.  For 10 points

name this point.

Answer:  Magnetic North Pole  (Prompt on north pole)

21.  Tossup: Unlike the original, it does not feature a single narrator, instead calling on the talents of Chevy Chase, (*) Bette Midler, and Penn and Teller.  The soundtrack is different as well, although it still retains the signature work of composer Paul Dukas.  For 10 points, name this Disney sequel appearing sixty years after the original, now appearing in Imax theatres.

Answer:  Fantasia 2000
22.  Tossup: Life Liberty and the Pursuit of Happiness, These three rights were espoused in the Declaration of Independence. Jefferson however borrowed these three rights form John Locke. For ten points what right of Locke's did Jefferson omit and substitute with the Pursuit of happiness?

Answer: Property  (Prompt on “John Locke”)

23.  Tossup:  If the world price of grain is lower than the equilibrium domestic price,

that country will import grain. For ten points: what type of surplus occurs

with this international trade?

Answer: Consumer Surplus

24. Tossup: This Republican changed his party registration in 1999 to run for the

Reform Party Nomination. After the bitter fracture in the Reform Party in

February 2000, he dropped out of the race. For 10 points, name this Millionaire developer know affectionately as "The Donald".

Answer: Donald Trump

25. Tossup: At one point, this man was the leading vote getter in the above-mentioned Time poll, a result of an extensive campaign conducted by his fellow countrymen.  Beginning as a lowly junior officer, he enjoyed a meteoric career, routing the British, defeating the Greek army and inventing an alphabet.  For 10 points, name this "Father" and founder of the republic of Turkey.

Answer:  Mustafa Kemal  (Also accept "AtaTurk")

26. Tossup: Filippo Brunelleschi’s greatest fame is as an architect, notably the Dome of the Florence Cathedral.  The highlight of his work as a sculptor was his trail panel depicting the sacrifice of Isaac for the doors of the Florence Baptistery.  Ironically, Brunelleschi did not receive the commission, which went to another young Florentine sculptor.  For 10 points, who was that sculptor, also known for his statues outside the Or San Michele in Florence, and his reliefs in the Siena Cathedral?

Answer: Lorenzo Ghiberti
