Answer: UltraCross

Answer: Count BASIE.

Answer: Mother’s Day, May 14.

B. April 4.

Answer: Easter, April 23.

Answer: Veterans Day, Nov. 11

6. Answer the following numerical questions about the Constitutional Convention in 1787 for 10 points each:

A.. How many delegates did Rhode Island send to the Constitutional Convention?

Answer: NONE.

B. How many of Virginia’s seven delegates actually signed the Constitution?

Answer: THREE

C. How many men that signed the Declaration of Independence also signed the U.S. Constitution?

Answer: SIX (Clymer, Franklin, Morris, Read, Sherman, and Wilson).

7. For 15 points each, identify these modern books:

A. A Jeffrey Eugenides book about suburban life, youthful ennui, and the sad fate that settles upon families. It was made into a movie by Sophia Coppola.

Answer: The Virgin Suicides.

B. A bittersweet Russell Banks novel about the effects of a tragic bus accident on the population of a small town. It was made into a movie by Atom Egoyan.

Answer: The Sweet Hereafter.
8. Identify the following Indonesian politicians for 10 points apiece:

1. He won the October 1999 presidential election in Indonesia--the country's first free election in 44 years--in an upset over pre-election favorite

Answer: Abdurrahman Wahid (Accept either name or both)

2. His last minute pullout from the Indonesian elections effectively handed the race to Mr. Abdurrahman, but he was subsequently fired as military chief by the same.

Answer: General Wiranto.

3. She was the daughter of Indonesia's founding President Sukarno, and was voted in as vice-president to allay fears of a bloody rampage by her supporters.

Answer: Megawati Sukarnoputri (Accept either name or both)

9. For 15 points apiece, identify each of the following post-Reformation leaders who had opposing views on predestination:

(15) This Dutch theologian of the late 16th century denied John Calvin's doctrine of irresistible grace, and thus modified the strict conception of predestination. His original name was Jacob Harmensen.

Answer: Jacobus Arminius.

(15) This American evangelist of the 18th century opposed Arminius and wrote The Freedom of the Will, which sets forth metaphysical and ethical arguments for determinism.

Answer: Jonathon Edwards.

A. Who was the first President inaugurated for a term limited by the Constitution?
Answer: Dwight D. Eisenhower    (FYI this was in 1957,  and it was the 22nd Amendment).

B. Who was the first President to have his inauguration televised?

Answer: Harry S Truman
C. What President was inaugurated on the bicentennial of Washington’s inauguration?

Answer: George BUSH
11. Identify the following World Wide Web terms for the stated number of points:

(5) This is a piece of information left on your hard drive by a site to keep track of you.

Answer: Cookie
(10) This is the two-word term for a clickable picture that is hyperlinked to other parts of the web site you’re visiting.

Answer: Image map
(15) This is a description language, not a programming language, that is used to support modeling and virtual reality.

Answer: VRML (Accept “Virtual Reality Modeling Language”)

13. Identify the following art museums from their descriptions for 15 points apiece:

A. This museum of the Smithsonian Institution has one of the most comprehensive collections of modern sculpture in the world, as well as contemporary art, European painting since World War II and American painting since the late l9th century.

Answer: HIRSHHORN MUSEUM (and Sculpture Garden)

 B.  Its exhibitions last year included Clemente and Picasso. In 1998, it had the art of the motorcycle and Fabrizio Plessi. Identify this museum whose collection includes the world's largest collection of works of Vasily Kandinsky.

Answer: GUGGENHEIM MUSEUM (New York)

14. Answer the following questions about musical terms for the stated number of points:

(5) It’s a compositional technique in which a theme is extended and developed mainly by imitative counterpoint.

Answer: FUGUE

(10) It is used to describe the pitches of a chord as they are sung or played one after the other, rather than simultaneously. 

Answer: ARPEGGIO.

(15) (All or nothing) Arrange the following tempos in order from slowest to fastest: Pesto, Larghetto, Andante, Allegro.

Answer: Larghetto, Andante, Allegro, Pesto.

15. Identify the following religious “Isms” for the stated number of points:

(5) This is the religion holds faithfulness and sincerity as first principles.

Answer: Confucianism.

Answer: Mike Sherman
C. A week after taking over as general manager, Randy Mueller appointed what former Pittsburgh Steelers defensive coordinator as the new coach of the New Orleans Saints?

Answer: Jim Haslett
20. Kofi Annan became U.N. Secretary General on Jan. 1, 1997. For five points apiece, name the six previous secretaries-general.

Answer: Boutros Boutros-Ghali, Javier Pérez de Cuéllar, Kurt Waldheim, U Thant, Dag Hammarskjöld, Trygve Lie.

(30) Mieczyslaw I becomes first ruler of Poland, and Hugh Capet is elected King of France

(20) Otto I becomes King of Germany, and musical notation is first systematized

(10) The Vikings discover Greenland, and Eric the Red a colony there

Answer: A.D. 10th CENTURY (Accept “900’s”)
