1. He wore a ring to his inauguration that contained a lock of hair cut from Lincoln's head after he was shot.(*) During his administration, he led the passage of the Reclamation Act, the Elkins Act, and the Hepburn Act. For 10 points, identify this U.S. President who once served as Assistant Secretary of the Navy under President McKinley, and went on to fame as the leader of the Rough Riders.

Answer: Theodore or “Teddy” Roosevelt

2. This novel’s action takes place during World War II after the occupation of Sicily (*) by Allied forces. An Italian-American major wins the love and admiration of the local townspeople when he searches for a replacement for the 700 year-old town bell that had been melted down for bullets by the fascists. For 10 points, identify this 1945 Pulitzer prize winner by John Hersey.

Answer: A Bell for Adano.

3. Although it has no official age restriction, because the founder of this award said it was to recognize both existing work and the promise of future achievement, it has only ever been awarded to those under the age of 40. (*) The first one was awarded at the International Congress of Mathematics meeting in Oslo in 1936. For 10 points, name this award that is considered to be the equivalent of the Nobel prize for mathematics.

Answer: The Fields Medal

4. A 1998 survey predicted it would cost $86 billion, or $51 million per company to implement. On January 1 of 2001, it will be available in notes and coins (*), and by July of next year, local currency will be eliminated. For 10 points, identify this currency whose policy will be controlled by the European Central Bank and will unite some 290 million consumers in 11 nations under a single currency.

Answer: Euro.
5. She was the first choice as a replacement for David Lee Roth as the lead singer of Van Halen (*), but the job went to Sammy Hagar after she turned them down. She released her first solo album "Never Enough" in 1987, later sang "Sometimes Love Just Ain't Enough" with Don Henley. She has been married to tennis star John McEnroe since 1997. For 10 points, identify this former lead singer of the eighties group “Scandal.”

Answer: Patty Smyth

6. It is a disease in which normal cells are replaced by scar tissue, resulting in the failure of the affected organ. (*)  Its complications include  mental confusion, coma, internal bleeding, and kidney failure. There are many causes for it, but chiefly among these are viral hepatitis B and C, and alcohol abuse. For 10 points, identify this disease of the liver.

Answer: Cirrhosis
7. Paper and pencil ready. In a certain science club, there are 18 members who study biology, 15 who study astronomy, and 6 who study both subjects.(*)  How many students study at least one of these subjects? (Moderator: allow an extra five seconds for calculations).
Answer: 27
8. Donna Shalala, Rev. Jesse Jackson, and Washington D.C. Mayor Anthony Williams were a few of those on hand for the unveiling of the 23rd stamp in the US Postal Service's Black Heritage series (*). For 10 points, identify the woman on the stamp who served as both Housing and Urban Development Secretary and Health and Human Services Secretary under President Jimmy Carter.

Answer: Patricia Roberts Harris.

9. This book has no real villains, but several characters are morally bankrupt. There’s Addie (*), who cheats on her husband; Whitfield, the hypocritical clergymen who resorts to his holiness to justify withholding a confession about the affair with Addie; and Anse, the victim of the affair, who allows his late wife's corpse to rot beyond all toleration and is far better at speaking with fortitude than actually taking any significant action. For 10 points, in what William Faulkner tragicomedy are these characters depicted?

Answer: AS I LAY DYING
10. This body of water is subject to violent typhoons. The Indonesian region of East Timor lies between it and the Indian Ocean (*). Qui Nhon, a major seaport of Southeast Vietnam, lies on its coast. The Gulf of Tonkin and the Gulf of Thailand are its chief embayments. For 10 points, name this body of water that is connected with the East China Sea by the Taiwan Strait.

Answer: South China Sea.
11. The deceased was at the center of a court case rife with racial tensions. (*)  A prosecutor asserted that four white police officers acted recklessly and with depraved indifference when they killed this unarmed West African immigrant in a barrage of gunfire. Identify this 22-year-old street vendor shot to death by New York City cops in February, 1999, in the vestibule of his home.

Answer: Amadou Diallo
12. In one of his poems, he wrote the prophetic pronouncement: “The clock of doom had struck as fated; (*) the poet, without a sound, let fall his pistol on the ground.” For it was he, a few years later, who would die in a duel with a young French nobleman that supposedly had an affair with his wife. For 10 points, identify this Russian upon whose works Tchaikovsky based his operas Eugene Onegin and The Queen of Spades.

Answer: Alexander Pushkin.

13. Henry Cabot Lodge, Edward Stettinius, Adlai Stevenson, Daniel Patrick Moynihan, (*) Andrew Young, George Bush, Jeane Kirkpatrick. All have held what position that, for 10 points, is currently held by Richard Holbrooke?

Answer: United States Representative to the United Nations (Accept equivalent).
14. This Greek mythological figure bore sons Minos, (*) Rhadamanthus, and Sarpedon. She married the king of Crete, who adopted her sons. After her death, she was worshiped as a goddess in the festival of the Hellotia. For 10 points, name this daughter of Agenor and Telephassa who was seduced by Zeus in the guise of a bull.

Answer: Europa.

15. He won a 1998 National Medal of Technology for his inspirational skill, leadership, and technical accomplishments during six decades of practicing cardiovascular surgery (*), including having performed the first successful human heart transplant in the United States. For 10 points, identify this founder of the organization that has served more heart patients than any other in the world, the Texas Heart Institute.

Answer: Denton A. Cooley.

16. Ludwig of Bavaria wanted his people to share in the celebration of his marriage to Princess Therese of Saxony-Hildburghausen (“Hild-BURG-House-en”) on October 12, 1810 (*), so he organized a horse race and invited all the people of Munich—a royal party that drew about 40,000 guests. For 10 points, identify this party that has continued to be the world’s largest annual festival for nearly 200 years.

Answer: Oktoberfest.

17. Toward the end of this play, the title character is imprisoned in the remote castle of Pomfret (*) in the north of England, where he is left to ruminate upon his downfall as king. There, an assassin murders him. The new king, Henry IV, hypocritically repudiates the murderer and vows to journey to Jerusalem to cleanse himself of his part in it. As the play concludes, we see that the reign of the new King Henry IV has started off inauspiciously. For 10 points, identify this Shakespearean play that traces the fall from power of the last king of the house of Plantagenet.

Answer: RICHARD II

18. This Baroque era sculptor and architect from Naples (*) was the son of an accomplished Florentine sculptor. Most of his works are today in the Borghese Gallery in Rome, although his bust of Louis XIV can be found in Versailles. He was also known as a wit and produced several comedies and caricatures. For 10 points, name this artist who was appointed chief architect of St. Peter’s in 1629.

Answer: Bernini.

19. This 20th century Italian philosopher became identified with pragmatism, primarily in opposition to the idealism of Benedetto Croce (*) and Giovanni Gentile. His complete works, in Italian, were published in seven volumes from 1949–54. For 10 points, identify this author who wrote a critical analysis of contemporary philosophy in his seminal 1914 work The Idealistic Reaction Against Science.
Answer: Antonio Aliotta.
20. This prophet is a central figure in Jewish, Christian, and Muslim scriptures. (*) According to Numbers 12:3, he was the humblest man on the face of the earth. In the Koran, he is considered a precursor of Muhammad, confirming God's revelation to Abraham. In Mark 9:14, he appeared with Elijah and Jesus on the Mount of Transfiguration. For 10 points, name this prophet who viewed the Promised Land from Mt. Pisgah but did not enter it, for he died and was buried in Moab.

Answer: Moses.
21. This despot’s life was spent conquering the inhabitants of Asia.(*)  A Turkik Mongol, his goal was to make his capital, Samarkand, the most impressive in Asia. Yet he rarely stayed at home, preferring to vanquish and destroy additional lands. Legendary for his ruthless savagery and lack of mercy, he massacred entire populations, including the 80,000 residents of Delhi, and razed whole cities, leaving behind nothing but rubble. For 10 points, identify this ruthless invader who built towers out of the skulls of his victims.

Answer: Tamerlane
22. Puccini's last opera was left unfinished at his death (*), and what he had intended to be a final, transcendent love duet was completed by a younger colleague, Franco Alfano. For 10 points, name this opera published posthumously in 1926 and which features the story of the princess of Peking and her search for a suitor.

Answer: Turandot.

23. Here, two men have been charged with conspiracy, murder and a breach of the Aviation Security Act. (*) Formal pleas of not guilty have been entered by two Libyan men accused of the 1988 Pan Am flight 103 bombing in which 270 people died. Identify the town in Scotland where the plane went down and the trial is taking place.

Answer: Lockerbie (Prompt on “Scotland”)
