1.  This founder of physio-chemistry and inventor of bio-therapeutics, (*) was not at all interested in his schoolwork as a youth, instead devoting himself to fishing and sketching.  He proved that microorganisms cause fermentation and disease.  For 10 points, identify this French microbiologist who discovered the vaccines for chicken cholera, anthrax, and rabies. 


Answer: Louis Pasteur
2. The largest one found weighed 2.2 tons and measured 20 feet long. One of its many tentacles (*) measured 35 feet. It has the largest eyes of any living organism.   Despite its gruesome description, this animal might very well make it onto someone’s dinner plate. For 10 points, what animal is the world’s largest mollusk and also the largest invertebrate?


Answer: giant squid 

3.  Virgil Thomson, Walter Piston, Herbert Elwell, and Aaron Copland studied with this neo-tonal composition teacher (*) who taught at the Peabody Conservatory and Paris Conservatory.  Notorious for being hard to please, she refused to write a textbook of composition theory.  Her most celebrated student was Jean Françaix [JOHN frun-SAY].  For 10 points, identify this musician, who quit composing after the death of her sister Lili in 1918.


Answer: Nadia Boulanger [boo-lawn-JAY]

4.  The homeland of Muslim missionary Ibn Battutah (*), this North African country has a large indigenous Berber population.  Along with its northern neighbor Spain, it forms the Strait of Gibraltar.  For 10 points, identify this country, whose major cities include Fez, Marrakech, and Casablanca.   

Answer: Morocco
5.  Marshall McLuhan coined this phrase in the 1960 book, Explorations in Communication. (*) Expanded upon in 1962's Gutenburg Galaxy, it states that new technologies have eroded perspectives dependant on distance in time and space leading to a re-tribalization of the collective consciousness.  For 10 points, what is this two-word phrase, often used to describe the Internet and its worldwide users?


Answer: “global village”

6.  In its video games and cartoon spin-off, Bob the goldfish lives on El Planeta De Agua. (*) Professor Monkey for a Head is sometimes known as Monkey Professor for a Head. Psi-Crow loses the suit that falls on the hero, making him what it is today.  Peter the Puppy always ends up eating Haggis.  For 10 points, name this show or series of video games, starring an annelid.

Answer: Earthworm Jim
7. It may have been was spurred on by the policies of General Valeriano Weyler y Nicolau,  nicknamed "the Butcher”, (*) who rounded up Cubans into concentration camps. No doubt the efforts of William Randolph Hearst escalated the fighting with his “yellow journalism.”  Its battle cry was “Remember the Maine!”  For 10 points, name this “splendid little war” that lasted less than a year and gave the US control of Guam and Puerto Rico.

Answer: Spanish-American War
8.  A graduate of UC Berkeley, he was disqualified by poor vision from active duty during World War II. (*)  He developed logistical systems for bomber raids and statistical systems for monitoring troops and supplies.  In 1986, he wrote the book, Blundering Into Disaster: Surviving the First Century in a Nuclear Age.  This “Whiz Kid” and President of Ford Motor Company became Secretary of Defense in President Kennedy’s cabinet.  For 10 points, who was asked to resign for his anti-war comments during the Vietnam War?

Answer: Robert S. McNamara 

9.  In May 1699, this doctor took a position aboard the Antelope (*) and set sail from Bristol for the South Seas.  Near Tasmania, the ship was wrecked by a storm, and he had to swim for his life.  As he was washed ashore, he fell asleep.  When he woke up, he was tied to the ground by hundreds of small ropes—he had become the prisoner of six-inch-tall Lilliputians.  For 10 points, who was this doctor, the title character of a social satire written by Jonathan Swift?


Answer: Dr. Lemuel Gulliver (accept: “Gulliver’s Travels”)
10.  They are made by repeatedly adding to or subtracting from simple figures. (*) By example they are not in the first or the second dimension, but actually in the 1.342 dimension.  Their most prominent feature is self-similarity. Mandlebrot, Julia, and Quanterion are examples of, For 10 points, what geometric figures, best known for their beautiful, computer-generated images?


Answer: fractals

11.  Begun by Gutzon Borglum, continued by Henry Augustus Lukeman, (*) and finished by Walker Hancock after 47 years of work, this Granite dome near Atlanta Georgia became the Confederate version of Mount Rushmore.  For 10 points, identify this landmark, featuring Jefferson Davis, Robert E. Lee, and Stonewall Jackson.


Answer: Stone Mountain
12.  On February 5, 1985, the mayors of Rome and Carthage (*) met in Tunis to sign a treaty of friendship.  That was over 2,000 years after the end of this war, fought in 146 BC.  This war saw the final destruction of Carthage and the enslavement of its population.  For 10 points, what war ensured Roman hegemony over the western Mediterranean and was the last of a series of wars?

Answer: (Third) Punic War
13.  Known for an “angular” playing style (*) and playfulness in compositions, he once worked for the band of Coleman Hawkins, but he moved on to many smaller bands.  “Well You Needn’t” and “I Mean You” are two of this black American jazz pianist’s compositions.  Subject of the film, Straight No Chaser, For 10 points, who is President Clinton’s favorite jazz musician?

Answer: Thelonius Monk
14.  He guest-starred as the Trickster on the late, unlamented Flash TV show. (*) In one movie, he kidnapped Michael Dudeakoff’s wife.  In another he was an alien spy alongside Richard Grieco.  He is also the voice of the Joker on the Batman animated movies and TV series.  For 10 points, name this actor, best known for a 1977 movie role, which gets him asked at hundreds of conventions, “Did Lucas let you keep the light saber?”

Answer: Mark Hamil 

15.  She was the beautiful daughter of Hecuba and Priam (*) and the half-sister of Aeneas.  Her beauty attracted Apollo, who made advances to her.  But when she rejected Apollo’s advances, he gave her a cursed gift.  For 10 points, identify the mythological woman who foretold the fall of Troy, to the scorn and disbelief of others.

Answer: Cassandra
16.  In this short story, Reverend Davidson attempts to save the soul of a prostitute (*) named Miss Thompson, but, instead, he is seduced by Miss Thompson and apparently commits suicide by the end of the story.  For 10 points, what is this short story, written by the English author W. Somerset Maugham [MOM]?


Answer: “Rain”

17.  In electrolyte solutions, this quantity is useful in distinguishing between the solvent—usually water—and the dissolved substance that dissociates into ions. (*) In stoichiometric [STOY-kee-o-MET-tric] calculations, this quantity of a solution is expressed by a lower case m.  For 10 points, name this quantity that is defined as the number of moles of solute [SOL-yoot] per kilogram of solvent. 

Answer: molality (do not accept “molarity”)

18.  This place is only famous for two things: one, a giant burning stick-man (*) and the party that goes with that “burning man”; the other, some really fast cars.  This desert actually has very few of the colored rocks that bear its name.  For 10 points, name the place near High Rock Canyon, Nevada, where the world land speed record was broken in 1999.


Answer: Black Rock Desert

19.  In the fall, 1944 issue of Sewanee Review, this 1923 poem is described as: “The rhythm, though no more than a fragment, denotes a certain unquenchable exaltation.”  (*) The physical shape of each stanza looks like the title object.  Written in four very short stanzas by William Carlos Williams, For 10 points, what poem contains the lines, “Glazed with rain water / Beside the white chickens”?


Answer: “The Red Wheelbarrow” 

20. She was born of Albanian lineage in Macadonia in 1910. At age 18, she decided to be a nun (*), and by the time of her death, missions of her order were in more than 90 countries and included more than 4000 nuns. For 10 points, identify this 1979 Nobel Peace prize winner who ministered to the terminally ill in Calcutta.


Answer: Mother Teresa.

21. The names are phonetically the same: a 1924 satire of the medical profession (*) and a long-lived rock band started in the '70s.  For 10 points, give this name, both a Sinclair Lewis work and the group paired with Run DMC in “Walk This Way.”


Answer: Arrowsmith or Aerosmith
22. His was born in Athens around 490 B.C., and his early works include a bronze statue of Athena (*) to celebrate the victory of the Greeks over the Persians at the battle of Marathon. For 10 points, Name the Athenian sculptor who directed the building of the Parthenon and the statues of the gods.


Answer: Phidias.

Extra:

Her recent novel, The Short History of a Prince, (*) tells the coming-of-age story of Walter, a gay ballet dancer who goes back to the Midwest and becomes a high-school English teacher.  She garnered much attention after the publication of her first book, The Book of Ruth.  For 10 points, identify the author of A Map of the World, which was made into a movie starring Julianne Moore and Sigourney Weaver.


Answer: Jane Hamilton
He stopped writing at age 24 and died of tuberculosis two years later. (*)  Within his vast volumes of poetry are included: “La Belle Dame Sans Merci,” “The Eve of St. Agnes,” and “When I Have Fears That I May Cease to Be.”  For 10 points, name this Romantic poet, most famous for his “Ode on a Grecian Urn.”


Answer: John Keats
