1.  This scientist studied Botany at Cornell University, and then worked at the Carnegie Institue in New York where she studied maize chromosomes.  She observed the patterns on twin sectors of seedlings were the inverse of one another, and from this she deduced that the genes in sister cells jumped to the other.  FTP, identify this scientist who discovered transposons.

2.  Part of the impetus for this event was that Lucretia Mott had been denied the right to speak at an anti-slavery meeting in England, where she was a delegate.  The declaration which came out of the event was signed by 32 men and 68 women and was inspired by the Declaration of Independence.  FTP, name this convention named for the sight in New York where it was held, which contains the phrase, “We hold these truths to be self-evident that all men and women are created equal.”  

Answer:  Seneca Falls convention

3. He engages in a fight with his roommate Ward Stradlater when he suspects that the latter seduced Jane Gallagher.  He meets Carl Luce at the Wicker Bar, and also turns to Mr. Antolini for help, but when he touches his head, this character interprets it as a homosexual advance and leaves.  He has the most respect for his sister Phoebe, who writes stories like, “Hazle Woodfield:  Girl Detective.”  FTP, name this character who runs away from Percy Prep, whose adventures are chronicled by J.D. Salinger in The Catcher in the Rye.
Answer:  Holden Caulfield (need both first and last for this one)   

4.  The rest stop on the New Jersey Turnpike named for her is located on the southbound side between exits 8A and 8.  She was born Mary Ludwig Hays in 1744 and gained her nickname in the 1778 Battle of Monmouth, by carrying water to her husband and other American soldiers.  FTP, identify this woman.

5.  Born Clifford Smith, he experienced the requisite troubled childhood necessary to becoming a rap star.  He started rapping with Robert Diggs and his cousins Gary Grice and Russell Jones, also known as Ol' Dirty Bastard.  His first solo album, Tipical, went platinum on the charts, and other collaborations include “The What” with Notorious B.I.G. and “How High” with Redman.  FTP, name this member, nicknamed “Meth”, of the Wu-Tang Clan.

6.  Born with the last name Mabovitz in Kiev Russia, this woman immigrated with her family to Milwaukee in 1906.  She taught in public schools and joined the Labor Zionist Organization before emigrating with her husband Morris Meyerson to Palestine.  There she took a name which is Hebrew for “burning brightly”.  FTP, identify this woman who was the third prime minister of Israel.

7.  This man was probably born in the feudal state of Lu in modern Shangdong province.  Due to the nature of his writings, he mostly likely was never more than a minor government official.  His writings are collected in The Analects, where segments begin with “The master says,” not a popular fortune cookie phrase.  FTP, identify this philosopher whose teachings are still the basis of a moral and religious system of China.

Answer:  Confucius (K’ung Fu-tse)

8. This scientist invented several types of electric cells and apparatus used in experiments on the properties of gases.  A professor of Chemistry at the University of Heidelburg, he became famous as a great teacher.  He worked with Gustaf Kirchhoff in using the spctroscope to identify chemical elements.  FTP, identify this scientist, best know for inventing a gas burner that bears his name.

Answer:  Robert Wilhelm Bunsen
9. This author ate lunch everyday at the Eiffel Tower because he said, “It is the only place I can eat without seeing it.”  He was a pupil of Flaubert, and he very well perfected his genre in works such as, “The Umbrella,” “A Piece of String,” and “A Ball of Fat.”  FTP, identify the master of the short story who also wrote, “The Necklace.”

Answer:  Guy de Maupassant
10.  A month before the Battle of Midway, this battle occurred as a result to stop an amphibious Japanese attack on Port Moresby on the southern coast of New Guinea.  The skirmish involved the Japanese aircraft carriers the Shokaku and Zuikaku against the American aircraft carriers the Lexington and Yorktown under the leadership of Admiral Jack Fletcher.  FTP, name this WWII battle that occurred in the South Pacific.

11.  Equal to 252 calories or 1054 joules, 1000 are released in the burning of one cubic foot of natural gas, but only 550 are released by burning a cubic foot of manufactured gas.  It is a unit of heat in the English system of measurement.  FTP, what is this unit, one of which will raise the temperature of one pound of water one degree Fahrenheit?

12.  It is a symphony in E minor, opus 95, composed in 1893.  Some themes are regarded as in the spirit of African-American fold tunes, and one closely resembles “Swing Low, Sweet Chariot”, but overall it still retains its Bohemian element.  The main theme of the largo section has been given lyrics and titled, “Goin’ Home”.  FTP, what is this symphony by Anton Dvorak?

13.  This country is divided into provinces, the smallest of which is an island group with only about 3,000 human inhabitants.  Its highest point is the volcano Chimborazo at 20,561 feet.  Its largest city is Guayaquil with over 800,000 people, and in the 1970s it exported more bananas than any country in the world.  FTP, name this country whose capital is Quito.

14.  The son of Hamilcar, he served in Spain and became the military leader after the assassination of Hasdrubal.  His military exploits include his victories at the fantastic battle of Lake Trasimene and Cannae, where further actions would have seen the downfall of Rome, if not for a lack of financial support.  FTP, name this man best remembered for leading his troop of elephants, not llamas, over the Alps.

15.  This compound was originally made from the destructive distillation of the hooves and horns of animals and it is named for the temple of Jupiter in Egypt where it was historically first made.  Because it reacts easily with acids to form salts, it is used in both the Solvay process and Ostwald process.  FTP, name this compound made synthetically by the Haber process, with a formula of NH3.
Answer:  ammonia
16.  Born in 1888 in St. Louis, Missouri, he began his writing with short satiric poems at Oxford after his studies in Germany were cut short by World War I.  His works include the plays The Rock and The Elder Statesman, the collection Old Possum's Book Of Practical Cats, and a collection of critical essay entitled The Sacred Wood.  FTP, name this man who also penned The Love Song of J. Alfred Prufrock and The Waste Land.

17.  He was trained as an expert on gunnery and shipbuilding during his travels outside Russia.  He was joint czar with his mentally retarded half-brother Ivan for 7 years under the regency of their sister Sophia, then became sole czar on his brother's death in 1696.  FTP, name this czar who founded St. Petersburg as a "gateway to the west" and instituted sweeping Westernizing reforms.

Answer:  Peter The Great or Peter I

18.  Originally this theory proposed that space was 10 dimensional, but this estimate was later revised to 11 dimensions in a geometrical construct known as Calabi-Yau space.  The successor to this theory is already known as M-Theory despite the fact that it doesn't exist yet.  FTP, name this theory that resolves the differences between general relativity and quantum mechanics by explaining the properties of particles in terms of vibrational harmonics.

19.  He was imprisoned for his links to Communism, but that did not deter Lillian Hellman in her relationship with him. He was the founder of hard-boiled fiction, and created such characters as Nick and Nora Charles and Sam Spade.  FTP, Identify this author of The Glass Key and The Maltese Falcon.

20.  This man was trained for the Presbyterian ministry and later adopted Unitarian views.  Because of his sympathy to the aims of the French Revolution, his house was wrecked and library and laboratory destroyed, which led him to emigrate to the United States.  He is better known for his scientific discoveries, particularly a gas which he called “dephlogisticated air” which was later named by Lavoisier.  FTP, name this Englishman who is credited with discovering oxygen.

21.  Born in Normandy in 1768, she was tried in a Revolutionary court, and found guilty, was guillotined in 1793.  She had sympathized with the Girondists, and where their leaders were arrested, she vowed revenge against an opponent of them in the legislature.  FTP, who was this murderess of Jean Paul Marat immortalized in a painting by Jaques Louis David?

Answer:  Charlotte Corday

22.  It was first chemically isolated in 1820 by J.B. Caventov and P.J. Pelletier.  It can be used to allay fever and pain, to induce uterine contractions during labor, and as a hardening agent in the treatment of varicose veins.  FTP, name this substance derived from the bark of a Peruvian tree, used in the prevention and cure of malaria.
