In 1854 it joined the national stage as the American Party and ran Millard Fillmore as president in 1856.  FTP, name this party which derived its name from the answer members gave as to the party’s activities.

Answer:  Know-Nothing party

2. Although the feud between the Shepardsons and Grangerfords would not seem central to the plot, the title character sill spends time with them.  The novel opens with the main character’s father arriving to take some of the gold his son had discovered in a previous novel.  The action then moves to a life raft on the Mississippi where the main character sails with the slave Jim.  FTP, identify this novel by Mark Twain, featuring the best friend of Tom Sawyer.

Answer:  The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn
3. This disease inhibits the production of an enzyme necessary for fat metabolism in nerve cells.  It occurs most often in infants and is characterized by progressive mental deterioration, blindness, paralysis, seizures and death by the age of four.  FTP, identify this genetic disease which affects primarily Jews of European descent.   

Answer:  Tay-Sachs Disease

4.  Born with the name Tamujin, he changed his name to one that means, “universal ruler.”  He was called at 13 to succeed his father and quickly led his troops to victories over Naimans, Tangut, and the Uigurs, from whom his people derived their alphabet, civilization, and laws.  Soon he controlled a good portion of what is now Eurasia and proved to be as skillful an administrator as a military man.  FTP, name this Mongol conqueror, one of the historical figures kidnapped in Bill and Ted’s Excellent Adventure.

Answer:  Genghis Khan
5.  Other retellings of this story have been written by J.M. Coetzee and Michael Tournier.  It is based on the real adventures of Alexander Selkirk, this novel opens with the title character being shipwrecked on an island on the Orinoco River.  He is alone, but he saves a native from cannibals and calls him “Man Friday”.  FTP, identify this novel by Daniel Defoe.

Answer:  The Life and Strange Adventures of Robinson Crusoe, Mariner

6.  This man was a student of Fabricus, and later the court physician to both James I and Charles I.  While at St. Bartholomew’s Hospital he published the work that would lead to his fame, De Moto Cordis, or On the Motion of the Heart and Blood.  FTP, identify this man who was the first to recognize the function of the heart and to demonstrate the circulation of the blood.

Answer:  William Harvey
7.  The founder of this religion was frequently ill as a child and during periods of her life thereafter.  In the 1860s she tried all sorts of medicines, and then fell under the influence of Thomas T. Quimby.  She then wrote her religion’s main text, Science and Health with Key to the Scriptures.  FTP, name this religion founded by Mary Baker Eddy, whose members believe that all illnesses can be cured by prayer and refuse medical attention.

Answer:  Church of Christ, Science or Christian Science or Christian Scientist but NOT scientology

8. This building was designed by the firm of Shreve, Lamb, and Harmon and the cornerstone was laid by Alfred E. Smith.  At 102 stories, it was the highest building in the world at its time, but perhaps only due to its 204 foot antenna. It has been featured in 89 movies, including An Affair to Remember and Silence in Seattle, but was destroyed in Independence Day.  FTP, name this New York landmark located at 350 Fifth Avenue. 

Answer:  Empire State Building
9.  In 1643, the captain of a ship under pirate attack discovered a race of tiny sea creatures and while he told those above the surface, Uncle Galeo was spreading the word to those who lived under water.  Some of the characters he told include Daffney, Dimmy, Casey, Junior Wentworth, and Tooter, inspired by Harpo Marx.  FTP, identify these underwater sea creatures whose leader was All-Star, a deep sea version of the Smurfs.

Answer:  Snorks
10.  This man organized both the Non-Importation Association and the Boston Committee of Correspondence.  He was a delegate from Massachusetts to both the first and second Continental Congresses, which led to his serving as governor of that state from 1794 to 1797. FTP, name this man who a second cousin to the second president of the United States, who also lends his name to a beer.

Answer:  Samuel Adams
11.  In perhaps the first recorded incident of road rage, this man kills Laius when the two had an argument at a crossroads over who had the right of way.  He was unaware that Laius was his father, since he had been raised by Polybus and Merope when his father was told by the oracle at Delphi that his son by Jocasta would kill him.  FTP, name this tragic Greek hero whose name lends itself to a psychological complex coined by Sigmund Freud.

Answer:  Oedipus
12.  The early part of this man’s career was spent playing the piano in barrooms in order to support his family.  His conservative style sparked a controversy between his fans and the fans of the grander style of Wagner and Liszt.  Among his works are four symphonies, a German Requiem, and the Variation on a Theme by Haydn.  FTP, name this composer who also wrote, the Tragic Overture and the Academic Festival Overture.  

Answer:  Johannes Brahms
13.  This man was a student of Charcot's, and was involved in Charcot's study of hysteria and hypnotism.   He was shot by a deluded woman who had been a patient at the famous Salpêtrière hospital.  In an 1885 paper this man described nine patients who had involuntary movements and vocalizations, often accompanied by compulsions, which FTP, caused a disease to be named for him.

ANSWER:  Gilles de la Tourettes   
14.  He served in the Mexican War and the American Civil War in the Union army.  He was then Governor of New Mexico from 1878-81, and minister to Turkey from 1881-85.  He is best remembered, however, for a novel he wrote after a conversation on a train with the prominent religious minister, Robert Ingersoll.  The work inspired was subtitled, “a tale of the Christ” and many innovative and successful movies were made from it.  FTP, identify the author of Ben Hur.

Answer:  Lew Wallace
15.  She published two works, Leaves from the Journal of Our Life in the Highlands and More Leaves in 1869 and 1884, respectfully.  The only child of Edward, Duke of Kent, she succeeded to the throne after the death of her uncle, William IV.  She proved herself an able ruler, and when at a marriageable age fell in love with Prince Albert of Saxe-Coberg and Goth, whom she married, and was devestated at his death.  FTP, name this queen of England who ruled from 1838-1901, who lends her name to that period of time.

Answer:  Queen Alexandrina Victoria

16.  It is also known as 1,2-Ethanediol (eth-AN-e-DI-ol), 1,2-dihydroxyethane (DI-hy-DROX-ee ethane),  and Glycol alcohol.  It is used in hydraulic fluids, electrolytic condensers and heat exchangers, but is dangerous because of its sweet odor to animals who may consume it and die of poisoning.  FTP, identify this chemical compound also used as anti-freeze in automobiles.

Answer:  ethylene glycol
17.  The title of this book is taken from the third line of a poem by Ernest Dawson.  The author of this novel had wanted to call it, “Tote the Weary Load” after a line in the Steven Foster song, “My Old Kentucky Home.”  She had then wanted to title it, “Pansy” after the original name for the title character, who was later renamed Scarlett O’Hara.  FTP, identify this novel about the civil war written by Margaret Mitchell.

Answer:  Gone with the Wind
18.  The first of these was established by the Federalists under a plan enumerated by Alexander Hamilton, but was abolished in 1811.  The second of these was established after the War of 1812 and was led by William Jones, Langdon Cheves, and most efficiently by Nicholas Biddle.
