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1. Its second volume explores the consequences of an anonymous engagement announcement which takes the erstwhile bride and groom by surprise. Its first book discusses a production of Shakespeare in the title college town. The last component sees a singing scholarship bestowed upon Monica Gall by Solomon Bridgetower, the chief recurring character. FTP, name this trilogy consisting of Tempest Tost, Leaven of Malice, and A Mixture of Frailties, by Roberston Davies.
ANSWER: the Salterton trilogy [prompt on A Mixture of Frailties before “production”
2. The “first case” is when the exponents are relatively prime. The second case is for all other exponents. The final proof succeeds by replacing elliptic curves with Galois representations, reducing the problem to a class number formula, proving that formula, and tying up loose ends that arise from degenerate cases. Of course, none of those methods would have been known at the time of a legendary margin note. FTP, name this theorem, proven in 1995 by Andrew Wiles, which states that there is no power greater than two for which xn + yn equals zn.

ANSWER: Fermat’s Last Theorem
3. Beginning with the burning of a building which housed a lottery drawing, these events were quickened by the anti-Republican rhetoric of Governor Horatio Seymour and by the fear of fighting to protect ethnic competition for labor. Originating in Irish neighborhoods, burning and lynching was directed at majority black areas. Nominally, the cause was the “commutation fee” and the carnage of the recent Battle of Gettysburg. FTP, name this series of events in July 1863 in opposition to Lincoln’s Enrollment Act of Conscription.
ANSWER: New York City draft riots [accept equivalents]
4. Despite the fact that his country was never part of Yugoslavia, he led a group called the Yugoslav Party. He signed a treaty in 1926 which procured defensive and financial aid from Italy, but an Italian invasion sent him into exile in 1939. Leka, his son by Geraldine Apponyi, was nominally king in exile during control of his country by Enver Hoxha’s Communists. FTP, name this man, who rose from premier to king of Albania in 1928.
ANSWER: King Zog [or Ahmed Bey Zogu]
5. It is composed of large, fluid-filled cells encased in relatively stiff, fibrous tissue, and extends through most of the animal as a simple skeleton. In complex vertebrates, only remnants exist, appearing as spinal disks. FTP, name this structure which inspires the name of a phylum of some importance.
ANSWER: notochord 
6. It flows through Crooks Corner, where three countries meet, including two whose border is formed by it. It is navigable after it receives the Olifants. Formed by a confluence with the Marico, it empties into Delagoa Bay. FTP, name this river which flows from Johannesburg through South Africa and Mozambique, known for its great greasiness.

ANSWER: Limpopo River [accept Crocodile River]

7. Its first game saw Germany beat Bolivia 1-0. It included a record-setting game in which Oleg Salenko scored five goals. Surprises included Saudi Arabia edging past Belgium to finish second in Group F and Bulgaria’s quarterfinal upset of Germany. In the final, Roberto Baggio missed a shootout kick to give Brazil their fourth title. FTP, identify the year of this World Cup, the only one held in the United States.

ANSWER: 1994 World Cup [prompt on United States World Cup]

8. He executed over one hundred commissions during a fourteen-year partnership with Dankmar Adler. Among his works are what’s now the Carson Pirie Scott Department Store and the Owatonna Security Bank. He taught “Form follows function” to other Chicago School architects. FTP, name this first major designer of skyscrapers who set forth still-followed principles in “The Tall Office Building Artistically Considered.”

ANSWER: Louis Henri Sullivan
9. The critical angle can be found by taking the arcsine of the ratio of the indices of refraction. For any angle of incidence larger than the critical angle, Snell's law will not be able to be solved for the angle of refraction, because it will show that the refracted angle has a sine larger than 1, which is not possible. FTP, name this principle, the basis of fiber optics.
ANSWER: total internal reflection
10. Mentored in politics by Sebastián Francisco de Miranda while studying in England, he exhorted followers to “Live with honor or die with glory” at Roble. He ended the patria vieja before losing at Ranacgua in his first battle after replacing José Miguel Carrera. He then fled to Argentina, joined with San Martín, and led the winning side at the decisive battles of Maipo and Chacabuco. FTP, name this creator and five-year dictator of independent Chile.

ANSWER: Bernardo Riquelme O’Higgins
11. Key parts of this opera are “Tu sul labbro dei veggenti” and “Dio di Giuda!” The title character’s attempts to be crowned as god result in his being struck by lightning, which leads him to convert and save Fenena’s life. Abigaille’s attempts to steal Zaccaria away are also thwarted. FTP, name this 1842 opera with libretto by Temistocle Solera and music by Giuseppe Verdi.

ANSWER: Nabucco
12. The scattered intensity is inversely proportional to the fourth power of the wavelength, so shorter wavelengths of light are scattered more than longer wavelengths. This occurs when light travels in transparent solids and liquids, but is most prominently seen in gases. FTP, name this scattering of particles much smaller than the wavelength of incoming light.

ANSWER: Rayleigh Scattering

13. In this country, Judge Gertrudis Arias allowed special proseutor Alberto Novoa to proceed against former presidential spokesman Martha McCoy and Salvador Quintanilla, Esteban Duque Estrada, Ricardo Galan, and another man. The group is charged with missapropriating over a million dollars earmarked for public television. FTP, name this Central American country in which current president Enrique Bolanos’s anti-corruption initiative ensnared past president Arnoldo Aleman.

ANSWER: Republic of Nicaragua [or República de Nicaragua]

14. He never married, but his lovers included Aife, Emer, and Fand. Born to Sualtam with the name Setanta, he changed his name to honor a watchdog he killed. He went to the Isle of Shadow to study with Scathach; upon returning, he led the Red Branch in defense of the pass into Ulster. FTP, name this hero who died after tying himself to a tree in order to defend against the armies of Queen Maeve.

ANSWER: Cuchulainn
15. At their height, they controlled the counties of Orange, Granville, Halifax, and Anson. Chiefly opposing Edmund Fanning, they were led by Rednap Howell, William Butler, and the Quaker pamphleteer Herman Husband. Some of them formed the Watauga Association in Tennessee after their defeat by Hugh Waddell at Alamance Creek. FTP, name this group which rebelled against Governor William Tryon in protest of corrupt tax collectors, sheriffs, and judges in North Carolina from 1768 to 1771.

ANSWER: the Regulators [or the Regulation]

16. “Call for the robin-redbreast, and the wren,/Since o’er shady groves they hover,/And with leaves and flowers do cover” begins Marcello’s funeral dirge in this play. It begins as Lodovico, sentenced to banishment from Rome, accuses others of greater crimes. Isabella is divorced and killed, and Camillo is likewise murdered, both for learning of the affair between Vittoria and Brachiano. FTP, name this play published a year before “The Duchess of Malfi,” by John Webster.
ANSWER: “The White Devil” [accept Marcello before he is mentioned]
17. The earliest war documented in photographs, it started when the Arrow was boarded in 1856. After Admiral Michael Seymour captured Taku and bombarded Canton with French assistance, Kowloon was ceded to Britain and eleven new ports opened under the 1858 Treaty of Tianjin. FTP, name this war which resulted in an end to restrictions on a particular substance.

ANSWER: Second Opium War [accept Lorcha War; prompt on Opium War]

18. His novels include The Morning After Death and The Private Wound. Under the pen name of Nicholas Blake, he wrote a series of mystery stories featuring Nigel Stangeways, including The Beast Must Die and The Case of the Abominable Snowman. His poetry collections include The Poetic Image, Overture to Death, and The Whispering Roots. FTP, name this British author, poet laureate from 1968 until his 1972 death.

ANSWER: Cecil Day Lewis [prompt on Nicholas Blake before it is mentioned]

19. He was accused of contempt of court for his vociferous defense of the accused book thief Count Libri. He was appointed inspector-general of historical remains in 1833, eleven years after writing his first play, a history called “Cromwell.” Another history is an imitation of Walter Scott in A Chronicle of the Reign of Charles IX. He also published translations of Pushkin, making him France’s first critic of Russian literature. FTP, name this author of Mateo Falcone and Carmen.
ANSWER: Prosper Mérimée
20. Waited upon by the “tardy ones,” Ganglati and Ganglot, she occupies the hall Eljudnir. Her domain is protected by the river Gjoll and the dog Garm. She is alive above the waist, but dead and rotting below. FTP, name this youngest of the three children of Loki and Angrboda, the ruler of the underworld in Norse myth.
ANSWER: Hel
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1. Name these classical epic poems for 10 points each.

•This four-book work by Apollonius of Rhodes chronicles the quest for the golden fleece. 

ANSWER: Argonautica
•Lesches of Mitylene wrote this work which follows the Trojan War story from the awarding of the arms of Achilles to the construction of the Trojan Horse. It may have formed a larger cycle with the Iliupersis and the Aethiopis.

ANSWER: Little Iliad
•This works tells the story of the journeys home from Troy by Agamemnon and Menelaus.

ANSWER: Nostoi [or Returns]

2. Name these people who have said things about drug policy for 15 points each.

•The current governor of New Mexico, he has advocated total legalization since an October 1999 speech.

ANSWER: Gary Johnson
•This former political science professor and president of the Philanthropy Roundtable is the current director of the Office of National Drug Control Policy

ANSWER: John P. Walters
3. Name these biological things for 10 points each.

•Bony fishes have this air sac that helps to control buoyancy.

ANSWER: swim bladder
•These are non-coding regions in eukaryotic genes.  They are transcribed in to RNA, but are removed before leaving the nucleus.  

ANSWER: introns [prompt on intervening sequences]

•This duct leads from the kidney to the urinary bladder.

ANSWER: ureter
4. Given a thing, identify the title of the person in charge of that thing for 10 points each.

•A province of the Persian Empire

ANSWER: satrap
•The chairman of a government department in the USSR from 1919 to 1946

ANSWER: commissar
•The governor of the Netherlands during rule by Burgundy and Spain, or the elected head of the United Provinces until 1795

ANSWER: stadholder
5. Answer the following about St. Augustine of Hippo for 10 points per part.

•Augustine wrote against this doctrine, which denied original sin, opposed infant baptism, and espoused that the the use of free will to act morally is more important than faith in specific theological tenets.

ANSWER: Pelagianism
•This work by Augustine discusses the collection of individuals “repaired” by the grace of God as opposed to those who are not, using the metaphor of each group living separately.

ANSWER: City of God [or De civitate dei]

•This anti-Manichaean work singles out Augustine’s onetime mentor and is a prime source for exposition of Manichaean tenets.

ANSWER: Against Faustus

•Oxygen in formaldehyde

ANSWER: SP2
•Sulfur in sulfur hexafluoride

ANSWER: D2SP3
•Carbon in carbon monoxide

7. Answer the following about a French literary movement for 10 points per part.

•Highly formal and classicist, this nineteenth-century movement included Charles Leconte de Lisle and José de Heredia. Its beginning is marked with the publication of Enamels and Cameos.

•This author of Enamels and Cameos also wrote Mademoiselle de Maupin and Young France.

ANSWER: Théophile Gautier
•Despite publishing only a single, unremarkable volume in the prior thirteen years, this Parnassian won the first Nobel Prize in Literature. Stances et Poémes contains “The Broken Vase,” and other collections include Croquis Italens and Les Solitudes.

ANSWER: René Francois Armand Sully-Prudhomme
8. The mighty glaciers shall return one day to put things right again. For 10 points each, answer these questions about these icy lords of the northern lands.

•Alpine glaciers form in these bowl-shaped depressions.
ANSWER: cirques
•Snowfall is compressed into this extremely dense granular mass that is the transition state between snow and glacial ice.

ANSWER: firn [or Nevee]

•When alpine glaciers melt away, their cirques become these types of lakes, a string of which are called paternoster lakes.

ANSWER: tarns

ANSWER: Alexander Ypsilanti
•Ypsilanti’s troops were members of this secret society.

ANSWER: Philike Hetairia [or Hetaerists]

•Ypsilanti’s actions began the War of Independence in this country.

ANSWER: Greece

ANSWER: Samuel Barber

•This current president is in the midst of a summit with Junichiro Koizumi of Japan ahead of the two nations’ World Cup co-hosting duties.

ANSWER: Kim Dae-jung

•Kim is also threatening to fire five thousand workers at this national industrial concern who are striking in protest of privatiation plans.

ANSWER: Korea Electric Power Corp

13. Name these Yukio Mishima works for 10 points each.

•A priest in training named Mizoguchi is hampered by stuttering and believes himself to be a tyrant and artist. His ultimate act of tyranny and artistry is to burn down the centuries-old title structure in this novel based on actual events of 1950.

ANSWER: The Temple of the Golden Pavilion [or Kinkakuji]

•The title character, Ryuji Tsukazaki, sleeps with importer Fusako Kuroda, who has a son named Noboru, a member of a shadow court that passes judgment on the wrongs of the universe.

ANSWER: The Sailor Who Fell From Grace With the Sea [or Gogo no eiko]

•This work is both an autobiography of the author’s physical transformation and a discourse on the relationship between action and art. It sets out Mishima’s philosophy and the reasons for his suicide, which took place a few months after its publication.

ANSWER: Sun and Steel [or Taiyo to Tetsu]

•This 1795 treaty with Spain settled the U.S.-Florida border and secured American navigation rights on the Mississippi.

ANSWER: Thomas Pinckney’s Treaty [or the Treaty of San Lorenzo]

•Charles Cotesworth Pinckney was one of the American commissioners who were unable to discuss treaty and shipping issues with France in 1797 due to this scandal, in which Talleyrand demanded a bribe in order to begin negotiations.

ANSWER: the XYZ Affair

•In May 1780, Charles Pinckney was taken prisoner when Henry Clinton captured this city for the British from the Americans under Benjamin Lincoln.

ANSWER: Charleston, South Carolina

•The process of defining a function in terms of itself.

ANSWER: recursion
•Modern compilers attempt to rewrite recursive calls as these types, so to eliminate the overhead of repeated function calls

ANSWER: iterative
•Some iterative and recursive methods can be expressed in this manner, allowing direct execution and the quickest evaluation

ANSWER: explicit
