This short work begins by differentiating between two views on human action, one from a causal, deterministic perspective, and the other from a rational, free will perspective. One of the great early works in deontological ethics, its main argument starts from the idea that nothing is good in itself except the good will. It then differentiates between two kinds of reason, the hypothetical, which reasons to an end, and the duty kind, or categorical. FTP, identify this work by Immanuel Kant which sets up the moral philosophy of his Critique of Practical Reason.

Early action led to the Ch’uanpi Convention between Captain Charles Ellion and Ch’I-shan.  Imperial Commissioner Lin Zexu began the hostilities which led to the destruction of the Summer Palace and the fall of Kowloon.  Settled by treaties at Tientsin, Sir Henry Pottinger dictated the Treaty of Nanking.  For 10 points, name this series of wars that resulted from British attempts to introduce a certain drug into China.

Edward Aswell edited his The Web and the Rock, but he is more famous for his relationship with his editor Maxwell Perkins. FTP, identify this novelist, famous for You Can’t Go Home Again and Look Homeward, Angel.

By repeatedly surrendering and then running away, he maintained his sovereignty until being captured at Skeleton Canyon by Nelson Miles. The major feature is a deep, rhombus-shaped basin on the eastern part, with reef-studded shoals rising up steeply within the basin to the south, at the Reed and Tizard banks and the Nanshon Island area, and northwest, the Paracel Islands and the Macclesfield banks.  To the south, its shelf narrows and connects with the Sunda Shelf, one of the largest in the world.  The western connection to the Indian Ocean is the long Strait of Malacca and the main deep channel connecting it with the Pacific Ocean, the Luzon Strait, lies between Taiwan and the Philippines.
