1.

The English captain John Strong made the first recorded landing there in 1690, and named the sound between the two main islands after a British naval official.  The highest point on the eastern Island is Mount Usborn and the region is known as the Islas Malvinas after a French port.  They administer the dependent territories of South Georgia, the South Sandwich Islands, and the Shag and Clerke rocks.  For 10 points, what are these British owned islands next to Argentina.

Its effort to bring large-scale organization to the south, “Operation Dixie” was a failure.  It had been defeated in the “Little Steel” strike of 1937, but held its first constitutional convention and adopted its name the next year.  Philip Murray came in charge after the departure of John Lewis, the group’s founder.  For 10 points, name this union that was later led by Walter Reuther who organized its merger with the AFL.

As director of the University of Chicago Metallurgical Laboratory during WWII he helped create the first industrial production of plutonium.  He served as chairman for the Atomic energy commission from 1961 to 1971 during which time he wrote, “Man and Atom”.  FTP name this Ishpeming, MI native who is credited with discovering 9 elements, including one named for himself.

This author first tried to gain success as a poet, contributing four sonnets to Coleridge’s Poems on Various Subjects, which was followed by Blank Verse and Pride’s Cure. His only work of criticism concerned Wordsworth’s Excursion, and was panned by William Gifford. Of his earlier period, his most successful poem was “The Old Familiar Faces.” This early work was followed by the prose romance A Tale of Rosamund Grey, followed by the tragedy John Woodvil. FTP, identify this author, whose “Dissertation on Roast Pig” is just one of the pieces that comprise his Essays of Elia.

He went to Italy to study vocal writing on the advice of Salieri, but his next opera, Il crociato was a commercial failure.  His 1831 opera, Robert le Diable, made him fashionable in Paris and he scored other successes with Ein Feldlage in Schlesin, Le Prophete, and Le Pardon de Ploermel, but his final project, Judith, went unfinished.  For 10 points, name this high French operatic composer of L’Africaine and Les Huguenots.

An important member and reformer in the group John Woolman authored the tracts A Plea for the Poor and Some Considerations on the Keeping of Negroes.  Elias Hicks led to a splintering of the group with his emphasis on the primacy of the Inward Light.  The group was once again divided into Wilburites and Gurneyites.  Distinguished by their silent worship, openness to women’s preaching, refusal to bear arms, and antipathy to professional preachers, these are, for 10 points, what religious organization founded by George Fox.

Lesser known characters in this novel include the preacher Mr. Barton and the main character’s servant, Sawyer. The book is strikingly similar to Ismar Thuisen’s The Diothas, and some argued that it is a fictionalized version of Laurence Gronlund’s The Cooperative Commonwealth. The narrator  is integrated into culture by Doctor Leete, and he later marries his daughter Edith, who is his fiancee’s descendent. FTP, identify this novel concerning the reawakening of Julian West in the 20th century, written by Edward Bellamy.

One was the site of supernova 1987A they are believed to be formed from debris left behind from the Big Bang.  Containing numerous young stars and nebulous clouds of gas, they lie about 22 degrees apart in the sky near the celestial south pole.  FTP name these satellite galaxies of the milky way, discovered during an around the world voyage.

His remains lie on the Appian Way and the city of Milan was especially devoted to him.  He cured the Roman prefect Chromatius of gout, who along with resigning his government posts, emptied prisons and liberated slaves. Born in the Gallic town of Narbonne, he enlisted in the army of emperor Carinius and was promoted to captain under Diocletian.  He was nursed back to health by the widow of St. Castulus after being punished for secretly being a Christian and converting his soldiers.  FTP, name this 3rd Centry martyr who was beaten to death after surviving an arrow attack.

A 1991 work of his launched the discipline of “reciprocal anthropology” where Asian and Africa scholars come to Europe and call them barbaric. He is also the editor and founder of the journal VS. His book How to Travel with a Salmon details his musing on popular culture, while more serious linguistic endeavors include The Search for a Perfect Language and The Limits of Interpretation. FTP, identify this Italian linguist, author of Serendipities and novels like Foucault’s Pendulum and The Name of the Rose.

During his reign Maroboduus who had build up a strong kingdom in Bohemia was forced to take refuge with the Romans.  Julius Florus and Julius Sacrovir led rebellions among the Treveri and Aedui in Gaul.  The Pannonian legions revolted and were put down by his son the younger Drusus.  Falling under the influence of Sejanus, it was probably Sejanus who poisoned Drusus.  For 10 points, name this second emperor of Rome who appointed Pontius Pilate procurator of Judea and ruled at the time of Jesus’ crucifixion.

Captain Horster has little interest in local politics, but his opinion changes after he gets fired for renting his shop out to the protagonist for a speech. It is suggested that the main character makes his accusations only to increase his inheritance from the wealthy Morten Kiil, who is his wife’s adopted father. At first, Aslaksen and Hovstad, the men who run the People’s Herald, agree to publish the protagonist’s report, but his brother, Peter intervenes when he finds out that the town cannot afford to repair the baths. FTP, identify this play about Doctor Thomas Stockmann’s fight against his town, a play by Henrik Ibsen..

All perfect numbers are a product of two and one of these, Edouard Lucas developed a method to see if they are prime.  In 1750, Euler showed that 2 raised to the 31 –1 is prime, the largest at the time.  FTP name these numbers named for a French monk who studied them.

Oddly, the landscape is Venetian, but the river Thames is visible in the background.  One of three visible men looks out toward the river while another looks off to the right as he rests his arm over the neck of a white horse.  The leftmost figure stand with an easy air, wearing fine leather books, a pearl white silk shirt, and rests on a cane.  Looking at the viewer with an air of authority, with images like these it is hardly surprising that the main figure would be executed less than ten years later.  For 10 points, name this Van Dyck portrait of an English king.

He was defeated in a naval battle off Cos and lost the Cyclades, but later re-conquered it only to lose it again to Antigonus at Andros.  For 10 points, name this lieutenant of Alexander the Great who began a dynasty in Egypt.

The two butlers in this play are named Lane and Merriman. Central to the plot is a missing three-volume novel that has been lost by a maid, Miss Prism, who spends most of the play flirting with Dr. Chasuble, who does not re-christen anyone. Miss Prism accidentally left a baby in the cloakroom in Victoria station, and when the main character discovers his origin, all works out, with Cecily Cardew able to marry Algernon Moncrieff, and Lady Bracknell approves the marriage of Gwendolyn Fairfax to Jack Worthing. FTP, identify this play about mistaken identify, written by Oscar Wilde.

Especially popular in Bedouin folklore, they figure prominently in the works of the poet Ta'abbata Sharran.  The Berbers also took quite a shining to them and they were incorporated into an already-rich bestiary.  Though

He became the assistant to Thomas Scott, future head of the Pennsylvania Railroad, in 1853 and was later given a loan by Scott with which he started the Keystone Bridge Company.  The author of Triumphant Democracy, he opened the Edgar Thomson Works in 1867.  With his close associate Henry Clay Frick he decided to maximize profits rather than respect workers’ right to a union leading to the violent Homestead Steel Strike.  For 10 points, name this entrepreneur and philanthropist known for his steel empire.

His wife, Alva, won the 1982 Nobel Prize for Peace, and together they won the Nehru Award for International Understanding. Elected to the Swedish Senate in 1934, his early book, Crisis in the Population Question helped stimulate general welfare measures in Sweden. In Rich Lands and Poor he argued for greater aid to developing nations, a point he drove home in The Challenge of World Poverty and Against the Stream. FTP, identify this winner of the 1974 Nobel Prize in Economics, the author of An American Dilemma.
