1.

Although primarily known for his comedies, he is also the author of a tragedy based on Kotzebue’s Dir Spanier in Paris, Pizarro, while Thomas Linley, his father-in-law, set to music his only comic opera, The Duenna. He based another of his plays on Vanbrugh’s The Relapse entitled A Trip to Scarborough, while Buckingham’s The Rehearsal is the source of The Critic. FTP, identify this Restoration playwright and manager of Drury Lane, most famous for plays like The Rivals and The School for Scandal.

The son of poor Protestant minister, he died at the age of twenty-seven as result of a sledding trip coupled with a vascular disease.  He produced the first proof of the binomial theorem.  A marginally famous statue of him shows him atop two defeated beasts.  Legend has it that one of them represents elliptical functions, a area of math he developed in competition with Jacobi.  The other, FTP, represents the general solution to a fifth-order polynomial or quintic, the existance of which was disproved by what Norwegian mathematician.

This economic did his work under Paul Samuelson for his PhD work. He served as the chief economic advisor to Jimmy Carter’s presidential campaign, but is best known for his work in econometrics, renewing the project of Jan Tinbergen to model the US economy. He was appointed head of the LINK project to mode the world economy, and he also wrote a famed book on Keynes, The Keynesian Revolution. FTP, identify this author of An Econometric Model of the United States, winner of the 1980 Nobel Prize n Economics.

Described in Islamic tradition as having a hairy body covered with many mouths, he cries three times every day and every night because of the sorrow induced by the sight of Hell and is a teacher of Muhammad.  He is considered a saint in both the Eastern and Western Churches and his feast is celebrated on February 24.  Depictions often place in his hand a pilgrim's staff or a fish, the latter recalling the time he disguised himself as Azarias and helped Tobias catch the miraculous animal that cured his blind father.  FTP, name this archangel who appears in the apocryphal Book of Tobit  to exorcise the demon Asmodeus.

The Americans received a three-year renewable right to unload riverboat goods at New Orleans for reshipment on oceangoing vessels.  The treaty, signed in Madrid on October 27, 1795, also set the Florida boundary at 31 degrees and promised noninterference with the Indians along the border between Spanish territory and the US.  For 10 points, name this treaty that allowed Americans free navigation of the entire Mississippi.

The wing panels show St. Sebastian who was often invoked to ward off disease and St. Anthony who was the patron saint of the order whose hospital housed the painting and was associated with miracle cure. The central panel shows John the Baptist in front of the River Jordan pointing at the crucifixion while St. John comforts the Virgin dressed in white and Mary Magdalene kneels in agony. Francoise is a local barmaid having an affair with the protagonist, since he cannot resume his affair with Anny, who continues to live in the past. In the end, the protagonist abandons his study of Marquis de Rollebon to pursue writing, leaving Bouville for Paris. FTP, identify this novel concerning a certain feeling Roquentin suffers from, written by Jean-Paul Sartre.

The title of a book by Thom Jones declares an acquaintanceship with this man originally nicknamed Sailor.  Evidence shows that he began his career when he was supposed to be 2 years old, casting doubt on 1932 as his year of birth.  With his strong jab and laudable stamina, he bested Cleveland Williams, Nino Valdes, and Zora Folley in his rise to the top.  A rematch with his most formidable foe in 1965 resulted in a first-round defeat attributed by some to a “phantom punch.”  FTP, name this boxer who won the world heavyweight title in 1962 by knocking out Floyd Patterson but later lost it in 1964 to Cassius Clay.

With a behaviour resembling carbanions, i.e. being a strong base and strong nucleophile, they are usually prepared by combing an organic halide with the characteristic alkaline earth metal in a nitrogen atmosphere because they are strongly reactive with moisture and oxygen. FTP name this class of compounds that are organic derivatives of magnesium.

His wars with Persia were extensive with his generals winning a victory at Dara only to lose at Callinicum and the war would be renewed after an eight year hiatus. Tribonian led a commission to clarify the law.  He had numerous troubles with the Ostrogoths under Totila and Witiges until he scored a decisive victory at Tagina.  His early reign was marred by the Nika revolt which was put down by his generals Narses and Belisarius.  For 10 points, name this Byzantine lawgiver.

A sexy man, this author’s play Charlemagne’s Hostage is a blank verse play dealing with nymphomania, while And Pippa Dances is a romantic search for beauty. Taking other writers as his source, Elga is a dramatization of a play by Grillparzer, while Winter Ballad is based on a work by Lagerlof. A pioneering writer, he was the first to write a play in which the heroine was a child, Henneles Ascent Into Heaven, and one of the great German comedies, The Beaver Coat. FTP, identify this founder of German Naturalism, author of The Fool in Christ, The Weavers, and The Sunken Bell.

Called Oko by its original inhabitants, this city runs over four islands, Iddo, Ikoyi, and Victoria as well as its namesake.  This port consists of Customs Quay, on the main Island, and the more important Apapa Quay.  Becoming a territorial capital in 1914, it became national capital upon independence in 1960 before being replaced by Abuja 15 years later.   For 10 points, name this largest city of sub-Saharan Africa and former capital of Nigeria.

He became interested in psychology after reading Mill and discovering the doctrine of associationism. This led him to the hospital at Salpetriere where he worked on hypnotism with the ubiquitous Charcot. After this research was debunked he started working with Madeline and Alice, his two daughters, which led to the publication of Modern Ideas about Children. FTP, identify this man, who along with Theodore Simon, developed a test to measure intelligence.

Original confirmations of it were performed using a pendulum but Roland Eötvös used a torsion balance to confirm it to within 1 part in 109.  It does not apply to non-uniformly accelerated reference frames and only describes local effects. In 1866 she ran unsuccessfully for the House of Representatives after she discovered that the prohibition on women voting did not prevent her from running.  She wrote a Women’s Bible where she re wrote Biblical stories according to women’s rights principles.  Along with Amelia Bloomer she edited the temperance newspaper the Lily and with Susan Anthony she founded the International Council of Women.  For 10 points, name this women’s rights leader who drafted the Seneca Falls Convention’s Declaration of Sentiments.

He played famous concerts for Goethe and Queen Victoria.  By 1825 he had composed the short opera Camacho’s Wedding which was produced two years later at family expense.  His other operas include Die Heimkehr aus der Fremde and the unfinished Loreley.  He premiered the St. Paul oratorio at the Birmingham Festival in 1837, ten years later he premiered Elijah at the same location.  For 10 points, name this composer of Hebrides Overture, Scottish Symphony, and incidental music to A Midsummer Night’s Dream.

Bala collected and organized the various accounts of his life into anthologies known  as the Janam-sakhis.  These accounts included tales of his trips to Baghdad, Mecca, and Ceylon as well as references to visits as far away as China and Rome.  Upon his death he was succeeded by Angad and in his old age he took up residence in Kartarpur, a village reputed to have been built in his honor.  There he led meditation and promulgated his

teachings, which later revolved around the concepts of kesha, kanga, kaccha, kada, and kirpan.  FTP, name this religious leader who melded elements of Islam and Hinduism to found Sikhism.

The protagonist’s faith in Christianity is shattered when he sees a mob burn a cross, and he throws away the cross given to him by Reverend Hammond, the pastor at his mother’s church. Buckley is the State Attorney who gets the main character to confess to a crime he did not commit, while Britten is the P.I. set to investigate the crime. Boris Max is the Communist lawyer who defends the protagonist pro bono, at the behest of Jan Erlone, who realizes his role in the death of Mary. FTP, identify this novel where the deaths of Bessie Mears and Mary Dalton are both caused by Bigger Thomas, a cautionary tale by Richard Wright.

It ended its interests north of the Pyrenees at the battle of Muret.  Led by men like James the Conqueror who conquered Valencia and the Balearic Islands and Alfonso the Warrior who advanced to the Ebro and captured Saragossa, it became independent from Navarre under Ramiro in the 1050’s and 1060’s and annexed Navarre in 1076.
