His concept of a new covenant would be referenced by Jesus during the Last Supper and taken up by early Christians as the basis for superceding Mosaic Law.  He tries to inspire hope in the Judeans by relating how he bought a field in his hometown of Anathoth during his imprisonment.  Under the reign of Zedekiah, he advised the exiles not to flee but instead ingratiate themselves to their Babylonian captors.  The 13th year of Josiah’s rule marked the beginning of his prophesying, which included warnings of a northern invasion and the destruction of the temple. His novel concerning a French courtesan named Beleau, Roxana, is regarded as the prototype of the psychological novel, while his story of Mrs. Veal is the first ghost story in English. It was seized by the Czechs at the height of the Russian Revolution.  Begun in 1891, Witte hoped that it would open up new territory and allow improved trade with the east.  Providing the people of Moscow and St. Petersburg with half of the meat they ate, by 1914 it served over 10 million people by connecting Chelyabinsk in the Urals with Vladivostok on the Pacific.  For 10 points, name this transportation artery across northern Russia.

Also containing various legends, it has rules of conduct for monks and nuns comprise its oldest section.  The second part is the longest and is a collection of sermons and ethical discourses used for the instruction of

This last part of this text written in Pali is especially venerated in Burma where the Theravada school is prominent.
