Toss-ups

1. Born in Sydney, Nova Scotia, she was elected to Parliament as the MP for Kingston and the Islands in 1972.  She became the Indian Affairs critic in Robert Stanfield’s “shadow cabinet,” and would later be named the first female Secretary of State.  FTP -Name this woman who made a high-profile run at the Tory leadership, losing to Joe Clark after leading on the first ballot, spawning the fair-weather term “Flora Tories.”

A: Flora MACDONALD
2. In Norse mythology, it was NOT the name of a person, but of a place: a great golden-roofed hall in Asgard where the righteous were taken after death.  A namesake town founded in 1895 plays host to the annual Icelandic festival Islendingadarinn (Ice-land-a-ding-a-dag-oo-run).  FTP - Name this fishing and beach town of 1500 on the western shore of Lake Winnipeg near Willow Point.

A: GIMLI
3. He received his PhD from CalTech at age 20 and became the youngest recipient of the MacArthur Fellowship in 1981, also the year in which he released the first modern computer algebra system.  He was a professor at CalTech, Princeton, and the University of Illinois and researched complexity and cellular automata.  FTP, name this man better known for his computer algebra package, Mathematica, and more recently, his 1200-page book, A New Kind of Science.

A: Stephen WOLFRAM
4. He was implicated in the 1997 murders of jail guards Diane Lavigne and Pierre Rondeau.  Arrested later that year, he was acquitted by a jury, but the Quebec Court of Appeal found that the trial judge erred in his instructions to the jury.  In May 2002, he was found guilty of two counts of first-degree murder and sentenced to life in prison – FTP, name this “Boss” of the Quebec Hell’s Angels.

A: Maurice “Mom” BOUCHER 
5. The name’s the same since they’re a father and son author pair.  The father was short-listed for the Booker Prize in Ending Up in 1974 and Jake’s Thing in 1978, and won the Booker Prize with The Old Devils in 1986.  The son was short-listed in 1991 for Time’s Arrow.  FTP, what’s the shared last name?

A: Martin and Kingsley AMIS
6. Its name literally means “slaughter”, and refers to the slaughter of its inhabitants over the last millennium.  It has been the site of many foreign invasions, from those by Taimurlane in 1398, Mahmud of Ghazni, in 1001, Nadar Shah in 1739 and even Alexander the Great in 327 BC, to American and Soviet bombing raids throughout the last 23 years.  FTP, name this mountainous and earthquake-prone region of Central Asia crossed by the Khyber Pass.

A: HINDU KUSH
7. He is a member of the small Zoroastrian community in Bombay, the Parsis, and immigrated to Canada in 1975.  His first bound work was Swimming Lessons and Other Stories from Firozsha Baag, which was published in 1987.  His first novel, Such a Long Journey, won the Governor-General’s Award, and his second novel won the Giller Prize, and was short-listed for the Booker Prize.  FTP, name this author who also received Oprah Winfrey’s seal of approval.

A: Rohinton MISTRY
8. It occupies 266,000 square kilometers along Africa’s Atlantic coast and has rich phosphate and oil reserves.  Its original inhabitants, the Sahrawi, live primarily in refugee camps in Western Algeria, and are blocked from returning by a 2700 kilometre-long sand berm, fortified with 2 million land mines.  FTP, name this disputed region, settled and occupied by Morocco since 1976.

A: WESTERN SAHARA
9. He is the all-time leading NHL scorer among native and metis players.  In 1984, owing to his grandmother’s place of birth, the Val-Marie, Saskatchewan native became the first man to play for both Canada and the United States in the Canada Cup. FTP, name this NHL player and coach, winner of seven Stanley Cups, famous for playing for the New York Islanders dynasty in the late 1970s.

A: Bryan TROTTIER
10. On December 7th, 1837, two of William Lyon Mackenzie’s senior officers, Samuel Lount and Anthony Van Egmond, marched their followers from this place near modern-day Yonge and Eglinton to Toronto to take the city.  Near Yonge and Dundas, they met a militia force, fired a single shot and fled to the original meeting place.  The following day, the militia and troops loyal to Britain attacked them at this place, killing a dozen rebels and forcing them to flee – FTP, name this tavern.

A: MONTGOMERY’S Tavern

11. “The Last Free American,” he appears in two of Kurt Vonnegut’s novels.  In Slaughterhouse Five, he appears briefly as an American-turned-Nazi propagandist and offers the American POWs “good eating” if they volunteer to fight on the Russian front.  FTP, name the main character in Mother Night, who is tried in Israel for war crimes and eventually acquitted.

A: Howard CAMPBELL Jr. 

12. He was elected to the Legislature June 16, 1972 as the Member for Wolseley and led the Liberal Party before resigning in 1975.  His media beginnings were inauspicious, when he bought KCND, a Pembina, North Dakota-based television station, in an attempt to circumvent CRTC decisions that had kept him from broadcasting in Winnipeg.  He eventually moved the station to Winnipeg, started new stations in Western Canada, and acquired the Global Television Network. FTP, who, in 2000, purchased 15 daily newspapers from Conrad Black’s Hollinger Corporation?

A: Israel ASPER
13. He was the first child born on the first kibbutz, and joined the Haganah when he was fourteen.  He was imprisoned by the British from 1939 to 1941, then joined the British army after his release, whereupon he lost his left eye in battle in Lebanon.  FTP, who was this man who later served as Israeli Defense Minister during the 1967 War and a decade later helped negotiate the Camp David Accords?

A: Moshe DAYAN
14. In 1966, Claude Raymond was the first French-Canadian to play in the All-Star Game.  The second was this Montreal native, recruited out of Seminole Junior College in Oklahoma, who bounced between the majors and minors as a starting pitcher in 2001.  A move to closer (close-er) in 2002 brought him major success – FTP name this Los Angeles Dodgers reliever.

A: Eric GAGNE
15. In 1941, Winston Churchill strode into the Canadian House of Parliament and regarded this man’s camera “as he might the German enemy.”  He was the lone Canadian on International Who’s Who’s list of the 100 most influential people of the 20th century – unique because he had met more than half of those 100 people.  FTP, name this Armenian-Canadian who fled Turkey in 1924, and became the most famous Canadian photographer ever.

A: Yousuf KARSH

16. She moved to Toronto with her husband and children in 1968, and fought the Spadina Expressway as she had fought freeways when she lived in New York. Entirely self-taught, she published her most famous work in 1961, which remains a staple of urban planning.  FTP, who is this author of The Death and Life of Great American Cities?

A: Jane JACOBS
17. It was declared a National Historic Site on July 5th, 2002, nearly 40 years after it was demolished.  It was originally known as the Campbell Road Settlement, and was settled by descendents of black refugees from the War of 1812.  Its present name did not come into use until the early 20th century and reflects the heritage of its early residents – FTP name this Halifax community.

A: AFRICVILLE  

18. One’s middle name’s the same as the other’s last name.  One is a novelist and essayist with a PhD in Economics, the author of Voltaire’s Bastards and the husband of Governor-General Adrienne Clarkson. The other was twice Minister of National Defence, and forced to resign by MacKenzie King in 1944. FTP – what’s the shared name?

A: RALSTON (John RALSTON Saul and James RALSTON)

19. To date, it has received more than $50 million of government funding, and an unprecedented $100 million of private investment in an attempt to develop a Canadian institution rivaling the Institute for Advanced Study.  It will be built at the University of Waterloo and will concentrate on research in physics.  FTP, what is this institution, the brainchild of Research-in-Motion founder Mike Lazaridis?

A: PERIMETER Institute for Theoretical Physics

20. She entered politics at age 40 in 1987 and was widely seen as a successor to her father, who was removed from the presidency 20 years earlier.  She ran for President in 1999, and despite her party, the PDI-P, receiving the plurality of the votes, she was unsuccessful.  She was later named Vice-President – FTP, who is this leader of the Indonesian Democratic Party of Struggle, whose name includes that of her father?

A: Megawati SUKARNOPUTRI (soo-kar-no-poo-tree)

21. Born in Montreal, he undertook art studies at the Art Institute of Chicago in 1906, then enrolled at the Académie Julian in Paris, where his painting was strongly influenced by the Impressionists. He returned to Canada and made many sketching trips to the countryside surrounding Montreal. In 1913, he became the final member to join the Group of Seven, and for the next 40 years, he regularly traveled to all regions of Canada, returning to the Studio Building in Toronto where he lived until 1955, spending the winters painting canvases. FTP – name this painter.

A: A.Y. JACKSON 

22. He received a Master’s from the University of Montreal and published his first novel La Guerre, Yes Sir! in 1968 while teaching French Literature at College-Militaire Saint-Jean.  He grew up in a village with no library and no books, but ironically became the National Librarian of Canada in 1999.  FTP, name this man who was recently given Maurice Richard’s Montreal Canadians sweater - fittingly, since he was the child who suffered the indignity of wearing a Toronto Maple Leafs jersey in The Hockey Sweater.  

A: Roch CARRIER
23. Apart from the Sutton Ridges on its North-east corner, this 320,000 square kilometer land mass is a sedimentary basin that extends into its namesake, created during the retreat of the last glaciation.  The inland edge of this region is 180 metres above sea level and corresponds to the highest level of marine inundation approximately 7500 years ago.  Inland, there are large parallel gravel beaches surrounded by numerous ponds, whereas closer to the coast, the soil is peat, or marshy and often strewn with glacial boulders – FTP, name this Canadian physiographic region.

A: HUDSON BAY LOWLANDS
24. The term was coined in an unsigned editorial in the Globe and Mail, and it began when the Liberals took 51 of 94 seats in the 1960 election.  It attacked patronage, gave urban areas more elected representation, reformed campaign financing, lowered the voting age to 18, reformed the labour code, created a pension plan and tripled government expenditure in seven years.  FTP, what name is commonly given to this era which saw the nationalization of private electricity companies in Quebec under the helm of Jean Lesage?

A: La REVOLUTION TRANQUILLE (accept: The QUIET REVOLUTION)

A: Rashid DOSTUM
This 58-year old man who controlled Khost province was accused of using a US bombing blitz to wipe out rival warlords on December 20, 2001.

A: Pacha Khan ZADRAN or Pacha KHAN Zadran

4. Name these battles on Canadian soil.

[5 points] In 1866, Lt. Col. Alfred Booker led 900 Canadian militia against 800 Fenians on the Niagara Peninsula.

A: RIDGEWAY
[10 points] Also in 1866, Fenians attacked and occupied Pigeon Hill in Quebec, but were pushed out after American troops cut their supply lines.

A: MISSISSQUOI
 [5 points] In 1885, 300 men under the command of Louis Riel and Gabriel Dumont were pushed out of rifle pits by the North West Field Force under the command of Major-General Frederick Middleton.

A: BATOCHE
[10 points] In 1837, British troops under Lt. Col. Gore were defeated by Papineau’s followers under the command of Wolfred Nelson along the Richelieu River.

A: SAINT-DENIS

Permanent Observer of Palestine to the United Nations.

He was the head of Preventive Security in the West Bank until July 2002.

MacDonald, Ray Mead, Kazuo Nakamura, William Ronald, and Walter Yarwood.  The Robert McLaughlin Gallery in Oshawa focuses on its works.

A: PAINTERS ELEVEN
It was the name given to the artists in the 1961 National Gallery of Canada’s circulating exhibition.  Its members – Kenneth Lochhead, Arthur McKay, Douglas Morton, Ted Godwin and Ronald Bloore – had all moved west to their namesake location.

A: REGINA FIVE
It is the numerical name of Lola McLaughlin’s 1999 modern dance show that is as much about her as it is about Berlin, Vienna, Venice and Brussels.

A: FOUR SOLOS FOUR CITIES
