1. It begins with an afternoon walk to a Munich cemetary; while waiting for the streetcar back to town, the main character decides to take a trip. He goes to Lido,* where he stays at the Hotel des Bains. He was taken to Lido by a Gondolier who represents Charon. While at the Hotel, he sees a Polish family there, and becomes obsessed with the boy Tadzio. The book ends as Gustave von Aschenbach dies of the plague. FTP, name this novella by Thomas Mann.

a: Death in Venice
2. He reissued his best-known book in 1996 in part as a response to The Bell Curve.  His essay collections include The Panda’s Thumb and Eight Little Piggies, and the theory that the (*) Cambrian period had many phyla that are now extinct is named for his book Wonderful Life.  FTP, name this longtime Harvard paleontologist whose other writings include the “This View of Life” series in Natural History and the books Dinosaur in a Haystack and The Mismeasure of Man.


Answer: Stephen Jay Gould
3. Serving as music master at St. Paul's Girls School for the last 30 years of his life, he learned Sanskrit, and composed the opera Savitri* and four sets of choral hymns from the Rigveda. Later works include At the Boar's Head, the Hymn of Jesus, and Egdon Heath. One of the leaders of the English folk song revival, he was an expert on the solo trombone. FTP, name this composer of the Planets.

A: Gustav Holst
4. He died in 1793 while serving his ninth term as governor of Massachusettes; earlier he had been a member of the Massachusettes General Court and chairman of the committee formed after the Boston Massacre* to demand the removal of British troops from the city.

A member of the first and second continental congresses, he fled to Philadelphia from Lexington in April 1775. FTP, name this patriot who out of consideration for George III's eyesight signed his name in large print, the first signer of the Declaration of Independence.

A: John Hancock
5. He was the choragus when the victory over Xerxes at Salamis was celebrated. His innovations include adding a third speaking actor* to plays and abandoning the format of the trilogy for single plays. His own plays include The Women of Trachis and Philoctetes; only seven of a hundred survive. He did, in fact, write a trilogy- Oedipus Tyrannos, Oedipus at Colonus, and Antigone. FTP, name this Greek playwright.

A: Sophocles 

6. The countries had had the same sovereign under the 1385 Treaty of Krewo, but as King Sigismund II had no heirs, the Poles feared that the union would be broken. After Muscovy threatened Lithuania during the Livonian War,* many Lithuanian magnates wanted to join with Poland. After Sigismund annexed the provinces of Podlasie and Volhynia, a meeting was held that ratified what agreement, FTP, which unified Poland and Lithuania?

Union of Lublin

7. Shapiro used reflected radar signals from several planets to check this theory in 1971, and the Mossbauer effect was used to verify it (*) in 1960.  Its earliest verification, during an eclipse at Sobral and Principe Island, found angles within 2% of the expected result.  More dramatic evidence comes from views of multiple images of the same quasar, due to gravitational lensing.  FTP, name this theory, posed in 1915 by Albert Einstein.


Answer: the general theory of relativity (must have both underlined terms, and do not accept “special relativity”)

8. Dedicated in 609 AD as the Church of the Santa Maria Rotonda, monarchists still place flowers by the sarcophagus of Victor Emmanuel II, who is buried here. Heavily altered by Septimus Severus* and Caracalla, the only natural light that comes in comes through the 27 foor oculus. The only entrance is 24 feet high brown double doors. FTP, name this Roman temple, built by Marcus Agrippa.

A: Pantheon
9. Over 100 are known, including v-Ras [vee-Ras], v-jun, and c-L-myc [c L mike].  One of the first was found in the retrovirus RSV, but Bishop and Varmus showed that healthy body cells contain dormant ones which can be triggered.  (*) C-neu has been implicated in some breast cancers, and this group is not to be confused with faulty tumor suppressors, such as mutated p53.  FTP, identify these genes which can cause cancer by inducing uncontrolled cell growth.


Answer: oncogenes

10. A leading abolitionist, he served one term in the Massachusettes Legislature, and edited the Pennsylvania Freeman in 1838. A friend of William Lloyd Garrison, Garrison published his poem "the Exile's Departure"* in 1826. He wrote one novel, Leaves from Margaret Smith's Journal, and numerous poems, such as Among the Hills, Barbara Frietsche, and Snow-Bound. FTP, name this New England Quaker poet.

A: John Greenleaf Whittier

11. The son of an Indiana governor, he himself served as governor of New Mexico and minister to Turkey. After the Civil War he was president of the court of inquiry that condemned Andersonville commandant Henry Wirtz* to death. His service in the Mexican war led to his novel The Fair God, about the Spanish conquest. Other novels include The Prince of India and The Boyhood of Christ. FTP, name this author of Ben Hur.

A: Lew Wallace
12. This acid can dissolve glass, making it useful in etching, but it causes very severe burns when mishandled.  It is a weak acid, despite its (*) close similarity to three strong acids, because its hydrogen atom rarely escapes into solution due to the halide’s electronegativity of 4.0.    Bearing close structural resemblance to hydrochloric and hydrobromic acids, FTP, name this weak acid with formula HF.


Answer: hydrofluoric acid (accept HF before it is read)

13. Socrates Scholasticus said that they wanted a canon enforcing celibacy on priests, but that did not pass. Hosius of Cordova was in charge due to the absence of Pope Sylvester I, and decrees passed at this meeting *include the proper method of consecrating bishops,

and the condemnation of usury by clergy, though they failed to set a date for Easter. Called by Constantine, its main purpose was to deal with Arias, who was duly exiled. FTP, name this 325 council that produced a famous Christian creed.

Council of Nicaea  also accept Nicene
14. The first musical work to feature a bass clarinet, it was conducted at its premiere in Weimer by Franz Liszt in 1850. He comes to save Elsa from the charge of having killed her brother Gottfried; he arrives in full armor in a boat pulled by a swan.* He promises to save Elsa if she never asks his name; then he defeats Telramund in combat. Elsa and he are married in a scene which features the Bridal Chrous. However, Elsa asks his name; he must leave, but not before revealing that the swan was her brother Gottfried. FTP, name this Wagner opera about a knight of the Holy Grail.

A: Lohengrin
15. After receiving his PhD at Chicago in 1903, he became a professor at Johns Hopkins, from where he was forced to resign in 1920 because of adultery. Entering the advertising business,* he continued to write, publishing Psychological Care for Infant and Child in 1928. His research for that book presumably included the 1918 episode when he conditioned fear of white rats and other furry objects unto an 11 month old boy. FTP, name this early American exponent of Behaviourism.

A: John Watson
16. It takes place one summer and autumn at the country estate of Bly. The house is taken care of Mrs. Grose, as the owner, the uncle of two children living there, does not wish to be bothered. Miss Jessel* and Peter Quint make frequent appearances, though they are both dead. The Governess finds out about them by talking to Mrs. Grose; though Flora and Miles obviously see them, they refuse to discuss them. In the end, Miles dies in the Governess' arms after seeing Peter. FTP, name this ghost story by Henry James.

A: Turn of the Screw
17. Ten years after marrying the Mercian princess Eahlswith, he was defeated at the Battle of Chippenham. After hiding in the Somerset marshes, he secretly assembled an army and defeated the Danes at Edington.* That defeat broke Danish power in the south of England, leaving this king to concentrate on other matters, such as translating the works of St. Augustine and Boethius. FTP, name this Wessex king, the progenitor of 890's Anglo-Saxon Chronicles.

A: King Alfred the Great
18. He was a spokesman for the 2002 UN Conference on Aging; he admitted that he did not know what his duties would be, as he built a life on not saying anything.* A member of the French resistance during World War II, his mimodrama based on Gogol’s Overcoat in 1950 launched his current career. His most graceful character is Bip, who also says little. FTP, name this silent French mime.

A: Marcel Marceau
19. After leading Alabama to the Orange and Cotton Bowls his last two seasons as a starter, he was drafted in the 17th round in the 1956 NFL Draft by the team that he later coached from 1975-1983.* In the 1964-65 seasons he attempted 294 passes without an interception, then a record. After sitting on the bench for two seasons Vince Lombardi named him the starting QB his first year, 1959. FTP, name this Green Bay Packer, who won the first 2 Super Bowls.

A: Bart Starr
20. After sharing Barbara Villiers with Charles II for seven years, he secretly married the Countess of Drogheda. After she died, her estate was consumed in legal fees, and he spent time in debtors prison until James II paid his debts.* His first play, Love in a Wood, brought him to the attention of court, and he later wrote the Gentleman Dancing Master and the Country Wife. FTP, name this author of the Plain Dealer.

A: William Wycherley
1. Name these civil rights leaders from clues FTPE.

1. Before serving as a spy in South Carolina during the Civil War, she escaped from slavery in Maryland in 1849 and led hundreds of slaves to freedom at the point of a pistol. Harriet Tubman
2. A traveling revivalist, she integrated Washington DC street cars, raised money to equip Negro regiments in the Civil War, and spoke throughout the country, including 1854's "Ain't I A Woman?" Speech.  Sojourner Truth
