1. Group B species of this genus are associated with neonatal disease, while the variety of M protein on the surface is a basis for subdividing the bacteria of group A.  Species of these gram-positive bacteria include pneumoniae and pyogenes, the latter of which causes (*) rheumatic and scarlet fevers.  FTP, name this genus consisting of chains of nearly spherical bacteria, also notorious for causing some very sore throats.


Answer: Streptococcus (accept streptococci, but prompt on “strep” or “strep throat”)

2. She is assisted by the lusty Cleonice, the gentle Myrrhine, and the busty Spartan Lampito.Over a bowl of Thracian wine, she bound all the woman by a solemn oath.* Some of the women have trouble keeping their vows, but she resorts to prophecy to keep them in line. Myrrhine manages to stave off the affections of her husband Cinesias. Lampito's success brought Spartan envoys to Athens, and with the help of a nude maiden, she helped draw up the peace terms. FTP, name this Aristophanes play about women who withhold sex.

A: Lysistrata
3. The granddaughter of Fragonard, in the 1860's she began to draw outside under the guidance of Corot. While copying a Rubens in the Louvre, she met Edouard Manet;* later she married his brother Eugene, the only man she was to paint. Many of her paintings deal with domestic scenes and with her daughter Julia. Her works include the Artist's Sister and Seated on the Grass. FTP, name this French Impressionist.

A: Berthe Morisot
4. It was finally destroyed by Philip of Macedon and Chaeronea in 338, though the Spartan defeat of Athens had greatly weakened it. Sparta had originally been a member, and under Cimon, a fleet in 466 had defeated Persian* garrisons in Anatolia. However, Athens became more tyrannical, as Carystas in Euboea was forced into the group, and Naxos was destroyed after it tried to succeed. Though it was an engine of Athenian imperialism, many cities joined it out of fear of Sparta. FTP, name this confederacy of Greek states.

A: Delian League
5. This element exists in several allotropic forms, all of which contain icosahedral arrangements of the atoms.  The Mojave desert is a primary source of the element, where it exists in the form of a compound used for (*) water softening.  Its hydrides have cagelike structures and can be used as high-energy fuels, and its 10 and 11 isotopes are its most stable.  FTP, name this group IIIA element, with atomic number 5 and chemical symbol B.


Answer: boron

6. The longtime organist at Covent Garden, he composed the Kenilworth cantata and the ballet the Island of Enchantment. His 1891 opera Ivanhoe opened the Royal English Opera House; he also wrote the hymn Onward Christian Soldiers.* Mainly writing for the stage, he composed music for Patience, the Sorcerer, the Grand Duke, Trial by Jury, and HMS Pinafore. FTP, name this man, often paired with Gilbert.

A: Arthur Sullivan
7. In 1934, after local challenges to his control, he abolished local government, centralizing all school, police, and fire appointments. A 1929 attempt to impeach him failed, and after he was elected to the Senate in 1930,* he retained his job as governor, ruling the state through lackeys in Baton Rouge. His “Share the Wealth” plan was popular though its emphasis on income redistribution. FTP, name this assassinated demagogue Louisiana governor.

A: Huey Long
8. He was opposed by Sanballet, the governor of Samaria, Tobiah the Ammonite, and the Arab Geshen. Tobiah had a storeroom in the Temple; he kicked Tobiah out. Originally a eunuch and cupbearer to Artaxerxes I,* he got permission to go back to Jerusalem, where he served as governor of Judea for 12 years. In only 52 days, the Jerusalem wall was rebuilt. FTP, name this Jewish reformer, often paired with Ezra.

A: Nehemiah
9. Don Alfonso believes that all women are untrustworthy, and with the help of the maidservant Despina, sets out to prove it. Fiordiligi and Dorabella are two sisters in love* with Ferrando and Guglielmo. They leave, then come back in disguise, in order to seduce the other’s love. It works, and the women have some serious explaining to do. FTP, name this Mozart opera about fickle women.

A: Cosi fan tutte
10. Examples of this phenomenon include a 2-D percolation matrix at a value of about p=0.591, iron at its Curie temperature, and mercury at a temperature of about 4.2 Kelvins.  First-order cases involve a latent heat, while second-order do not.  More common cases include (*) deposition, freezing, melting, and boiling.  FTP, name this phenomenon, a change in some feature which characterizes a system, examples of which include changing from solid to liquid or liquid to gas.


Answer: phase transition (accept phase change)

11. In early August 1846, President Polk asked Congress to grant a two million dollar appropriation to negotiate a peace settlement. A rider was attached; *the bill was approved by the House, but the Senate adjourned without acting on it. Derived from the Northwest Ordinance, the ride prohibited slavery in all lands acquired from Mexico. FTP, name this failed bill which attempted to stop the expansion of slavery.

A: Wilmot Proviso
12. On January 15, 1968, she led 5000 women to the foot of Capitol Hill to oppose the Vietnam War; earlier in the 60's she had formed a feminist "cooperative homstead" in Georgia. Running as an independent candidate for the Senate in 1918,* she lost after failing to secure the Republican nomination. Elected twice to the U.S. House, in 1916 and 1940, she voted against American entry into both wars. FTP, name this first woman House member.

A: Jeannette Rankin
13. In 2004, it will receive the WFC3, and the COS will replace the COSTAR, which has been in use since (*) 1993.  Last year, the NCS cryocooler was added to revitalize the NICMOS camera, which depleted its ice reserve in 1999.  Its initial instruments included the WFPC and the  Goddard High Resolution Spectrograph.  FTP, name this instrument which received its all-important COSTAR corrective lens system in 1993 during a NASA servicing mission.


Answer: the Hubble Space Telescope (or HST)
14. Afters serving in the United States Navy during the Civil War, he served as a Liberal Unionist member of the House of Commons during the Boer War. In the early 1880's he helped Leopold II* colonize the Congo; earlier he had explored Lake Victoria and helped establish a British protectorate in Uganda. In 1867, he began working for the New York Herald, and in January 1871, reached Ujiji on Lake Tanganyika. FTP, name this man who found Livingstone.

A: Edward M. Stanley
15. The libretto for the opera based on this work was written by Salvatore Quasimodo. He originally serves on the Rights of Man,* but is impressed upon the Indomitable. Liked by everyone except Claggart, when Claggart accuses him of mutiny, he kills him. Though he is loved by Captain Vere, he is tried and hanged, though he lives on in the memory of his shipmates. FTP, name this Herman Melville novella about a foretopman.

A: Billy Budd
16. The first one was held in 1946, when Wake Forest defeated South Carolina. It used to be held in a stadium that shared its name, but not since 1996.* In 1953, the University of Florida played their first bowl game here, defeating Tulsa; in 1994, it was held in Gainesville, when Tennessee defeated Virginia Tech. In this year's edition, North Carolina State defeated Notre Dame. FTP, name this Jacksonville bowl.

A: Gator Bowl.
17. It opens at the Hotel Crillon in Paris, the morning after a dinner at the Lucas-Carton involving an ancient Greek recipe. The narrator, Chick, and the title character spend the morning walking around Paris* before he spills espresso on his new Lanvin jacket at the Cafe Flores. He wants Chick to write his biography; he is dying of AIDS, and wants to be properly remembered. Based on Allan Bloom, he is an over-the-top conservative who hates rock music and loves Rossini and Maria Callas. FTP, name this latest novel by Saul Bellow.

A: Ravelstein

18. With the help of his former mistresses, Mrs. Marwood and Mrs. Fainall, Mirabell schemes to marry the woman he loves, Millamant.* Millamant's fortune is controlled by Lady Wishfort, who dislikes Mirabell. However, Mirabell gets puts Lady Wishfort in a compromising position and gets her to release Millamant's fortune and approve the marriage. FTP, name this last play by William Congreve.

A: The Way of the World.

19. After being released from the Tower of London in 1674 he was named deputy governor of Jamaica by Charles II, where he died in 1688. He had first appeared in 1655 as a member of the English expedition that seized Jamaica* from the Spanish; in 1668 he sacked both Puerto Principe, Cuba, and Portobelo, Panama. Two years later he captured and sacked Panama City. FTP, name this pirate, the inspiration for a type of rum.

A: Captain Henry Morgan
20.In the late 1850's, three English art students- Taffy Wayne, Sandy McAlister, and Little Billie Bagot, haunt the Latin Quarter in Paris. Billie falls in love with her, a model and the daughter of a drunken Irishman.* She agrees to marry him, but later breaks it off and disappears. Five years later, a great new voice enters European opera halls. It is she- she has been hypnotized by Svengali to sing beautifully. When Svengali dies, the spell is over. FTP, name this novel by Georges du Maurier.

A: Trilby
1. Name the Japanese emperors from clues FTPE.
