1. This term was coined in 1939 by Aime Cesare in his poem Notebook of a Return to My Native Land; Claude McKay's novel Banjo,* set among Marseilles seamen, is generally regarded as the first work inspired  by its ideals. Influenced by the Harlem Renaissance, its leaders included Leopold Senghor and Leon Damas. The West was soulless and materialistic; only by returning to the warmth of African culture can blacks find their own voices. FTP, name this literary and cultural black nationalist movement.


A: Negritude





2. This work premiered in Berlin in late 1896; with nine parts, it was composed in two keys,  C and B. C represents the natural world, while B represents the world of the spirit. Its movements include Of the People of the Unseen World,* Of the Great Longing, Of Joys and Passions, The Convalescent, and the Night Wanderer's Song. Based on an 1883 philosophical work, the introduction was used in the movie 2001.


FTP, name this work by Richard Strauss from the Nietzsche book.


A: Also Sprach Zarathustra





3. It can be caused by any of 700 different mutations of a single gene, but most cases of this disease result from the deltaF508 mutation, in which just three base pairs are missing on chromosome 7.  Many patients suffer digestive problems due to blockage of pancreatic ducts and chronic (*) lung infections due to the inability of cilia to protect airways.  Chronic pneumonia and a salty taste to the skin are common symptoms.  FTP, name this genetic condition in which the patient’s body produces thick, sticky mucous which blocks ducts and airways.


	Answer: cystic fibrosis or CF





4. Trained by Lucien Turcotte, he was a large Virginia-bred chestnut that grew to over 16 hands high. Sired by Bold Ruler and foaled by Something-royal,* he ran in 21 races, winning a purse in the last 20. Ridden by  Ron Turcotte, he was put out to stud shortly after winning the Belmont Stakes by a record 31 lengths. FTP, name this horse who won the Triple Crown in 1973.


A: Secretariat





5. He escaped from Turkish slavery to Brazil, where he became a plantation owner. With another English planter, he sailed for Africa to buy slaves. Later, as captain of a vessel, his crew was so annoyed at his preaching that they put him ashore in China, forcing him to return to England via Siberia. In between, he lived for thirty-five years on an island,* the first twenty-four by himself, reading his bible and commuting between his various hovels. After 24 years he saved a man from cannibals and named him Friday. FTP, name this adventure  novel by Daniel Defoe.


A: Robinson Cruesoe





6. A 1992 study found that ammonia is depleted in the upper troposphere of this region, contrary to expectations.  However, in 2000, a pure cloud of ammonia was found “downstream” from it, in a region called the (*) Turbulent Wake Anomaly.  A region of high pressure, it was observed by Hooke 339 years ago, and the best recent pictures of it are from the Galileo probe.  FTP, name this area about twice the size of Earth, a large colorful storm on Jupiter.


	Answer: the Great Red Spot (or GRS)





7. During the early years of the Republic he represented Massachusettes and New Hampshire in the U.S. House as a Federalist; during the controversy over the Second Bank he was the director of the Boston Branch.* He served as Secretary of State for Harrison, Tyler, and Fillmore, and was the only cabinet minister to remain in 1842 after a mass resignation over Tyler's anti-bank stance. As a lawyer, he won the Gibbons, Dartmouth, and McCullouch cases before the Supreme Court. FTP, name this statesman, known for his "reply to Hayne" in 1830.


A: Daniel Webster





8. He audited the books of the Royal Academy for nearly three decades; in his early years he had been a disciple of Tom Girtin. Upon Girtin's untimely death he remarked "Had Tom Girtin lived I should have starved"- not a nice epitaph. *The first volume of Ruskin's Modern Painters was devoted to defending him, as his works, including the Fighting Temeiraire and Slave Ship, became increasingly obsessed with the effects of light. FTP, name this English painter of Rain, Steam, and Speed- the Great Western Railway.


A:  J.M.W Turner





9. His masters thesis at Chicago, Fluctuations Between Good and Evil in Simple Tales, was rejected, though he would later be awarded the degree anyway. His first two novels, Player Piano and the Sirens of Titan,* were both science fiction, and later works include Deadeye Dick and Hocus Pocus. Taken prisoner during the Battle of Bulge, he made a dietary supplement for pregnant women and later helped to bury corpses while held prisoner at Dresden. FTP, name this author of Cat's Cradle and Slaughterhouse Five.


A: Kurt Vonnegut





10. The plaintiff was represented before the Supreme Court by Henry Tourgee; the majority opinion, which ruled against the plaintiff, was written by Justice Henry Brown. Only one justice, John Marshall Harlan,* dissented. The plaintiff acted on the behalf of the Citizens Committee; he bought a ticket on the East Louisiana Railroad from New Orleans to Covington; he told the conductor that he was 1/8th black, and that he refused to comply with the Separate Car Act. FTP, name this 1896 case that enshrined segregation.


A: Plessy v. Ferguson 





11. It was first measured for electrons in the Davisson-Germer experiment.  For a photon, it equals h times c over energy.  For (*) gamma rays it is about one picometer, for green light it is about 5,500 angstroms, and for an FM broadcast signal it measures several meters.  Equal to velocity divided by frequency, and symbolized by lambda, FTP, identify this distance between adjacent crests of a wave.


	Answer: wavelength (accept de Broglie wavelength)





12. James and Mamie Pocock are the second set sent by Mrs. Newsome, though James does not wish his mission to succeed, as he wishes to continue to manage the Woolett mills. Mamie is engaged to Chad, but she falls in love with John Bilham, Chad's closest friend, who advises him to keep his mistress, Marie de Vionnet.* The first sent by Mrs. Newsome, Lambert Strether, encourages Chad to stay in Paris and himself falls in love with Maria Gostrey, though he feels it inappropriate to marry her. FTP, name this novel by Henry James about a man sent to Paris to induce the return of Chadwick Newsome.


A: The Ambassadors





13. Its name derives from the Hebrew word to "wipe dry," according to the Psalms it was arid in Old Testament days, though it later, through the irrigation efforts of the Nabataens, became one of the granaries of the Roman Empire.* During World War II several kibbutzim were founded here; it is also the site of the planned cities of Arad, Dimona, and the port of Elat, the Israeli outlet to the Red Sea. With capital at Beersheba, FTP, name this southern part of Israel bordered by the Sinai Peninsula.


A: Negev





14. She has vowed that she will only marry the man who can answer three riddles posed by her. The penalty for failure is death. A Tartar Prince meets her,* and despite the pleas of his slave Liu, plans on winning her. Prince Calaf solves the riddles, but offers to free her if she can discover his name. Liu kills herself to avoid divulging Calaf's name under torture. In the first version, it's not clear if all ended well- the composer died before completing it, and it had to be finished by Franco Alfano. FTP, name this last opera by Puccini, set in Peking.


A: Turandot





15. The first seems to have been of Hipparchus in 487, while the last was of Hyperbolus in 417.  Xanthippus, Aristides, Themistocles, and Cimon were also targets* of this practice, which came from the Athenian practice of using potsherds for voting. There were two stages: first the assembly voted annually on whether one should take place that year, and if one was, 6000 voted could force the man from Athens for 10 years, though he did not lose his citizenship or property. FTP, name this method of dealing with men seen to be a threat to liberty.


A: ostracism





16. Before the French Revolution she served as art tutor to Louis XVI's sister Marie Elisabeth; during the Reign of Terror, she had the duty of making death masks of heads freshly severed by the guillotine.* Escaping to England in 1802, she was on tour for 30 years before housing her collection in Baker Street, London. Punch referred to her collection as a "Chamber of Horrors" as she liked modeling criminals as well as figures like Voltaire and Benjamin Franklin. FTP, name this woman, known for her wax figures.


A: Madame Marie Tussaud





17. This property explains why all bond lengths of a carbonate ion are equal, and why all are slightly shorter than a typical (*) single bond.  It also explains why ozone exists in one symmetric form instead of two asymmetric forms, and why the bond order of benzene is 1.5.  Due to this property, several Lewis structures which vary only in distribution of valence electrons are averaged to find the actual structure.  FTP, name this concept of chemical bonding, developed around 1930 by Linus Pauling.


	Answer: resonance (accept resonance structures) (prompt on “molecular orbital” theory)





18. He succeeds in breaking the engagement on Mariane and Valere on the grounds that Mariane needs to marry a good religious man like himself. Actually, he is interested in Mariane's stepmother Elmire,* and attempts to seduce her. Though Elmire recognizes him as a fraud, neither her mother-in-law, Madame Pernelle, or her husband, Orgon, will hear a word against him until it is too late. Orgon is only saved by the King ordering his arrest. FTP, name this title character, a religious hypocrite, of a play by Moliere.


A: Tartuffe





19.  Maurice Jolly's work Dialogues in Hell between Machiavelli and Montesquieu was meant as a satire on Napoleon III; material from his work was used in the 1868 novel Biarritz by Herman Goedsche, which included a scene in a Prague cemetary of Jews *plotting world domination. These works inspired a memo, supposedly based on 24 meetings in Basel in 1897, which first appeared in the Russian newspaper the Banner. Outlining how the Jews were going to destroy Christianity and impose their own blood rituals on the world, FTP, name this anti-Semitic fraud.


A: Protocals of the Elders of Zion  accept clear-knowledge equivalents.





20. Working for the London publisher James Johnson, in 1792 she went to Paris to observe the French Revolution, passing as the wife of an American, Captain Gilbert Imlay. * While in Paris, she bore his daughter Fanny and attempted suicide. Back in London, where she had published Thoughts on the Education of Daugthers in 1787, she married William Godwin, but died in childbirth. FTP, name this author of a Vindication of the Rights of Women and mother of Mary Shelley.
