Tossups by Pac-Men
1. Born at the turn of the 16th century, he studied classics and medicine at Lyon and the Sorbonne, translating the Aphorisms of Hippocrates. In the 1530s, however, the Sorbonne condemned works he published under the name Alcofribas Nasier. For ten points, identify this Frenchman who lent his name to a crudely satirical comic tradition when he told the stories of the father-and-son giants Gargantua and Pantagruel. 


Ans: François Rabelais
2. At age 18, he left home to tour with a theater company, during which time he collaborated on Open City and Variety Lights with Roberto Rossellini and Alberto Lattuada. Fame came with his second film, a study of five bored youths in a coastal Italian town. For ten points, identify this director whose wife, Giulietta Masina, starred in two of his four Academy Award-winning foreign films, Nights of Cabiria and La Strada.


Ans: Federico Fellini
3. Annoyed with the prospect of spending an April weekend in the lab, a research scientist at Cetus instead escaped to a mountain cabin where his elegant idea awaited him. Based on simple thermal cycling with timed addition of dNTPs, the process earned him the 1993 Nobel Prize in chemistry. For ten points, identify this biochemical reaction which allowed discoverer Kary Mullis to exponentially amplify fragments of DNA.


Ans: polymerase chain reaction or PCR
4. A principal founder of the Southeast Asia Treaty Organization, he also negotiated the peace treaty between the US and Japan, and two years later followed in the footsteps of his grandfather and uncle as Secretary of State. For ten points, name this staunch anti-Communist brother of a former director of the CIA, the progenitor of Cold War brinksmanship.


Ans: John Foster Dulles (prompt on “Dulles”)

5. Although he lost a famous design competition for a set of bronze doors, he revolutionized the art world 24 years later with a painting of the very commission he had been denied. For ten points, identify this man whose architectural experience in works such as the Medici Church of San Lorenzo and the Pazzi Chapel gave him the mathematical intuition to pioneer the use of a vanishing point in his 1425 sketch of the Baptistery of Florence.


Ans: Filippo Brunelleschi
6. Celebrated in the Hebrew month of Sivan, it has been associated with the administration of divine law on Mount Sinai. It was regarded in the early church as a time for performing baptisms, and the robes of the newly baptized led Anglicans to call it Whitsunday. For ten points, identify this festival described in Acts 2:4 as the descent of the Holy Ghost to the apostles, causing them to speak in tongues and which takes place on the 7th Sunday after Easter.


Ans: Pentecost
7. He was born in Carthage within a year of the death of the playwright he would eventually succeed. Encouraged by his former Roman master, he earned the favor of Scipio the Younger with his first play, Andria. For ten points, identify this comic dramatist whose psychologically refined style supplanted that of Plautus in works such as The Eunuch and The Adelphi.


Ans: Terence or Publius Terentius Afer

8. Born in Kumrovec in 1892, he was captured by the Russians in WWI and became a Bolshevik, later helping to repel Nazi offensives against both the Soviet Union and his home country. Although he supported détente with the West, he rejected Soviet attempts to colonize the Baltic and Balkan states. For ten points, identify this leader of the Nonaligned Movement and postwar Communist dictator of Yugoslavia.


Ans: Marshal Josip Broz Tito
9. The unstable fixed point for one of these objects can be made stable by rapidly oscillating it so that the average acceleration over the oscillation is in balance with gravity. Kater’s development of this thing has two knife edges, and up until the twentieth century was used to measure the value of the acceleration due to gravity. For ten points, name these objects, which come in simple and physical and which are merely an extended arm allowed to swing freely from a pivot.

Ans: pendulum
10. Without steric hindrance from the catalytic base, their beta-elimination proceeds by the Zaitsev rule to yield the most highly substituted alkene. They are frequently protonated to provide stable leaving groups in organic dehydration reactions of the E1 mechanism. For ten points, identify this general class of compounds characterized by the hydroxyl functional group.


Ans: alcohols
11. Although important early work such as Queen Mab resulted from a stay in the Lake District, he is not recognized as one of the Lake Poets. His non-conformism led to tracts such as The Revolt of Islam which he signed “the Hermit of Marlow.” For ten points, identify this poet of “Mont Blanc” and “The Cloud” who commemorated the death of fellow Romantic John Keats with the elegy “Adonais.”


Ans: Percy Bysshe Shelley (prompt on “Shelley”)
12. Under the evil influence of the mesmerist Westervelt, Priscilla seeks refuge in the title location and strikes the fancy of Hollingsworth - who wishes to convert it into a prison reform experiment – and of the narrator who admits at the end that he, too, had always loved her. For ten points, identify this semi-autobiographical novel in which the author’s friend Margaret Fuller formed the basis for the suicidal heroine Zenobia.


Ans: The Blithedale Romance
13. He is known for thriving medical and veterinary practices, several patents, and a series of wealthy patrons. Although he was an illegal immigrant, he became naturalized with little more than a crib sheet for the INS citizenship exam. For ten points, identify this graduate of Hollywood Upstairs Medical College who sparked controversy in the world of dietary nutrition by advocating a regimen of slow, steady gorging combined with assal horizontology to his most frequent patient, Homer Simpson.


Ans: Dr. Nick Riviera (accept either underlined part)

14. At the request of Valentinian III and Theodosius II, it settled controversy surrounding the validity of the Greek title theotokos. Cyril of Alexandria rejected the doctrine of a fellow patriarch who argued that the human and divine natures of Christ were separate and do not warrant that Mary be accorded the designation “mother of God.” For ten points, identify this third ecumenical council, held in AD 431, which overturned the Nestorian heresy.


Ans: Council of Ephesus
15. In reaction to forced medical treatments targeted against homosexuality, he committed suicide in 1954, some four years after a seminar paper in which he proposed his famous query. A student of the mathematics behind organismal development and behavior, he presaged the digital computer. For ten points, identify this British theoretician whose namesake machine sought to answer the question, “Can machines think?”


Ans: Alan Turing
16. Growing from a 5th century Greek peninsular colony, it changed hands from Rome to Byzantium to Genoa and eventually to the Tatar settlement of Akhtiar. It was heavily fortified when it came under Russian control in 1783 and was captured by Nazi troops after a nine-month siege in 1942. For ten points, identify this port of the Black Sea in southern Ukraine which sustained a slightly longer siege during the Crimean War.


Ans: Sevastopol
17. Although The Red Book of Westmarch was quite popular, only one copy of the apocryphal volumes were made in the year 172 of the Fourth Age and became the basis of the final five-volume work. For ten points, name this 1977 work which provides much of the creation mythology and early history of Middle Earth, setting the stage for the Lord of the Rings trilogy.


Ans: The Silmarillion (accept “Quenta Silmarillion”)

18. Though abducted in childhood, she was duly rescued before her captor could compel her into marriage. Her second kidnapping came about because of an angry uninvited guest at the wedding of Peleus of the Myrmidons and the Nereid Thetis. For ten points, identify this daughter of a bestial union whose rescue party assembled in the Bay of Aulis and sailed under the leadership of her husband Menelaus.


Ans: Helen of Troy

19. Although Assistant Secretary of War John Campbell and Senator Robert Hunter were present, their titles were questionable given the delegation they represented, and they ultimately returned to their capital after the four-hour discussion aboard the steamboat River Queen yielded no results. For ten points, identify this February 3, 1865, meeting which attempted to negotiate an end to the American Civil War.


Ans: Hampton Roads Conference

20. It is said to have been inspired by a Greenwich Avenue intersection and pioneered the depiction of fluorescent lighting, which had recently come into widespread use. Numerous parodies exist of it, including zoo animals and characters from The Simpsons replacing the original figures. For ten points, identify this 1942 work whose most famous reprint shows Humphrey Bogart, James Dean, Marilyn Monroe, and Elvis Presley in a starkly lit 24-hour city diner.


Ans: The Nighthawks
Born in St. Louis, she first gained notice for a chorus performance in the musical Shuffle Along. Encouraged by regular success at the Plantation and Cotton Clubs in New York City, she moved to Europe and made her home there in 1937. For ten points, name this expatriate singer who received a state funeral in 1975 for her contributions to the Resistance during WWII and who is remembered for introducing African-American culture into French culture and fashion.


Ans: Josephine Baker
21. After a majority opinion written by David Davis overturned the death sentence, the exonerated appellant successfully sued for damages, future president Benjamin Harrison defended the civil case and reduced the award to only $5. Considered the most landmark national security case until Schenck v. US, it reversed the conviction of a Confederate sympathizer by a military tribunal. For ten points, identify this 1866 decision of the Salmon Chase Supreme Court which limited the application of martial law.


Ans: Ex Parte Milligan
22. Favored by his royal uncle over Conrad’s own sons, he assumed what he saw as a divine mandate to the throne at age 29. Although he consolidated power in his Mediterranean lands, conflict with the papacy led to a series of antipopes against Alexander III and to a unification of Italian city-states against him. For ten points, identify this man who was defeated at Legnano by the Lombard League and, seven years after signing the Peace of Constance, initiated the Third Crusade.


Ans: Frederick I (Holy Roman Empire) or Frederick Barbarossa
23. Despite the controversy surrounding his 7-volume magnum opus, it earned him appointments as physician in the courts of both Charles V and his son Philip II. Later retiring to make a pilgrimage to the Holy Land, he died in a shipwreck off the island of Zacynthus in 1564. For ten points, identify this scientist who employed a student of Titian to illustrate his 1543 anatomical text On the Structure of the Human Body.


Ans: Andreas Vesalius
24. It influenced the 13th century Spanish tract The Seven Parts and eventually formed the basis for legal systems in most of Latin America. Compiled by an imperial commission under Trebonianus, it was updated after its completion in 534 by corollaries called novellae. For ten points, identify this body of uniform legal code commissioned by Justinian I.


Ans: Corpus Juris Civilis or Code of Justinian (on early buzz)
25. Among his cameos is a quick plot resolution for a post-apocalyptic Y2K episode of Family Guy. Following roles in Knott’s Landing and Dallas, he found a place on ABC’s Friday-night lineup in a modern remake of the Brady Bunch. For ten points, name this actor who reunited with former co-star Suzanne Somers for an appearance on South Park as Scuzzlebutt’s left leg.


Ans: Patrick Duffy
26. It takes it title from a citywide destruction of books and paintings in 1497 Florence. Among the archetypes coined in it were the “lemon tart” and “social x-ray” as personified by Maria and Judy, respectively. For ten points, identify this novel in which protagonist Sherman McCoy is thrown into a media-frenzied mob-ruled trial for hitting a young man in the Bronx but escapes by perjuring himself, the fiction debut of Tom Wolfe.


Ans: Bonfire of the Vanities
27. Born in the same city as his teacher, he accompanied his mentor to Athens and took on disciples including Callias and Pericles. He was dubbed the inventor of dialectical reasoning by Aristotle for the type of arguments he used to prove that the universe is a single substance which only appears differentiated to the sense. For ten points, identify this student of Parmenides who tried to discredit the senses through a series of logical paradoxes including a proof of the impossibility of motion.


Ans: Zeno of Elea

28. Making her debut in high society with her singing, she received a disputed beauty queen title at age 24, one year before she married a member of the House of Representatives. Upon his presidency, she had herself appointed regional governor and later minister of ecology, all the while embezzling millions in foreign aid and domestic loans. For ten points, name this woman, born into the Romualdez family in Leyte province, the first lady and de facto co-dictator of the Philippines.


Ans: Imelda Romualdez Marcos (prompt on “Marcos”)

29. She received her doctorate for work on the nature of alpha particles and, inspired by the research of Walter Boethe, she began bombarding stable elements with them to study the results. For ten points, identify this member of the French Atomic Energy Commission and co-recipient of the 1935 Nobel Prize for chemistry, the daughter of another set of husband-wife Nobel laureates.


Ans: Irène Joliot-Curie (accept either surname but require first name)
30. Following a teaching career at Harvard where his students included Felix Frankfurter, T. S. Eliot, and Conrad Aiken, he retired to a Catholic nursing home in Rome at the outbreak of WWII. His three-volume memoirs, Persons and Places, reflect his ideas on skeptical philosophy and Greco-Roman notions of beauty but were not as widely known as the five-volume Life of Reason. For ten points, identify this Spanish-born thinker, the author of The Genteel Tradition at Bay and The Last Puritan.
