1.  Prominent in the proceedings of an extraordinary party congress held in Bad Godesburg in 1959, five years later he succeeded Erich Ollenhauer as chairman of the SPD.  Forced to resign in May 1974 when close aide Gunther Guillaume was unmasked as an East German spy, he had first gained fame as governing mayor of West Berlin from 1957 to 1966.  For 10 points, name this Chancellor of West Germany whose theory of Ostpolitik won him the 1971 Nobel Prize.
ANSWER: Willy Brandt
2.  Its allegorical prologue introduces the main character and her foil as embodied versions of fortune and virtue back them up.  Among its roles is that of the nurse, Arnalta, whose lullaby precedes the attempted murder of the scheming heroine.  That plot fails when a personified Love sings an aria freezing Ottone in his tracks.  Other victims include the lovelorn Drusilla and the wise Seneca.  Seneca is sentenced to death by the smitten Nero in, for ten points, this 1643 work based on Tacitus, an opera in which Ottavia is banished right before the triumphant title event.

ANSWER: The Coronation of Poppea or L’incoronazione di Poppea
3.  Often used as promoters, their polymerization can cause cyclic ethers such as tetrahydrofuran to polymerize, and a constituent of this class, epichlorohydrin, can be mixed with the sodium salt of bisphenol to create resins known as thermosets.  Also known as oxiranes or alkylene oxides because they can be created via the treatment of alkenes with peroxides, for ten points, name this class of cyclic, three-membered molecules that consist of an oxygen atom bonded to two other carbon atoms which are already bonded to each other.

ANSWER: epoxides (accept oxiranes and alkylene oxides before mentioned)

4.  This man directed and acted in the film Kingergarten.  His first novel, Wild Berries, was followed by one about “Boat” and her love for the soccer star Zalyzin, Don’t Die Before You Are Dead.  His other works include “The Third Snow,” “Under the Skin of the Statue of Liberty” and “Zima Junction,” but his fame rests on a elegiac poem that was incorporated into Shostakovich’s Thirteenth Symphony.  For ten points, identify this Russian poet best known for his condemnation of Anti-Semitism, “Babi Yar.”

ANSWER: Yevgeny Yevtushenko
5.  Aristotle ascribes the idea that the fingernails arise from sinew by hardening to this philosopher, while Socrates refers to this philosopher’s doctrine of effluences. Among his other doctrines are the belief that the material world is a sphere, and the belief that air is a substance. In his Purifications he discussed in the transmigration of souls, while his On Nature described the earth as consisting of four elements: earth, air, fire and water.  For ten points, identify this philosopher who argued for the universal opposition of love and strife, a native of Sicily that supposedly leapt into Mount Etna.

ANSWER: Empedocles
6.  Its name comes from local marble deposits.  Henry Crabb, Comte Gaston Raousset-Boulbon, and William Walker all led separate independent nations here in the 1850’s.  Most of this state’s population is located around cities like Nogales, Guaymas, and Ciudad Obregon.  It is bordered by Sinaloa on the south, Chihuahua on the east, and Baja California on the west.  For ten points, name this Mexican state with capital at Hermosillo that shares its name with a sizable desert in Arizona.

ANSWER: Sonora
7.  Incorporated into the Foreign Economic Administration under the leadership of Leo Crawley, its earlier directors included Edward Stettinius and Harry Hopkins.  Though it ended in 1945, an agreement with the Soviet Union about repayment was not reached until 1972 and deliveries to China and the UK continued after 1945.  For 10 points, name this 1942 program to supply countries fighting against Nazi Germany with munitions without immediate payment.

ANSWER: Lend-Lease
8.  This satellite’s main canyon is divided into Bona and Jessica branches and is called the Messina Chasmata.  Craters such as Ursula, Gertrude and Calpurnia are, along with Odysseus on Tethys, the only pit craters in the Saturnian and Uranian systems, but the lack of large craters suggests major surface changes in its history, unlike its neighbor, Oberon.  For ten points, name this moon discovered by William Herschel, the largest of the satellites of Uranus.

ANSWER: Titania
9.  His final novels, beginning with World’s End, follow Lanny Budd.  Under pseudonyms such as Clarke Fitch and Arthur Stirling he wrote fiction including Manassas, They Call me Carpenter, and Springtime and Harvest.  This was followed by prose on social issues such as The Brass Check: A Study of American Journalism and I, Governor of California and How I Ended Poverty, the last written during his time running the EPIC party.  For ten points, name this novelist best known for his 1906 novel about Jurgis Rudkus, The Jungle.

ANSWER: Upton Sinclair
10.  The name Satarupa identifies this deity’s feminine aspect, while Purusha names his masculine counterpart.  His enemies include the demon Kaitabha, while his offspring include Atri and Narada, as well as the Kinnaras.  Born from the waters, he floated on a leaf and is often depicted with a garland of roses or riding Hamsa, the swan.  His consort is Saraswati and each day of his life sees both the creation and destruction of the universe.  For ten points, identify this Hindu god, the first member of the Trimurti.

ANSWER: Brahma
11.  This son of a well-known painter represented his country on its National water polo team at the 1989 and 1991 Carifta Games. Discovered by Carrot Jarret of the group Third World, he soon made a name for himself with hits like “Infiltrate” and “Deport Them.” But it was the success of his recent albums Stage One and 2002’s Dutty Rock that have made him the current king of dancehall.  For ten points, identify this reggae artist who teamed with Busta Rhymes on “Make it Clap” and Beyonce Knowles on “Baby Boy,” but is best known for “Gimme the Light” and “Get Busy.”

ANSWER: Sean Paul Henriques

12.  Patrick Henry attempted to negotiate a deal with Governor Telfair, but the deal fell through because of worthless currency.  Fletcher v. Peck resolved the fallout from it after Georgia tried to deny the claims made on them by those granted large grants of territory in the Mississippi Valley.  For 10 points, name this scandal in which people were given huge, illegal tracts of land near the titular river in Mississippi.

ANSWER: Yazoo Land Fraud

13.  The Kantowski-Sachs model gives a characteristic "cigar" shape for them.  In spherically symmetric cases, the magnitude of the Weyl tensor will diverge to infinity.  The idea that a Cauchy hypersurface cannot develop one that is visible from infinity is known as cosmic censorship and states that naked ones cannot exist.  For ten points, name these points in space-time where the metric components diverge to infinity, often seen in black holes.

ANSWER: singularity
14.  This novel features an investigation by Nadgett, who is hired to investigate the protagonist’s cousin.  Eventually, Montague Tigg is killed and after hearing John Westlock’s suspicions about Anthony, Mary Graham’s guardian comes to settle the score with his rival, Mr. Pecksniff.  The novel ends with the title figure’s return from America, where his unsuccessful investment in the fraudulent Eden Land Corporation has taught he and Mark Tapley about the true meaning of wealth.  For ten points, identify this 1844 Dickens work about “The Life and Adventures” of the once selfish main character. 

ANSWER: Martin Chuzzlewit
15.  Because the Keynesian cross assumes that all prices are constant, this curve is needed to explain how an economy can achieve equilibrium GDP.  Its components are I, total investment; G, government spending; NX, net exports; and C, consumption.  Keynes posited this curve, which he used to argue for changes in government monetary and tax policies in order to regulate employment and consumer spending.  For ten points, name this curve that shows the amount that all consumers, firms and government wish to spend on final goods and services.

ANSWER: aggregate demand
16.  Originally released in the December 1863 issue of the Atlantic Monthly, at the end of the tale, the narrator Danforth breaks the punitive silence and recounts the past sixty years of history on the title character’s deathbed.  It begins with the protagonist being seduced by the revolutionary ideas of Aaron Burr, but he is caught and earns isolationism when he tells Colonel Morgan that he never wants to hear of the United States again. For ten points, identify this short story about the anti-patriotic Philip Nolan, a work by Edward Everett Hale.

ANSWER: The Man Without a Country
17.  The southern limit of his empire was marked by the fortresses at Ranthambhor, Gwalior, and Chanderi.  After he destroyed his army’s supply of liquor he won a victory at Khanua and his artillery was decisive at Ghaghara.  His father, ‘Umar Shaykh Mizra was a Timurid, but his defeat at Sar-e Pol lost him Samarkand and his principality of Fergana.  He came back to rebuild his kingdom winning a decisive victory over Ibrahim Lodi at Panipat.  For 10 points, name this founder of the Mughal empire.

ANSWER: Babar
18.  Greater-than-normal automaticity in it is generally the cause of nonparoxysmal junction tachycardi.  It splits into right, left anteriosuperior and left postrioinferior branches, which allows electric current to stimulate both ventricles within a twentieth of a second.  Running beneath the endocardium of the right ventricle, for ten points, name this area of the heart named for its Swiss discoverer, which works with Purkinje fibers to transmit cardiac impulses from the atrioventricular node to the ventricles.

ANSWER: Bundle of His or Kent-His bundle or His’ band or fasciculus atrioventricularis
19.  Different sects of this religion include Valentinian, Basildean, and Barcionite.  Some of its doctrines can be traced back to Plato’s Timaeus and its discussion of the creator of the world as Demiurge.  Due to the closeness with early Christian and Platonic doctrine, as well as its antinomianism, writers such as Origen and Tertullian attacked it.  For ten points, identify this religion whose adherents believe that an evil god created the world, whose name comes from the Greek for “knowledge.”

ANSWER: Gnosticism
20.  Infanta longs for the protagonist throughout this work in which Diegue enlists his son to challenge Gomes.  When Gomes is killed in the ensuing duel, Gomes’ daughter is conflicted out of love for the title character.  She then enlists a suitor, Don Sanche, to be her champion.  In the end, the king of Castile causes her to admit her love, but ultimately, Chinmene does not relent and marry.  For ten points, identify this drama based on the life of an 11th century Spanish nobleman, written by Pierre Corneille. 

ANSWER: El Cid
21.  An incriminating letter in cipher was discovered in Chartley Hall by Gifford and deciphered by Thomas Phelippes.  Lord Zouche was dissatisfied with the evidence obtained from Claude Nau and Gilbert Curle; however, John Ballard was captured by spies of Sir Francis Walsingham and betrayed his co-conspirators under torture.  For 10 points, name this attempt by Mary Stuart’s lover to assassinate Elizabeth I and install Mary as queen.

ANSWER: Babington’s Plot
22.  He hoped to evoke a mood of gentle melancholy with the souvenirs for that he pioneered.  His first important work, The Bridge at Narni, was produced while he was in Italy and displayed at the Paris Salon of 1827.  Instructed by Victor Bertin and Achille Michallon, some of this painter’s finest works include The Pearl and Sense Cathedral.  Considered the finest French landscape painter of the first half of the nineteenth-century, for ten points, name this artist of The Studio.

ANSWER: Jean-Baptiste Camille Corot
23.  Bertrand Russell once explained this using the example of shoes and socks.  Some refuse to accept it due to strange results such as the Banach-Tarski paradox, and it essentially states that there exists a function f defined on a collection C with the property that, for each set S in the collection, f(S) is a member of S.  For ten points, name this statement that is equivalent to the trichotomy of cardinals, the well-ordering principle, and Zorn's lemma.

ANSWER: axiom of choice (accept listed equivalents until they are read)

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1.  Identify the following about an organization that began in 1994, for 10 points each:

[10] This international body replaced the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade following the Uruguay round of multilateral trade negotiations in 1995.

ANSWER: WTO or World Trade Organization

[10] The WTO was originally known as the ITO, whose charter was drafted in 1948 setting up rules for international business and trade.  The US failed to agree to this treaty.

ANSWER: Havana

[10] This title guarantees all holders the best trading status available. It is essentially a method of establishing equality of trading opportunity among states by making originally bilateral agreements multilateral.
ANSWER: MFN or Most Favored Nation
2.  Identify the following about a Russian composer for ten points each:

[10] A member of The Five, and, like Borodin, an army officer, he composed works like Night on Bald Mountain, The Nursery, and music for Gogol’s The Marriage.

ANSWER: Modest Mussorgsky
[10] Later orchestrated by Ravel, this Mussorgsky piano piece was inspired by the death of painter Victor Hartmann.  Its most famous section is “The Great Gate of Kiev”.

ANSWER: Pictures at an Exhibition or Kartinki s vystavki
[10] This epic work was unfinished at Mussorgsky’s death and completed by Rimsky-Korsakov.

ANSWER: Khovanshchina
3.  Answer these questions about compilation for ten points each.

[10] This is a program that converts the assembly language representation of a program into a machine language that the hardware can understand.

ANSWER: assembler
[10] After the assembler finishes converting the program, this program combines the program with one or more libraries into a single executable file.

ANSWER: linker
[10] Normally the linker would require two passes over the program before its eventual execution. This step is omitted in systems that contain this, a design feature by which the memory space used by the software is not correlated with the actual physical memory of

the machine.

ANSWER: virtual memory
4.  For ten points each, identify these works of Bernard Malamud.

[10] This 1957 novel tells the story of the grocer Morris Bober who takes in the gentile Frank Alpine, and leads Alpine to repent from a life of petty theft.

ANSWER: The Assistant
[10] Based on the true story of Mendel Beilis, a victim of the Kiev Blood Libel of 1913, this Pulitzer Prize winning novel tells the story of a Jew falsely accused of murder.

ANSWER: The Fixer
[10] Malamud’s first collection of short stories, it contains “The Last Mohican” and “The First Seven Years”, while the title story concerns the rabbinical student Leo Finkle.

ANSWER: The Magic Barrel
5.  Answer these questions about a work of anthropology, 10-5-15.

[10] This 1890 work discussed the conflating of priest and king in societies, and distinguished characterized society as moving from a magic, to a religious, and finally, to a scientific phase.

ANSWER: The Golden Bough
[5] This British anthropologist is the author of The Golden Bough.

ANSWER: Sir James Frazer
[15] This 1910 work was the primary source for Freud’s Totem and Taboo and discussed the link between totem and the practice of men marrying women outside their totem.

ANSWER: Totemism and Exogamy
6.  For 10 points each, identify the following about an antebellum American:

[10] A leader in the fight against the Second Bank of the US, he later served as chief justice of the Supreme Court where his second most important decision was Ableman v. Booth.

ANSWER: Robert Taney

[10] Taney’s most famous decision was this 1857 case when he declared that slavery could not be excluded from the territories.

ANSWER: Dred Scott v. Sanford

[10] Taney’s decision in the Charles River Bridge case modified this case that held that a state could not unilaterally amend a charter.

ANSWER: Dartmouth v. Woodward

7.  Answer some questions about a type of literature for ten points each.

[10] The Kyogen are often performed to lighten the mood during the performance of this literary form whose name is literally translated as “talent” or “skill.” Subjects include the “shura mono,” or fighting play, and the “kyojo mono,” or madwoman play.

ANSWER: Noh Theater

[10] This man, who served Ashikaga Yoshimitsu and directed the Kanze school, codified much of Noh’s techniques in his “The Tradition of the Flower of Acting Style.”

ANSWER: Motokiyo Zeami or Motokiyo Seami
 [10] This 20th century author revivified the Noh tradition in works like Madame de Sade and Five Modern No Plays, yet he remains better known for writing like After the Banquet, Death in Midsummer, and The Sea of Fertility.

ANSWER: Yukio Mishima
8.  Name the following things related to protein evolution for ten points each.

[10] This is the name given to proteins and genes that diverged after a duplication, not a speciation, event.  An example of this is the alpha and beta types of hemoglobin in mammals.

ANSWER: paralogous or paralogs

[10] This technique, which uses SDS-Page, is used to detect a protein, and its accuracy is dependent on the quality of the antibody that is directed at the target protein.

ANSWER: Western blotting or Western hybridization
[10]  These proteins are one of the most well conserved known.  Their abundance of arginine and lysine give them a positive charge, allowing them to bind to negatively charged parts of DNA in chromatin.

ANSWER: histones

9.  Identify the following mythological canines from a brief description, 10-5-15.

[10] This is the name of Odysseus’ faithful dog who recognizes his master when he returns to Ithaca.

ANSWER: Argus
[5] This son of Loki and Angerboda was secured by the chain Gleipnir and would eventually swallow Odin during Ragnarok.

ANSWER: Fenrir or Fenris wolf

[15] The counterpart to Hati, this wolf from Germanic myth chased the heavenly chariot across the sky in the hopes of swallowing the sun.

ANSWER: Skol
10.  Identify the following about a popular film.

[10] Recently re-released for its 20th anniversary this Oliver Stone scripted, Brian de Palma directed, gangster classic features Al Pacino as Cuban drug-lord Tony Montana.

ANSWER: Scarface
[10] Played by Steven Bauer, this is Tony’s right hand man; though the two love one another, Tony cannot comprehend his love for Gina and shoots him before the film’s bloody climax.

ANSWER: Manny or Manolo or Manuel Ray

[10] This man played the original Scarface, Tony Camonte, in the 1932 version of the same name, a film directed by Howard Hawks and Richard Rosson.

ANSWER: Paul Muni
11.  For ten points each, identify the following about a Russian leader.

[10] A close advisor to Fyodor I, after the extinction of the Rurik Dynasty he was elected tsar of Muscovy and is the subject of a Mussorgsky opera.

ANSWER: Boris Gudonov

[10] Gudonov’s rule initiated this period of disorder in Russia that saw the various false Dmitris.  It ended in 1613 with the rise of the Romanovs.

ANSWER: Time of Troubles or Smutnoye 

[10] Boris was elected by this “assembly of the land” after the death of Fyodor in 1598.

ANSWER: Zemsky sobor
12.  Name these things from quantum electrodynamics for ten points each.

[10] These diagrams are used to represent the initial and final states of electrons before and after a scattering event.

ANSWER: Feynman diagrams

[10] A major difference in perturbation theory from "ordinary" quantum theory is the existence of these intermediate states where the normal energy-momentum relation does not hold. On a Feynman diagram they are represented by a broken line.

ANSWER: virtual particles
[10] This theorem states that when two Feynman diagrams have closed loops with an odd number of vertices, the total contribution of the amplitude in the scattering matrix for these diagrams is zero.

ANSWER: Furry's Theorem

13.  For ten points each identify these Cavalier poets from works.

[10] This songwriter was a chaplain to Lord Buckingham and wrote “To Daffodils” and many poems to Julia. He is best known for his Hesperides.

ANSWER: Robert Herrick

[10] His first work was the comedy The Scholar, and his alignment with Edmund Dering landed him in prison, where he wrote “To Althea, From Prison.”

ANSWER: Richard Lovelace
[10] His namesake plot meant to pave the way for the restoration of the crown, and his poems include “Go, Lovely Rose” and “On a Girdle.”

ANSWER: Edmund Waller
14.  For ten points each, name these Russian rivers.

[10] Beginning in the Baikal mountain range, this river flows to the Arctic Ocean.  Bounded in ice for seven months a year, its tributaries include the Vitim and the Aldan.

ANSWER: Lena River

[10] Flowing from the the Altai mountains, it courses through its namesake gulf until it empties into the Kara Sea. 

ANSWER: Ob River

[10] Beginning its course near Moscow, this major shipping artery flows through much of Belarus and the Ukraine, emptying into the Black Sea. 

ANSWER: Dnieper River

15.  He created early works like 17 Ashtray and The Mask with the Little Flag.  For ten points each:

[10] Name this unique Swiss artist who went to Tunisia where he exclaimed “Color and I are now one.”  His works include Ad Parnassum and Room Perspective with Inhabitants.

ANSWER: Paul Klee
[10] Klee’s most famous work, this piece shows a comic apparatus for making birds sing.

ANSWER: Twittering Machine
[10] In 1940, Klee painted this work that shows his vision of the underworld where a melancholy face of death is surrounded by a fiery red.

ANSWER: Death and Fire
16.  For 10 points each, identify the following about medieval African nations and tribes:

[10] This term refers to a number of modern tribes descended from the pre-Arab inhabitants of North Africa.  

ANSWER: Berber
[10] The first of the great medieval Saharan trading empires, it was populated by Soninke peoples with their capital at Kumbi.  It shares its name with a modern country.

ANSWER: Ghana
[10] The founders of Timbuktu, these Berber-speaking pastoralists include the tribes Ajjer, Ifsen, and Hoggar.  They controlled the Saharan trade routes and preserved a text related to the ancient Libyans called the tifinagh.   

ANSWER: Taureg
17.  Answer some questions about a Latin American author for ten points each.

[10] His final piece of nonfiction, In Light of India, much like his collection, The Other Mexico, was inspired by his time as a diplomat. Yet he is best known for volumes of poetry like A Draft of Shadows, Eagle or Sun, and Wind, Water, Stone.

ANSWER: Octavio Paz
[10] Perhaps Octavio Paz’s most important poem is this 1957 work, a long piece written in a Surrealistic vein and addressed to the planet Venus.

ANSWER: Sun Stone or Piedra del Sol

[10] In this essay, written in 1950, Paz compares the cultures of Mexico and the U.S. and concludes by describing the masks that Mexicans adapt to escape the title location.

ANSWER: The Labyrinth of Solitude or El laberinto de la Soledad
18.  Identify these features of glaciers for ten points each.

[10] This type of snow often found in glaciers is characterized by crystals that have been compacted into small globules, forming a loosely consolidated mass. 

ANSWER: firn or neve
[10] In a Russian dialect it means "deep place into which one may fall.”  It is a long wavelike ridge of snow, formed by the wind and found on the polar plains.

ANSWER: sastrugi
[10] This is a sinuous ridge of sediment deposited by a glacier, formed by a stream that cuts a channel through the glacial ice.

ANSWER: esker
19.  For ten points each, answer these questions about a philosopher and his work:

[10] This French philosopher originated the doctrine of dualism and discussed the possibility of radical skepticism. His works include The Search After Truth and the Discourse on Method.

ANSWER: Rene Descartes
[10] In this work 1641, Descartes first presented the method of systematic doubt, and provided his proofs for God’s existence and his “cogito.”

ANSWER: Mediations on First Philosophy

 [10] In this 1649 work, Descartes argued that free will was possible on the basis of the human ability to break free from habits and an essence of God in man. 

ANSWER: Passions of the Soul
20.  Identify the following works by George Bernard Shaw from a brief description for ten points each.

[10] Subtitled “A Comedy and a Philosophy,” it ends with Ramsden’s removal and Octavius’ rebuttal as Ann Whitefield succeeds in marrying John Tanner and bending him to “the lifeforce.”

ANSWER: Man and Superman
[10] In this anti-capitalist play, Shaw’s first, Dr. Harry Trench rejects and then marries Blanche, the daughter of Sartorius the slumlord, only after striking a deal with the repulsive rent collector Lickcheese.

ANSWER: Widowers’s Houses
[10] In this 1893 work, which ignited a storm of protest when it first premiered, a respectable 22-year old woman named Vivie learns that her mother supported their family vis-à-vis prostitution.

ANSWER: Mrs. Warren’s Profession
21.  For ten points each, answer these questions about a school of economists named by Dupont de Nemours.

[10] The primary doctrine of this school of French economists was the axiom that only agriculture produces a net product, so a government should encourage agriculture over manufacturing. 

ANSWER: physiocrats
[10] The most famous statement of physiocrat doctrine was this work by Francois Quesnay which traced the production and cost flows of the French economy.

ANSWER: Tableau Economique
[10] The physiocrats’ doctrine owed much to this Irishman who developed general equilibrium theory and his “land theory of value.”  His “Essay on the Nature of General Commerce” was considered by Jevons to be the first modern work of economics.

ANSWER: Richard Cantillon
22.  Identify the following about Protestants in Ireland, for 10 points each:

[10] This English king established his Protestant monarchy over Ireland by defeating forces of James II at the battle of Aughrim in 1691.

ANSWER: William III

[10] Following William III’s victory Protestant’s in this county, a group of men known as “Peep o’ Day Boys” began attacking Catholic neighbors.

ANSWER: Armagh (prompt on Ulster)

[10] Following the Battle of the Diamond, Protestants in Armagh formed this secret society whose name refers to William III’s royal house.

ANSWER: Orangemen or Orange Order or Loyal Orange Association or Orange Society
23.  Answer the following related to an equation from chemistry for ten points each.

[10] This quantity is equal to the standard Gibbs energy difference between the transition state and the ground state of a reaction’s reactants.

ANSWER: Gibbs energy of Activation or Standard energy of Activation
[10] Represented by lambda, it has a very small value in most electron transfer processes in photosynthesis.  It is defined as the Gibbs energy dissipated when a system undergoes an electron transfer that obeys the Franck Condon principle.

ANSWER: reorganization energy
[10] Originally developed for outer-sphere electron transfer reactions, this equation correlates the Gibbs energy of activation with the driving force of the reaction.

24.  For ten points each, identify these saints.

[10] The first and most famous of the “pillar hermits”, this saint was the subject of a novel by Anatole France. Known for his asceticism, the Emperor Theodosius sought his advice.

ANSWER: St. Simon Stylites the Elder

[10] One of the twelve apostles, scholars connect him with Nathaniel in the Gospel of John.  First mentioned in ecclesiastical literature by Eusebius, he is primarily known for preaching in India, and is the patron saint of Armenia.

ANSWER: St. Bartholomew
[10] With a surname meaning “golden mouthed” on account of his eloquence, this native of Antioch was converted by bishop Meletius and became bishop of Constantinople. 

ANSWER: St. John Chrysostom
