TOSSUPS

1. In 1791, he sailed to Hawaii, where he helped negotiated a treaty that put it under England’s protection as reflected by the Union Jack in Hawaii’s flag. Reaching the North American mainland in May 1792, he explored and named the Gulf of Georgia and named Puget Sound after a lieutenant on his ship the H.M.S. Discovery. He also verified that no continuous channel exists between the Pacific Ocean and Hudson Bay. FTP, name this explorer, whose discoveries are honored in the name of an American city in Washington and a city and very large island in British Columbia.

Answer: George Vancouver

2. Large reservoirs on this river include the Dartmouth on one of its minor tributaries and the Hume near Albury. Discovered by Charles Sturt, it flows past cities like Mildura, Renmark, Echica, and Swan Hill and extends through Lake Alexandrina to Encounter Bay over 1600 miles from its source in the Snowy Mountains. It is fed by such tributaries as the Murrumbidgee, Mitta Mitta, and Loddon rivers. FTP, name this river which forms most of the boundary between New South Wales and Victoria, Australia's principal river most often mentioned in connection with the Darling.
Answer: Murray River (accept Murray-Darling until the last word, but do not prompt on “Darling”)

3. Sometimes known as Guthrie's problem, the Kittell graph is an example where Kempe's supposed solution fails. One of the few cases where it is possible to improve on the upper bound given by the Heawood conjecture, this result was obtained by Appel and Haken, who constructed a computer-assisted proof. FTP, name this theorem which states that any map in a plane requires only a certain number of shades so that adjacent regions don't share shades.

Answer: four color theorem or problem

4. This artist was famous for his depictions of his personal life, such as his paintings of his home near Antwerp, the Château de Steen, as well as portraits of his wives Isabella Brant in a honeysuckle bower and Helena Fourment in a black fur. Like his most famous pupil, he was knighted by Charles I of England for his Allegory of Peace and War as well as receiving from him the commission to decorate Inigo Jones’s Whitehall Chapel Banqueting Hall. FTP, name this Flemish painter, the master of Anthony Van Dyck, famous for The Raising of the Cross and Toilet of Venus.

Answer: Peter Paul Rubens
5. He demonstrated that transmission conditions are sometimes more favorable at night than during the day. He built on the methods of Heinrich Hertz, and used a coherer for detection. A 1901 demonstration led Kennelly and Heaviside to predict the existence of the ionosphere to explain his success in sending a radio signal across the Atlantic. FTP, name the co-winner of the 1909 Nobel Prize in physics for his development of a successful system of radio telegraphy. 
Answer: Guglielmo Marconi

6. In the middle of this novel, help arrives in the form of Big Serpent, the title character’s best friend, and together they rescue Serpent’s beloved Wah-ta-Wah from the Huron Rivenoak. However, everybody is captured again before Henry March returns with some British regulars. Such adventures befall Big Serpent, or Chingachgook, and Natty Bumppo on Glimmerglass, or Lake Oswego, in, FTP, what novel, the first of the Leatherstocking Tales whose title derives from the accuracy of Bumppo’s shot in the hunt?

Answer: The Deerslayer
7. Their use may have caught on after those fighting for Argos defeated Sparta at Hysiai, and historian G.E.R Lloyd follows Aristotle in asserting that they caused a “revolution” which made democracy and philosophy possible. Cheaper to equip and easier to train, they typically wore greaves, metal and later stiff linen corselets, Corinthian helmets, and carried the dorus spear, though the armament for which they are named was so heavy and cumbersome that it had to be discarded during flight. FTP, name these Greek warriors who fought in phalanxes, named for their enormous round shields.

Answer: hoplites (prompt on ‘phalanx’ before it’s mentioned)

8. Most of his major religious writings came during his years in Louvain, where in De libero arbitrio and Hyperaspistes he asserted his belief in the freedom of will that surpassed the limits set by St. Paul and St. Augustine. He wrote such works as The Upbringing of a Christian Ruler and The Complaint of Peace at the Hapsburg court for the future Charles V. However, he is probably best known for works written while teaching Greek at Cambridge, including the Adagia and his most famous work. FTP, name this philosopher, who was staying in the house of his friend Sir Thomas More when he wrote The Praise of Folly.

Answer: Desiderius Erasmus
9. Early in his career, this man helped Dario Argento and Sergio Leone write the screenplay for Once Upon a Time in the West. Becoming famous for his second directorial effort Before the Revolution, he was nominated for an Academy Award for his writing on The Conformist, and though he both wrote and directed Stealing Beauty, he is perhaps best remembered for two earlier works. FTP name this Italian director who was nominated for directing the controversial Last Tango in Paris and won two Oscars for writing and directing The Last Emperor.

Answer: Bernardo Bertolucci
10. Encamped before the city of Volohai, this man promised to raise the siege if a thousand swallows and a thousand cats were given to him. When this was carried out, he set them all on fire and released them back into the city, easily capturing it in the confusion. After quarreling with a boyhood friend named Jamuka, he defeated the Naimans and crushed the Khwarezm Empire of Bukhara. He died soon after ending the Tangut uprising; his successors would assert control over all of China. FTP, name this man, given the name, “Perfect Warrior," the leader of the Mongols from 1206 to 1227.

Answer: Genghis Khan (accept Temujin)

11. He seems to have bad luck with swords, as the borrowed Hrunting fails to strike its target, the magic sword he uses in its stead eventually melts, and his grandfather’s sword Naegling breaks in his final battle. Nevertheless, in his explanation to Hrunting’s owner Unferth about why he lost a swimming contest to Breca he shows that he has little need for weapons, as he had slain nine sea monsters in the same way he would achieve his most famous victory. FTP, name this son of Ecgtheow (EDGE-thee-o), who uses his grip-strength of thirty men to wrench the arm off of Grendel.

Answer: Beowulf
12. First synthesized in serviceable amounts from deoxycholic acid, in the human body it acts as an agent for rapid conversion of proteins to carbohydrates and as a regulator of the salt mechanism. In large doses, its unpleasant side effects include edema, increased acid in the stomach, and an imbalance in the processing of sodium, potassium, and nitrogen. FTP, name this adrenal steroid largely supplanted in use for rheumatoid arthritis and Addison’s disease by less irritating chemicals but still occasionally used as an anti-inflammatory.

Answer: cortisone

13. Though only the refrain of this song is usually sung, its first section describes a rabid sports fanatic who blows all her money on games, while the last describes her thorough knowledge of the team and her disputes with the officiating staff. Inspired by a poster seen on a ride on a New York elevated train, it was composed by John Norworth with musical accompaniment by Albert von Tilzer in 1908, and the most popular section is a counteroffer to a suggestion made by a boyfriend to see a show on Saturday. FTP, identify this song about Katie Casey’s baseball madness usually associated with seventh innings and Harry Carey.

Answer: Take Me Out to the Ball Game
14. Like the man he replaced, the onerous duty of circuit riding and a diplomatic appointment led him to relinquish his position on the Supreme Court. However, he had managed to reduce seriatim opinions in favor of per curiam and curtail the powers of states in such cases as Calder v. Bull, Ware v. Hylton, and Hylton v. US. Known for an attention to detail that inspired his alliterative nickname “Endless”, FTP, name this jurist, co-author of the Connecticut compromise with Roger Sherman and successor of the unconfirmed John Rutledge as third Chief Justice of the United States.

Answer: Oliver Ellsworth
15. Also named Dhananjaya and owner of the Gandiva bow, he saves the young prince Uttara, son of Virata, in battle while dressed as a eunuch. Reputed to be the son of Indra, his enemy Jayadratha kills his son Abhimanyu, and he also has a son with Draupadi, whom he wins at an archery contest and shares with his four brothers. On the battlefield of Kurukshetra, his cousin Krishna serves as his charioteer and recites the Bhagavad-Gita to, FTP, what third and strongest Pandava brother in the Mahabharata?

Answer: Arjuna
16. Originally published in twenty cantos, it was translated into English by Edward Fairfax in 1600. After the Egyptian warrior Argante declares war, the death of Dudone causes the departure of Rinaldo who has been accused of murdering his rival Gernando. Rinaldo falls in love with Armida, who after the death of Argante, leads the forces against Tancred and the Christians. At the end of this work, after defeating the pagans, Goffredo di Buglione, leads his crusaders into the title city to pray. FTP, name this 16th-century romantic epic, written by Torquato Tasso.

Answer: Jerusalem Delivered (or Gerusalemme Liberata)

17. A supporter of Alfred Dreyfus, he helped to found the Ethnology Institute at the University of Paris and assisted in founding the socialist daily L'Humanité.  Works like Sacrifice: Its Nature and Function did much to strengthen links between psychology and anthropology, as did his most famous work, which concentrates on the forms of exchange and contract in Melanesia, Polynesia, and northwestern North America.  FTP, name this French sociologist, the author of Essai sur le Don, or “The Gift.”

Answer: Marcel Mauss
18. It is much more deadly to those who suffer from a glucose-6-phosphate dehydrogenase deficiency. This zoonosis disease is caused by a Rickettsia organism similar to typhus transmitted to humans by the bite of its carrier, and like typhus its symptoms include fever, nausea, severe headache, and muscle pain, in addition to the skin rash which gives it its name. FTP, name this disease first identified in the Snake Valley of Idaho, spread to humans primarily through ticks. 

Answer: Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever

19. Four young gentlemen who don’t really appreciate music nonetheless applaud Mary Jane’s playing. Lily is “literally run off her feet” greeting guests and helping with their coats. The hostesses, Misses Kate and Julia Morkan are worried that Freddy Malins will show up “screwed,” and so enlist their nephew to help them. But more on the protagonist’s mind is the deceased lover of his wife and her desire to go to Galway. Centering on Gabriel Conroy, FTP, name this last story in James Joyce’s Dubliners.

Answer: The Dead
20. Commonly referred as “didymus” or the twin, his name is attached to an apocryphal book of Acts relating his martyrdom at Mylapore and a gnostic “secret gospel” discovered at Nag Hammadi in Egypt. In the Gospel of John, his separation from the other disciples results in his statement that “Except I shall see in his hands the print of the nails, and put my finger into the place of the nails, and put my hand into his side, I will not believe.” FTP, name this doubting disciple of the New Testament.

Answer: Thomas
(Tiebreaker/Extra) 
21. As a high school player, his reputation as slugger was so fearsome that he was once intentionally walked five times in one game. Not only a power hitter, he holds the second longest consecutive games played streak in Japanese Baseball history. A three time Central league MVP, he helped the Yoimuri Giants to the title over the Seibu Lions before coming to America this season, starting a bidding frenzy for his rights eventually won by the New York Yankees. FTP, name this newest Bronx bomber whose nickname is “Godzilla.”

Answer: Hideki Matsui (prompt on Godzilla before it’s mentioned)

1. Identify the following mythological figures who were torn to pieces, FTPE. 

A. (10) One esoteric legend about this god states that he was torn to pieces and eaten by the Titans. The more typical version, states that he was born after the death of his mother Semele, whose orgiastic rites did, however, often lead to such dismemberment for others.
Answer: Dionysus
B. (10) One of the victims of Dionysus's wine-maddened Maenads was this king, whose dismemberment at the hands of drunken revellers led by his mother and wife is described in Euripides’ Bacchae.
Answer: Pentheus
C. (10) Wine-maddened Bacchae were also led to fury by this man, who deplored Dionysus’ orgiastic rights and understandably worshipped the sun instead, supposedly the domain of his father by Calliope, Apollo.

Answer: Orpheus
2. Answer these questions about a phylum, FTPE. 

A. (10) Give either name of the phylum to which the sea anemone and Portuguese Man O’ War belong, named either from the Greek for “hollow” or from the Greek for “nettle.”

Answer: Cnidaria or Coelenterata
B. (10) Cnidaria arm themselves with this type of stinging cell, named for the threads they contain.

Answer: nematocysts
C. (10) Jellyfish are examples of this free-floating, flattened, mouth-down cnidarian body type, given a mythological name.

Answer: medusae

A. (10) Hungarian Dances

Answer: Johannes Brahms 

B. (10) Slavonic Dances

C. (10) Symphonic Dances
Answer: Sergei Rachmaninoff
4. In 1565, a vastly outnumbered force held out against an army of 40,000 janissaries under the general Dragut and the Bey of Algiers, repulsing a siege which lasted from May 18th to September 12th. FTPE:

A. (10) Name the knightly order that scored this victory.

Answer: Knights Hospitallers (accept Knights of Malta, Knights of Rhodes, Sovereign Military Hospitaller Order of St. John of Jerusalem, of Rhodes and of Malta, or reasonable equivalents that contain either “Malta”, “Rhodes”, or “Hospital”)

B. (10) The Knights Hospitallers were led by this Grand Master, whose name is remembered in the capital of Malta.

Answer: Jean Parisot de La Valette (accept Valetta as it is the local pronunciation of his name)

C. (10) Dragut was a lieutenant of this Sultan, who had earlier driven the Knights from Cyprus and Rhodes and destroyed Louis II at the Battle of Mohacs.

Answer: Suleiman the Magnificent (or Suleiman I)

5. He is a beautiful youth loved by Selene who is given eternal youth by being put to sleep forever and has been the subject of many English poems. Answer these questions, 5-5-10-10. 

A. (5) For five points, name him. 

Answer: Endymion
B. (5) Perhaps the most famous treatment of Endymion is that of this poet whose other works include Ode on a Grecian Urn.

Answer: John Keats
C. (10) Endymion was the title of the last novel of this author-politician whose other works include Sybil.

Answer: Benjamin Disraeli
D. (10) Endymion’s legend was also used as the subject of a play by this man, though he is better known for the artificial style of language named for the main character of his best known work, Euphues.

Answer: John Lyly
6. It shares the Gulf of Fonseca with its neighbor to the west, El Salvador, while it also owns the Islas De La Bahía in the Gulf of Mexico. FTPE,

A. (10) Name this nation, also bordered to the West by Guatemala.

Answer: Honduras
B. (10) The suburb of Comayagüela makes up a double city with this capital of Honduras.

Answer: Tegucigalpa
C. (10) British claims to this region shared with Nicaragua were settled by the Clayton-Bulwer treaty. It supplied the title of a novel by Paul Theroux and then a movie starring Harrison Ford.

Answer: Mosquito Coast
7. When “Little Billee” Bagot falls ill, she leaves to accept an offer to have her voice trained by a sinister fellow who ultimately makes her into an opera star. FTPE, 

A. (10) Name this Irish model and singer, title character of a semi-autobiographical novel first published in 1894.

Answer: Trilby O’ Ferral

B. (10) Name the English author who wrote Peter Ibbetson and The Martian in addition to Trilby.

Answer: George du Maurier
C. (10) Name the sinister musician and vocal coach “of Jewish aspect” whose “mesmeric” influence on Trilby’s voice gives it supernatural abilities which vanish when he sickens and dies.

Answer: Svengali
8. Answer the following about some useful stuff in classical mechanics FTPE.

A. (10) Chasles' theorem states that an arbitrary displacement of a rigid body can be represented as a rotation around, plus a translation of, this point.

Answer: center of mass
B. (10) Under this type of force, energy and angular momentum are constants of motion, and motion is confined to a plane. The force depends only on the separation between particles, and has no tangential component.

Answer: central force

C. (10) A two particle system interacting under a central force can be reduced to a one body problem using this mass, given by the product of the two particle masses over the sum of the two particle masses.

Answer: reduced mass
9. “Graduated last in his class at West Point” is a no longer a uniquely identifying clue. Identify these generals, FTPE. 

A. (10) This “goat” of 1846 is best remembered for a doomed exploit at the battle of Gettysburg.

Answer: George Edward Pickett
B. (10) This “goat” of 1861 was present at the surrender at Appomattox, but famously lost his life in 1876. 

Answer: George Armstrong Custer 

C. (10) This “goat” of 1909 commanded the Third Army at the Battle of the Bulge. 

Answer: George Smith Patton, Jr.

10. A number of popular albums feature mock radio stations which help with the transition between songs. Answer some questions about these fake radio stations, FTPE.

A. (10) Stations like KLON (“the Clone” which plays the same identical music as every other station) announce songs on Songs for the Deaf, the latest album by this band from which the song No One Knows was released.

Answer: Queens of the Stone Age
B. (10) Some flipping through radio stations finally leads to the introductory guitar part of the title track of this Pink Floyd album, whose other songs include the epic Shine On You Crazy Diamond.

Answer: Wish You Were Here
C. (10) DJ EZ-Dick from W-BALLZ, “the station that slaps you across your fat ass with a fat dick”, is featured prominently on this album and introduces such songs as It Ain’t No Fun, a hilarious collaboration of Warren G, Daz, Karupt, and Snoop Doggy Dogg on this, his first album.

A. (10) It is a non-essential amino acid for humans because its "beta" isomer can be derived from pyruvic acid and presumably from animal muscle as it is a constituent of the peptides carnosine and anserine.

Answer: alanine
B. (10) Alanine is the second simplest amino acid, with an R group consisting of this functional group with formula CH3.

Answer: methyl

C. (10) Alanine can be converted into this compound, which plays a role in the synthesis and oxidation of fatty acids. Pyruvate is converted to this compound prior to the beginning of the Krebs cycle.

Answer: Acetyl CoA (or Acetyl CoEnzymeA) 

12. It took Americans until 1930 to win the Nobel Prize in Literature. Answer these questions about the first American author to win the Nobel, FTPE. 

A. (10) First, who was this writer of Kingsblood Royal and It Can’t Happen Here. 

Answer: Sinclair Lewis
B. (10) In 1927, Sinclair Lewis wrote this book in which he attacked hypocritical ministers such as the swindling title character. 

Answer: Elmer Gantry
C. (10) Two years earlier, Lewis had declined the Pulitzer Prize for this novel whose title character is a doctor. 

Answer: Arrowsmith
13. Answer some questions about a Biblical patriarch, 5-10-15: 

A. (5) What husband and half-brother of Sarah was destined to become the “Father of Multitudes”?

Answer: Abraham
B. (10) Abraham and Sarah were both children of this man, the son of Nahor.

Answer: Terah
C. (15) In addition to his children by Sarah and her Egyptian maidservant Hagar, Abraham fathered a number of children with this woman, including Midian, the ancestor of the Midianites. Name this woman described in Genesis 25.1, whom Abraham married after the death of Sarah.

Answer: Keturah
14. Identify these winners of the Bancroft Prize for American history, FTPE. 

A. (10) This historian of the post-Civil War South won the Bancroft prize in 1952 for his Origins of the New South, 1877-1913. He won the Pulitzer in 1982 for editing the collection of letters Mary Chesnut’s Civil War, and is also known for The Strange Career of Jim Crow. 

Answer: C. Vann Woodward
B. (10) This historian won the Bancroft in 1958 for The Crisis of the Old Order, the second part of his three volume, The Age of Roosevelt. He also won Pulitzers for The Age of Jackson and A Thousand Days: John F. Kennedy in the White House.

Answer: Arthur Schlesinger, Jr.

C. (10) He was awarded the Bancroft Prize for The Colonial Experience, the first part of his three-volume The Americans. He is almost as well known for huge tracts like The Creators and The Discoverers and for his tenure as Librarian of Congress.

Answer: Daniel Boorstin
15. Answer the following about redox reactions, FTPE.

A. (10) This is the name for a reaction in which a single species is both oxidized and reduced.

Answer: disproportionation reaction

B. (10) Electrons appear explicitly in these statements. Writing one for oxidation, one for reduction, balancing the electrons, and then summing will give the redox reaction equation.

Answer: half-reactions
C. (10) A galvanic cell can be formed from two solutions undergoing a redox reaction without touching. The solutions are connected by one of these, an inverted U-shaped tube containing a certain compound, and stuffed with porous plugs at the ends.

Answer: salt bridge

16. Name these historical figures who played a part in the Boston Massacre, FTPE. 

A. (10) This Harvard-educated lawyer defended the British troops in the aftermath of the Boston Massacre.

B. (10) This black man was the first one shot in the brief fighting.

Answer: Crispus Attucks
C. (10) Along with the Lieutenant Colonel Montgomery, this is the British officer on whom the deaths resulting from the Boston Massacre are usually blamed.

Answer: Thomas Preston
17. Identify these black creatures from Magic the Gathering, from flavor text for ten points or five if you need more information.

A. (10) “Expect my visit when the darkness comes. The night I think is best for hiding all.”

(5) This 5/5 Arabian Nights creature only required 4 mana to take out making it a staple in all good black decks.

Answer: Juzam Djinn
B. (10) “Trained in the arts of stealth, the BLANKS choose their victims carefully, relying on timing and precision rather than brute force.

(5) This 1/1 black creature + an icy manipulator. Enough said.

Answer: Royal Assassin

Answer: What Maisie Knew
B. (10) Christina Light, who reappears in the later novel The Princess Casmissima, is the fascination of the title character, a young sculptor who fulfills the prediction that he will fizzle out before dying, either by death or by suicide, after a walk in the mountains.

Answer: Roderick Hudson
C. (10) A young governess believes her beloved charges are under the baleful influence of the ghosts Peter Quint and Mrs. Jessel, their former governess, and struggles to save them.

Answer: Turn of the Screw
20. In 1932 a new laboratory for the Royal Society was built at Cambridge to assist a scientist in his studies into magnetism and low temperature physics. Answer these questions, 10-15-5.

A. (10) Name this Soviet Nobelist who discovered that helium II has almost no viscosity, which he termed superfluidity.

Answer: Pyotr Kapitza
B. (15) The laboratory built for Kapitza was named for this man, who made an enormous fortune by making soda ash using his improvements on the Solvay process, and later developed an eponymous process for extracting nickel from its ores.

Answer: Ludwig Mond 

C. (5) On the façade of the Mond Laboratory, Kapitza had carved a heraldic crocodile, a sly reference to the nickname by which he referred to this Chemistry Nobelist famous for his gold foil experiment.

Answer: Ernest Rutherford
