TOSSUPS

1. According to some accounts, her stepsons exiled her to Rhodes in her old age. There, she was hanged by Queen Polyxo to avenge the death of her husband Tlepolemus who was killed in the Trojan War. Euripides based his play about her on a story by Stresichorus, where she ends up in Egypt, while others considered her to be the daughter of Nemesis. Carried off by Theseus when she was a girl, she is the mother of Hermione by Menelaus. FTP, name this woman, whose abduction by Paris started a ten-year war between Greece and Troy.

Answer: Helen of Troy 

2. This city is the home to Tribhuvan University, which was established in 1959. According to official records, it was founded in 723 CE, but over one thousand years later it was captured by Prithvi Narayan Shah, king of the Gurkhas. Isolated for centuries, an all-weather road connecting it to northern India was completed in 1956. FTP, what city, located 65 miles north of the Indian border at the southern foothills of the Himalayas, is the capital of Nepal?

Answer: Kathmandu (or Katmandu)
3. It can be manufactured through the Girdler Sulfide process, or by distillation, since its boiling point is 101.4 degrees Celsius, and was first obtained through fractional electrolysis by Gilbert Lewis. Like reactor-grade graphite, its use as a moderator allows nuclear reactors to operate with non-enriched uranium. It has a molecular weight of 20, while its more common counterpart has a molecular weight of 18. FTP, what compound, sometimes symbolized D2O, contains two atoms of deuterium instead of hydrogen? 

Answer: heavy water

4. An enchanter turns her into an ugly woman in the second half of the story in which she appears. According to one character, she is “a stout-built sturdy wench, who could pitch the bar as well as any young fellow in the parish.” To the main character, however, she is idealized as a woman whose “forehead is the Elysian fields” and whose “lips are two coral portals that guard her teeth of Oriental pearl.” FTP, name this peasant from the town of Toboso, born Aldonza Lorenzo, who is elevated to goddess-like status by Don Quixote.

Answer: Dulcinea del Toboso

5. Pope Clement V and King Philip IV of France may have been cursed by the last grand master of this group, Jacques Molay. In 1314, Molay reportedly told the two to “meet him at the Judgment Seat of God” as they ordered a stake burning of Molay and other leaders of the order; both died later that year. With rules drawn up by Bernard of Clairvaux, it was organized in Palestine in 1118, and by the late thirteenth century, its members served as bankers to major kings. FTP, identify the religious community, given land in Jerusalem by King Baldwin II on a famous ancient site.

Answer: Knights Templar (or Templars or Poor Fellow Soldiers of Christ and the Temple of Solomon)    

6. The Flowering Peach was this playwright’s secular adaptation of the Noah’s Ark story, while Awake and Sing! details a poor Jewish family’s struggles during the Great Depression. A wife helps her husband deal with alcoholism in his play, The Country Girl, and a man gives up his job as a violinist to become a boxer in Golden Boy. FTP, identify the author of these plays, as well as an account of a taxi cab drivers’ strike entitled Waiting for Lefty.

Answer: Clifford Odets

7. It premiered in Gloucester in 1910, the product of three months its composer spent with Maurice Ravel in Paris. Based on a tune associated with an Addison hymn, known as the “Third Psalter Tune,” it incorporated work completed for Archbishop Matthew Parker 343 years earlier, specifically the hymn “Why Fumeth in the Fight.” FTP, identify this composition, an attempt to connect British music of the present to that of Elizabethan times, Ralph (RAYF) Vaughan Williams’ tribute to a sixteenth century English composer.

Answer: Fantasia on a Theme by Thomas Tallis (or Fantasia on a Theme of Thomas Tallis) 

8. He was drafted in the sixth round of the 1994 NHL Draft by the Quebec Nordiques, but he spent five seasons with Pardubice (PAR-doo-bits) in the Czech Republic. He scored three points in his first NHL Game versus the Ottawa Senators, and in the 1999 playoffs, he scored two overtime goals, becoming the first rookie since 1939 to do so. A 40-goal scorer in 2000-2001, FTP, name this Colorado Avalanche right winger, the only player in the league to light the lamp 50 times this season.

Answer: Milan Hejduk (HAY-dook)

9. It is the basis for a type of spectroscopy that can be used to determine the oxidation state and coordination of iron. Pound, Rebka, and Snyder made use of this effect in the Harvard Tower experiment which confirmed the prediction of gravitational redshift, since the associated radiation has very high resolution. Occuring when no phonons are emitted or absorbed, it was first observed using iridium nuclei set in crystal lattices. FTP, what is this recoil-free emission of gamma radiation?

Answer: Mossbauer effect 

10. One character in this novel is Mrs. Abby Martin who is known as “the Queen’s Twin,” because she was born in the same hour as Queen Victoria and married a man named Albert. The narrator also encounters a paralyzed old woman named Mrs. Thankful Hight, whose daughter Esther ends up marrying William Blackett, and the 80-year old fisherman Captain Littlepage, who tells a ghost story. FTP, in what 1896 novel does the narrator board with 67-year old Almira Todd in Dunnet Landing, Maine, written by Sarah Orne Jewett?

Answer: The Country of the Pointed Firs
11. Often related to early childhood anxiety, it manifests itself in two phases: stupor and agitation. During the stuporous phase, patients are not responsive to stimuli around them, but often repeat sounds and exhibit cerea flexibilitas, or a holding of postures for extended periods of time. FTP, identify this type of psychosis whose agitated phase features purposeless speech patterns and violent behavior, and is now considered a form of schizophrenia.

Answer: catatonia (or catatonic schizophrenia)

12. Paul Axelrod and Georgi Plekhanov both joined this group led by Julius Martov. It gained its name by default when in 1903 its opponents obtained a temporary majority on the central committee and on the editorial board of the newspaper Iskra and gave themselves a name meaning “Those of the Majority.” Though Marxist, it believed that a bourgeois revolution had to precede the proletarian one, and so it refused to take control from the 1917 provisional government. FTP, what moderate Russian party missed its chance at power, and was finally suppressed by Vladimir Lenin and the Bolsheviks?

Answer: Menshevik(s) Party 

13. This concept is explained in a group of writings called The Human Tradition or Smirti.  Along with artha, moksha, and kama, it is one of the four goals of human life, and it is accomplished through an ascetic life and conduct appropriate to one’s caste. Distinguished from rita, or fundamental law, FTP, identify the term for the moral, religious, and ethical laws to be followed by all Hindus.

Answer: dharma

14. A proposed two-mile long bridge over this body of water is expected to cost five billion dollars and would be the longest suspension bridge in the world. Called the Fretum Siculum in ancient times, a ferry service now operates between Villa San Giovanni and the city that shares its name. Lying directly on a fault line, earthquakes in 1783 and 1908 killed thousands in its adjoining cities, and its tidal current and whirlpools made it the basis for the twin terrors of Scylla and Charybdis. FTP, identify this strait that separates the tip of Calabria in mainland Italy from Sicily.

Answer: Strait of Messina

15. It includes a pair of dwarves named Antlia, discovered in 1997, and an interacting pair known as Fornax A. About one megaparsec in radius, another of its approximately thirty members is M33, an average-sized spiral, and it will probably end up falling into the Virgo Cluster. Including the Large and Small Magellanic Clouds, FTP, identify this small cluster of gravitationally bound galaxies dominated by Andromeda and our own Milky Way.

Answer: Local Group
16. This man served as minister of education in 1920, but his collaboration with Giovanni Gentile (jen-TEE-lay) ended with the rise of fascism. In 1903, he founded La Critica, a journal of cultural criticism, in which he published nearly all of his philosophical writings. He wrote Historical Materialism and the Ethics of Karl Marx, but his most famous work divides the universal spirit into four qualities: intuitive, conceptual, vital, and moral. FTP, what native of Naples published the four-volume Philosophy of the Spirit?

Answer: Benedetto Croce (CROW-chay)

17. He quickly rose through the political ranks in his country: mayor of Concepcion in 1955; governor of Tarlac province in 1959; secretary-general of the Liberal Party in 1966. However, he was labeled a communist by the regime in power, and sentenced to death. That sentence was commuted, but when he returned to his native land in 1983, military forces under the direction of Ferdinand Marcos assassinated him. FTP, who was this Philippine opposition leader, whose widow Corazon took up the cause and became president herself?

Answer: Benigno S. Aquino
18. An isomorphism exists between the Klein-Beltrami model and his namesake hyperbolic disk model. He developed the theory of automorphic functions, and introduced the first homotopy group. He won the Birthday Competition with a memoir which gave the first descriptions of homoclinic points and chaotic motion in discussing the three-body problem. The cousin of a Third Republic President, FTP, name this Frenchman who conjectured that every simply connected closed 3-manifold is homeomorphic to the 3-sphere.

Answer: Jules Henri Poincaré (pwan-kah-RAY)

19. He grew up in Bensonhurst with his mother Adela and his stepfather Deke, who often beat them both. At age sixteen, he went to work for Joe Scully, who murdered Deke for him, and he saw his real father Mike at a racetrack when he was 21. First appearing on-screen in 1993, he owned the Paradise Lounge Strip Club, where he took in Stone Cates and convinced Karen Wexler to become a stripper. A car crash with Brenda Barrett led to a love affair, and he moved up in the mob world. Now married to Carly Spencer, FTP, identify this Port Charles gang lord, played by Maurice Benard on General Hospital.

Answer: Sonny Corinthos

20. Lucan’s epic Bellum Civile is often called by a name derived from this battle. Taking place near a city in Thessaly more than eighty-five years before Lucan’s birth, it was the last obstacle to Julius Caesar’s total control of the Republic. Although his infantry was outnumbered and the enemy had a large advantage in cavalry, Caesar was able to anticipate and neutralize an outflanking cavalry maneuver led by Titus Labenius. Eventually, the experience of Caesar’s Gallic war veterans turned the battle in his favor, and Pompey fled to Egypt where he was later killed. FTP, what is this 48BC battle at which Caesar routed Pompey.

Answer: Pharsalus
(Tiebreaker/Extra) 

21. In this play, “Abram’s happiness” is the name given to the fortune amassed by the title character. A refusal to pay taxes leads to a confiscation of his property, and the protagonist embarks on a revenge-laden spree of violence. He teaches his daughter Abigail to confiscate gold from the property, now owned by nuns, but when Abigail decides to become a nun herself, the protagonist murders the entire convent by sending them poisoned rice. FTP, Barabbas allies himself with the Turks but ends up falling in a bubbling cauldron in what 1589 Christopher Marlowe work?

Answer: The Jew of Malta

1. 1890s Supreme Court cases, FTPE. 

A. (10) In this 1895 decision involving a sugar trust, the Court declared that manufacturing was not part of interstate commerce, thus rendering the Sherman Anti-Trust Act practically useless.

Answer: U.S. v. E.C. Knight Company

B. (10) Also handed down in 1895 was this 5-4 decision which overturned a federal income tax provision that was part of the Wilson-Gorman Tariff Act. The Court held that a real estate tax was a direct tax in violation of Article I, Section 9.

Answer: Pollock v. Farmers’ Loan and Trust Co.

C. (10) In this 1896 decision, the Court upheld a Louisiana law that established a “separate but equal” doctrine for racially segregated public facilities.

Answer: Plessy v. Ferguson

A. (10) Manufactured by Black and Decker, this cordless vacuum is good for reaching into narrow spaces.

Answer: Dust Buster
B. (10) Also called the GBU-28, this 5000-pound laser-guided smart bomb has been used extensively during the current Gulf War to destroy a lot of Saddam Hussein’s important buildings.

Answer: Bunker Buster
C. (10) Held on Saturday, February 22, this college basketball event featured several prominent mid-major schools, including a great game between Southern Illinois and Wisconsin-Milwaukee.

Answer: Bracket Buster Saturday (or day)

4. Architects of the early Italian Renaissance, FTPE. 

A. (10) Though he lost the 1402 competition for the bronze Baptistery doors to Lorenzo Ghiberti, this man designed the dome of the Duomo. 

Answer: Filippo Brunelleschi
B. (10) This architect best known for his treatises such as De Pictura, completed both the Palazzo Rucellai (roo-chell-AYE) in Florence and the Church of Sant’Andrea in Mantua.

Answer: Leon Battista Alberti
C. (10) Cosimo Medici the Elder chose this man to design the Medici Palace, after rejecting Brunelleschi’s plan as too grand.

Answer: Michelozzo di Bartolommeo

5. 30-20-10, identify the deity.

A. (30) Tarot cards were often associated with this god, as was the city of Hermopolis Magna.  

B. (20) Later identified as the patron of magicians, the first month of the Egyptian civil year was named for him. He was also “Lord of Time and Reckoner of Years,” and was sometimes depicted as a dog-headed baboon.

C. (10) He was most often portrayed as an ibis-headed man carrying a pen and ink holder, as he was considered the inventor of writing and patron of scribes.

Answer: Thoth

B. (10) Latin for “the thing speaks for itself,” this doctrine presumes the defendant’s negligence even if the plaintiff was not conscious of it, such as when a surgeon leaves a scalpel inside a patient.

Answer: res ipsa loquitur
C. (10) Latin for “guilty mind,” this two-word phrase denotes the degree of criminal intent in an offense.

Answer: Lady Chatterley’s Lover

16. Operas from clues, FTPE.

A. (10) This Richard Strauss work features an interplay between the titular Greek heroine and a comedy troupe led by Zerbinetta.

Answer: Ariadne at Naxos (or Ariadne auf Naxos)

B. (10) The last collaboration between Mozart and Lorenzo Da Ponte, it is based on incidents from Ariosto and Ovid. In it, Don Alfonso and Ferrando pose as Albanians to test the faithfulness of their lovers.

Answer: Cosi Fan Tutte (coh-ZEE – fahn – TOO-teh)

C. (10) Richard Wagner (VAHG-nur) based this opera on a legend about a captain who can only go to shore once every seven years in order to find a true love.

19. Types of fever, 5-10-15.

A. (5) Caused by a virus transmitted from the bite of an infected mosquito, it can lead to both “black vomit” and jaundice. In 1901, Walter Reed and James Lazear found its primary vector.

Answer: yellow fever

B. (10) Like yellow fever, the Aedes mosquito is responsible for this disease.  Its hemorrhagic form can lead to death, and two small outbreaks occurred in Texas in the 1980s.

Answer: dengue (DENG-gee) fever

C. (15) It is transmitted through the bite of the wood tick, Dermacentor andersoni.  Unlike its more serious counterpart, it is not a rickettsial infection, nor is it limited to the state for which it is named.
