Questions by Cornell

1) Located near the Cooper River, this city was the first in the U.S. to establish a steel pen company.  The Campbell Soup Company established its first factory here in 1869, and it was also the home to Victor, later purchased by RCA.  Now nearly half of its population lives below the poverty line in spite of the establishment of the New Jersey State Aquarium in 1992 and an urban campus of Rutgers in 1927.  FTP, name this New Jersey city across the Delaware from Philadelphia.

i) ANSWER: Camden
2) Her 1995 album "Think With Your Heart" features a remake of "Will You Still Love Me Tomorrow?" while "Body Mind Soul," released in 1993, includes "Losin' Myself."  Her latest album, "M.Y.O.B.", features a remake of "Knock Three Times" with Tony Orlando, and in 1997 she released a self-titled album which has a dance remix of "Only In My Dreams."  FTP, name this singer more famous for her first three albums: "Anything Is Possible," "Electric Youth," and "Out of the Blue."

i) ANSWER: Deborah (Debbie) Gibson

3) Introduced by Sir Harry Burnett Lumsden and William Stephen Raikes Hodson in 1848, it was widely used by the time of the Sepoy Mutiny, and eventually served as the official uniform color for British forces in India.  During the Boer War, wool and serge varieties were introduced, and the olive-green tint came during World War I.  FTP, this Hindi word for “dust-colored” denotes a light brown fabric used primarily for military uniforms and slacks.

i) ANSWER: khaki

4) He learns of his parents, Philip and Georgiana, by reading the inscription on their gravestones.  He rooms with Bentley Drummel, Startop, and Herbert Pocket, who always refers to him as “Handel.”  At the end of the novel, his refusal of watercress offered by Pumblechook stirs in him sentiments of guilt for having spurned his former caretaker, the blacksmith Joe Gargery.  Given his usual name because he is unable to pronounce “Philip,” FTP, name this protégé of Abel Magwitch and admirer of Estella, the narrator of Great Expectations.

i) ANSWER: Pip (accept Philip Pirrip)

5) The insurgents were originally led by James McFarlane, but he was killed in an attack on Bower Hill, the residence of General John Neville.  At Mingo Creek Meeting House, David Bradford was blackmailed into assuming leadership of this revolt.  After marching through Pittsburgh peacefully, rebels torched Abraham Kirkpatrick's barn.  After they refused to acknowledge and pay excise taxes in exchange for amnesty, FTP,  George Washington put down what 1794 insurrection in Western Pennsylvania?

i) ANSWER: Whiskey Rebellion or Whiskey Insurrection or equivalents  

6) Complaining that most men fail to understand the underlying connection between seemingly unrelated things, he posited that most men live as dreamers with a false view of the world.  Claiming that “all things tending apart are actually being brought together,” he turned to a substance described as “kindling and being extinguished in measures” as the manifestation of logos.  FTP, identify this Greek philosopher, who believed that fire forms the basis of the universe.

i) ANSWER: Heraclitus
7) This river has the greatest discharge of any in its nation, and 35 dams on this river produce most of its nation's hydroelectric power.  Navigable from its delta to Tortosa, its upper course flows through La Rioja wine region.  Beginning in the Cantabrian Mountains, it flows south and east for 565 miles, passing through Zaragoza before emptying into the Mediterranean in the Tarragona province.  FTP, name this longest river of Spain.

i) ANSWER: Río Ebro
8) When he strikes the wax girl for refusing to talk to him, he sticks to her, and is beaten by the people he had earlier taught to sow grains and use shovels.  Before he is usurped by the chameleon, this son of Asase Ya brings rain and determines the extent of floods at the urging of his superior, the sky god Nyame.  FTP, identify this popular West African mythological hero and trickster of the Ashanti, also known as “the spider.”

i) ANSWER: Anansi or Annecy (prompt on an early buzz with “spider”)

9) It results from the assumption the motion of all atoms on a blackbody's walls excite all of the blackbody's electromagnetic oscillators equally.  Planck's law gets around this by accounting for oscillators that are not excited because a minimum energy is not reached, while the Rayleigh-Jeans law diverges for high-frequency radiation. FTP, name this error of classical physics named for a type of radiation.

i) ANSWER: ultraviolet catastrophe
10) Rulers of Romania and Portugal during the late 19th and early 20th century can trace their ancestry to this line.  The current Bulgarian prime minister hails from this royal house; he succeeded Boris III during World War II.  So do Albert II of Belgium and every Belgian royal since Leopold I came to the throne in 1831.  Begun in England when Albert, son of Ernest I, married Queen Victoria, FTP, name this royal house, whose name in was changed by Edward VII to Windsor.

i) ANSWER: Saxe-Coburg-Gotha

11) Near the end of the play, Io appears in bovine form, and laments the state of the title character, who predicts her flight across the Bosporus and arrival in Asia.  At the beginning of the play, the demons Might and Violence berate the gentle Hephaestus, threatening him with divine wrath should he falter in performing the titular act, mandated by Zeus.  FTP, identify this account of the punishment of the titan who stole fire from the gods, a play by Aeschylus.

i) ANSWER: Prometheus Bound  

12) In 1850, he completed the opera Genoveva.  An accomplished pianist, his piano works include Carnaval, which includes a piece based on the sequence formed by spelling Asch, where a lady friend came from, and variations on Abegg, another lady friend.  Also famous for the "Dances of the League of David" and the Kreisleriana, FTP, name this composer of Frauenliebe und leben and the Rhenish Symphony.

i) ANSWER: Robert Schumann
13) T.S. Eliot explained it as “a primordial image that touches man’s pre-logical mentality.”  Greek for “original pattern,” it is supposedly derived from genetically coded and inherited varieties of human experience, an unconscious racial memory that its creator termed the “collective unconscious.”  FTP, identify this term for universal and primitive images and concepts posited by Carl Jung.

i) ANSWER: archetype
14) The daughter of Chrysaor and Callirhoë, and the brother of Geryon, she is depicted as having the head and torso of a nymph and a snake for the lower half.  Her union with Geryon’s hound, Orthus, produced the Nemean Lion and the Sphinx, but she is more acknowledged for a union that produced the Hydra, the Chimaera, and Cerberus.  FTP, identify this mate of Typhon, who gave her name to a monotreme known as the “spiny anteater.”

i) ANSWER: Echidna
15) It began when French foreign minister Gabriel Hanotaux promoted a 150-man expedition under Jean-Baptiste Marchand in 1898.  Heading east, this force met the British under Herbert Kitchener at the city now known as Kodok.  Neither side backed down, but flew Egyptian, French, and British flags over the fort to avoid war.  Eventually, France withdrew, crushing its hopes for a trans-continental African empire.  FTP, identify this incident occurring in Sudan, which confirmed British mastery of the Nile region.

i) ANSWER: Fashoda Incident

16) Found in lepidollite and carnallite, it is similar to cesium in properties, and like cesium, has been used in atomic clocks.  The ratio of its 87 isotope and strontium-87 has been used in the dating of geological materials, and recently, Cornell and Wiemann were able to form a Bose-Einstein condensate of about 2000 of its atoms.  FTP, name this second-most reactive metal, named for the brilliant red flame it produces during a flame test.

i) ANSWER: rubidium
17) It appears on “a gala night / Within the lonesome latter years,” as angels “drowned in tears / Sit in a theatre to see / A play of hopes and fears.”  People are “mere puppets who come and go / At bidding of vast formless things.”  During this “motley drama,” the title character, “a blood-red thing that writhes from out / The scenic solitude,” suddenly appears and devours the men.  FTP, the angels affirm “that the play is the tragedy ‘Man,’ / And its hero…” is this annelid, according to an Edgar Allan Poe poem.

i) ANSWER: The Conqueror Worm
18) In recent years, this organelle has been discovered to play a roll in cell cycle regulation, senescence, and silencing genes.  Prominent in neurons and embryonic cells, unlike surrounding areas, it does not stain by the Feulgen reaction.  Its major function is the production 28S, 18S, and 5.8S rRNA, used in the assembly of ribosomes.  FTP, name this knot of chromatin and subdivision of the nucleus.

i) ANSWER: nucleolus (accept micronucleus)

19) According to one story, when one of his soldiers broke the Vase of Soissons, he later killed the soldier during inspection.  According to another story, a bird miraculously provided the oil for his Christian baptism, which he underwent at the urging of his wife Clotilda after defeating the Alemanni.  The son of Childeric, he conquered the entire area between the Somme and the Loire by 496.  FTP, identify this King of the Franks, the founder of the Merovingian Dynasty.

i) ANSWER: Clovis I

20) In the background, one can see a vase of red and white flowers, and in the foreground stands a nightstand with various decanters.  A brooch lies at the feet of the title characters, and the one on the left holds a pearl necklace under her right arm, and drapes her leg over her partner.  The two lie on a bed with white sheets and a pink blanket, totally nude, and napping.  FTP, identify this Gustave Courbet study of two lesbians embracing at rest.

i) ANSWER: The Sleepers or Sleep or Sleeping Women or Les Dormeuses
21) The FDA approved this company's Xalatan, an eyedrop designed to treat ocular hypertension, on December 23.  On January 24, it agreed to allow a Dutch non-profit group to sell a generic version of its AIDS drug Rescriptor in poorer countries.   It also recently returned rights to the impotence drug apomorphine to comply with the FTC, which said that it was too similar to Viagra.  FTP, name this pharmaceutical company based in Peapack, New Jersey, which is set to merge with Pfizer.

i) ANSWER: Pharmacia
22) She enrolled at the New School for Social Research in 1919, writing The Concept of the Guardian Spirit, a thesis on a widespread theme in native North Americans, in 1923.  Eleven years of field work resulted in 1931's Tales of the Cochiti Indians and 1935's Zuñi Mythology.  Better known for Patterns of Culture, FTP, name this anthropologist, author of The Chrysanthemum and the Sword.

i) ANSWER: Ruth Benedict
23) Christofides' heuristic uses them to produce a tour which is at most 1.5 times as costly as  the optimal traveling salesman route.  They can be found in linear time using the Karger-Klein-Tarjan algorithm, and in close to linear time by Boruvka's algorithm, which is a parallel version of Prim's algorithm, which given a graph G, and an acyclic subgraph T, adds the edge of lowest cost to T that does not form a cycle until all vertices in G are covered by T.  FTP, name this subtree of a graph which contains all vertices and it of lowest cost.

i) ANSWER: Minimum Spanning Tree (accept equivalents like "min-cost spanning tree" &c.)

24) Bernadette Peters won a 1985 Tony for her work in this musical.  It includes "Capped Teeth and Caesar Salad," a cynical commentary on life in Southern California.  What little of a plot there is revolves around Emma, a British hat designer who travels around the U.S., failing in lots of relationships along the way.   Beginning with Emma's arrival in New York and "Take That Look Off Your Face," FTP, name this Andrew Lloyd Webber musical, the "Song" part of his "Song and Dance."

i) ANSWER: Tell Me on a Sunday

a.  [5] She made the ISU Grand Prix Final despite only participating in Skate America, and easily held off Sarah Hughes and Sasha Cohen to win U.S. national title number seven.

ANSWER: Michelle Kwan
b.  [10] She broke Karen Magnussen's modern-day record by winning her sixth Canadian championship this year.

ANSWER: Jennifer Robinson 

c.  [15] She won her first Russian national championship by upsetting Irina Slutskaya.  It was her first victory since the 2001 ISU Top Jump.

ANSWER: Elena Sokolova

a.  In this David painting, the title character raises his hand as he grabs a bowl, which probably contains hemlock juice.

ANSWER: The Death of Socrates
b.  In this Benjamin West painting, the title character expires in the midst of a crowd of concerned British soldiers and a pensive Indian.

ANSWER: The Death of General Wolfe
c.  This Bruegel painting depicts the ravages of war, as skeletons kill, pillage, and loot a village.

ANSWER: The Triumph of Death

ANSWER: zinc
b.  Roots of this genus of plant, also known as a coneflower, are used as an antiseptic to relieve impurities of the blood.  It also enhances immune system performance and is a popular herbal in the fight against colds.

ANSWER: Echinacea 

c.  This extract of the European Black Elderberry tree, whose name is derived from the tree's genus name, has been shown to increase cytokine production by as much as 45 times and is 90% effective in protecting against the flu.
ANSWER: sambucol

ANSWER: Manitoba

6. Identify the following types of legal writs, FTPE.

a.  Meaning “to have the body,” this ancient common-law writ dictates that imprisonment is justified only by specific, lawful reasons.

ANSWER: Habeas Corpus
Claudia Schiffer habeas corpus.
b.  This writ is issued by a superior court to reexamine the decision of a lower court.

ANSWER: Certiorari

c.  Meaning “we command,” this writ compels a lower court to hear a case that it would otherwise refuse.

ANSWER: Mandamus

7. Name these terms relating to AC circuits FTP each.

a.  This quantity, the total opposition to current in an AC circuit, is equal to the square root of the sum of the squares of the circuit's resistance and reactance.

ANSWER: impedance
b.  This quantity indicates whether current lags or leads the voltage.

ANSWER: phase angle
c.  In this state, phase angle equals zero, and impedance is minimized.  This phenomenon is also responsible for the destruction of the Tacoma Narrows Bridge.

ANSWER: resonance
8. Given descriptions, identify the Baudelaire poems from Les Fleurs du Mal FTPE.

a.  This apostrophic poem, the introduction to the collection, describes boredom as a “delicate monster” who “dreams of scaffolds while smoking his hookah,” and concludes by addressing the “hypocrite reader” as “my similar, my brother.”

ANSWER: To the Reader or Au Lecteur
b.  The speaker describes nature as “a living temple where living pillars sometimes release confused words,” and explains how “perfumes, colors and sounds respond to each other.”  Finally, he details how the titular connections “sing of transports of the spirit and the senses.”

ANSWER: Correspondences or Correspondances
c.  Perhaps the most recognized poem of the collection, it describes how sailors mock and irritate the titular marine bird, whose “giant wings prevent it from walking.”

ANSWER: The Albatross  or L’Albatros
9. Identify the congressional acts involving labor from descriptions FTPE.

a.  Passed in 1935, it prohibited company unions and established the National Labor Relations Board.

ANSWER: Wagner Act or National Labor Relations Act
b.  Passed over Truman’s veto in 1947, this act outlawed such unfair labor practices as the closed shop, and gave the government the power to impose an 80-day cooling-off period on major strikes.

ANSWER: Taft-Hartley Act or National Management Relations Act

c.  This 1959 act, passed in response to outcry over union corruption, strengthened the Taft-Hartley Act, and instituted federal penalties for labor officials found guilty of misusing funds, committing specific crimes, or violently hampering the legal rights of union members.

ANSWER: Landrum-Griffin Act or Labor-Management Reporting and Disclosure Act

10. Identify the following concerning a Japanese author FTPE.

a.  A special prize for aspiring Japanese writers was established in 1935 to honor this short story writer.

ANSWER: Akutagawa Ryunosuke

b.  In this short story, a servant witnesses a woman stealing hair from the dead in the titular city.  When she tries to justify her actions, he steals her clothes.

ANSWER: Rashomon
c.  Kurosawa’s adaptation of “Rashomon” was actually an adaptation of “Rashomon” and this other Akutagawa short story, which entails the investigation of the murder of the samurai Takehiko, four conflicting testimonies, and three conflicting confessions.

ANSWER: In a Grove (Yabu no naka)
11. And now for a bonus on the art of fine wines.  Name these grapes, FTP each.
a.  One of the oldest California grapes, this vinifera grape, although red, produces a popular variety of  "white" wine, often reffered to as “blush.”

ANSWER: Zinfandel
b.  The most planted grape in Bordeaux, some winemakers prefer blend its wine with Cabernet Sauvignon or Cabernet Franc.

ANSWER: Merlot 

c.  German for "spicy grape from Tramin," this grape, produced in northern Italy and the Rhine valley, tends to be high in sugar and low in acid.  It produces white wines which tend to have an aroma of roses or lychee fruit.

ANSWER: Gewürtztraminer (geh-VAIRTZ-trah-mee-ner, according to Wine for Dummies)
12. Name these related concepts FTP each.

a.  This is the graphical representation in which cumulative percentages of a population are plotted against a factor such as income or employment.

ANSWER: Lorenz curve
b. This is the ratio between the area between the 45-degree line and the Lorenz curve for a plot, and the area above the 45-degree line, and shows the inequality in a frequency distribution.

ANSWER: gini coefficient

c.  Related to the gini coefficent, this is a measure of the degree to which large firms dominate an industry or small firms control it.  A canonical example is the Herfindahl index.

ANSWER: concentration ratio

13. Identify the following figures of the Norse creation myth, 5-10-15.

a. [5] This ice-giant, the personification of the frozen ocean, was nourished by the cow Audhumla, and gave birth from his armpits, only to be later slain and turned into the Earth.

ANSWER: Ymir or Orgelmir
b. [5,5] For five points each, identify the brothers of Odin, representative of will and holiness, who assisted him in slaying Ymir. 

ANSWER: Vili and Ve
c.  [15] When Ymir fell, his blood drowned all giants, save this grandson of the sweat of Ymir’s foot, the progenitor of all frost-giants and founder of Jötun-heim.

ANSWER: Bergelmir

14. Name the following from condensation reactions, FTP each.

a.  In the Knoevenagel reaction, compounds of this class are warmed with malonic acid in pyridine to increase the length of their chains by two carbon atoms.

ANSWER: aldehydes
b.  This class of compounds, the namesake of a condensation reaction, can be produced by the self-condensation of aldehydes in a basic environment.

ANSWER: aldols
c.  In this reaction, similar to aldol condensation, two esters combine in the presence of sodium ethoxide to produce a beta-ketoester.

ANSWER: Claisen condensation

15. Identify these components of a mosque FTPE.

a.  The imam leads the prayer from this semicircular niche, which points toward Mecca.

ANSWER: mihrab
b.  The khat’ib, or preacher, uses this elevated seat next to the mihrab as a pulpit.

ANSWER: minbar (NOTE: Not minibar... minbar.  That'd be kinda cool, though.)

c.  The muezzin proclaims the call to worship from this tower attached to the mosque.

ANSWER: minaret

16. 30-20-10, name the country.

[30] Its largest lake is Lake Karakul, which is located at an elevation above 13,000 feet.  Its Lake Sarez was formed in 1911 by a mudslide, which dammed the Murgab River.

[20] The upper courses of the Amu Darya and Syr Darya run through it, and the Panj (PYANDZH) river forms much of its southern border.

[10] Dominated by the Tien Shan and the Pamirs, this nation's mountains include Lenin and Communism Peaks.

ANSWER: Tajikistan

17. Given a description, identify the fascist organization FTPE.

a.  Headed by Ernst Röhm (RHEUM), they were essentially Nazi street thugs, but were wiped out and replaced by the SS after the Night of Long Knives.

ANSWER: Brown Shirts or Sturm Abteilung or Stormtroopers

b.  Founded by José Antonio Primo de Rivera, it was the dominant political movement during the Spanish Civil War, and was later forcibly merged with the Carlists by Franco.

ANSWER: Falange Española

c.  They began as a quasi-religious organization, but were continually crushed by the Romanian government with German assistance.  Its common name, that of its military wing, was coined by its first leader, Zelea Codreanu (Co-dray-ahn-oo).

ANSWER: Iron Guard or Legion of the Archangel Michael
18. Delve into the papers of Diedrich Knickerbocker and identify the following acquaintances of Ichabod Crane FTPE.

a.  She is “a blooming lass of fresh eighteen; plump as a partridge; ripe and melting and rosy cheeked as one of her father's peaches, and universally famed, not merely for her beauty, but her vast expectations.”  Ichabod woos her and acts as her choral instructor.

ANSWER: Katerina Van Tassel

b.  This Herculean contender for Katerina’s hand is “as dexterous on horseback as a Tartar,” and chills Ichabod with his tale of the Headless Horseman.

ANSWER: Brom Bones or Abraham Van Brunt (accept first or last name)

c.  Ichabod borrows this trusty horse from his friend, Hans Van Ripper.  Though dilapidated, the horse proves true to its name during the incident at Sleepy Hollow.

ANSWER: Gunpowder
19. Pay homage to B.J. Blazkowicz, and identify the historical personages FTPE, all of whom appear in Return to Castle Wolfenstein.

a.  This founder of the Saxon Dynasty and father of Otto the Great is depicted as an unholy warrior, revived by the Nazis as part of Operation Resurrection.

ANSWER: Henry I or Heinrich I, “The Fowler”

b.  Operation Resurrection is undertaken at the behest of this head of the SS, who believes that he is the spiritual descendant of Heinrich.

ANSWER: Heinrich Himmler
c.  This Russian occultist, founder of the Theosophical Society and author of The Secret Doctrine, appears as the head officer on Operation Resurrection, although her first name is altered to Marianna in the game.

ANSWER: Madame Helena Petrovna Blavatsky
20. Stuff about probability/statistical distributions, FTP each.
a.  Defined as the square root of the variance, for the standard normal distribution, it is 1.

ANSWER: standard deviation

b.  This is the degree of asymmetry of a distribution.  Defined as a distribution's third central moment divided by its second to the three-halves power, for any symmetric distribution, it is 0.

ANSWER: coefficient of skewness

c.  This is the degree to which a distribution is "peaked."  For the exponential distribution, it is 6.

ANSWER: coefficient of kurtosis

21. Name these things in the life of SpongeBob SquarePants FTP each.

a.  SpongeBob works as a fry cook at this Bikini Bottom establishment.

ANSWER: the Krusty Krab

b.  He is SpongeBob's neighbor and he also works as a cashier in the Krusty Krab.  He would like nothing more than to get away from SpongeBob.

ANSWER: Squidward Tentacles

c.  He is SpongeBob's pet snail.  He meows.

ANSWER: Gary

ANSWER: L'Incoronazione di Poppea or the Coronation of Poppea
b.  [10] "Non Monsieur, je ne suis ni demoiselle, ni belle.", "Salut!  Demeure chaste et pure."

[5] Charles Gounod

ANSWER: Faust
c.  [10] "So be it -- and may God have mercy upon me!", "What harbour shelters peace?"

[5] Benjamin Britten

ANSWER: Peter Grimes

23. Name these African empires FTP each.
a.  It arose between the third and fourth cataracts of the Nile under the leadership of Piye, and his brother Shabaka established Egypt's 25th dynasty, which is alternately named for this kingdom.

ANSWER: Cush
b.  In 1550, the alafin Orompoto raised an army in this kingdom, which, between 1650 and 1750, controlled the land between the Volta River and the Niger.  It names a Nigerian state north of Lagos.

ANSWER: Oyo
c.  The dia Kossoi established Gao as its capital in the 1100s, but it was not until the 15th century when it flourished during the reign of Sonni Ali.

ANSWER: Songhai

24. Identify these participants in the Pandemonium of Milton’s Paradise Lost FTPE.

a.  This “lord of the flies” acts as Satan’s mouthpiece, suggesting that the demons avenge themselves upon God by corrupting man.

ANSWER: Beelzebub
b.  This demon, “the fiercest Spirit that fought in Heav’n,” advocates open war, “turning our tortures into horrid arms against the Torturer.”

ANSWER: Moloch
c.  This milder demon, whose “tongue dropped manna,” suggests that the demons accept their banishment to Hell, as it seems “a refuge from those wounds” received in Heaven.

ANSWER: Belial
