1.) This man scored the run which made Ken Johnson the first pitcher to lose a complete game no-hitter, and is also the only player in major league history to play 500 games at 5 different positions. As a manager, he was suspended for 30 days due to a shoving match with umpire Dave Pallone.  During the 1970 All-Star game, he ran over catcher Ray Fosse, whose shoulder he dislocated.  FTP, name baseball's all-time hits leader, banned since 1989 for alledged gambling offenses.

2.) This equation is really a Taylor expansion of the pH of a system as initial concentrations of acid and base are changed.  It is most often applied in buffered systems, where the change of pH is non-linear.  In reality, because it is just a first order approximation, biochemists use it as a tool for estimation.  For 10 points, what equation is this, named after two men with the same last initial.





Answer:	Henderson-Hasselbach Equation





3.) He wrote only one play, “The Brass Butterfly,” which was adapted from his short story “Envoy Extraordinary.”  His Sea Trilogy about Edmund Talbot, a sailor making his way to Austrailia, is composed of Rites of Passage, Close Quarter, and Fire Down Below and was written over a nine year period during which he also wrote The Paper Men.  His early novels, such as Pincher Martin and Free Fall, are considered his best by some critics, but it was his first novel written in 1954 that made him famous.  FTP name this man who wrote about the darkness of human nature in The Lord of the Flies.

4.) Although not a desert, rainfall in this biome is less than 15 inches per year, except in the Alpine variety.  Even during the short summer, the temperature never rises above 10 degrees Celsius.  The vegetation includes lichens, mosses and stunted shrubs, and the soil is merely a thin coating above permafrost.  FTP, what is the term for these treeless plains of the Arctic?

5.) The Peculiar Neurodegenerative Inhabitants of the Kazawa Atoll and Dudley’s World by Dr. Raleigh St. Clair. Accounting for Everything : A Guide to Personal Finance by Henry Sherman. The novels Old Custer and Wildcat by Eli Cash. The plays Nakedness Tonight and The Levinsons in the Trees by Margot. Family of Geniuses by Etheline. FTP name the movie in which all of these appear, starring Anjelica Houston and Gene Hackman and written and directed by Wes Anderson.

6.) This Rhodes Scholar he attended Yale Law School and became the NFL rookie of the year in 1938, which is where he picked up the nickname which he hated.  After his retirement he fought in WWII alongside a young John Kennedy and later clerked for Supreme Court Justice Fred Vinson.  Later President Kennedy would appoint him to the Supreme Court, although he ended up being one of the more conservative members of the Burger Court. FTP, name this dissenter from both Roe v. Wade and the Miranda case.

7.) Due to uncertainties about the meaning of Zechariah Chapter 14, this festival lasted for eighteen days at its first celebration so as to allow for both the calendrical and astronomically correct passing of the month of Tishri.  These eighteen days included two days of preparation halfway through as declared by Judas Maccabeus, with the other days reflecting the designated amount of time spent on similar activities by Moses, Zerubbabel, Hezekiah, and Solomon.  FTP, name this Jewish holiday, commemorating the dedication of the Temple and often falling in December.

8.) His growing fame so offends Bump Baily that he cracks Bump’s skull against a wall, causing his death.  This man then seeks to move in on Bump's girlfriend Memo Paris, though on their first date he crashes into a ditch.  This actually went better than his meeting fourteen years before with Harriet Bird, who shoots him when he promises to become "the greatest in the game."  Iris Lemon is another woman in his life; she announces her pregnancy during a game he had pledged to throw so he could marry Memo.  FTP, name this New York Knights' star from Bernard Malamud's The Natural.

9.) This Supreme Court case was was unusual in that the writer, who was anonymous, stipulated that the decision could probably not be cited as precedent for any future cases. Justices Scalia, Thomas, and Rhenquist filed a concurring opinion while four other Justices filed dissenting opinions, leaving Justices Kennedy and O’Connor as the only possible writers of the per curiam decision.  FTP name this controversial case, decided four days after an equally controversial injunction stopping the ballot counting in Florida.

10.) This man's parents changed his name from Kusnasosro after a series of illnesses in his childhood.  During World War II he became a propagandist for the Japanese, and under them he definied the Pantjasila, or basic doctrines of the state as he saw it.  After Japan fell, he was kidnapped by students who persuaded him to declare his nation's independence from the Dutch.  He was deposed by Suharto in 1967.  FTP, name this first President of Indonesia and father of the current leader.





Answer:	Sukarno





11.) This man's publications included What is Life?, a philosophical text which sought to show the applications of his work to genetics.  The only son of well-educated parents, his father owned an oil cloth factory and was an amateur botanist.  He served as an artillery officer on the Italian front in WWI, and replaced Max Planck at the University of Berlin in 1927, where he remained until 1933.  He fled to Oxford due to the Nazi regime, and within a week learned that he and Paul Dirac had won the Nobel Prize for work in wave mechanics.  FTP, name this scientist whose equation is the basis of quantum mechanics.

12.) Charles Cooper sculpted an eight-foot bronze statue of him which stands in Talcott, West Virginia.  The oldest known manuscript which tells his story, found at the University of North Carolina, claims that his wife Pollie Ann wore blue to his funeral, and his captain gave him fifty dollars for the work which killed him, but there was nothing about being a small boy sitting on his mammy's knee.  FTP, name this "steel-driving man" of American folklore.

13.) This river, known to the ancient Greeks as Borysthenes, rises in a peat bog in the Valdai Hills before passing through Smolensk and into Belarus as it travels south.  It continues southeast through the Ukraine, turning south and then west again before ending near Odessa.  One of the longest rivers of Europe, it is also the main river of the Ukraine and is now navigable for virtually its entire length.  FTP, what is this river that empties into the Black Sea?

14.) More recent works in this form include Taking Tiger Mountain by  Strategy and The Red Detachment of Women, part of the “eight model plays.”  The music is only one component, and is often less important than other elements, such as stylized movement, long spoken passages, and acrobatic combat.  Variants include yueh chu, which is more realistic in voice and scenery, and P’ing Hsi, which is sung in Mandarin.  FTP, name this form of Chinese theatre.

15.) Strepsiades is being bankrupted by his son Pheidippides's penchant for horses and sends him to be educated. FTP, this describes what Aristophanes comedy, named for the "gods" Socrates's head is in in his first appearance?

16.) First published in an 1892 issue of the periodical The Youth's Companion, a dispute arose over whether it was created by one of  the magazine's editors, James Upham, or the man eventually credited.  The words "United States of America" were added in 1924, 18 years before it was officially recognized by the U.S. government.  It made its first public appearance in New York City's three-day Columbus Day celebration, and until World War II it was accompanied by a gesture similar to the Nazi salute.  FTP, name this statement written by Francis Bellamy made controversial by another addition to its words in 1954.

17.) In southeast Asia, doxycycline works, but it may not work in other parts of the world, so doctors will prescribe mefloquin which has been known to cause side effects ranging from intense dreams to psychotic episodes in a significant portion of the people who take it.  Before the plasmodium developed resistence, the U.N. had made progress towards eliminating this blood parasite using medicine made from the bark of a South American tree.  FTP, Name this disease which was traditionally treated with quinine and spread by mosquitoes belonging to genus Anopheles.

18.) Don Leo XII Loayza gives this novel's male protagonist a job with the River Company of the Caribbean, of which he becomes president.  The chief female character goes to live on a ranch with her cousin Hildebranda after learning of her husband's affair with Barbara Lynch.  That husband, Dr. Urbino, dies almost 52 years after his wife first met the male protagonist, who immediately professes his undying love for her.  FTP, name this work of Gabriel Garcia Marquez which ends with Florentino Ariza and Fermina Daza on a ship unable to dock due to a supposed disease on board.

19.) His body may be buried in Braunschweig alongside those of his parents, and there may be a statue erected in his honor across the square from the cathedral, but his heart belongs to and is buried in Goslar in the lower levels of the imperial palace. Considered a great promoter of the sciences, he was born in 1220 and raised in Palermo. He learned several languages and his love of learning inspired him to found the University of Neapel. FTP, name this Holy Roman Emperor who negotiated the return of Jerusalem to the Crusaders with al-Kamil.��Answer:	Frederick II (accept Frederick VI of Swabia)





20.) On the left side of the painting we see the artist himself looking at his easel while on the right is a small girl with her foot resting on a dog. Next to the girl is a female dwarf. Dwarves were common in its artist’s works since King Philip IV kept them around the palace mostly as entertainers. Reflected in the mirror near the middle of the painting are King Philip and his wife, the parents of the child in the center, the infanta Margarita, another common figure in the artist's work. FTP name this 1656 work by Velázquez sometimes known as The Family of Philip IV.
