3.) First reported in a 1756 publication called "A Tract About Some Properties of Common Water," this effect that allows fire walkers to walk over coals, and Jearl Walker to stick his wet hand into a vat of boiling water.  In it, a vapor layer forms underneath a drop of liquid, insulating it from the heat of the griddle and dramatically slowing the transfer of heat. This phenomenon is called "film boiling". FTP, name this effect leadexplains why droplets of water last longer on a very hot griddle than on a cooler one.
