1.) In religion, they revered the wali Haci Bektash, and promoted the Sufi order which he founded.  This may be because the acceptance of other religions by that order provided an outlet for their origins as Christian peasants in the Balkans.  Their end came in the Auspicious Incident in 1826 when Mahmud II ordered the bombardment of their barracks after they rose in revolt against the formation of a new, Westernized army.  FTP, name these slave soldiers of the Ottoman Empire.

2.) In his work On the Sphere and Cylinder, he proved both that the surface area of a sphere is four times the radius of its greatest circle and that the volume of a sphere is two thirds that of the cylinder in which it is inscribed, discoveries in which this man took such pride that he asked his tombstone be marked with a sphere inside a cylinder.  His death came when the troops of Marcus Claudius Marcellus sacked the city where this man had been brought by King Hieron II, Syracuse.  FTP, name this man who discovered a namesake principle using Hieron II's crown.

3.) Exiled to a fictitious island of primeval elemental magic, this magician and his daughter have not seen another human being for twelve years. A former nobleman, his love for his daughter causes this man to force her suitor, Alonso, into the position of a slave, mirroring the roles played by an airey spirit and an earthly devil. The killer of Sycorax and enslaver of Caliban and Ariel, FTP name this man, the father of Miranda, the sorceror in Shakespeare’s The Tempest.

4.) During his rookie season, this man's teammates nicknamed him "Casseau" after the carton used to serve his favorite food, French fries.  In 1995, he was traded along with Mike Keane for Jocelyn Thibault, Martin Rucinsky, and Andrei Kovalenko from Montreal Canadians, who had drafted him in 1984. With 516 wins and 61 shutouts through the 2001-2002 season, he is the winningest goalie of all time and the only one to start 1000 games. FTP, name this goalie for the Colorado Avalanche.

5.) A circular piece of clay 6 1/2 inches in diameter, it is famous primarily for the writing covering both of its sides, which spirals clockwise from the edge to the center.  Like Linear A, the script, containing 45 characters, is unknown and has not yet been deciphered.  However, because the artifact dates back to 1700 B.C. and the symbols were entered using stamps, it is by far the oldest printed document ever discovered.  FTP name this artifact, a disk named after the Minoan palace it was found in.

6.) While in Greenwich Village, he married a Jewish woman named Hettie Cohen, though he divorced her when he joined the Black Panthers and changed his name from LeRoi Jones.  He won an Obie Award for his 1964 play Dutchman, but at the 2002 Dodge Poetry Festival he angered many with his poem "Somebody Blew Up America," which included lines suggesting Jews knew about the World Trade Center bombing.  FTP, name this man who remains under pressure to resign as New Jersey's poet laureate.

7.) Discovered in 1840 by a Swiss born Russian chemist, this law is a natural consequence of the conservation of energy.  It is also a consequence of the definition of enthalpy as a state function.  Because state functions only depend on initial reactants and final components, the path taken during a chemical reaction has no effect on the change in enthalpy.  For 10 points, name this old thermodynamic relation, stating that A ->B ->C has the same change in energy as A ->D ->C.

8.) Developed from the curtal and further developed by Heckel, it featured only 4 keys until the 18th century, when the standard form became that of Frenchman Jean-Louis Savary.  Although often associated with baroque music, it also features prominently in the Witches’ Sabbath section of Symphonie Fantastique, and an unnaturally high solo in The Rite of Spring led to a famous outburst.  FTP, name this double reed instrument, the grandfather in Peter and the Wolf.

9.) During his later years, his advrsary Shriv'kala forced him to advance the career of a guard named Durla, who became first Minister of the Interior and then Prime Minister, a post which this man had served in between the assassination of Emperor Cartagia and his own accession.  That accession had been foretold by prophecy, as was the unexpected rise of his former aide Vir Cotto after the series ended.  FTP, name this Centauri ambassador to Babylon 5 who committed war crimes in the assault on the Narn homeworld.

10.) Because her mother mistakenly believed she suffered from a heart condition, she was forced to stay home and write, and at age nine her short story "Come Again Tomorrow" was published by the newspaper Forum.  She put her own experiences into a character named Helen in the novel The Lying Days, while the love affair of Ann and Boaz Davis, one Jew and one African, was chronicled in Occasion For Loving, which criticized apartheid.  FTP, name this South African winner of the 1991 Nobel Prize for Literature.

11.) His business cards said he was a furniture dealer, however he started his career in the brothel business. He left school in the sixth grade to join Johnny Torrio's James Street Boys gang and later led the Five Points Gang. His wealth and territories grew immensely during prohibition, and by 1927 he was worth approximately $100 million. He planned ruthless killings of rivals and rival gangs, including the famed St. Valentine's Day Massacre, but in 1931 the federal government convicted him of tax evasion and he was sent to Alcatraz. FTP, name this crime Czar of Chicago, nicknamed Scarface.

12.) The over 300 non-standard forms of these compounds include some which contain Selenium and are found in cells performing a variety of functions, but unlike the standard forms, they do not form more complex molecules.  Some produce creatine, which has been used to treat Lou Gehrig's disease in mice.  While ruminants can synthesize all the required ones, monogastric animals cannot and so must either eat a combination of legumes and grains, or consume meat.  FTP- name these biochemicals, the building blocks of proteins.

13.) In Thai folklore, when this Hindu god was given his new head after having his old one burned to ashes, humans laughed at him instead of worshipping him.  When he complained to his father, he made him the god of wisdom, prudence, learning and being the ‘remover of obstacles’ so that people would have to pray to him before they started any new endeavor.  FTP, Name this son of Shiva whose mount is a rat and whose elephant head only had one tusk.

14.) After this man was drafted into the army, Mittelstaedt arranged to be placed in charge of his training unit, where he berated him for pressuring his late friend Joseph Boehm to enlist.  Earlier, the narrator and his friends had recieved a letter from this man in which he called them "Iron Youth," which causes characters like Leer, Mueller, and Detering to realize how much they hate their former schoolmaster.  FTP, name this symbol of traditional authority in Erich Maria Remarque's All Quiet on the Western Front.

15.) In 1934, this city got the only steam-driven power plant in Israel, and in 1959 became the home to that nation's only subway system, the Carmelit.  Located on the slopes of Mt. Carmel, it is home to the Israel Institute of Technology, or Technion, as well as a namesale university.  Attractions include the Persian Gardens, home to the tomb of Abd al-Baha', whose Ba'hai religion is headquartered here.  Its mayor, Amram Mitzna, was the Labor party's nominee for Prime Minister in 2003.  FTP, name this third largest city in Israel, its chief port.

16.) He was the thirteenth child of a long established English potting family, and after his father's death worked in the family business at Churchyard Works in Burslem. While at Staffordhire, he invented an improved green glaze which allowed him to go into business for himself.  Beginning with the Ivy House factory, his business expanded after he gained the patronage of Queen Charlotte.  FTP, name this 18th-century potter famous for Queen's Ware and creamware.

17.) As a result of this war, the law was changed so that all members of colonial militias were requried to own flintlock rifles.  In one incident, colonists provided weapons to the Aquinnah, who agrees to serve in a defensive capacity.  It began following the execution of Tobias, Mattashunnamo, the latter's son for the murder of Christian Native American John Sassamon.  There followed a Wampanoag War Council at Mt. Hope, which led to the attack of Swansee in June 1675.  FTP, name this war which killed a higher percentage of the White American population than any other, name for the Wampanoag chief.

18.) He crossed the chain of shoals between the Gulf of Mannar and the Palk Strait so as to reach the Sri Lankan mountain where he stood on one foot and repented for 1000 years.  He is the only figure wearing clothes in Bosch's The Garden of Earthly Delights, and Michelangelo painted him twice in the Sistine Chapel.  He lived to be 930 years, though one of his sons, Seth, barely survived him.  In Islam, he is the first Prophet.  His legendary first wife became a mother of demons.  FTP, name this father of Cain and Abel.

19.) Each charged type of these particles has an associated neutral partner, and none of this class interacts via the strong nuclear force.  Conservation of the total number of these particles in any particle reaction seems to hold to the level of one reaction in a million.  This class of fermions includes the tau particle and the muon (MYOU-on).  For 10 points, name this class of particles - also including the electron - that, unlike hadrons, consists of fundamental particles.
