Iin Hindu myth, they are part human and are considered bringers of fertility.  It is also believed that these snake people live in underground palaces in the city of Bhogavati.  In Malay myths, they are thought to be many-headed sea dragons of enormous size while in Thailand they decorate temples for protection. 2.) Buffalo Bill Cody and Wild Bill Hickock were both employees of this institution, the brainchild of William H. Russell supported by his firm of Russell, Majors, and Waddell.  Its five dollar fee was a hefty sum in 1860; however, its service was nearly three times faster than alternatives.  There were 157 stations along its 1,800 mile route which could be crossed in seven days.  Despite this, it folded after only nineteen months of operation. FTP, name this Iranian film which won the Golden Prize at the 1997 Venice Film Festival and shares its name with the third part of Ingmar Bergman's Faith trilogy.

7.) It is currently the poorest country in Europe and leads the continent in human organ sellers and women lured into slavery. In 1992 peacekeepers had to be sent into the country when fighting broke out in the Trans-Dnestr province, which was trying to seceede. The province, which has since been granted autonomy, contained the country’s only steel factory and a huge stockpile of Soviet weapons, leftover from its days as a part of the Soviet Union. After breaking off from the USSR the country toyed with the idea of unifying with neighboring, and considerably less poor, Romania, but this idea was rejected in a national referendum. 8.) Vending machines use these to determine what type of coin has been inserted by rolling it past a small magnetic field inside.  The coin slows down slightly; sensors measure the coin’s speed after passing through the field and compare it to expected values.  Changing magnetic flux induces a small voltage between the edges of the coin, causing the free electrons inside to move.  This produces a force opposing velocity due to Lenz’s Law.  FTP, name these tiny circulating currents that form from this change of flux, which have nothing to do with a goalie named Belfour or a comedian named Murphy.

She has a lesbian affair with Winifred Inger, a fellow teacher, and has an affair with Anton Skrebensky before finally rejecting him.  FTP name this novel about the Brangwen family, continued later in Women in Love, also written by D.H. Lawrence.

After Philip II of Macedon captured it in the Battle of Chaeronia, it was destroyed as punishment for an uprising.
