1.) Name these film theory terms, FTPE.





A.	Laura Mulvey’s essay “Visual Pleasure and Narrative Cinema” noted that classic Hollywood filmmaking technique aligns the viewer with the point of view of the film’s hero. This leads to her conclusion that the camera in such films exemplifies this masculine way of seeing.





Answer:	male gaze





B.	In this stylistic structure of narrative film construction that was developed during the classic Hollywood period, characters were displayed realistically and with a progressive character arc, the story was told linearly with clear dramatic arc, and every effort was made to preserve a sense of spatial and temporal continuity.

C.	In this early Russian film “experiment,” a single shot of a famous Russian actor was edited together with shots of a bowl of soup, a girl, a teddy bear, and a child's coffin. Viewers felt that the shots of the actor conveyed different emotions, though each time it was in fact the same shot.

Answer:	Heart of Atlanta Motel v. United States





C.	In this 1995 case, the Supreme Court signaled an antifederalist revival when it found that guns near schools do not substantially affect interstate commerce and cannot be regulated by Congress under its commerce power.





Answer:	United States v. Lopez
