Their purpose was to assure a stable and sufficient supply for domestic use; the 1815 version was designed to prevent an agricultural depression after the Napoleonic Wars.  FTP, what are these often cruel regulations tightly restricting the import and export of grain?

3.) The ideals of this group appear in this quote, discovered on its website: “Be thy Mind opened unto the Higher, / Be thy Heart a Center of Light, / Be thy Body a Temple of the Rosy Cross.” Based on Judeo-Christian, Masonic, Rosicrucian, Greek and Gnostic traditions, this still-existing organization was founded in England in 1888 by William Wynn Wescott and Samuel Liddell McGregor Mathers. 4.) Early in her career she often worked as Ted Shawn's partner, and became the co-star of "Xochtil," his famous duet about an Indian girl and an Aztec emperor. She soon started her own ballet company and starred along with her students in “The Flute of Krishna.” After a trip to the American Southwest in 1931 she became interested in doing American History themes such as “Primitive Mysteries” and her solo piece “Frontier.” FTP name this dancer and choreagrapher, perhaps most famous for her choreagraphy in “Appalachian Spring.”

5.) Its first governor was Miles Macdonnell, and its official name was Assiniboia after one of the river valleys where it was located.  Its founder was Thomas Douglas, 5th Earl of Selkirk.  After its inhabitants fell victim to the Seven Oaks Massacre at the hands of rival fur traders, Selkirk re-established it and it was ruled by his family until 1836, when Hudson's Bay Company purchased it.  FTP, name this colony, named for a river in Manitoba.

This native of Essaka in the Ibo region of the Kingdom of Benin publicly advertised the case of the Zong, a slave ship whose owners had thrown 132 slaves overboard and claimed insurance on the loss. He himself had previously been a slave of Michael Pascal, with whom he saw the siege of Ft. Louisburg, and of Robert King, a Quaker slave trader from whom he purchased his freedom. FTP, name this writer famous for his memoirs of slavery.

7.) Perhaps the most straightforward way to derive this law analytically is to use solid angles, or steradians, to determine the angle that an area element delta A is subtended by a charge.  Michael Faraday was the first to verify is experimentally with his famous ice pail experiment, which showed that the electric field inside any hollow conductor is equal to zero and proved the validity of the inverse-square rule for electric force, which are key concepts to fully understanding this law.  FTP, name this Maxwell’s Equation which states the net flux through any closed surface surrounding a point charge is given by the expression q over epsilon zero.

In February of 1907 he published an article entitled “Sentiments filiaux d’un parricide” in which he discussed memory and guilt, which would be important in his most famous work, which also sought to prove a point he argues in the essay "Against Sainte-Beuve," that any work of literature can be understood by knowing the author's biography.  FTP, name this author of Remembrance of Things Past.��Answer:	Marcel Proust �


11.) Backwoods folklore would have you believe the males of these animals fertilize the female by depositing his sperm in her nostrils.  Members of the Didelphidae family, they range from Puget Sound to Argentina and have a core body temperature that is too low for the rabies virus to survive.  One species, the carniverous yapok, lives a semi-aquatic life.  None live in areas that are dry and treeless, as they prefer an arboreal existence.  They also possess an opposable toe on their hind feet and can easily hang upside down.  FTP- name only marsupial found north of Mexico.

FTP, name this friend of Gilgamesh in Sumerian epic.

Along with John Muir, and Audobon, he is considered to be one of the fathers of wildlife conservation in America. FTP, Name this former University of Wisconsin Game Management chair who put forth this controversial idea in his 1948 A Sand County Almanac.

FTP, name this quarterback for 17 years with the Baltimore Colts.

A tradition in Vienna that it had been composed in an arbor led to a less familiar nickname, the “Arbor Sonata.”  Another legend associated with it is that The Beatles’ song “Because” is this piece played backward, when actually it was only inspired by the chord progression.  Dedicated to Giulietta Guicciardi, its nickname was given by a publisher who took it from poet Ludwig Rellstab.  FTP, name this Beethoven piano sonata, whose name comes from its association with a boat on Lake Lucerne illuminated by a celestial object.

17.) The first ruler of this empire to issue coinage was Vima Takto, son of Kujula Kadphises, who had been the first to unite the Yueh-chih principalities.  Later rulers included Vasudeva, who revered Shiva, Hunishka, and Kansihka, who despite his religious pluralism has gone down in the Buddhist tradition as the ideal Buddhist ruler after Ashoka.  Today it is famous for its Gandhara school of art.  FTP, name this Silk Road empire which protected the trade route between the Roman Empire and Han China.

19.) Tetramethyl silane is useful in this process because carbon is more electronegative than silicone, resulting in the electron cloud shifting away from the central atom.  That is unique among organic molecules, and results in extreme magnetic behavior.  This makes it a useful standard for this process, in which organic molecules of unknown structure are spun in a known magnetic field.  FTP, name this identifying process, which makes use of the smallest atom to determine large molecular structures.
