Containing famous arguments that causation is nothing more than constant conjunction and that there is no justification for induction, it was this extreme presentation of Empricism that Kant rejected so forcefully. 7.) This man, who was born is the same hour as the maternal great-grandfather for whom he was named died, kept a pet alligator in the East Room of the White House. As Secretary of State he signed a treaty stating that the U.S. would never claim Texas, and when he died he was arguing against presenting swords to generals from the Mexican War, which he opposed in Congress.
