10. They come in two main types, inverting and noninverting, and can easily be cascaded to form summing or difference ones by adding extra inputs sources to the circuit.  Ideal ones contain two basic properties: that no current flows into either terminal, and that both terminals remain at the same potential with respect to ground.  In the real world, however, these devices have several key limitations such as saturation and slew rate.  FTP, name these common circuit components denoted as large sideways triangles on circuit diagrams, which utilize external sources to amplify signals.

It produced the world’s first jet engine in 1943, but in 1965, the company decided to cease airplane parts production and divert its efforts towards its most well known product, cars.  FTP, name this Munich-based car company whose Z3 model is James Bond’s favorite.
