TOSSUPS:

TOSSUP 1: In this poem, the pastoral narration of the “uncouth swain” is twice interrupted, first by Phoebus, who claims fame can only be found in heaven, and later by St. Peter who famously attacks contemporary Anglican pastors as “blind mouths” who “rot inwardly, and foul contagion spread.” It is the source of the line “Look homeward Angel” but is more famous for its opening lines, “Yet once more, O ye laurels, and once more/ Ye Myrtles brown, with Ivy never-sear”.FTP, name this elegy on the death of Cambridge classmate Edward King written in 1637 by John Milton.

ANSWER: Lycidas
TOSSUP 2:  In agriculture they are used for such purposes as delaying aging of the skin in navel oranges, making celery stalks crisper and longer, and producing seedless grapes. Discovered by E. Kurosawa in 1926 during his investigation of a fungus that caused “foolish seedling disease” in rice plants, they can help dwarf plants grow to normal size. FTP, what class of plant hormones increases fruit size, induces flowering, and most notably, stimulates stem growth and elongation.

ANSWER: gibberellins
TOSSUP 3: Teddy Roosevelt climbed this mountain when he was 22, but it was first conquered only sixteen years earlier on July 14th, 1865 by Edward Whymper. This 4,478 meter peak isn’t even the tallest in its mountain range, as it is shorter than Monte Rosa and Mont Blanc. Located six miles southwest of the village of Zermatt, and known as Monte Cervino in Italian and Mont Cervin in French, FTP, which mountain in the Alps derives its fame from its appearance as an impenetrable horn.

ANSWER: The Matterhorn (accept early Mt. Cervin or Mt. Cervino)

TOSSUP 4:  He served as a Lieutenant Colonel during World War I, and shortly before the 1918 armistice he was named an Officer of the Legion of Honor.  Years earlier, however, Hubert Henry had left his life in shambles and brought his name into scandal; an investigation by Georges Picquart revealed that real author of the memorandum that incriminated him was Ferdinand Esterhazy.  FTP, identify this Jewish officer in the French army who was accused of treason and sent to prison at Devil’s Island.

 ANSWER: Alfred Dreyfus
TOSSUP 5:  He discusses how enterprise falls into a loss after the margin reaches the second break even point.  Every day he thanks Jesus Christ for his God-given abilities and enthusiastically goes to work, even after his knee is injured by a run-in with a mail cart.  Whether he is celebrating Ken’s birthday, monitoring Doug’s phone calls, saying hello to Janice, or reminding Mitch that break was over 15 minutes ago, he is an authoritative presence at work.  Employed by Ron Felcher of Felcher & Sons, FTP, who is this Reebok character known as the “Office Linebacker.”

ANSWER: Terry Tate (Prompt on early “Office Linebacker”)
TOSSUP 6:  It begins to rise at the junction of the Kidron and Hinnom Valleys and reaches a peak of 777 meters near the Damascus Gate. It was supposedly at its foot that Jacob had his famous dream, and its summit was called the Foundation Stone because it was the symbolic base for God’s creation of the world. However, it is most famous for an event from Genesis 22 called the “Akeda”, or “binding”. FTP, what mount was the site of both Abraham’s aborted sacrifice of Isaac and the two Jewish temples. 

ANSWER: Mount Moriah (prompt on Temple Mount)

TOSSUP 7: Phrases introduced used in this book include “screwing the pooch”, “spam in a can”, and the exclamation “Please God, don’t let me fuck up.” Chapter 3 postulates a theory about how 1960s commercial airline pilots all acquired a West Virginia drawl, and the mysterious Integral from Zamyatin’s “We” is used to symbolize the Chief Designer of the Russian space program. The plot is interwoven with anecdotes about Pete Conrad, Deke Slayton, Scott Carpenter, Chuck Yeager, and John Glenn, who all had the title characteristic. FTP, name this work about the early U.S. space program by Tom Wolfe. 

ANSWER: The Right Stuff
TOSSUP 8:  Given a professorship at King’s College Aberdeen after publishing only one paper, this philosopher was an integral figure inthe Scotish Enlightenment.  While his Essays on the Active Powers of Man, focused more on ethics and the nature of human agency, his Inquiry into the Human Mind on the Principles of Common Sense focused on epistemology and the characteristics of sensory perception.   FTP, name this18th century philosopher, one of the founders of the “common sense” school of philosophy and opponent of Locke and Hume.

ANSWER: Thomas Reid
TOSSUP 9: The title character ridicules an elderly nobleman that has just been arrested, inspiring that prisoner, Monterone, to curse him and his  master. The curse is tragically fulfilled when he hears the opera’s most famous aria being sung by the Duke of Mantua, whose death he had ordered, and realizes that the assassin Sparafucile has killed his daughter Gilda instead.  FTP, “La donna e mobile” is from this Verdi opera about a hunchbacked jester.

ANSWER: Rigoletto
TOSSUP 10: Asset markets are perfectly competitive and efficient, investors are rational mean-variance optimizers, and all investors have the same expectations about future cash flows. An essential component of portfolio theory, this model states that since idiosyncratic risk can be diversified away, investors will only require more return for market risk or “Beta”, thus expected return on an asset equals the risk-free rate plus “Beta” times the risk premium. FTP, what financial model earned Harry Markowitz, William Sharpe, and Merton Miller the 1990 Nobel Prize in Economics.

ANSWER: Capital Asset Pricing Model (known as CAPM [pronounced Cap-EM])

TOSSUP 11: Because of its illustrations of mob psychology in action, as well as the observation that many in the general public responded by saying the victims deserved to die because of their long hair, dirty clothes, and bare feet, the event has became a popular case study for social psychologists.  In 1990, Allison Krause, Jeffrey Miller, Sandra Scheuer, and William Schroeder were posthumously honored with a memorial and the establishment of scholarships bearing their names.  FTP, name this 1970 tragedy where members of the National Guard shot into a crowd of protestors and killed four students at an eponymous Ohio university.

ANSWER: Kent State Massacre

TOSSUP 12: She volunteered in the Refugee Relief Movement as a small child, and at age eight became a member of the Apprentice Legislature. Born with the surname Naberrie, she adopted her more famous name when she was elected queen at age fourteen. Captain Panaka is her royal bodyguard, Ric Olie is the pilot of her royal ship, and Sache, Yane, Rabe, Sabe and Eirtae are her handmaidens. FTP, who calls for a Vote of No Confidence in Supreme Chancellor Valorum, is queen and senator of the Naboo, and is mother of Luke and Leia. 

ANSWER: Padme Amidala (accept early Naberrie)

TOSSUP 13:   They can be described using a scalar displacement potential, and their speed depends on the bulk modulus. They have a shadow zone beginning around 105 degrees, and they reappear at 140 degrees due to I and K phases traveling through the core. These longitudinal waves typically move nearly twice as fast as the other type of body wave. FTP, name these seismic waves, the first to arrive.

ANSWER: Primary waves

TOSSUP 14:  He was born in Poland in 1946, but immigrated to Israel and then the United States where he studied architecture at Cooper Union. A postmodernist extension of the Victoria and Albert Museum in London called “The Spiral”, as well as the Jewish Museum in Berlin are his most well-known designs, but he has recently defeated the THINK team in a contest for a more ambitious project. FTP, a memorial 30-feet underground, a symbolic 1,776 foot tower, and the Gardens of the World are all part of what architect’s plans for rebuilding the World Trade Center. 

ANSWER: Daniel Liebeskin
TOSSUP 15:  In 1931, Dirac showed that their existence would explain the quantization of charge, but they are more famous for the many explanations of their impossibility.  If they exist, as some grand unified theories seem to inply, Maxwell’s equations would be invalid, since they violate his law that the divergence of magnetic field always equals zero. FTP identify these hypothetical particles which carry either a positive or negative magnetic “charge” but not both.

ANSWER: Magnetic Monopoles

TOSSUP 16: According to Plutarch’s Life of Lysander, the Spartans decided to spare Athens from complete destruction after hearing the opening chorus from this playwright’s version of Electra.  Others weren’t as kind: in The Birth of Tragedy, Nietzsche blames him for the death of tragedy, and in The Frogs,  Aristophanes describes how he loses an underworld drama contest with Aeschylus.  FTP, name this author of Cyclops, the only surviving satyr play, most famous for the tragedies Andromache and Medea. 

ANSWER: Euripides
TOSSUP 17: Today, these treaties would be called the Treaties of Sovetsk since that is now the name of the city in the Kalingrad province where they were signed. Under them, the Grand Duchy of Warsaw was set up as a puppet state and Prussia was occupied by French troops until a large indemnity was paid; they were signedfollowing  the Russian defeat at Friedland. Most famous for the signing ceremony in the middle of the Neman River, FTP, what is this set of 1807 treaties between Alexander I of Russia and Napoleon.

ANSWER: Treaties of Tilsit
TOSSUP 18: His doctorate was the first granted by Yale for engineering, and in 1866 he received a patent for an improved type of railroad brake. Largely unnoticed by the scientific community until the 20th century, his paper “On the Equilibrium of Heterogeneous Substances” contains a description of his phase rule, but he is more famous for his work in thermodynamics. FTP, what Yale scientist is most famous for his eponymous “free energy”. 

ANSWER: Josiah Willard Gibbs
TOSSUP 19:  The magnificent Doric temple surrounding it was designed by the architect Libon. None of its numerous copies survive, and the original was transported to Constantinople where it was destroyed in a severe fire in 462 AD. Earlier, Caligula had tried to move it to Rome, but failed when the scaffolding surrounding its 40-foot high structure collapsed. In its right hand was an ivory and gold figure of victory, while the left hand held a scepter with an eagle perched on it. FTP, what statue by Phidias showed the God of Olympus and was one of the seven wonders of the ancient world. 

 ANSWER: Statue of Zeus at Olympus

TOSSUP 20:   His translations of Suetonius, Apuleius, and Terence are now standard, but his work on the Rubaiyat of Omar Khayyam aroused controversy for announcing Khayyam to be a devout Sufi. He analyzed the origins of mythology in The White Goddess, and expounded on his experiences in the trenches of World War I in Goodbye To All That. However, he is now most famous for his historical studies of ancient personalities.  FTP, name this author best known for writing about a Byzantine general in Count Belisarius, and a Roman emperor in I, Claudius.

ANSWER: Robert Graves
TOSSUP 21: One of his novellas is an early 20th century version of Jurassic Park. Another is a comic satire describing the transplant of a dog’s brain into a man’s head. Not surprisingly, the author of Fatal Eggs and Heart of A Dog was originally a medical doctor. His most famous novel was banned in the Soviet Union for decades after his death in 1940. FTP, the strange occurrences surrounding the appearance of Azazel, the talking cat Behemoth, and Professor Woland in Moscow can be found in what author’s The Master and Margarita. 

ANSWER: Mikhail Afanasyevich Bulgakov
TOSSUP 22: This thermodynamic cycle, acting on a gas, begins by isentropically compressing the gas.  Heat is then added to the gas at constant pressure, after which the gas does work going through a turbine, and finally heat is removed from the gas, and the cycle repeats.  If the gas, rather than cycling, is released after the turbine, then you have a jet engine.  FTP, what is the name of this cycle, which can also be used for a power plant.

ANSWER: Brayton Cycle

TOSSUP 23: His major work is The Myth of Mental Illness, a book which argues that mental illness differs from organic illness, and should not be considered a real disease.  For this reason, he proposes to eliminate the insanity plea, and believes that people should never be forcibly institutionalized for mental health reasons.  He once said: “Involuntary psychiatry is an enemy of liberty and responsibility.”  FTP, name this author, an Emeritus Professor of Psychiatry at the State University of New York Health Science Center and Adjunct Scholar at the Cato Institute.

ANSWER: Thomas Szasz

BONUS 1: FTPE, name the Socratic (or Platonic, depending on your view of those things) Dialogue from a description:

[10] This dialogue is on epistemology—does man learn new things, or does he simply recollect information that he innately knows?

ANSWER: Meno
[10] In this dialogue, Socrates answers the question: If his death penalty is unjust, why doesn’t he simply leave Athens?

ANSWER: Crito
[10] This dialogue delves into the nature of heroism and is subtitled “Courage.”

ANSWER: Laches
BONUS 2:  30-20-10, Identify the historical figure.

[30] In one of his customary annual poems, he wrote compared his country to a pine tree whose branches would resist the weight of a winter snowfall.

[20] A passionate marine biologist, he built a research laboratory in the Imperial Palace and was an expert on the taxonomy of jellyfish.

[10] This ruler was stripped of all but his ceremonial powers when Douglas MacArthur and the U.S. stepped in to rebuild Japan after World War II.

ANSWER: Emperor Hirohito
BONUS 3: Artistic movement from members FTP each: 

[10] Pontormo, Parmigianino

ANSWER: Mannerism
[10] Jean Arp, Tristan Tzara

ANSWER: Dadaism

[10] Mark Rothko, Willem de Kooning

ANSWER: Abstract Expressionism 

BONUS 4: Answer the following about a disease FTP each.

[10] In this condition, the kidneys are unable to retain water properly, resulting in excessive thirst and the production of large amounts of dilute urine.

ANSWER: diabetes insipidus (accept “DI,” do not accept or prompt on “diabetes”).

[10] Diabetes insipidus generally involves a failure of the body to produce or respond to this hormone, which promotes water reabsorption in the kidneys.

ANSWER: Antidiuretic Hormone or ADH or vasopressin
[10] This variety of diabetes insipidus involves a defect in the kidneys that prevents them from properly responding to ADH.

ANSWER: Nephrogenic diabetes insipidus

BONUS 5: FTSNOP, answer these questions about pro football– 1920’s style.

[10] The NFL was known as this when it was formed in 1920.  

ANSWER: APFA of American Professional Football Association

[10] This was the first powerhouse team, winning back-to-back titles in 1922 and 1923.  However, financial troubles forced a complicated move/merger to Cleveland the next year, and after a few uncertain years shuttling between Cleveland and their old home, they ceased to exist after 1927.

ANSWER:  Canton Bulldogs (accept either)

[5,5] FFPE, these two teams are the only ones from the NFL’s inaugural season, to exist today in any form.  One team has twice three-peated the NFL champoinship, while the other has a history of futility matched only by the temperatures of its current home.

ANSWER: Green Bay Packers (accept either) and Cardinals (accept Chicago, St. Louis, Phoenix, and Arizona as place names)

BONUS 7:  How well do you know the major characteristics a probability distribution?  FTSNOP:

[5] This first-moment characteristic measures the central tendency of the distribution. 

ANSWER: Mean or mu
[5] This second-moment characteristic of a distribution measures the variability around the mean. 

ANSWER: Variance or sigma-squared
[10] This third-moment characteristic measures the level of asymmetry around the mean.

ANSWER: Skewness
[10] This fourth-moment characteristic measures the relative flatness of the distribution.

ANSWER: Kurtosis
BONUS 8: Answer some questions about the election of 1884 FTSNOP. 

[5,5] For five points a piece, who were the Republican and Democratic candidates for president. 

ANSWERS: James G. Blaine and Grover Cleveland
[10] While Democrats called Blaine, “the Continental Liar from the state of Maine”, his supporters called him by this two word moniker. 

ANSWER: the Plumed Knight
[10] After a Presbyterian minister accused the Democratic Party of representing these three principles, Blaine lost the election.

ANSWERS: “Rum, Romanism, and Rebellion” 

BONUS 9: Name the poem for 15 points from lines, 5 if you need the author.

[15] “Hail to thee, blithe Spirit! / Bird thou never wert, / That from Heaven, or near it, / Pourest thy full heart / In profuse strains of unpremeditated art.”

[5] Percy Bysshe Shelley. 

ANSWER: “To a Skylark”
[15] “He who, from zone to zone, / Guides through the boundless sky thy certain flight, / In the long way that I must tread alone, / Will lead my steps aright.”

[5] William Cullen Bryant.

ANSWER: “To a Waterfowl”

BONUS 10:  How much do you know about 2nd amendment jurisprudence, FTPE:

[10] In this famous case, albeit not for second amendment reasons, Chief Justice Taney wrote that, were the court to recognize Negroes as citizens, it would “give to persons of the Negro race…the right…to keep and carry arms wherever they went.”

ANSWER: Dred Scott v. Sandford

[10] This case was the last time the Supreme Court has ruled on a 2nd amendment issue– in 1939.

ANSWER: US v. Miller
[10] In this recent case, a Texas circuit judge struck down part of the Violence Against Women Act on second amendment grounds.

ANSWER: US v. Emerson
BONUS 11: FTSNOP, name these battles from the Hundred Years War

[10] In this 1346 battle, the English took a fortified position upon a hill, and with the aid of their longbowmen, slaughtered nearly 10,000 French cavalry men trying to take the hill.

ANSWER: Battle of Crecy
[5] Henry V’s men, though greatly outnumbered, routed the French army in the freshly plowed fields where this 1415 battle took place.

ANSWER: Battle of Agincourt
[15] The French army recaptured the duchies of Guyenne and Bordeaux in the last major engagement of the war.

ANSWER: Battle of Castillon
BONUS 12:  5-5-10-10, Identify these Gustav Mahler symphonies.

[5] Mahler initially called it “Symphonic Poem in Two Parts” before later releasing it as a symphony and giving it a subtitle referring to a novel by Jean Paul.

 ANSWER: First or Titan Symphony

[5] Mahler’s 8th symphony, it earned this nickname from a concert promoter who was advertising the large number of performers involved in its premiere.

ANSWER: Symphony of a Thousand.

[10] The second of Mahler’s three Wunderhorn symphonies, it has been featured in the Guinness Book of World Records as the world’s longest regularly-programmed symphony.

ANSWER: Third Symphony.

[10] The last of Mahler’s symphonies, it was left incomplete when he died in 1911.

ANSWER: Tenth Symphony

BONUS 15: 30-20-10, name the mythological figure.

[30] His palace, fashioned by Hephaestus, stands on columns of gold and bronze, and has gables of ivory. He is the son of the Titans Hyperion and Thia.

[20] Ever watchful, he supposedly told Hephaestus about the love affair between Ares and Aphrodite, and told Demeter about the kidnapping of her daughter Persephone.

[10] This Greek god, brother of Selene and father of Phaethon, once threatened to go to Hades and “sine among the dead”.  He is the personification of the sun.

ANSWER: Helios or Helius
BONUS 16: FTPE identify these novels by the elder Alexander Dumas.

[10] After being betrayed by his friend Danglars, Edmond Dantes escapes from prison, finds a new fortune and becomes a nobleman, then returns under his new identity to seek revenge.

ANSWER: The Count of Monte Cristo
[10] Isaac Boxtel has his rival Cornelius Van Baerle arrested to win a contest to grow the title flower.  Justice prevails, and Cornelius and his love Rosa win the prize as the flower blooms.

ANSWER: The Black Tulip
[10] Aramis plots to replace King Louis XIV with his mysterious twin brother who has been imprisoned in the Bastille, but this plan conflicts with his ally D’Artangan’s loyalty to the king.

ANSWER: The Man in the Iron Mask
BONUS 17:  How well do you know Egyptian history? Answer some questions about Ancient Egypt 5-10-20-30:

[A] These foreign invaders moved into the north and seized power in the 17th century B.C. They ruled as the 15th dynasty from their capital at Avaris. 

ANSWER: Hyksos (prompt on “Shepherd Kings”)

[B] They attacked the Eastern Mediterranean region in the 13th and 12th centuries B.C. and are responsible for the destruction of the Hittite Empire as well as the decline of the New Kingdom in Egypt. 

ANSWER: Sea Peoples
[C] After Alexander the Great’s death, this general inherited control of  Egypt. 

ANSWER: Ptolemy

[D] This priest of the Ptolemaic era is best known for his Aegyptiaca, a collection of three books of Egyptian history which identified 30 dynasties.

ANSWER: Manetho
BONUS 18: NASA recently announced a major rocket development program, focused on developing rockets far more efficient than our current chemical rockets.  FTPE,

[10] What is the name of this new project?  

ANSWER: Project Prometheus
[10] What sort of propulsion will the new rockets use?

ANSWER: Nuclear Propulsion

[10] Nuclear powered rockets have been suggested in the past—a prior NASA program looked into the feasibility of rockets powered by nuclear bombs.  What was the name of this 1960’s project?

ANSWER: Project Orion
BONUS 19: Identify the concepts from national income accounting FTP each:

[10] It is also called aggregate demand and consists of the goods and services produced inside a country’s borders.

ANSWER: Gross Domestic Product or GDP
[10] It equals exports minus imports plus net factor payments.

ANSWER: Current Account (Do not accept “Trade Gap”)

[10] It equals GDP minus taxes and measures the income that the private sector has left over after paying taxes. 

ANSWER: Disposable Income
BONUS 20: FTSNOP answer the following:

[10] In this play Tom Wingfield works at a shoe warehouse to support his family and tries to find a suitor for his sister Laura, who spends her time with her collection of fragile animal figurines.

ANSWER: The Glass Menagerie
[5] Name the author of The Glass Menagerie.

ANSWER: Tennessee Williams
[15] Laura’s crush, Jim O’Conner, gave her this nickname in high school.  Symbolic of her strange beauty, it came when Jim misheard her telling him the name of a lung illness she had then.

ANSWER: “Blue Roses” (the condition she had was “pleurosis”).

BONUS 21: How well do you really know Norse myth? FTSNOP, answer these questions about relatives of Loki. 

[5,5] Although Loki had a wife, he also had 3 terrible children by a giantess. For five points each, identify both the wife and the giantess. 

ANSWERS: Sigyn and Angerboda
[10] All or nothing, who were the three terrible children of Loki and Angerboda. 

 ANSWERS: Fenris Wolf (or Fenrir), Midgard Serpent (or Jormungand), Hel (or u)

[10]1This stallion sired Odin’s horse Sleipnir with Loki who had turned into a mare.   

ANSWER: Svadilfari
