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Tossups
1. In Revelation 2:20, Jesus refers to this figure’s name when chastising the Church of Thyatira for tolerating a false prophet that drove men to fornicate and commit adultery.  After this figure’s death, only the skull, feet, and palms of the body could be found, as dogs had devoured the rest of the corpse of this mother of Athaliah, Ahaziah, and Joram, whose death by defenestration was ordered by Jehu.  She had Naboth murdered to give her husband his vineyard, and also encouraged the worship of Baal.  FTP, identify this wife of Ahab, whose name has come to refer to any woman of evil character.

ANSWER: Jezebel
2. Formulated in accordance with the principle that neontology should be applied to the study of paleontology, it argues that anagenesis occurs far less often than cladogenesis, that the peripatric variety is the most common form of speciation, and that large and widespread species exist in stasis.  Though it is traditionally contrasted with phyletic gradualism, its ideas are not mutually exclusive to Darwinism.  FTP, name this theory that states that evolution occurs in short bursts with long spaces of time in between, first proposed by Niles Eldridge and Stephen Jay Gould.

ANSWER: punctuated equilibrium
3. He boastfully declared that “learn'd musicians shall, to honour [his] Fame and his name, both set and sing his lyrics” in a series of short personal poems featuring repeated titles like “On Himself” and “Upon Himself.”  Ever the horny bastard, he wrote a set of lustful poems addressed to a woman with the same name as his mother, such as “Cherry-Ripe” and “Upon the Nipples of Julia’s Breast.”  He was somewhat religious, though, as a set of nearly 300 sacred poems, called the Noble Numbers, closes out his 1648 poetry collection, Hesperides.  FTP, name this Cavalier poet and author of “To the Virgins, to Make Much of Time.”

ANSWER: Robert Herrick
4. Her servants betrayed her by killing a puppy and smearing its blood all over her face to implicate her in the disappearance of her son, who was actually found in a stable in the court of Teyrnon, and would return under the name Pryderi.  In the meantime, she spent seven years outside her castle gate forced to carry visitors to the court like a horse.  The horse motif is familiar for her, since it also describes how she attracted her husband, who would replace her betrothed, Gwawl.  FTP, name this woman from Celtic myth who first appeared to her husband Pwyll by riding on a white horse.

ANSWER: Rhiannon
5. They were persuaded by Emperor Leo VI to join a war against the forces of Czar Simeon I, but in response, the Bulgarian czar repelled them with the aid of the Pechenegs, the tribe that had driven them west.  After crossing the Carpathians, they clashed with Berengar of Lombardy, and also overran Moravia, the crowning achievement of their leader, Arpad.  Their efforts at expansion were thwarted by Otto the Great at Lechfeld, and in 1000, Vajk took the crown of their nation after being baptized as Stephen I.  FTP, name this group that settled in present-day Hungary.

ANSWER: Magyars

6. In the less-cited form, it takes into account the tensile stress and modulus of elasticity, while in general it states that stress is directly proportional to strain, with a constant multiple of the shear modulus.  Not true in general anyway, this rough relationship only holds up to the elastic limit, after which its characteristic item is deformed.  FTP, what is this spring law stating that F equals minus k x?

ANSWER: Hooke’s Law

7. In September 2000, this man’s father, who died in 2003, became the source of a minor controversy in the feminist movement by marrying Gloria Steinem, which occurred months after his own marriage to Sibi Blasic.  Early roles include Alexei in 1986’s Anastasia and Ben Harris in Heart of the Country, both TV productions.  More recently, he played Walter Wade Jr. in the reproduction of Shaft and Mandras in Captain Corelli’s Mandolin, though his defining role was as the disturbed yuppie protagonist in an adaptation of a Bret Easton Ellis work.  FTP, name this man, who played Patrick Bateman in American Psycho, and is also the most recent actor to portray Batman on film.

ANSWER: Christian Bale
8. One of the events contributing to his downfall was the discovery of a video tape showing his right hand man, Vladimiro Montesinos, giving a $15,000 bribe to Luis Kouri.  A year after he founded Cambio 90, he ran for office on the strength of the media exposure he received as the host of Getting Together, ultimately succeeding Alan Garcia to the presidency after defeating his electoral opponent, a famous novelist.  In 1992, he placed his nation under emergency rule, suspending Congress and the courts so he could better deal with threats from the Sendero Luminoso and Tupac Amaru guerillas.  FTP, name this son of Japanese immigrants who served from 1990-2000 as president of Peru.

ANSWER: Alberto Fujimori
9. According to regional legends, its namesake valley was created when a holy man named Manjushri used his sword of wisdom to slash through the mountain walls of a lake and drain it.  This city’s tourist district is called Thamel, and its historical landmarks include the Pasupatinath Temple and the Hanuman Dhoka Palace, which is located in Durbar Square.  Primarily populated by the Newaris, this capital has a road named Freak Street, an homage to its time in the 1960’s as a site for hippie pilgrimages to Southeast Asia.  FTP, name this capital city of Nepal.

ANSWER: Kathmandu
10. One of its chapters is a diary entry from the disgruntled author Silas Flannery, who sits behind a spyglass and plots against the protagonist.  The action begins when the protagonist innocently purchases a copy of the novel itself, but instead ends up with several pages of Tazio Bazakbal’s Outside the Town of Malbork.  Narrated predominantly in second person, the story follows the Reader as he seeks to find the rest of the text, with the aid of a fellow reader and soon-to-be love interest, Ludmilla.  FTP, name this intertextuality-filled postmodern novel by Italo Calvino.

ANSWER: If on a Winter’s Night a Traveller
11. Far in the upper right background, a man on a black horse sits in front of a row of houses and looks on towards the masses of white-clad laborers at work in front of him.  The upper left is dominated by a pair of towering haystacks.  However, the focus is on a figure in a brown tunic and blue cap, a figure in the middle wearing pink armbands and a red cap, and a figure on the right wearing light blue with a brown hat.  The two rightmost figures carry burlap sacks to store the sheaves they collect from the harvest.  FTP, identify this painting of three peasant women hunched over and picking wheat, a work by Jean-Francois Millet.

ANSWER: The Gleaners or Les Glaneuses
12. In 1953 it was expounded upon to account for electron-electron repulsion in independently published papers by John Pople and by Robert Parr and Rudolph Pariser, which established the PPP method.  An extended version of this method sought to predict molecular surfaces and conformations by approximating the sigma and pi electronic structures and was devised by Roald Hoffman.  Based on assumptions that the relevant electrons occupy parallel carbon 2p orbitals and that there is no overlap in atomic orbitals, this is, FTP, what molecular orbit theory whose creator also has an eponymous rule for aromaticity linked to the expression 4n+2?

ANSWER: Huckel theory (do NOT accept Debye-Huckel theory, as that is entirely different)
13. The first victim was Edmund Heines, who was shot on the spot because he had been found in bed with another man in his room at the Hanselbauer Hotel.  Father Bernhard Stempfle, Karl Ernst, and Gregor Strasser were among the others who had been marked for death.  This event was publicly announced two weeks later at the Kroll Opera House, where it was given a name referencing a popular patriotic anthem.  Its main lasting effect was the fall of Ernst Rohm and the Sturm Abteilung in favor of the Schutzstaffel.  FTP, name this June 30, 1934 purge of the Nazi party.

ANSWER: Night of the Long Knives or Nacht der Langen Messer or Blood Purge or Reichsmordwoche
14. As this play opens, one of the main characters recalls how he slew Enceladus and how his ship was diverted to the caves of Aetna, where he was forced to become a shepherd.  That shepherd, Silenius, and the chorus, continuously lament their inability to participate in Bacchic revelry.  When a hero arrives on the island, they trade cheese for wine, which is used to get the title character drunk.  Inebriated, the title character carries off Silenius to his cave to rape him, but passes out and finds himself blinded by Odysseus.  FTP, name this only surviving satyr play by Euripides, of which Polyphemus is the one-eyed title character.

ANSWER: The Cyclops or Kyklopes
15. A 1970 essay by Amartya Sen derided the “impossibility” of this man’ brand of liberalism, which claimed that his eponymous principle conflicted with personal liberties by violating individual protected spheres.  He was introduced to economics by Maffeo Pantaleoni, who referred him to Leon Walras, with whom he would lead the Lausanne School.  His early lectures were compiled in Cours d'Economie Politique, but he is better known for Mind and Society.  FTP, name this Italian economist whose namesake optimality describes the best situation that can be achieved without making someone worse off.

ANSWER: Vilfredo Pareto
16. Vernon Reeves and Jean Sammet of Sylvania Electric Products were two of the six members chosen to determine its specifications for the Short Range Committee.  Expressions like “Add X to Y Giving Z” are often cited by critics as examples of its excessive wordiness, while advocates claim that such wording makes understanding commands more intuitive.  Influenced by IBM’s COMTRAN language and Grace Hoppers’ FLOW-MATIC, this is, FTP, what early programming language, intended to function as a universal business language?

ANSWER: COBOL or Common Business-Oriented Language
17. The act that inspired this conflict was the killing of Robert Hen, a servant who was found mortally wounded on Thomas Matthews’ estate, and blamed members of the Doeg clan for his death.  In an attempt to placate the locals, the Long Assembly declared war on hostile natives.  However, the leader of this event issued the inflammatory “Declaration of the People” and waged campaigns against friendly tribes like the Occaneecheee.  Culminating with an attempt to overthrow Governor William Berkeley and the burning of Jamestown, this is, FTP, what 1676 Virginia rebellion originating out of anger against Indian attacks?

ANSWER: Bacon’s rebellion

18. The term for this principle was first coined in the mid 19th Century by Sir William Hamilton as an homage to how effectively its creator used it in arguments.  Formulated as part of its *namesake’s opposition to Aristotelian logic and the scholasticism of Aquinas, it was originally stated as “Pluralitas non est ponenda sine necessitate,” and is also sometimes called the “Principle of Parsimony.”  FTP, name this rule that says the simplest explanation for a phenomenon is most likely the correct one, named for a medieval nominalist.

ANSWER: Occam’s Razor (prompt on “Principle of Parsimony” until the *)

19. As a youth, he left his New England home to escape his highly religious mother and become a sailor in the West Indies.  Deeply affected by a letter in which his mother announced her death, forgave him, and attached a lock of hair, he becomes an alcoholic and is reminded of his loss when he sees a strand of Eva’s hair.  His assistants are Quimbo and Sambo, and his mistress is the mulatto Cassy, whom he seeks to replace by buying Emmeline from Marie St. Clare.  Feared for his brutality and penchant for whippings, this is, FTP, what cruel cotton plantation owner responsible for the fatal beating of his slave, Uncle Tom?

ANSWER: Simon Legree
20. A year before the premier of his Prince Methuselah, he dedicated a series of Centennial dances to the 1876 celebration of American independence.  He wrote the Schiller-inspired dance Be Embraced, Millions for his friend Johannes Brahms and left a single unfinished ballet, Aschenbroedel.  In addition to the Pizzicato and Tristch Trastch polkas, he wrote many dances in 3/4 time, like Wine, Women, and Song, and Tales from the Vienna Woods.  FTP, name this Austrian composer known as the “Waltz King.”

ANSWER: Johann Strauss Jr. or Johann Strauss II (prompt on partial answers)
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1. Identify the following about a sketchy utopian community, FTPE.

(10) Doctrines of “Male Continence” and “Complex Marriage” were among the tenets of this proto-communist society founded in 1848 near Syracuse, New York.

ANSWER: Oneida Community

(10) This man brought followers from Putney, Vermont to New York to establish the Oneida Community.

ANSWER: John Humphrey Noyes
(10) The most infamous figure linked to the community was this man, who joined briefly in the hopes of getting in on the free love thing, but was kicked out.  Later he got pissed off about not getting a consulship to Paris, which led him to kill President Garfield in 1881.

ANSWER: Charles Guiteau
2. Although the whole pirate fad is really annoying, Frankel was short on ideas for bonuses.  FTPE, name these operas featuring pirates, given a plot summary.

 (10) This Verdi title character is a corsair and doge of Genoa, who learns that Amelia Grimaldi is really his daughter Maria.  Her lover, Gabriele Adorno, becomes his successor upon his death.

ANSWER: Simon Boccanegra
(10) Konstanze and Blonde are captured by pirates and held at the harem of a Turkish Pasha as they wait for their boyfriends to rescue them.

ANSWER: The Abduction From The Seraglio or Die Entführung aus dem Serail
(10) Frankel couldn’t think of a third opera quickly enough, so he decided to ask about this Wagner opera that features Erik and Senta.  There are no pirates, but the title character captains a pretty sweet ghost ship.

ANSWER: The Flying Dutchman or Der Fliegende Hollander
3. Debtor’s prison was a common theme in British literature.  FTPE:

(10) Samuel Johnson saved this man from debtor’s prison by publishing a manuscript of his The Vicar of Wakefield.

ANSWER: Oliver Goldsmith
(10) While imprisoned in London in 1749, this man wrote the controversial and racy work, Fanny Hill, or Memoirs of a Woman of Pleasure.

ANSWER: John Cleland
(10) In this Charles Dickens novel featuring Sam Weller and Nathaniel Winkle, the title character loses a lawsuit to his maid Mrs. Bardell and ends up in the Fleet prison as a result.

ANSWER: The Pickwick Papers
4. Answer the following about the use of phosphorus in organic chemistry, FTPE.

(10) Phosphorus pentoxide or phosphorus oxychloride are commonly used to dehydrate primary versions of these compounds in order to produce nitriles.

ANSWER: amides

(10) The classic version of the Hell-Volhard-Zelinski reaction uses this halogen and elemental phosphorous to replace the acidic hydrogen of a carboxylic acid.
ANSWER: bromine
(10) If you’ve been paying enough attention at QB tournaments, you probably realize that the last bonus part will be on this reaction that uses a carbonyl and a phosphorus ylide to produce an alkene.

ANSWER: Wittig reaction

5. Stuff about works featuring characters named Homer, FTPE.

(10) The title character’s murder of and obsession with the corpse of Homer Baron is highlighted in this Southern author’s short story, “A Rose for Emily.”

ANSWER: William Faulkner
(10) World War 2 veterans Al Stephenson, Fred Derry, and Homer Parrish return to their small town home in this 1946 Best Picture Oscar winner directed by William Wyler.  One major plot element concerns the fact that Homer has lost his hands in the war and had them replaced with hooks.

ANSWER: The Best Years of Our Lives
(10) Tod Hackett meets Homer Simpson, Faye Greener, and numerous other bizarre characters in this novella set in Hollywood and written by Nathanael West.

ANSWER: The Day of the Locust
6. Henry VIII and the Catholic Church sure didn’t get along.  FTPE:

(10) These two acts, one issued in 1534, the other in 1559, declared that the king would be the head of Church of England, making him, and not the Pope, the country’s religious authority.

ANSWER: Act(s) of Supremacy
(10) Robert Aske led this 1536 uprising, which resulted in a march on York to demand the reopening of closed Catholic monestaries.

ANSWER: Pilgrimage of Grace
(10) He began his career as a secretary of Wolsey and became a loyal adviser of Henry.  The target of rebel anger in the Pilgrimage of Grace, he was responsible for much of the King’s anti-Catholic Church policy.

ANSWER: Thomas Cromwell
7. Answer the following about Bowen’s reaction series, FTPE.

(10) At temperatures around 1400 degrees Celsius, the continuous branch of Bowen’s reaction series contains the calcium-rich orthoclase variety of this mineral.

ANSWER: feldspar
(10) At the bottom of the reaction series is this abundant mineral which scores a 7 on the Mohs hardness scale and consists of trigonal-crystallized silicon dioxide.

ANSWER: quartz
(10)  After the discontinuous and continuous branches of the series merge at lower temperatures, the minerals formed are of this type.  Unlike mafic rocks, they have a lower percentage of heavy elements.

ANSWER: felsic
8. Answer the following about a group of poets, FTPE.

(10) Leconte de Lisle was the leader of this French group, who took its name from the sacred mountain of Apollo and the Muses.
ANSWER: Parnassians
(10) Revolt of the Flowers, Happiness, and Stanzas and Poems were collections by this Parnassian and first winner of the Nobel Prize in Literature.

ANSWER: Sully Prudhomme or Rene Francois Armand Prudhomme
(10) Also a member of the Parnassians was this poet of Fetes Galantes, who shot his ex-lover Arthur Rimbaud.

ANSWER: Paul Verlaine
9. Questions about things made by Hephaestus.

(10) Until he was killed by Medea, this giant bronze golem guarded the city of Argos.

ANSWER: Talos
(10) Given as a wedding gift to the wife of Cadmus was this enchanted piece of jewelry that seemed to bring ill fortune upon all its possessors.

ANSWER: necklace of Harmonia
(5, 5): Hephaestus also built an unbreakable net to trap this goddess, his wife, and this other god, while they were screwing around on him.

ANSWER: Aphrodite and Ares (don’t take Roman names)

10. Name these clothing labels that annoy Frankel, FTPE.

(10) The head of this Milan fashion house is named Miuccia, hence the name of its Miu Miu diffusion line.  Its overpriced America’s Cup sneakers, leather bags, and other crap almost always bear its red logo stripe.

ANSWER: Prada
(10) Frankel’s only joy in seeing every other girl carry around a purse with this French company’s gaudy initials plastered all over it in a gold on brown or rainbow on white color scheme is that 99% of them are probably cheap fakes.

ANSWER: Louis Vuitton
(10) For Halloween, Frankel dressed up as a “sweet dude,” i.e. a douchebag who likes to wear this company’s polo shirts with an upturned collar and show off its ubiquitous crocodile logo.

ANSWER: Lacoste
11. Name these characters involved in the life of Blanche du Bois, FTSNOP.
(10) One of Stanley’s poker buddies, he is a sensitive mama’s boy who takes a liking to Blanche.  However, he rejects Blanche when Stanley informs him of her colored past.

ANSWER: Harold Mitchell (accept either) or Mitch
(5) Blanche’s younger sister, she is the wife of Stanley Kowalski.

ANSWER: Stella Kowalski
(15) Though this character never appears in the play, he is a wealthy ex-suitor of Blanche.  When Blanche goes insane, she makes the deluded claim that he will rescue her by inviting her to travel on his yacht.
ANSWER: Shep Huntleigh (accept either)

12. Name these items of quantum interest related to Feynman diagrams FTPE.

(10) These particles with half-integer spin are represented by straight lines in Feynman Diagrams.

ANSWER: fermions
(10) In a Feynman diagram, when an electron appears to be moving backward in time, it’s actually one of these particles moving forward.

ANSWER: positrons
(10) Adding up all the various ways for a particle to go from point A to point B to determine the total probability of that event is known as taking one of these.

ANSWER: path integral
13. Sculptures by Gianlorenzo Bernini, FTPE.

(10) Supported by four spiral columns, this 100 foot high bronze structure serves as a canopy over the altar at the tomb of St. Peter in the Basilica.

ANWER: Baldacchino
(10) Located in the Cornaro Chapel, this specially illuminated piece shows a saint in a moment of bliss as an angel penetrates her chest with a heavenly arrow.

ANSWER: The Ecstasy of St. Theresa (accept similarly worded answers as long as they get the underlined terms)

(10) Before designing the Fountain of the Four Rivers, Bernini sculpted this fountain in the Piazza Barberini, which depicts a lesser Greek sea god in the form of a merman.
ANSWER: Triton Fountain
14. South Africa had a lot of political unrest in the late 20th Century.  FTPE:

(10) Organized opposition to apartheid was led by this party, whose leaders included Oliver Tambo and Nelson Mandela.  Today, it is the majority party in South Africa.

ANSWER: African National Congress

(10) In 1960, a peaceful protest by the Pan African Congress turned deadly as 69 demonstrators were killed by police in a massacre in this town.  The government responded by banning the ANC and other groups.

ANSWER: Sharpeville
(10) In 1976, this town near Johannesburg became the site of student riots after the government decided to enforce the teaching of Afrikaans over English in schools.

ANSWER: Soweto
15. Answer the following about recent writings on the philosophy of science, FTPE.

(10) First published in English in 1959, this Karl Popper work introduced the concept of falsifiability as means of distinguishing experimental science from pseudosciences like psychoanalysis.

ANSWER: The Logic of Scientific Discovery or Logik der Forschung
(10) He criticized Karl Popper’s doctrine of falsifiability in The Structure of Scientific Revolutions.

ANSWER: Thomas Kuhn
(10) Kuhn argued that science only advanced under these rare occurrences, during which the existing framework of scientific knowledge would be thrown out entirely in response to a revolutionary new discovery.

ANSWER: paradigm shifts

16. Forts involved in the French and Indian war, FTPE.

(10) This fort near the Allegheny River was intended to be built by Virginia volunteers as Fort Prince George.  The French overran it during construction and finished it, giving it this name.

ANSWER: Fort Duquesne
(10) Perhaps the biggest failure of George Washington’s career came when he had to surrender this fort in Great Meadows to an attacking French force in 1754.

ANSWER: Fort Necessity
(10) This fort on Lake George, New York, was built to be a staging point for a planned British attack on Ticonderoga.  When the French seized it, General Montcalm allowed the British to leave peacefully, however their Indian allies attacked the fleeing British soldiers in a namesake massacre.

ANSWER: Fort William Henry
17. Answer the following about a certain class of religious leaders, FTPE.

(10) This title is generally bestowed upon anyone who has earned status as a spiritual teacher or leader in Tibetan Buddhism.

ANSWER: lama
(10) After the Dalai Lama, this is the second most revered spiritual leader.  The current official one, chosen in 1995, has been the subject of dispute, as he was selected by Bejing and the Dalai Lama.

ANSWER: Panchen Lama

(10) The Dalai Lama is associated with this sect of Tibetan Buddhism, whose popular nickname refers to the colored headgear its lamas wear.

ANSWER: Yellow Hat or Geluk or Gelugpa
18. Novels by Carlos Fuentes, FTPE.

(10) Harriet Winslow and General Tomas Arroyo are among the major characters in this account of Ambrose Bierce’s last days in Mexico.

ANSWER: The Old Gringo or El Gringo Viejo
(10) The title character, a powerful Mexican landowner, reminisces about his corrupt life as he lies helpless in his bed, about to expire from his illness.

ANSWER: The Death of Artemio Cruz or La Muerte de Artemio Cruz
(10) This lengthy tome suspends time and intertwines the history and culture of Spain and Latin America with religious elements of Christianity and Indian tribal beliefs.  It uses El Escorial as a central image.
ANSWER: Terra Nostra
19. Answer the following about bryophytes, FTSNOP.
(5, 10) Mosses are the most common type of bryophytes, but these two plants are also included in the division.  Name them: 5 for one, 10 for both.
ANSWER: liverworts and hornworts

(10, 20) In the haploid gametophyte stage, this male gametophyte produces sperm, which swims through water to fertilize this egg producing female gametophyte.  Name them: 10 for one, 20 for both.
ANSWER: antheridium and archegonium
20. Answer the following about giving in anthropology, FTPE.

(10) The nephew of Emile Durkheim, he discussed the concept of reciprocity in The Gift.

ANSWER: Marcel Mauss
(10) Mauss’s analysis of the gift revolved around this ceremonial practice of gift-giving among Pacific Northwest Indian tribes, such as the Tlingit.

ANSWER: potlatch
(10) Another tribe to practice potlatch was this tribe from the British Columbia area, studied extensively by Franz Boas.
ANSWER: Kwakiutl
