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Tossups
1. The ideals of this group that was revived by a similar group in the 19th century, centered on the healing and worship which took place in “pure chambers.”  The Book of Great Peace, the work of a legendary magician, was used by its founder Chang Chueh, who coined the group’s name in reference to the soil they worked on and led adherents in assaults along the Silk Road and against the policies of Emperor Langdi.  Subdued by General T’sao, this group had its eponymous rebellion depicted in the Romance of Three Kingdoms.  FTP, what is this Taoist group which fought against the Han Dynasty and was named for its colorful headgear?

ANSWER: Yellow Turbans or Tai Ping Tao
2. Tychonoff's theorem states that the product of any collection of topological spaces with this property must also have the property. In terms of functional spaces, if the domain of a continuous function is a metric space with the property, then function itself must be uniformly continuous.  For a sequence of elements the property holds that for any subsequence a metric space must have a limit point in the metric space.  Most commonly expressed saying that for every open cover, there must exist a finite sub cover, FTP, this is what topological property for which the Heine-Borel theorem equates the properties of closed and bounded?

ANSWER: compact
3. Roughly two thirds of the way into this short piece in 3/8 time, the left hand starts playing a low A tone in repeated sixteenth notes for 12 straight measures, as the right hand forcefully plays a short, dissonant melody that builds up into a series of fast arpeggios that rise to a high E.  A two octave chromatic descent returns this piece to its original poco moto tempo and its melody of alternating E and D sharp tones followed by rising A minor arpeggios coordinated between both hands.  FTP, name this immensely popular piano bagatelle in A minor that Beethoven dedicated to the titular woman.

ANSWER: Fur Elise (accept “Bagatelle in A Minor” before it is mentioned)

4. This theory was originally elucidated following a case study of the cult of Mrs. Marian Keech in the work When Prophecy Fails.  In 1959, Aronson and Mills expanded the original study by recruiting students to listen and rate a boring tape recording.  They determined that the students’ review was dependent on the degree of initiation to which they were subjected and referred to the complementary theory as effort justification.  In a classic experiment demonstrating it, subjects were asked to serve as a research assistant for either $1 or $20 by Merrill Carlsmith and his associate.  FTP, name this social psychological theory of Leon Festinger about the nature of conflicting beliefs. 

ANSWER: cognitive dissonance
5. Events in the prologue include Margot being promised to Etiene and Louison to Claude Marie as everyone heads off to a festival.  On the way there, a message from Bertrand excites the title character, who has a soliloquy preceding Act I and spurns the plans of her father Thibaut to marry her off to Raimond.  The title character later falls in love with Lionel while fighting him in battle, but despairs about it because it marks the betrayal of her divine vow to lead France to victory.  FTP, name this Friedrich von Schiller play about the life of Joan of Arc.
ANSWER: The Maid of Orleans or Die Jungfrau von Orleans
6. He claims that when he goes to the Police Athletic League, all the kids want to play chess; he also sees himself as the Bishop, as it “hides back there” just as he does on Sunday behind his offensive linemen.   After running for 1,276 yards his senior year at Texas, he was picked up as an undrafted free agent and won a ring with the 2000 Baltimore Ravens.  Named AFC Offensive player of the month for October, FTP, name this running back who recently passed Christian Okoye to become the all-time yard-from-scrimmage leader for the Kansas City Chiefs.

ANSWER: Priest Holmes
7. Approximately three percent of all cases of this condition are due to Robertsonian Translocation, and Johns Hopkins scientists have created Ts65Dn, a genetically engineered mouse, for its study.  Hypotheses suggest that one of its chief manifestations may be the overexpression of superoxide dismutase which leads to neuronal degeneration.  Known to inhibit the growth of the superior temporal gyrus and the cerebellum, the majority of its cases are due to non-disjunction in the mother's egg.  First identified in 1959 by Patricia Jacobs and Jerome Lejeune this is, FTP, what syndrome caused by the chromosomal defect, Trisomy 21?

ANSWER: Down's Syndrome (accept “Trisomy 21” before it is said) 

8. The last image of this collection, “A Flight of Swans,” lends its name to its author's follow-up work.  The sixtieth element centers on a woman who many men seek but none have seen her face, because she waits for God. In the 86th and 87th components, the author's soul is like “a flock of homesick cranes” after the death of his love, though he reconciles her death as building a closer relationship with the divine Jivandevata.  Translated into English through the influence of William Butler Yeats, this is, FTP, which 1912 poetry collection by Rabindranath Tagore?

ANSWER: Gitanjali
9. Often criticized for using the colors of its country’s national flag on its logo and ballots, this party currently controls the Senate by a slim margin with its 58 seats, but despite having 208 seats, it is still the minority party in the Chamber of Deputies.  Founded in 1929 on a platform of reforming land distribution, it gained infamy for its corrupt ties to the Charro unions and manipulation of the Federal Election Commission.  Memorably defeated in 2000 by the Alliance For Change, led by its rival PAN, FTP, what is this party that controlled Mexican politics for most of the 20th Century?

ANSWER: Partido Revolucionario Institucional or Institutional Revolutionary Party
10. Its culmination is known as the Night of Power, which derives its name from the 97th sura, and soldiers, pre-pubescent children or menstruating women are not required to observe it.  Its celebration is governed by Siyam, while Maghrib and Fajr, which refer to the sunset and sunrise, bracket the times between which eating and drinking are allowed.  Ending with the celebration Eid-al-Fitr, FTP, what is this ninth and most holy month of the Islamic year?

ANSWER: Ramadan
11. This object is depicted in the Knights of Columbus emblem, and one was unearthed in 1890 at a site in Etruria. The number of them issued by the emperor doubled during the reign of Domitian, and magistrates, who used them to whip or decapitate delinquents, carried them.  Along with the sword, it was used a symbol by the Spanish Guardia Civil police force, and it can also be found the back of old U.S. Mercury dimes.  Traditionally carried by Roman lectors as a symbol of authority, FTP, what is this symbol characterized by an ax head projecting from a bundle of rods, which was adopted by Benito Mussolini as the namesake of his political party?

ANSWER: fasces or laurum de fascibus
12. A humorously incorrect prediction about the future role of rockets in his department was made by Arthur Summerfield, the one under Dwight Eisenhower.  Gideon Granger held this role the longest, serving nearly 13 years under Jefferson and Madison.  When John Wanamaker held this position, he improved the efficiency of his organization’s service and drew criticism for using his authority to issue commemorative pieces for the 1893 Columbian exposition.  Appointed by the president until 1971, FTP, what is this position, also held by Montgomery Blair and Timothy Pickering, that is responsible for overseeing the American mail service?

ANSWER: postmaster general
13. Its argument from opposites describes how everything grows out of its opposite; therefore the souls of the living come from the dead and life and death occur in a cyclical process.  The argument from recollection claims that learning is a matter of recalling existing knowledge, suggesting that the soul exists before birth.  In the argument from affinity a distinction is made between perishable objects like the body and immortal ones like the soul, and is challenged by analogies respectively involving a lyre and a cloak and made by Simmias and Cebes.  Including Socrates’ telling of a myth about what happens to the soul after death, FTP what is this dialogue of Plato that ends with Socrates’ drinking from a cup of hemlock?

ANSWER: Phaedo
14. This effect gives an explanation of the sound caused by cracked knuckles due to gases in the sinovial fluid, and is the cause of Caisson's disease, or “the bends.”  Its namesake constant is predicted by the two-parameter corresponding states theorem, and in its most common use the natural log of both sides is taken to yield P equals k times C, where C is the gas's molar solubility, and P is the partial pressure of the gas above the liquid.  FTP, name this solvent analog of Raoult's law which relates a gas's vapor pressure to its concentration in a liquid solvent.

ANSWER: Henry's Law

15. Among the narrator’s suggestions to the reader are not to “call on too loud on Freedom / To cloak your weariness” and “To wait in heavy harness, / On fluttered folk and wild.”  Unpopular for its political message, it was widely parodied by such writers as George McNeill, Ernest Crosby, and Edgar Rice Burroughs, who took offense at the poem’s encouragement of “savage wars of peace,” its reference to “sullen people / Half devil and half child,” and its celebration of the annexation of the Philippines.  FTP, name this Rudyard Kipling poem advocating imperialism.

ANSWER: “White Man’s Burden”

16. Four beaks with feathered silhouettes are featured at the center of this work, whose artist reminds us that art begins in the nursery.  Is background is primarily blue and purple, while the top left and bottom center have splotches of pink, which may suggest daybreak.  A music box is suggested by the work's distinctive feature, a hand crank in the right center, which is connected to a line perched upon by chirping birds, thus forming the titular device.  FTP, name this watercolor work by Paul Klee.

ANSWER: Twittering Machine 

17. After the War of Polish Succession, Francis of Lorraine claimed their lands, which he would take upon the death of their last male member, Gian Gastone.  The first one to hold political office was Ardingo, and after a brief decline, Salvestro increased their power by aiding the Ciompi revolt.  Other notable members include Giovanni Angelo, who became Pius IV, and Giuliano, who was assassinated in the Pazzi conspiracy of 1478.  Expelled from their city state in 1494 by Savanarola, this family had a reputation for its patronage of the arts. ANSWER: Medicis

18. The Ball of Light Particle Model utilizes this physics construct, which is often expressed in units kilograms divided by seconds cubed.  Its divergence is equal to the negative sum of the dot product of current density and electric field, and the derivative of energy density with respect to time and for a region with no sources or sinks is equal to zero.  It is inversely proportional to the permeability of free space and is usually represented as the cross product of electric and magnetic fields.  FTP, what is this physics construct, which is named for its British formulator and which, for an electromagnetic wave, gives both its magnitude and direction?

ANSWER: Poynting vector

19. Bizarre episodes include the performance of a song about seducing 8 year olds written by the Paranoids, a hostage standoff at the office of Dr. Hilarius, a statewide search for help analyzing different versions of Richard Wharfinger's The Courier's Tragedy, and a game of strip Botticelli with Metzger.  A reoccurring motif is the symbol of a muted horn that appears on postage stamps, either indicating an intricate setup by the late Pierce Inverarity or the existence of an underground mail network run by the Tristero.  FTP, name this novel following the absurd adventures of Mrs. Oedipa Mas, written by Thomas Pynchon.

ANSWER: The Crying of Lot 49
20. King Gylfe used the name Ganglere when visiting this location, whose counterpart is Sessrumnir.  In the Eiriksmal, Sigmund greets the king Erik Bloodaxe at its entrance, while Bragi protests.  It houses the Einherjar, who are awoken by the crowing of Gullinkambi the rooster.  During the day, its residents fight until they cut each other to pieces, though they are miraculously healed in the evening by Odin.  Made of walls of spears and having five hundred and forty doors, this is, FTP, what Norse hall for those slain in battle?

ANSWER: Valhalla
