Tossups

1. A large chip on this statue’s knee inspired the story that its creator threw a chisel at it in frustration because it would not talk back to him.  The subject of a 1914 essay by Freud, this statue is seated in a small niche with a heavy robe bunched up and draped around his right leg while both of his hands run their fingers through his long, flowing beard.  With a stone block bunched up under his right arm, the statue looks off to the side while a pair of large horns protrudes from his forehead.  FTP, name this Michelangelo sculpture of the man who received the Ten Commandments.
ANSWER: Moses
2. In dogs and horses, physical exertion causes this mesenteric organ to release stored erythrocytes; in humans, Malpighian corpuscles consisting of lymphoid follicles and sheaths are found in the white pulp while blood fills the red pulp.  Frequently infarcted in patients with sickle cell anemia and enlarged in diseases like malaria and Hodgkin's disease, this is, FTP, which component of the reticuloendothelial system located in the lower abdomen and involved in the destruction of old red blood cells in the body?
ANSWER: spleen
3. The forces of Captain William Turner were annihilated in the Connecticut Valley in this conflict.  However, his campaign of attrition weakened opposition armies so greatly that the subsequent campaign under Captain John Talcott, whose forces were bolstered by 200 Mohegan allies, drove the opposition in the New Hampshire hills.  The Confederation of New England did not declare war till September 9, even though violence began on June 6 at Swansea as a response to the hanging of three Wampanoags after conviction in a Plymouth court.  FTP, name this 1675-6 conflict named for the Christian name of its instigator, Metacomet.
ANSWER: King Philip’s War
4. Lionel Trilling wrote, in an article titled “The Progressive Psyche,” that this person's views were “symptomatic of one of the great inadequacies of liberal thought, the need for optimism.”  Articles such as “The Problem of Monogamous Ideals” and “Distrust Between the Sexes” explored the perception that men are more apt to polygamy than men, while her article “The Dread of Woman” explored the cultural taboos of menstruation and concluded that men fear women.  The publication of her New Ways in Psychoanalysis led to her disqualification from the New York Psychoanalytic Institute in 1941 for rejection of Freudian concepts such as “penis envy.”  FTP, name this psychoanalyst, the author of Our Inner Conflicts and The Neurotic Personality of Our Time, and the coiner of the term “womb envy.”
ANSWER: Karen Horney
5. The Feels on Wheels vans stop running and the Pornomarts are shut down after the shooting of the president and machine-gunning of Congress.  Characters in this novel include a former "traditional values" activist and gospel singer named Serena Joy, and Janine, who has an Unbaby after she is given the name Ofwarren.  Focusing on Offred's time in the Republic of Gilead, FTP this is what Margaret Atwood novel?
ANSWER: The Handmaid's Tale
6. In the context of leading to the impossibility of developing artificial intelligence, this philosophical belief is frequently cited in Gödel, Escher, Bach.  In politics, its arguments lead to collectivism, since it attaches little importance to the individual, instead favoring the study of the entire society.  The term, coined by South African Jan Smuts in 1926, was used in relation to evolution, and the now-common concept of emergent properties.  A contrast with, this is, FTP, what philosophical position, which, like gestalt, states that an object is greater than the sum of its parts?
ANSWER: holism
7. Other islands in the chain include Ducie, Henderson and Sandy islands. The first European to discover it was Pedro Fernandez de Quiros, but it has been posited that Polynesian islanders had lived there up until the 15th century.  All of its current inhabitants are members of the Seventh-Day Adventist Church, but they haven't been following its teachings if reports on its mayor Steve Christian are true.  FTP, name this island where recent allegations of rape and pedophilia have been thrown against some of the estimated 50 descendents of the crew of the HMS Bounty.
ANSWER: Pitcairn Island
8. This region's plastic behavior on sufficiently long time scales can be seen in the current uplift of Fennoscandia due to isostatic rebound following removal of an ice sheet.  It is a seismic low velocity zone, perhaps due to lateral spreading of plume material that cannot break through to the surface.  The plastic behavior of this layer provides a solution to the rheological objections of Jeffreys against plate tectonics. FTP, name this weak upper layer of the mantle, on which the lithospheric plates float and move.
ANSWER: asthenosphere
9. The author of this work was fearful of ridicule at his attempt at a new genre, so it was initially published as a translation “from the Original Italian of Onuphrio Muralto.”  The mark of a bloody arrow leads to the revelation that Theodore is the long-lost son of the priest Jerome.  This occurs just before the arrival of the knight of the gigantic sabre, which stirs the plumes on the giant helmet that crushed Conrad.  The usurper Manfred loses the duchy of the title Italian seaport in, FTP, what Gothic novel by Horace Walpole?
ANSWER: The Castle of Otranto
10. Under this treaty, the two nations involved agreed to a mutual extradition policy for seven non-political crimes and established a joint military force to patrol the African coastline.  Massachusetts and Connecticut received 150,000 dollars, and the United States gained fishing rites on the St. John River.  The namesake British minister apologized for the McLeod Case and the Caroline Affair during the negotiations for this treaty, which, FTP, ended a boundary dispute between Maine and New Brunswick in 1842.
ANSWER: Webster-Ashburton Treaty
11. Johnny Duncan and Douglas Croft were the first actors to play this character in a live action setting, doing so on 1940’s era film serials.  Frank Miller gave this character’s identity to Carrie Kelly in a futuristic storyline, and for a brief time, Stephanie Brown assumed the role.  The interactive story “A Death in the Family” saw readers vote to have Jason Todd killed by the Joker, only to be replaced by Tim Drake.  FTP, name this comic character who was originally was Dick Grayson, the “Boy Wonder” sidekick of Batman.
ANSWER: Robin
12. Suzuki coupling uses a triphenylphosphine derivative of this element as a catalyst for carbon-carbon bond formation, while the zero oxidation number form is used to catalyze the Heck reaction.  It forms a chloride in its +2 oxidation state that was formerly used to treat tuberculosis but is now found in carbon monoxide detectors.  Lindlar's catalyst consists of this element on barium sulfate poisoned with quinoline, and reduces an alkyne to the corresponding cis-alkene.  FTP, identify this element below nickel on the periodic table and with atomic number 46, named for an alternate name for the Greek goddess of wisdom.
ANSWER: palladium
13. It was initially a floating island, until Zeus fastened it to the ground with adamantine chains and decreed that nobody later could be born there.  Since it had no other resources, it would have been doomed had it not become a great cult center when a famous pair of twins were born there.  Those twins, a Goddess of Childbirth and a Sun God, would become powerful deities as the children of Zeus and the raped Leto.  Worshiped as the birthplace of Artemis and Apollo, this is, FTP, what Greek island, also the central meeting site of a league of Greek city-states against Persia?
ANSWER: Delos
14. It is associated with the Lebanese party Kataeb, and the Chilean one became the core of the Christian Democrat party in 1957 after being founded 19 years earlier by a group of Catholics that included Eduardo Frei Montalva.  Including youth organizations Flechas and Pelayos, it had members wear a red beret after the party's unification with Comunion Tradicionalista, and earlier they were known for wearing blue shirts.  Initially founded in the 1930’s by Jose Primo de Rivera, this is, FTP what Spanish fascist political party under Francisco Franco?
ANSWER: Falange Española Tradicionalista y de las Juntas de Ofensiva Nacional-Sindicalista (prompt on National Movement or Movimiento Nacional)
15. On her first day of class at Rubicam’s Business College, she gets nervous and runs off to the bathroom to throw up.  Instead of telling her mother she quit school, she spends her days walking around the park and the zoo.  In high school she starred in The Pirates of Penzance with her crush, who called her “Blue Roses.”  When she and her crush are reunited, they kiss, but she is heartbroken to learn that he is engaged, and as a memento she gives Jim O’Connor a broken unicorn on his way out.  FTP, name this fragile sister of Tom, a main character from The Glass Menagerie.
ANSWER: Laura Wingfield (prompt on “Wingfield”)
16. Its versions include the Samhitapatha and the Padapatha, and its two major schools of study are the Shakala and Bashakala.  Counting the apocryphal valakhilya, which is found in the eighth book, it contains 1028 hymns.  Its ninth book is devoted entirely to Soma, the Gayarri Mantra appears in verse 3.62.10, and the story of Purusha’s sacrifice of himself is the basis for the caste system.  Legendarily compiled by Paila with an assist from Vyasa, it dates back to the Aryans who created it towards the end of the Harappan Civilization.  Containing the oldest form of Sanskrit mantra, FTP, name this Hindu scripture which starts by praising the fire god Agni, the earliest of the Vedas.
ANSWER: Rig Veda
17. Initially, it was intended to demonstrate spatial quantization of an atom.  It succeeded in its purpose, although in retrospect, according to the Bohr-Sommerfeld atomic theory of the time, there should have been no magnetic moment for particle used.  A beam of silver ions is shot through an inhomogeneous magnetic field, yielding an even split into two components, originally in an attempt to show the results of angular momentum.  FTP, identify this experiment named for two German scientists, which in retrospect succeeded in showing spin quantization.
ANSWER: Stern-Gerlach Experiment
18. One of his poems is a translation of “Sappho 31” into his own language, and he also wrote epithalamia, or wedding hymns, modeled after her work.  Suetonius described how he ripped on Caesar for his association with Mammura, but he was far more vicious to people like Marcus Rufus Caelius, whom he described as having armpits that smelled like a rank goat.  He wrote love poetry to the youth Juventius, but is characterized more by his love poetry to a certain woman.  FTP, name this Roman poet who wrote often about his love for Lesbia.
ANSWER: Gaius Valerius Catullus
19. In the first act, the title character avoids jail by inviting the arresting soldier to go dancing with her at Lillas Pastia’s tavern.  Act II features the appearance of two smugglers, who convince the title character’s friends, Frasquita and Mercedes, to accompany them.  The smugglers, Dancaire and Remendado, later come in and help the title character evade some customs officers, and recruit the title character’s lover after he gets into a fight with Escamillo.  Based on a work by Prosper Merimee and featuring a famous Seguidilla and Habanera, this is, FTP, what opera about a Spanish gypsy and cigarette maker, composed by Georges Bizet?
ANSWER: Carmen
20. When he died, his widow sent a letter to Suppiluliumas I, king of the Hittites, requesting a prince to be sent to her as a husband.  This ruler’s wife, Ankhespaten, ended up marrying his successor to throne, a minister named Aye.  He gained power after the premature death of his brother Smenkhare and spent most of his brief reign undoing the monotheistic religious reforms enacted by his predecessor, Akhenaten.  FTP, name this boy pharaoh of ancient Egypt remembered for the discovery of his tomb by Howard Carter.
ANSWER: Tutankhamun or Tutankhaten (prompt on “King Tut”)
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Bonuses
1. Here’s a crappy poetry bonus Frankel wrote at 1:30 A.M. last night.  FTPE:

(10) This collection of quatrains was translated into English by Edward Fitzgerald.  The stock clue is the line about “A Flask of Wine, a Book of Verse- and Thou.”
ANSWER: Rubaiyat
(10) According to an Onion editorial by a loading dock worker, anybody could write a better Rubaiyat than this Persian “dipshit,” who wrote the lines mentioned in the previous part.

ANSWER: Omar “Dipshit” Khayyam
(10) Frankel couldn’t think of a good third part, so just name this 13th Century Sufi poet, who wrote “Spiritual Couplets.”  He’s pretty much the only other Persian poet to come up regularly.

ANSWER: Jalal al-Din Muhammad Rumi or Jalal al-Din Muhammad Balkhi or Mevlana or Mowlavi
2. FTPE identify the following about a European monarch.

(10) This king of Sweden succeeded Charles IX and ruled from 1611 to his death in 1632.  He was a key figure in the Thirty Years’ War.
ANSWER: Gustavus Adolphus II

(10) Gustavus Adolphus kicked the shit out of this guy and his army in the Battle of Breitenfeld and the Battle of the Lech, where he died.  He was replaced by Wallenstein.
ANSWER: Johan Tzerclaes, Count of Tilly (accept either underlined answer)
(10) Poor eyesight and thick fog led Gustavus Adolphus to charge into an enemy formation in this 1632 battle where he was killed.

ANSWER: Lutzen
3. Identify the following related to 1902 chemistry Nobel Prize winner Emil Fischer FTPE.

(10) Fischer's thesis work was in this class of compounds that contain a nitrogen-nitrogen single bond.

ANSWER: hydrazines
(10) Fischer was the first to name and synthesize this compound, whose derivatives include caffeine, uric acid, and guanine.

ANSWER: purine
(10) Fischer realized that the link between two amino acids was a peptide bond and discovered this naturally encoded cyclic amino acid.

ANSWER: proline or Pro or P
4. Stuff about a religion, FTPE.

(10) This Indian religion’s founding is attributed to Mahavira, the last of 24 Tirthankaras.
ANSWER: Jainism
(10) Consisting of the release of the soul from the worldly cycle of samsara, it is the Jainist term for enlightenment.

ANSWER: moksha or mukti (do not accept “nirvana”)

(10) Closely related to atma, it is a sentient soul and an eternal entity without beginning or end.  It is a life force that occupies not only living beings, but inanimate matter like earth, fire, or air.

ANSWER: jiva 

5. “Ooh, ooh, an evening with Philip Glass!  Just an evening?” is what Homer Simpson would say, but actually this is just a bonus… FTPE:

(10) Composed of four interconnected acts, this 1976 opera and magnum opus of Glass is five hours long.  It has no real plot, but contains numerous musical allusions to the life of the titular scientist.

ANSWER: Einstein on the Beach
(10) Glass must think the world of this theater designer, who collaborated with him for Einstein on the Beach and Monsters of Grace.

ANSWER: Robert Wilson
(10) Third in Glass’s series of “portrait operas,” this three act piece follows the 17 year reign of the titular monotheistic Egyptian ruler, from his coronation after the death of Amenhotep III until his own demise.

ANSWER: Akhnaten
6. Identify the following related things FTPE.

(10) This novel tells of the maturation of Philip Carey and his obsession with the waitress Mildred Rogers.

ANSWER: Of Human Bondage

(10) Of Human Bondage was written by this author of The Moon and Sixpence and The Razor’s Edge.

ANSWER: W. Somerset Maugham
(10) Philip's first sexual experience is with this woman nearly 20 years his senior who he finds unattractive in the morning but less so at night, and who insists on showing off her facility in French.

ANSWER: Miss Emily Wilkinson
7. Name these mythological characters with too many body parts FTPE.
(10) This triple-bodied giant had three heads, six arms, six legs, and wings, and a two-headed dog named Orthrus.  Hercules killed him and took his cattle in the tenth labor.

ANSWER: Geryon

(10) This Hindu god of wisdom has four arms, but only one tusk on his head.

ANSWER: Ganesh or Ganesha
(10) This Irish hero had seven fingers on each hand, seven toes on each foot, and seven pupils in each eye.  His name means "hound of Culann."

ANSWER: Cuchulainn or Setanta

8. Everyone loves a good crime story.  Identify the following about gruesome American crimes.

(10) This Fall River, Massachusetts woman allegedly killed her father Andrew and her stepmother Abby, but was acquitted in 1893.

ANSWER: Lizzie Borden
(5, 5) Clarence Darrow represented these two teenagers, who killed Bobby Franks for the thrill of it.  5 points per name.
ANSWER: Nathan Leopold and Richard Loeb
(5, 5) Frederick Parmenter and Alessandro Berardelli were found shot dead in Braintree, Massachusetts.  The crime was pinned on this pair of anarchist immigrants, 5 points per name.
ANSWER: Nicola Sacco and Bartolomeo Vanzetti
9. Answer the following from classical mechanics, FTPE.

(10) For a system, this function is defined as the kinetic energy minus the potential energy.

ANSWER: Lagrangian
(10) This quantity is defined as the time integral of the Lagrangian. Hamilton's principal states that a system's trajectory is such that this quantity is an extremum.

ANSWER: action

(10) The generalized form of this quantity is given by the partial derivative of the Lagrangian with respect to the generalized velocity.

ANSWER: generalized momentum

10. FTPE identify the following about birds and spies.

(10) The author of Field Guide to Birds of the West Indies provided Ian Fleming with the name for this famous spy.

ANSWER: James Bond
(10) This Bond villain dies when James Bond uses a crane to dump a very large pile of bird droppings on him.

ANSWER: Dr. No
(10) In this Bond movie featuring villain Ernst Blofeld and with a screenplay written by Roald Dahl, the SPECTRE rocket Bird 1 swallows Russian and American spaceships in an attempt to start World War III.

ANSWER: You Only Live Twice
11. This may be an abortion of a bonus, but it also may net you 30 points.  FTPE:

(10) This woman, named Norma McCorvey, was the “anonymous” plaintiff who challenged Texas laws banning abortion in a landmark 1973 case.  She never had an abortion herself and is now a Christian anti-abortion advocate.

ANSWER: Jane Roe
(10) Leslie Reagan’s When Abortion Was a Crime describes how this professional organization publicized anti-abortion efforts in the early 20th Century by crusading against the practice and challenging the legitimacy of midwives and abortionists in its namesake journal.

ANSWER: American Medical Association

(10) This 1992 Supreme Court case challenged a Pennsylvania abortion law including such provisions as a 24 hour waiting period, spousal notification, and a requirement of informed consent.

ANSWER: Planned Parenthood of Southeastern Pennsylvania v. Casey (accept either underlined name)
12. French playwrights, FTPE.

(10) He wrote Andromache and Phedre and had a literary rivalry with Pierre Corneille.

ANSWER: Jean Baptiste Racine
(10) This comic playwright authored The School for Husbands, The Physician in Spite of Himself, and The Imaginary Invalid.
ANSWER: Moliere or Jean Baptiste Poquelin
(10) In 1930 he published a literary study on Racine, though he is better known for Tiger at the Gates and The Madwoman of Chaillot.

ANSWER: Jean Giraudoux
13. Ke ke ke!  It’s time for a bonus on a Japanese artist.  FTPE:

(10) The most prominent figure of the Ukiyo-e school, this prolific woodcutter and printmaker produced such works as Group of Workmen Building a Boat and Raiden, the Spirit of Thunder.

ANSWER: Katsushika Hokusai 
(10) Containing “The Great Wave off Kanagawa,” this series of three dozen woodblock prints about a Japanese landmark is Hokusai’s best known work.

ANSWER: The Thirty-Six Views of Mount Fuji
 (10) Hokusai may have created the popular theme of “tentacle rape” that anime nerds so dearly love when he created this strange drawing of a naked chick getting eaten out by an octopus while making out with another.

ANSWER: The Dream of the Fisherman’s Wife
14. Answer the following about a type of galaxy, FTPE.

(10) The Faber-Jackson law relates the line of sight star velocity dispersions and luminosities of this most common type of galaxy.  They may be the result of galactic mergers.

ANSWER: elliptical galaxies
(10) Star clusters of this type, commonly found in large elliptical galaxies, are tightly bound by self-gravity.  They generally have thousands of stars, and are found in spherical halos around galaxies.

ANSWER: globular clusters
(10) The stars in elliptical galaxies and globular clusters belong to this older stellar population, whose members have low metallicity.

ANSWER: Population II
15. Answer these questions about a period of Chinese history.

(10) After the fall of the Han in this history, China was divided into separate states in the north, west, and east during this period.

ANSWER: Three Kingdoms
(5, 10) 5 for two correct and 10 for all three, name the Three Kingdoms.

ANSWER: Wei, Shu, Wu
(10) The division that led to the Three Kingdoms period began when Wei king T’sao T’sao failed in his efforts to unify China through his defeat in this 208 AD battle.

ANSWER: Battle of Red Cliff or Red Bluff or Chibi
16. Name some types of economic goods, FTPE.

(10) When income increases, the demand for this type of good decreases.  An oft-used example is that of Greyhound buses, as a richer person is more apt to fly from city to city.

ANSWER: inferior goods

(10) This specific type of inferior good has a positive price elasticity of demand.  Possible examples include noodles and rice in China, or other staple foods such as potatoes.

ANSWER: Giffen goods

(10) Similar to a Giffen good, this class of goods sees demand increase as price goes up, mainly because its buyers are concerned with its status and luxury.  These goods are named for the author of The Theory of Business Enterprise.
ANSWER: Veblen good
17. Identify the following creepy-crawlies, FTPE.

(10) The plasmodial type of this organism has a vegetative stage consisting of one giant cell with numerous diploid nuclei and forms fruiting bodies under unfavorable conditions; because of its large size, it is often used to study cytoplasmic streaming. 

ANSWER: slime mold or myxomycota or myxomycete
(10) This phylum consists of flatworms, tapeworms, and flukes.

ANSWER: Platyhelminthes
(10) These unsegmented acoelomate worms are similar to flatworms but contain a digestive tract with both a mouth and an anus, as well as a circulatory system.

ANSWER: ribbon worms or proboscis worms or Nemertea or Rhynchocoela
18. Answer the following on achievements of an empire, FTPE.

(10) The people of this empire cultivated the grain quinoa, and developed a system of highways and rope bridges used by messengers known as chasquis.

ANSWER: Inca
(10) In 1911, Hiram Bingham discovered this huge mountain city of the Inca, located northwest of Cuzco.

ANSWER: Machu Picchu
(10) This language, related to Aymará, was the official language of the Inca Empire.

ANSWER: Quechua
19. Name some works of literature that feature white women in relationships with Hispanic men, FTPE.

(10) Lady Brett Ashley gets it on with the Spanish bullfighter Pedro Romero, much to the chagrin of the impotent Jake Barnes, in this Hemingway novel.
ANSWER: The Sun Also Rises
(10) In this Katherine Anne Porter short story, Laura refuses the advances of the revolutionary Braggioni and delivers a fatal dose of drugs to the political prisoner Eugenio.

ANSWER: Flowering Judas
(10) In this D.H. Lawrence novel, the Irishwoman Kate Leslie submits to the primitive eroticism of General Cipriano Viedma, who believes himself to be Huitzilopochtli incarnate.

ANSWER: The Plumed Serpent
20. Modern political philosophers, FTPE.

(10) He provided a libertarian rebuttal to the arguments of John Rawls in Anarchy, State, and Utopia.

ANSWER: Robert Nozick
(10) His pluralist theory holds that justice must be measured under different criteria in different aspects of society and the law, and is expounded in works like Just and Unjust Wars and Spheres of Justice.

ANSWER: Michael Walzer
(10) In Law’s Empire, this NYU law professor discussed his theory of law as integrity and followed the perspective of a hypothetical judge named Hercules .  His essay “Taking Rights Seriously” illustrates his conviction to the importance of natural rights in law.

ANSWER: Ronald Dworkin
