Round 6 Tossups

1. One figure who failed to fulfill the title role acted in a production of Twelfth Night as Malvolio.  Another was a renowned poet of the collection The Fever Bird.  The eventual title character becomes successful as a foreman at the Praha shoe company.  This novel covers the period of 18 months, over the course of which Mann [munn] stabs his best friend Firoz and Pran has a baby with Savita, whom he marries in the novel’s first scene.  The end features Lata [luh-THA] Mehra off on her honeymoon and ties up the threads of most of the four families and their lives in and around the fictional Brahmapur.  FTP, name his massive novel, the major work of Vikram Seth.


Answer: A Suitable Boy
2. The father-in-law of Hanse Bethe, Paul Ewald, was a pioneer of this technique, though its first biological uses are generally credited to William Astbury.  Dickite can only be differentiated via this method, which often calls for the use of a goniometer to rotate the samples.  Linus Pauling applied it to protein structure, and it was proved that each element had an atomic number by Henry Moseley’s use of it, but a worker in Maurice Wilkins laboratory made the most famous discovery using it.  FTP, name this technique used by Rosalind Franklin to suggest the helical structure of DNA, which involved bombarding the DNA molecule with the namesake type of radiation.


Answer: X-ray diffraction analysis (accept X-ray crystallography)

3. Among his relations was his longtime mistress Caenis, thought it was an unnamed woman to whom he gave 400,000 sesterces [sess-tur-sees] for her favors, according to Suetonius.  His cousin Petilius Cerealis put down a revolt in the Rhineland, and his brother Sabinus was a longtime prefect of Rome.  His own rise to the top came with allying himself to Licinius Mucianus and when Antonius Primus led his troops into the capital.  While in power he sent Agricola to Britain and began the building of the Colosseum.  FTP, name this successor to Vitellius as emperor who was in turn succeeded by his son Titus in AD 79.


Answer: Vespasian (or Titus Flavius Vespasianus)

4. His two major short works were a paper he prepared for the Senate Foreign Relations Committee in 1974 entitled Remarks on the Policy of Détente and an essay he wrote on the development of Christian doctrine and symbolism, “The Dogma of Christ.”  He offered up authoritarian, narcissistic, biophilious, and necrophilious as the classes of character orientation into which man could be placed, and in one of his major works argued that modern people have become alienated and estranged from themselves within consumer-oriented industrial societies.  He “inquired into the facts and fictions of Foreign Policy” in May Man Prevail?, which he wrote six years after The Sane Society.  FTP, name this German psychoanalyst and author of The Art of Loving and Escape From Freedom.


Answer: Erich Fromm
5. The pose of the solitary figure in this painting was drawn from that of St. John in Raphael’s The Miraculous Draught of the Fishes, and the poses of the remaining figures were drawn directly from an engraving by Marcantonio Raimondi of Raphael’s Judgment of Paris.  The artist specifically chose September figs, June cherries, and the silver flask to their right for the luscious still life that appears within this canvas.  He also chose a tasseled cap to put on one of the male figures, drawn primarily from his brother Eugene, who sits across his brother-in-law Ferdinand Leenhof.  Inspired both by bathers at Argenteuil [arr-zhen-toy] and Giorgione’s Concert Champetre, it caused a stir with its nude depiction of Victorine Mereund, in the foreground.  FTP, name this picnic scene created by Edouard Manet.


Answer: Luncheon on the Grass or Le Dejeuner sur l’herbe  

6. The locales mentioned in this work include the beautiful town of “white walls,” Perivale St. Andrews, and Canningtown, where Bill Walker goes in search of his girlfriend.  It is in West Ham that we meet Snobby Price, Rummy Mitchens, and the young worker Jenny Hill.  It is also in West Ham that the major characters appear for the second time, including the title character’s companion, a Greek scholar.  That scholar, Adolphus Cusins, first appeared the night before at a gathering at Lady Britomart’s house and becomes the inheritor of the central family’s business at the end.  FTP, name this play in which the daughter of Andrew Undershaft is a ranking member of the Salvation Army and the title character, a work by George Bernard Shaw.


Answer: Major Barbara
7. At birth there are approximately 800,000 of them, but that number is halved by puberty.  The layers surrounding each one are the theca externa, theca interna, and the stratum granulosum.  Its interior is composed of a fluid-filled cavity called the antrum, and those that do not mature degenerate and are called atreitic.  However, the primary one, known as the graafian, grows large and explodes outward, leaving a corpus luteum behind. FTP, what is this reproductive structure that shares its name with the base of each human hair?

Answer: follicle
8. One was a duke of Lorraine who was twice claimant to the Polish throne.  Another greatly strengthened the royal authority with the help of his ministers, the Marmousets.  The last renounced his claim to Burgundy by the Treaty of Crepy, which was reached with his most hated enemy.  The last also had Tunis taken from by the pirate Barbarossa by Andrea Doria, who was working in his service at the time.  The middle one was the son of John II who dealt successfully with the Jacquerie, and  the last was a grandson of Ferdinand and Isabella and son of Joana the Mad.  FTP, give the common name and number, of which the most famous was a Holy Roman Emperor who summoned the Diet of Worms and Council of Trent.


Answer: Charles V (prompt on partial answer; do not prompt on “Charles I of Spain”)

9. Two years before his death he wrote his essay “On the Question: What does to enlighten mean?”  His health had not recovered from a nervous breakdown following his dispute on Christianity with Swiss theologian J.C. Lavater.  Among his earlier anonymous publications were Theory of Probability and the satire Pope a Metaphysican, which he co-wrote with a longtime friend.  Better known are his “lectures on the existence of god” entitled Morning Hours and his imitation of Plato in Phaedo, or On the Immortality of the Soul.  FTP, name this man who was the model for Nathan the Wise by his friend Gotthold Lesing, a 19th-century German Jewish philosopher and grandfather of a famous Romantic composer.


Answer: Moses Mendelssohn   

10. He played Dyan Keaton’s love interest in Arnold Schwarnegger’s directorial debut, the made for TV movie Christmas in Connecticut.  He was once married to Rita Coolidge and once dated Janis Joplin, who recorded one of his songs.  His start in the music business came after he landed a helicopter in Johnny Cash’s yard which resulted in Cash recording his “Sunday Morning Coming Down.”  He played a psychiatrist and Adrien Brody’s tormentor in the recent The Jacket, but he might be better known for his turn as Abraham Whistler in a movie trilogy.  FTP, name this actor who played Wesley Snipes’ mentor in the Blade movies and who shares his name with the father of Eugene O’Neill’s Anna Christie.


Answer: Kris Kristofferson
11. This novel’s central theme is delivered on a Sunday afternoon in a gathering at which such people as Miss Barace are present.  It is at the garden of Gloriani that the protagonist recites the theme to the minor character John Little Bilham.  The novel begins with the protagonist set up to meet an acquaintance from Milrose and coming across a woman, Maria Gostrey, whom he turns away from in the twelfth and final book.  Other characters include the vulgar couple of Jim and Sarah Pocock, who prove unsuccessful in their mission.  The protagonist returns to Woollet reconciled to the relationship of Mademoiselle de Vionnet and Chad Newsome.  “Live all you can, it’s a mistake not to,” claims Lambert Strether in, FTP, what late novel by Henry James?

Answer: The Ambassadors
12. It was co-discovered by Johann Listing in 1858, who was actually the first to publish it.  Attaching it to a disk results in either a Boy surface, a Roman surface, or a cross-cap and a total of six colors is required to be able to color any set of regions on it.  It can be obtained by removing one point from the real projective plane, has an Euler characteristic of zero, and is the simplest non-orientable surface.  FTP, what is this object, a favorite of M. C. Escher’s art, which can be produced by a strip of paper with a half-twist in it?


Answer: Möbius strip
13. Leopold O’Donnell was a general of Irish descent who fought against this group and Francois Bazaine led two Foreign Legion campaigns against them.  It was due to their objections that the Order of the Golden Fleece lost its prestige, objections that they raised before their second uprising, which came against the second son of Victor Emmanuel I, the Duke of Aosta.  They had earlier supported the count of Montemolin, the son of their first leader, and refused to capitulate despite the setbacks faced by two of their key commanders, Maroto and Cabrera.  However, a peace was reached with the help of Baldomero Espartero and the claims of Isabella II were recognized.  FTP, identify this group that began in 1830s and claimed the Salic Law granted the throne of Spone to their namesake.  


Answer: Carlists
14. The mother of one of his children, the hunter Alcon, was unknown, unlike the mother of his two children killed in a wrestling match with Hercules, both named Cyncus.  His son Tereus was a Thracian who helped Pandion fight Labdacus and another son was the father of Oeneus, the Calydonian Porthaon.  With Astyoche he sired Ascalaphus, one of the Argonauts, and he was also the father of a member of the Seven Against Thebes, Parthenopaues, through his time with Atalanta.  Coincidentally, he was also the father of Meleager.  FTP, name this deity who most often cuckolded Hephaestos, the father of Deimos and Phobos, and Greek god of war.


Answer: Ares (do not accept “Mars”)

15. The main tenor proclaims his intense love for the title heroine in “Amore o grillo,” and she enters shortly thereafter and introduces the tenor with “Spira sul mare.”  Three years pass before the second act, which ends with the Flower Duet and then the Humming Chorus, both reflecting the title character’s anticipation of her husband’s return.  The tragedy occurs in act three in which the title character commits suicide with a dagger just a short distance away from where her child Little Trouble is waving an American Flag, a scene that causes Pinkerton to be overcome with grief.  Based on a play by David Belasco, FTP, name this work which is set in Nagasaki and in which Cio-Cio-San [cho cho san]is the title character, an opera by Puccini.


Answer: Madama Butterfly or Madame Butterfly 

16. It says of the title character, “Kings may be blest, but [he] was glorious,” and “over the ills of life victorious.”  Its final lines include “each man and mother’s son, take heed” about a vice and the subsequent consequences.  The preceding words explains those consequences with the line “but left behind her gray tail,” a reference to the chopped off rear of the title character’s mare, which occurs after the title character joined Kirkton Jean in a heavy night of debauchery.  Based on a story told to the poet about a denizen of Alloway Kirk, FTP, name this poem about the titular drunkard’s encounter with a witch, a work by Robert Burns.


Answer: “Tam O’Shanter” 

17. Robert Wilson was its first director, and the highrise located there that is its most recognizable building bears his name. Home to experiments such as MiniBooNE and MINOS, which creates a beam of neutrinos to be detected 450 miles away in the Soudan mine in Minnesota, its most important accelerator is home to the detectors CDF and D0, and is capable of colliding protons and antiprotons at an energy of 1.96 TeV, hence its name of Tevatron.  FTP, what is this national accelerator facility located in Batavia, Illinois and bearing the name of a prominent Italian-American physicist?


Answer: Fermilab or Fermi National Accelerator Laboratory

18. His political legacy remains in the SRN, or People’s Socialist Community, his nation’s oldest political party.  He has since released a CD of original songs and produced and directed 26 films.  Just as he had once served as prime minister under his father Suramarit, his son Ranarid [ra-na-rid] served as his prime minister.  He came to power by succeeding his grandfather Monivong, and in his second stint in control was reduced to a puppet during the government of Hun Sen.  After having first been overthrown by Lon Nol, he finally regained leadership in 1993.  FTP, name this man who abdicated his throne in 2004 after his second time as king of Cambodia.


Answer: Norodom Sihanouk [see-ha-nook]   

19. Barlow Trail was the first path found across this range, which is also home to Klamath Lake, Ross Lake, and Lake Chelan.  Its higher peaks include Thielsen and Bailey as well as the popular ski resort Mount Bachelor, which is situated close to its group of mountains known as the Three Sisters.  Mount Garibaldi also belongs to this range, though in a subdivision known as the Coast Mountains.  Better-known are Mt. Mazama and Lassen Peak, which exhibit typical volcanic behavior.  FTP, name this mountain range also home to Mt. Hood and Mt. Rainier and which stretches across the Pacific Northwest.

Answer: Cascade Range

20. Lines about him include “Now fixed and finished thine eternal plan, / Thy best has done its best” in a poem about him by Christina Rossetti.  His late works include his Verses on Various Occasions, which included a poem he had written in Italy thirty years earlier, “Lead, Kindly Light.”  He also wrote novels such as Callista and Loss and Gain, but was chiefly known for arguments made in such works as The Grammar of Assent.  The value of the “disciplined intellect” is the focus of his lectures in The Idea of a University, and his series of articles responding to an attack on his intellectual honesty form his best-known work.  FTP, name this Englishman who wrote the verse monologue The Dream of Gerontius and the spiritual autobiography Apologia Pro Vita Sua.


Answer: John Henry Newman (or Cardinal Newman)

B. What algorithm, named after its two co-discoverers, is used by the ML family of languages to infer types?

C. Jean-Yves Girard and John C. Reynolds independently created what typed, polymorphic lambda calculus, often distinguished by its “omega” and “subtype” versions.


Answer: System F (prompt on “second-order lambda calculus”)

C. A companion to Summer Night on the River, with which it was first published, this Frederick Delius tone poem includes a thematic two-note call from the woodwinds meant to signify the titular creature.

5. Answer these questions about movies and the fictional musicians in them, FTP each:

8. Name these laws involved with temperature, FTP each:
A. It states that for any liquid, the molar heat of vaporization at the normal boiling point, divided by the boiling temperature in degrees Kelvin, is equal to about 21 calories per mole degrees Kelvin.

Answer: Trouton’s rule 

B. It states that when two systems are in thermal equilibrium with a third body, they are also in thermal equilibrium with each other.  Further, these bodies are all at the same temperature


Answer: zeroth law of thermodynamics
C. Introduced in 1949 as the first improvement to the Van der Waals equation, it is adequate for calculation of gas phase properties when the ratio of the pressure to the critical pressure is less than about one-half of the ratio of the temperature to the critical temperature.

A. His Venus Victrix was a depiction of Napoleon’s sister-in-law Pauline Borghese.

B. His Alexander frieze lies in the Palazzo Quirinale in Rome and his colossal series of Christ and the Twelve Apostles are in the Von Frue Kirke in his native Copenhagen.


Answer: Bertel Thorvaldsen
C. This Frenchman’s two major works are his Mercury Attaching his Winged Sandals and his Departure of the Volunteers of 1792, popularly called La Marsellaise.


Answer: Francois Rude
11. Name these men of the Qin dynasty, for 10 points each:

A. He ruled as “First Emperor” of the dynasty, which is what his most common name translates to.

12. Name these authors of captivity narratives, FTP each:

A. In the Sovereignty and Goodness of God, a “Narrative of [her] Captivity and Restoration,” she wrote about her three months in the late winter and early spring of 1676 in the household of Weetamo, a Wampanoag woman.


Answer: Mary Rowlandson
B. Under the pseudonym Linda Brent she released her 1861 autobiography Incidents in the Life of a Slave Girl, documenting her sexual abuse at the hands of her owner Dr. Flint.


Answer: Harriet Jacobs
C. He published his narrative of life as a slave in 1845, two years before he began his abolitionist newspaper The North Star.


Answer: Frederick Douglass (or Frederick Johnson)

13. Name these parts of the abdominal cavity, FTP each:
A. The abdominal cavity is lined by this, a membrane that covers not only the inside wall of the cavity but also every organ or structure contained in it. It has a parietal as well as visceral portion.

Answer: peritoneum 

B. These are folds of peritoneum that are attached to the wall of the abdomen and enclosing viscera.  They are richly supplied with vessels that carry blood to or from the organs they enfold.

Answer: mesentery or mesenteries 
C. These are folds of peritoneum enclosing nerves, blood vesels, lymph channels, and fatty and connective tissue.  There are two of them, a greater one and a lesser one.

Answer: omenta or omentum

Answer: Judith Butler
C. She argued against the historical consideration of women as “The Other,” or deviation from the normal in The Second Sex.  Among her novels are All Men are Mortals and The Mandarins.


Answer: Simone de Beauvoir
15. Name these things about a mythical land of ancient times, FTP each:

A. The Greeks believed in the existence of this fabulously wealthy kingdom beyond the Pillars of Hercules.  They believed it to have a wealthy king named Arganthonios, or the “Silver One.”


Answer: Tartessos (or Tarshish)

A. This corpulent king of Poland brought a major contingent of the army that raised the siege.  

Answer: John Sobieski or John III
B.  He was the Grand Vizier who led the Turkish forces and was killed on order of the Sultan for his virtuoso display of incompetence as a military commander.

Answer: Kara Mustafa
C. The Ottoman’s fought on for another 16 years before signing this treaty in which they gave away most of Hungary, Transylvania and Slavonia.

C. Sterne was one of the biographies in Peter Quennell’s 1945 study Four Portraits.  Another was this author of An Account of Corsica and Journal of a Tour of the Hebrides.


Answer: James Boswell
18. Answer these questions about electromagnetic energy transport:
A. For 10 points, This aptly-named vector is proportional to the cross product of the E and B fields and points in the direction of energy transport.


Answer: Poynting vector

B. For 10 points, This formula expresses the power radiated by an oscillating electric dipole, showing that it is proportional to the square of the acceleration.


Answer: Larmor formula or equation or whatever

C. For 5 points each, The electric dipole moment is the lowest-order contribution to electromagnetic radiation.  For 5 each name the two terms which contribute to the next-to-lowest-order term.


Answer: electric quadrupole and magnetic dipole
19. Name these rivers of France, FTP each:
A. It rises in the Cevennes and flows into the Bay of Biscay 630 miles later, making it the longest river in the nation.


Answer: Loire 

B. It rises in the Langres plateau in the northeast part of the country and flows northwest past Chaumont and Chalons-en-Champagne before joining the Seine near Paris some 325 miles later. 


Answer: Marne
C. It rises in the Vosges Mountains and flows 340 miles north and then northeast before joining the Rhine.  Its namesake canal, overseen by Luxembourg, France, and Germany, made the river passable for large barges between Metz and Koblenz.

A. The policy’s strongest practitioner was this man, who resigned as a senator from Pennsylvania in 1909 to become William Howard Taft’s secretary of state.

B. The U.S. supported the overthrow of Jose Zelaya in this country to protect its financial interests.  Three years later, in 1912, marines were sent to support the provisional president Adolfo Diaz.  


Answer: Nicaragua
C. In 1910 Philander Knox became convinced that European financing of the Huakang Railroad would impede U.S. access to trade, so he persuaded this businessman to form U.S. consortium and submit a bid.


Answer: J(ohn) P(ierpont) Morgan
