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Round 7 Tossups

1. Among the scenes based on the author’s own habits were a bird shoot on Lake Mareotis and one title character’s habit of blowing his nose in a tennis sock.  The last installment is named for a painter who is united in love with the narrator of the first part.  That narrator discovers that an earlier love of his was infatuated with his rival Pursewarden in the second part, and the third part, which is written in third-person, is about a British diplomat in love with Nessim’s mother.  Primarily focused on Darley but with individual sections titled after his acquaintances like Clea, Balthazar, and Justine, FTP, name this group of four novels by Lawrence Durrell, all set in the titular Egyptian city.


Answer: Alexandria Quartet
2. These cells can build up enormous amounts of pressure, as high as 140 atmospheres. They accomplish this by building high concentrations of ions inside while keeping their walls impermeable to water.  If the right chemical stimuli are present and the trigger is touched, water rushes in and ejects a filament outwards.  This filament, part of the nematocyst, snags the prey and the filament draws it back to the organism.  FTP, name these specialized stinging cells whose name is derived from the phylum in which they are exclusively found and which includes hydra and jellyfish.

Answer: cnidocytes
3. The name’s the same.  One merged with the Justice Jel-Jel to form the largest political party in Senegal, and another is headed by Dean Mugomba and is the main Zambian political party.  The best-known was a program recommended for implementation by a task force headed by Adolph Augustus Berle.  The U.S. guaranteed $20 billion to augment the $80 billion pledged over ten years by the main countries involved.  The program withered, however and it was disbanded by a committee of the OAS 12 years after its charter had been signed at Punta del Este.  FTP, name this assistance program for Latin America begun in 1961 by JFK and sometimes abbreviated AFP.


Answer: Alliance for Progress (prompt on “AFP”)

4. Walker Percy partially offered up an introduction to this philosopher’s thoughts in a posthumous 1991 collection.  This man initially gave the names of Quality, Relation, and Representation to his “new list of categories,” analogous to Kant’s twelve a priori forms of understanding.  His major essays appeared posthumously as Chance, Love, and Logic, further expounding upon his interest in what he called “abduction,” his approach to the science of logic.  He wrote of a precise determination of the shape of the Milky Way in his Photometric Researches and expounded on some of his basic ideas in the essay “How to Make Our Ideas Clear.”  FTP, name this American philosopher who contributed to the development of semiotics and pragmatism.


Answer: Charles Sanders Peirce [purse]

5. Its second movement is a waltz without trio, and has a contrasting section in F major playing the central theme in unison flute and oboe.  The next part begins and concludes with a duet on oboe and English horn and also features four timpanists playing slowly to indicate an oncoming storm.  The final movement includes a section with distant bells and then bassoons and tuba playing the Dies irae.  It begins with “Dreams, Passions” and progresses through “Scene in the Fields” and “March to the Scaffold” before getting to “Dream of the Witches Sabbath.”  FTP, name this five-movement work in which the “Beloved” represents Harriet Smithson, a famous composition by Hector Berlioz.


Answer: Symphonie fantastique
6. She began translating the works of conservative moralist Madame de Genlis at the request of her father, with whom she collaborated on the textbook Practical Education.  She wrote on the responsibilities of the female author in Letters for Literary Ladies and of Caesar, the titular rebel and slave, in her story “The Grateful Negro.”  She ended her experiments with novels of manners with Ormond, having begun in that genre with Belinda.  More successful was her novel The Absentee which, like her best-known work, was a critique of Irish gentry life.  FTP, name this English novelist of Castle Rackrent.


Answer: Maria Edgeworth
7. H.E. Ives and G.R. Stilwell were the first to experimentally show, in 1938, that the relativistic formula for this effect was correct and not the classical formula. The transverse form of this effect, which is actually a special case of time dilation, is a purely relativistic effect and not predicted classically at all. It behaves differently than its counterpart for sound because of the absence of a medium and hence the concept of absolute motion.  Responsible for the redshift we see in distant objects, FTP, what is this effect which changes the frequency of observed light from objects moving relative to us?


Answer: Doppler effect

8. Its seventh ruler was so obsessed with dog fighting that he allowed his soldiers to pay taxes with dogs.  During its later years the Nitta family rose to power in the provinces, having first gained momentum from their role in the Battle of Bunei, during which this dynasty repulsed a foreign invasion.  Its puppet rulers attempted to revolt with the Jokyu war, but were crushed and remained silent for another century.  It was finally during the reign of the emperor Go-Daigo that its controlling Hojo family was destroyed.  Coming to power after victory in the Gempei War by Minamoto Yoritomo, FTP, name this Japanese shogunate that was replaced by the Ashikaga.


Answer: Kamakura shogunate

9. After an uncredited role in Less than Zero, he played a character named Chris on one season of Another World.  He played a high school track star who wasn’t as good as his recently released criminal younger brother, played by Ricky Schroeder, in Across the Tracks and a detective in the box office flop Cool World.  Roles that followed included the title character in Johnny Suede and a pothead in True Romance.  He was an asylum inmate in Twelve Monkeys and a sadistic killer in Kalifornia, neither of which were as miserable as his Irish accent in The Devil’s Own.  FTP, name this actor who also starred in Seven Years in Tibet and The Mexican, and more recently in Troy and Mr. and Mrs. Smith.

Answer: Brad Pitt
10. In the 1950s Laurens van der Post exposed the world to the people of this region in his work on its “Lost World.”  A major feature in the northeastern section of this region is the Makarikari depression, consisting of two extensive bare pan areas floored by alkaline sandy clays. Barchan dunes on the Ntwetwe [nuh-tet-way] Pan in the northeastern section are the only naturally formed sand dunes in the area.  It has no permanent surface water with the exception of the Boteti River.  FTP, name this region that is bounded by the plateaus of the Transvaal and Zimbabwe, the largest desert in southwestern Africa?

Answer: Kalahari Desert

11. The waitress Milly plays a prominent role in one of this work’s tales, “The Adjustment of Nature,” and it ends with a bit about a worker at Bogle’s Chop House, another waitress Tildy.  An earlier story tells of a special room for rent, “The Skylight Room,” while the 11th entry is written from the perspective of Pete, a “Yellow Dog.”  It begins with account of a trip taken by the narrator and his friend in “Tobin’s Palm,” and also includes “A Cosmopolite in a Café” and “The Caliph, Cupid and the Clock.”  Four of its stories are set in a fictitious republic, and the other 21 are all accounts of New York life.  FTP, name this collection by O’Henry whose title refers to the “number of people in New York worth notice.”


Answer: The Four Million 

12. His writings include A System of Inorganic Chemistry and Elements and Electrons. Working under Robert Bunsen at the University of Heidelberg, his early studies included an analysis of the physiological action of alkaloids, establishing their relationship to pyridine. His greatest discovery might have come when he tried to explain the difference in the atomic weight of nitrogen found in chemical compounds and the heavier free nitrogen found in the atmosphere. He realized that atmospheric nitrogen was consistently contaminated with an undiscovered heavy gas.  FTP, this led to what chemist’s co-discovery of argon, after which he went on to isolate neon, krypton, and xenon.

Answer: William Ramsay

13. It consisted of six chambers and delegates of those chambers convened as the “Lords Seventeen.”  It lasted almost two hundred years before being disbanded following the end of the States General.  For a five-year period Engelbert Kaempfer was its chief surgeon, and it also engaged the services of astronomer Petrus Plancius.  Its relationships with its closest competitor soured after the Amboyna Massacre, and it dominated that competitor for a time after the success of posts at the Banda Islands and Deshima.  At its height it employed 50,000 people and had a massive headquarters complex in Batavia.  Founded in 1602, FTP, name this private corporation that oversaw colonial matters in Asia for members in Rotterdam, Amsterdam, and other cities. 


Answer: Dutch East India Company (or United East Indies Company or VOC or Vereenigde Oostindische Compagnie)

14. He took an extended journey to see the works of the European masters with his friends John Casilear and John Frederick Kensett.  Upon his return he turned to more allegorical canvases like Morning of Life and Evening of Life, both of which can be found in the National Academy of Design, of which he was a founder.  His initial fame grew out of a business he set up with his brother Cyrus to engrave banknotes and other items.  In fact, his first major work was an engraving of Trumbull’s Declaration of Independence.  However he’s primarily associated with the genre of such works as The Beeches and Kaaterskill Clove.  FTP, name this American painter who depicted William Cullen Bryant and Thomas Cole in his masterpiece Kindred Spirits.


Answer: Asher Durand
15. By defeating Khensu in a series of draughts he indirectly added five more days to the calendar.  Among his associates was Astennu, and he was acknowledged to be the father of the goddess Seshat.  He was also regarded as the lunar deity himself and would occasionally wear a lunar crescent on his head.  Better known are deeds such as his journey to Nubia to recover Tefnut and his questioning of the deceased and recording the results of the weighing of their hearts.  Actually known as Djeheuty, his more common name was given to him by the Greeks.  Often depicted with the head of an ibis, FTP, name this Egyptian god of wisdom.


Answer: Thoth (accept early buzz of Djeheuty or Tehuti)

16. In the first scene the title character hands over care of the dog Puff, and in the final scene the guards resume their card game which was going on at the beginning of this play,.  One character knits sweaters for the poor and does so until her time to die, which occurs when she cuts her throat.  After hearing of the actions of Paul Collette, the author wrote this work as a statement against fascism and had his wife Monelle Valentin cast in the tile role at the premiere.  Hers is one of three deaths in the final part, the others being Eurydice and her son.  FTP, name this 1942 adaptation that ends with the deaths of Haemon and his love, a Jean Anouilh retelling of Sophocles’ final play in the Oedipus trilogy.


Answer: Antigone
17. In the Chomsky hierarchy, these are classified as Type 2, and can be transformed into an expression in Chomsky normal form or Greibach normal form. Any language of this type can be parsed using an Earley parser, while LL and LR parsers are also used in many cases. Most commonly expressed using Backus-Naur form, they can be viewed as the set of languages acceptable by a pushdown automaton. FTP, what is this type of language in which every production rule for a symbol does not depend on the location of that symbol?


Answer: context-free language or grammar

18. It officially began with an action taken by John Baker, which resulted in a series of missives sent back and forth between John Harvey and Edward Kent.  The problem arose due to the rejection of an earlier mediation by William I of the Netherlands.  Hiram Smith is the only known casualty, despite a call for 50,000 troops and the arrival of at least 3,000 from one side.  The soldiers inaction in Madawaska led to several newspapers denouncing it as the “Pork and Beans” War.  Violence was averted by an agreement negotiated by Winfield Scott and the larger issue was settled four years later with the Webster-Ashburton treaty.  FTP, name this 1838 conflict over some land disputed by Maine and New Brunswick.


Answer: Aroostook War (accept early buzz of Pork and Beans War; prompt on “Northeastern Boundary Dispute”)

19. Among the consequences of the society described in this book were the growth of sports such as football and the increased use of such things as manners and etiquette, which have no practical worth.  This growth is primarily attributed to a principle which causes man to mimic those he deems more successful than himself.  According to the author society had not changed from the fundamental conqueror-conquered dynamic that characterized primitive tribes.  The modern businessman was just a barbarian who did such things as imitate his fellow businessman and waste money for higher status, processes termed “pecuniary emulation and “conspicuous consumption.”  FTP, name this critique of the titular group of people, the magnum opus of Thorstein Veblen.


Answer: The Theory of the Leisure Class
20. It ends with the heroine being appointed as a ward to Namo, the duke of Bavaria.  One of those who failed to win her hand is Ferragus, who dies during the action.  It was at this point from which Berni refashioned his version of this work.  The climactic moment occurs during a siege of Albragga by the kin go Tartary, which the hero is able to break.  The work begins with the daughter of Galafron arriving at court, only to be wooed by Astolfo, Rinaldo, and the title character, who is still unable to gain the hand of Angelica by the end.  FTP, name this epic poem in which the titular hero falls in love, a work by Matteo Boiardo.

Answer: Orlando Innamorato
