2. Born in Yonkers and raised in Fairfield, CT, he became a standout at Harvard and left school to turn pro after just 2 years.* A slow and steady rise up the ranks was halted in 2004 when he broke his neck, lost his father to cancer, got shingles and had his face partially paralyzed. However, he began a comeback in 2005, losing the finals of Washington and winning in New Haven. Who, FTP, will probably be best known for losing a thrilling 5-set quarterfinal match to Andre Agassi at this year’s US Open.

3. This Born in Dallas, Texas, in 1945, she attended Southern Methodist University* to become a teacher but ended up in law school.  She clerked for Judge Joe Estes in the 1970s, then became the first woman hired by Locke, Liddell & Sapp; the first woman president of the Dallas Bar Association; and the first woman to head the State Bar of Texas.  Her argument that Dick Cheney is not a Texan contributed to a Bush-Cheney victory in 2000, and that may be a reason for her current claim to fame.  FTP, name this woman, who recently withdrew a nomination to the Supreme Court.

4. The movie’s main female character’s husband was recently murdered, his body found in the water outside of the city.* Water plays a large role in this movie, as the murdered man, Hollis Mulwray, worked for the water department. Featuring the director of the movie giving the detective, J.J. Gittes, a “nose job” outside a dam, for ten points, name this 1974 film noir starring Jack Nicholson and Faye Dunaway, named after a section of Los Angeles where the detective used to work.

5. Ironically, it began as a skirmish that escalated into a full fledged battle. Key moments included the collapse of the Union crescent* northwest of the battle’s namesake town and a handful of New Englanders famously foiling one half of Robert E. 6. Born in 1968 in Westchester, she was sales and marketing director of the Beck Summit Hotel Management Group*, where she restored a run-down golf club in preparation for a bank auction.  The project led to a 1994 meeting with Donald Trump, who was so impressed that he not only purchased the course but hired her to run it.  She excelled in the Trump organization, becoming executive vice president and the COO of Trump National Golf Clubs. 7. It was founded in 1971 and has grown to 3,200 companies listed*.  It closed over 1,000 for the first time in 1995, then peaked in 2000.  It became listed on its own stock exchange in 2002, joining firms in all industries including technology, retail, and media.  It allows multiple market participants to trade through its electronic communications networks structure, increasing competition.  FTP, name the world’s first and the US’s largest electronic stock market, founded by the National Association of Securities Dealers.

Zero Mostel.  Bernadette Peters.  And Peter Sellers*, and that’s just in the first two years.  Statler and Waldorf now chill in New York’s Museum of Television and Radio.  Wokka wokka wokka! 9. His political career began in 1810 with his election to congress 6 years after graduating from Yale*. After spending time as a war hawk he took a post as Monroe’s Secretary of War. In an odd twist he served as vice president in consecutive terms for two different men- John Quincy Adams and, more famously, Andrew Jackson.  In 1844 John Tyler would appoint him Secretary of State. But between 1832 and 1844 he made his mark. FTP name this US Senator from South Carolina.

10. His first name also means pubic wig.  Unlike Group Captain Lionel Mandrake or the titular character himself, he speaks with an American accent.  He is bald and pensive, FTP, name this fictional American president, the man who insisted that "you can't fight in here. This is the war room" in Dr. Strangelove.

11. Born just outside of Pittsburgh, she traveled in Europe early, trying to copy the old masters before eventually moving there*. Best known for her perceptive portrayals of women and children, she succeeded where no other American artist could. FTP, name this avant-garde artist of The Mirror and The Boating Party, who displayed with the French Impressionists at the Salon.
Answer: Mary Cassatt
12. The youngest player ever to play on the national team, at age 15, she led North Carolina* to four consecutive national championships in soccer, setting conference records in both goals and assists. By the time she retired, she had led the United States to a pair World Cup victories and, along with Michelle Akers, was one of only two Americans recognized on FIFA’s list of the top 125 living players. FTP, name this striker, the all-time leader in goals scored.

Answer: Mia Hamm

13. The second of four children, she is ostensibly named after her grandfather’s brother Conrad*.  She grew up moving between Manhattan, Beverly Hills, and the Hamptons, and while her parents facilitated her jet-set lifestyle, she now earns nearly $1 million dollars per year through her modeling career, personal appearances, and handbag design business.  In 2004 she married Todd Andrew Meister in Vegas, but that marriage didn’t last long.  It’s no surprise since the bride is, FTP, what sister of Barron, Conrad, and Paris, heiress to a billion-dollar hotel fortune?

Answer: Nicky Hilton or Nicholai Olivia Hilton

14. The designer of the U.S. tax withholding system, this economist has supported numerous libertarian causes,* such as school vouchers, legalizing marijuana and decriminalizing prostitution. His libertarian principles and commitment to economic freedom is also evident in “Free to Choose,” a 10-part PBS series he co-authored with his wife. He is better known, however, for his contributions to monetary theory, which won him the 1976 Nobel. FTP name this economist, author of “The Monetary History of the United States.”

15. It won the grammy for best album in 1986 and* record of the year for the title track in 1987. It is notable for its use of South African musicians, including the band Ladysmith Black Mambazo. Lyrics from the title track include, “The Mississippi delta was shining, like a national guitar, I am following the river, down the highway.” FTP, name this album, which includes the tracks “You can call me Al,” and “Diamonds on the Soles of her shoes.”

16. Lasting from April 22 to June 17, 1954, they resulted from Roy M. Cohn’s lobbying of the Army to for preferential treatment for Private G. David Schine.(*) On March 11, 1954 the Army publicized its protest of Cohn’s interference leading to an exchange of charges and countercharges between the chairman of the Senate Committee on Government Operations 
and the United States Army. Televised nationally on ABC and the DuMont networks, millions watched, FTP which congressional inquiry, the first to be broadcast on TV and the turning point in Senator Joseph McCarthy’s career?
Answer: Army-McCarthy Hearings
17. Her first attempt at acting on the silver screen is in the film Elizabethtown* playing Aunt Dora. However, this lady and her sons are better known for their restaurant “The Lady & Sons” in Savannah, Georgia. Best known for her down home recipes, including hoe cakes and cracklin’ cornbread, FTP, name this chef who always says “best dishes from my kitchen to yours” at the end of her self-titled show on the Food Network.

18. He was born in 1890 in Providence, Rhode Island.  He is famous mainly for his short stories, although he also wrote poetry and nearly 87,500 letters.  Scholars divide his writing into three phases: the macabre phase*, the dream-cycle phase, and the mythos phase. He pioneered a sub-genre of horror, creating a style which now bears his name.  FTP name this author, inventor of the Necronomicon as a plot device, and originator of the Cthulhu mythos.

19. Developed as part of MTV’s Liquid Television series, this anime-inspired animated show centered on the exploits of a secret agent from the country of Monica.* Her mission: to infiltrate the country of Bregna, led by her sworn enemy and lover, Trevor Goodchild. Among the show’s distinctive features is the fact that the title character dies in most episodes. FTP, name this animated series, which is soon to be released as a live-action film starring Charlize Theron.

20. For years this stubborn idealist worked as a civil servant, but the reality of New York City graft opened his eyes. b. This Pennsylvanian was offered command of the Army of the Potomac after Chancellorsville, but refused when denied autonomy from political interference. He was killed either by a sniper or a stray bullet on the first day of the Battle of Gettysburg.



Answer: John Reynolds
c. The ancestor and namesake of the historian who wrote The Battle Cry of Freedom, this Union general was killed after mistakenly riding into a Confederate skirmish line at the Battle of Atlanta.

18. Neil Gaiman, a recent native of Minneapolis, is one of the very few authors whose works could come up under literature, mythology, or Trash. Given a description, identify the Gaiman work, for 10 points each.

a. Co-authored with Terry Pratchett, this novel re-imagined the Four Horsemen for modern times. War was a beautiful woman, whose presence sparked fights; Famine was a famed diet doctor; and Pollution stepped in after the discovery of penicillin caused Pestilence to retire. Death, however, was basically still death.

b. This novel follows the adventures of Shadow Moon, who is hired to act as the bodyguard of Mr. Wednesday, an incarnation of Odin, as the old gods of ancient myth battle the new gods of American life, such as money, the internet, and televison.

c. Gaiman’s newest novel, this work is tangentially related to American Gods. In it, “Fat Charlie” Nancy finds out that his estranged father was actually an African spider god, and that his heretofore unknown brother has inherited some of his powers.

a. This judge, who served in the Second Circuit from 1924 to 1951, is best known for his contributions to free speech and tort law. His best-known decision is probably U.S. v Carroll Towing, which established the “calculus of negligence.”

b. This judge, currently serving on the Seventh Circuit, has written severalmleading works on law and economics, such as “Pragmatism and Democracy.” More recently, he has started a blog with nobel-prize winning economist Gary Becker.

c. This judge, who served as associate or chief justice of the California Supreme Court from 1940 to 1970, led the adoption of numerous key concepts in tort and contract law, such as strict liability in tort for defective products, the use of extrinsic evidence in interpreting contracts, and the cause of action for negligent infliction of emotional distress.
