4. Jade-Isis Lefebvre was baptized in this.  In 1925, Lynn and Muzz Patrick discovered it in their basement and scratched their names on it with a nail. (*) In 1940, their names were properly engraved on it…right before they—and the rest of their teammates—urinated in it.  Bryan Trottier admitted not only to sleeping with it, but also to unscrewing the bowl for use as a feeding dish for his dog.  FTP, name this trophy that, in 1905, was unsuccessfully drop-kicked across the frozen Rideau Canal by a member of the Ottawa Silver Seven and not retrieved until the following day.


Answer: Stanley Cup
5. It sold 22,000 units on the day of its 1964 launch, and had sold nearly 420,000 units by its first anniversary.  1973 marked the first production model (*) using no parts from the original Falcon frames.  It was not—as some believe—named after the legendary P-51 fighters flown in WWII and Korea.  The aggressive hood scoops on the 1971 Mach 1 were based on borrowed NASA design elements.  In 1965, the GT debuted, with the Shelby following later that same year, and Cobra coming later.  FTP, name this legendary Ford model also known as “Pony Grills”.


Answer: Mustang (anything more is incorrect because of “22,000”)

6. The third season saw occasional appearances of Addy Wilson, a childhood friend of the main character, while Joey Donovan (*), a six-year-old orphan, joined the Kanisky household permanently. That same year, Julie married Jonathan Maxwell, a pizza-delivery man, who moved into the household.  In the fifth season, Katie moved to San Francisco; Julie, Jonathan, and their baby, Nell, moved to San José; and Samantha attended college in New Jersey.  FTP, identify this sitcom that took place in a fictional town of Glen Lawn, California, and starred Nell Carter constantly battling to lose weight.


Answer: Gimme a Break!
7. A man walks into a talent agent’s office and says, “Sir, have I got a show for you. (*) We’re a family act-”  The agent stops the man and says, “I’m sorry, but nobody hires family acts anymore.”  The man replies “Wait!  I’ll show you the act!” and then brings in his wife, his son, his daughter, and his dog.  Acts of unspeakable depravity are then preformed, all to the talent agent’s utter horror and disgust, until—at last—the man is finished.  The talent agent then tells the man, “That’s a heck of a show. 9. It contains over 47,000 tons of steel, 30,000 light fixtures, and over 1,325 miles of power and fiber-optic cables.  The 2 nuclear reactors ensure a 20-year deployment possibility (*), while massive pumps keeps the 4-million gallons of jet fuel evenly distributed.  Sporting 2 RIM-7 and 2 RAF Missile launchers, it glides through the water due to its improved bough design, aiding in F-18 takeoffs.  FTP, name this aircraft carrier, America’s newest and most expensive, that was christened by a former First Lady in the summer of 2004.


Answer: U.S.S. Ronald Reagan
10. He has just one rule: “Feet first, feet first; not the head, you fool!”  Produced by Divine Interventions and made from silicone (*), it absorbs body heat faster, retaining it longer.  Also, silicone is an insulator, which gives some users better piece of mind. (*) The mascot for the Dragons, an AFL team, does double duty as their dark blue and orange mascot.  Their AHL affiliate is the Bridgeport Sound Tigers, while they have played their games in Uniondale at the Nassau Veterans Memorial since 1972.  FTP, name this NHL team, currently captained by Alexei Yashin, the winners of four consecutive Stanley Cups in the early 80’s.

Answer: New York Islanders
13. The more obscure of a pair of things commonly known by this acronym is a replacement Quake 1 engine that adds features found in TomazQuake and DarkPlaces (*), but without any associated slowdown.  The more famous one was launched in 1957 by Esquire and moved from a quarterly to a monthly publication in the 70s, but still concentrated on fashion and style and attracted a primarily gay readership.  FTP, name this Conde Nast publication with 3-quarters of a million readers each month, called by Maxim “an upscale Maxim for pussies with a horrible slow pitch softball team.”

Answer: GQ (not “Gentlemen’s Quarterly” because of the first part of the bonus)
14. It is the subject of a running joke on the BBC 4 radio program “I'm Sorry I Haven't A Clue”, and a pun on its name will invariably appear during a themed film club round (*). FTP, name this mainstay of the open road, a company favored by Lone Star and Barf with NYSE ticker symbol WGO.


Answer: Winnebago Industries

17. 1996 brought their first full-length album, 30 Degrees Everywhere, released by Jade Tree Records.  That was followed by 1997's Nothing Feels Good (*), and—after a few changes in bass players—1998’s boys + girls EP, released on both CD and 7-inch, and 1999’s Very Emergency, which concentrated more on their pop sound.  Their final release came in 2002, titled wood/water, after which they broke up and Davey Von Bohlens formed the band “Maritime”.  FTP, name this group from the early days of emo, famous for songs like “Why Did We Ever Meet?” and “Emergency, Emergency”.             Answer: The Promise Ring
18. “Put about 80 cc. of urine into a cup. Draw half up at a time into the syringe and inject it into the bag through the small tube with the screw-on cap (*). FTP, name these dogs, fan favorites from the Disney catalog of characters.
