“So Long, Farewell” by Matt Larson, University of Iowa
1. She made a bid for the Democratic presidential nomination in 1972, earning only 152 delegates before conceding the nomination to George McGovern*.  Despite her role as a founding member of the Congressional Black Caucus, she struck up a friendship with George Wallace after he was shot, and Wallace returned the favor by delivering her crucial votes on a bill to give domestic workers minimum wage.  FTP, identify this New York City educator who, in 1968, became the first African-American woman elected to Congress.

Answer:  Shirley Chisholm
2. He got his big break in 1954 when, as a writer on the Red Skelton show, he happened to be on the set an hour before the live show went on the air and Skelton knocked himself out.  He filled in and quickly became a star.  He hosted the game show “Earn Your Vacation”* in 1954, a self-titled variety show in 1955 and 1956, and from 1957-62 hosted Who Do You Trust?, where he met a young announced named Ed McMahon.  FTP, identify this man who took over as host of “The Tonight Show” in 1962 and passed away in January, 2005.
Answer:  Johnny Carson
3. He tried to join political forces with Huey Long, but after Long’s assassination he wrote a series of plainly anti-Semitic articles for Father Coughlin.  He traveled to Nuremberg for Hitler’s 1938 rally* and visited Poland during the German invasion, saying the German uniforms made the country look happy and gay.  When the U.S. entered the war, he renounced fascism, and later designed a synagogue with no fee as a form of apology.  FTP, identify this architect who died in January, best known for the AT&T Building and his Glass House.

Answer:  Philip Johnson
4. He became the champion of the world when a low blow forced him to abandon his fight against champ Jack Sharkey*, earning Sharkey a disqualification and this man the belt – the only fighter to win the crown via DQ.  After a defense against Young Stribling, he fought a rematch against Sharkey, losing on a controversial split decision.  Thought to be washed up by 1936, he shocked the world by handing Joe Louis his first loss in 1936, setting up their famous 1938 rematch.  FTP, identify this most decidedly non-Nazi German boxer who died in February.

Answer:  Max Schmeling
5. George Atkinson died in March, 2005, causing Bo Andersen to say “From (his) innovation, a tremendous industry has developed.”  In 1977, sensing that retail prices were too high, Atkinson bought one Betamax and one VHS* copy of each of the first 50 movies then being sold to the public.  He opened a 600-square foot store on Wilshire Boulevard in Los Angeles and, FTP, became the first person to open what kind of business, charging $50 for a yearly store membership and $10 a day per tape?
Answer:  video rental or movie rental
6. He started his career at Chrysler but quickly moved to Packard, improving their Ultramatic transmission by giving it an improved torque converter and dual drive ranges.  He moved to GM, single handedly saving the Pontiac line with his introduction of the GTO* in 1964.  After a brief stay at Chevrolet and an unhappy retirement, he built a factory in Northern Ireland to build his dream car, the gull-wing-doored DMC-12, but by 1982 the factory was closed and he was on trial for drug trafficking.  FTP, identify this automaker whose car became a time machine in Back to the Future.
Answer:  John DeLorean
7. It was solicited by Dan Smyser, an AP editor who attended a hastily arranged press conference.  Questions popped up about the fact that the President had ordered a rise in milk supports*, where he denied it had been done in exchange for campaign contributions.  Questions were asked about the budding Watergate scandal, which were mostly brushed aside.  Most of the questions, though, dealt with recent allegations that the President had underpaid his 1969 and 1972 taxes, which prompted the famous reply.  FTP, identify this answer given by Richard Nixon where he explained that he had “earned every cent.”
Answer:  “Well, I’m not a crook.”  (Accept “Well, I am not a crook.”)  (Do not accept anything else, because it’s a quote.)

8. Surprisingly, he served two stints in the district attorney’s office, from 1963-1965 and again from 1978-1982.  Reginald Denny, Snoop Dogg, Tupac Shakur*, Jim Brown, Todd Bridges, Michael Jackson, and Diddy are all happy that he was out of the prosecution business when they needed him, but his lasting national fame traces back to events which kicked off in June 1994.  FTP, identify this man who stiffs.com eulogized with the phrase, “If he doesn’t breathe, you must bereave,” the man considered responsible for the acquittal of O.J. Simpson on two counts of murder.

9. Zhang Chunquiao (Chang Chun-chao) died in April 2005, three years after being released from prison for health reasons.  He, along with one of his compatriots, had been defiant at their trial*, which may be why they were sentenced to death and the others in this group were not.  Their rise coincided with the beginning of the Cultural Revolution, when Jiang Qing (Chang Ch’ing) was made head of the country’s cultural apparatus.  FTP, identify this group who were removed from power and arrested shortly after Mao’s death in 1976.

Answer:  Gang of Four
10. He stood for election as a candidate of the Ontario Liberal Party in a 2001 provincial election, but the campaign turned bitter and included accusations that On the Sky, a novel written by this man some years prior*, bordered on child pornography due to a scene depicting an incident of sex tourism.  He was better known for books on environmental subjects, including Occupied Canada, Thermageddon, and To Save the Whale.  Named one of Time’s 10 “eco-heroes” of the 20th century, this is, FTP, what Canadian journalist and co-founder of Greenpeace?

Answer:  Robert “Bob” Hunter 
11. In 1961, he made a short film, The Creation of Women.  It was screened at Cannes and received an Academy Award nomination.  In 1963, his first partnership production, The Householder*, became the first Indian-made film to be distributed internationally by a major American studio.  He made his full-length film directorial debut with 1993’s In Custody, and followed that up with The Proprietor.  However, his producing credits are his legacy, with films such as Howards End, The Remains of the Day, and The Golden Bowl amongst his credits.  FTP, identify this late producer and partner of James Ivory.
Answer:  Ismail Merchant
12. Samuel W. Alderson died in February, 2005 without fanfare despite the lasting success of this, his most famous invention.  In 1966, a combination of the passage of the National Traffic and Motor Vehicle Safety Act* and the publication of Unsafe at Any Speed spurred him on to his invention, which would replace the use of cadavers or live volunteers.  The first was called the V.I.P, giving way to the Hybrid type, still getting chucked through windshields today.  FTP, identify this invention without which the band which recorded “Mmm Mmm Mmm Mmm” would have no name.

Answer:  crash test dummy
13. It may have died in 1940 had it not been for Ray Holmes’s quick thinking and bravery.  Holmes, who died in June, found himself in the cockpit* of a Hurricane fighter plane watching a Dornier bomber peel off to head for this locale.  Holmes had no ammunition left, and so made the decision to ram the bomber instead.  The collision destroyed both planes, forcing Holmes to bail out but saving, FTP, what London landmark and main home of the British monarchy?

Answer:  Buckingham Palace

14. As a fighter pilot, he was present at the Gulf of Tonkin incident, saying later that there was “nothing there but black water and American fire power.”  In 1965, he was shot down over North Vietnam* where he spent seven years as a prisoner, disfiguring himself repeatedly so the North Vietnamese could not use him as a propaganda tool.  The highest ranking naval officer held as a prisoner during the war, his next public exposure came in 1992 with the words, “Who am I?  Why am I here?”  FTP, identify this vice-presidential choice of Ross Perot whose hearing aid failed him during a 1992 vice-presidential debate.

Answer:  Vice Admiral James Stockdale
15. At age nine in 1932, he watched as his nation was founded via treaty, and was educated at a school set up exclusively for members of the royal house.  He took his first state visit in 1945 to New York City to attend the opening session of the U.N.  At age 30, he was appointed Education Minister* by his father and was sent to represent the Kingdom at the coronation of Eliazbeth II.  In 1975, King Faisal was assassinated, King Khalid assumed power and he became Crown Prince.  FTP, identify this man who ruled as King of Saudi Arabia from 1982 until his death in 2005.

Answer:  King Fahd bin Abdul Aziz al-Saud

16. She put five years into her debut novel, To the Precipice, and followed it up with Nine Months in the Life of an Old Maid and Any Minute I Can Split*, a tale based on her doomed move to New Hampshire to run a progressive school.  She moved back to New York and was working as a secretary when Nora Ephron asked her to write an article about Roseann Quinn, a schoolteacher killed by a man she met in a singles bar.  The article became a 1975 novel which examined the underside of the sexual liberation movement of the 1970s.  FTP, identify this author of Looking For Mr. Goodbar who passed away in August.

Answer:  Judith Rossner
17. James Porter, Troy Kunkle, Dennis Bagwell, George Hopper, Douglas Roberts, Lonnie Wayne Pursley, Bryan Wolfe, Richard Cartwright, Alexander Martinez, David Martinez, Gary Sterling, Robert Alan Shields, Frances Newton*, Ronald Ray Howard, and Luis Ramirez were all, FTP, put to death by lethal injection in 2005 in what state, which routinely leads the nation in number of executions per year?
Answer:  Texas (Prompt on any answer that mentions capital punishment or an equivalent but doesn’t mention Texas.  If they say any state besides Texas, of course, the answer is wrong.)

20. Shortly after his death, it was proposed in his honor that his name become the ANSI standard unit for expressing volts per octave.  His most famous invention was born in 1963* and demonstrated the next year, coming with a piano-style keyboard which its competitors lacked.  In 1971 the “Mini” version hit the market and became the most popular monophonic synthesizer of the 1970s.  FTP, identify this synthesizer and theremin guru whose trademark sound was embraced by Stevie Wonder on albums such as Talking Book and Innervisions.

21. At the time of his death in August he was the oldest living professional baseball player, dying at the age of 103.  Playing for more than 30 teams, estimates put his stat totals over 4000 hits, 400 home runs, and 500 wins and 4000 strikeouts as a pitcher.  Damon Runyan coined his nickname* after watching him play pitcher and catcher in successive games of a 1932 Negro League World Series doubleheader.  FTP, identify this beloved citizen of Chicago who became the oldest player to appear in a pro game when, at age 96, he threw a single pitch for the Schaumburg Flyers.
