TTGT11 VII: Shark Sandwich 2005

1. Several fossils of the genus Sordes suggest that members of this order evolved hair independently from mammals.  They are believed to trace their origins to a svelte Thecodont similar to Scleromochlus during the middle Triassic Period, spawning first the long-tailed Rhamphorhynchids and then gigantic genera such as Quetzalcoatlus.  Most species are thought to have had webbed feet, while their most distinctive feature was stretched between an extremely elongate fourth finger and their torso.  These are, FTP, what flying reptiles of the Mesozoic Era.

ANSWER: Pterosaurs (or) Pterosauria
2. The most recent Oxford English dictionary defines this word as “a person who lacks a particular skill or skills, or who is regarded as inferior in some way.”  This term was originally coined by a British author in the late 20th century to use in a fictional work.  FTP, name this word which is used to describe characters such as Vernon and Petunia Dursley.


Answer: Muggle
3. His integral theorem states that if a function is analytic over a simply connected region, the integral of the function over any closed contour contained in the region is zero.  If a function is complex differentiable, then it must satisfy a set of equations named after Riemann and this man, while the least upper bound axiom is equivalent to the fact that all of his namesake sequences converge on the real number line.  FTP, identify this French mathematician, who shares the name of an important vector inequality with Schwarz.


ANSWER: Augustin Louis Cauchy [co-shee] 

4. Although its Dinaric Alps reach far greater heights, this region’s name is derived from Mt. Lovcen, whose dark basaltic rocks were long the site of a strategic coastal fortress along the Adriatic Sea.  Its rugged terrain also allowed it to maintain independence from the Ottoman Turks longer than any of its Balkan neighbors, regaining independence in 1799 after only 300 years of foreign domination.  With a capital at Podgorica (pod-gore-eet-sah), FTP, name this small European republic currently linked in federal union with Serbia.


ANSWER: Montenegro OR Crna Gora 


(NOTE: name is from the Italian for “Black Mtn.”)

5. These were extensively researched and developed by Richard Barrer, for which he is sometimes referred to as the founding father. Common applications of these crystal structures include their usage as filters, as catalysts in reactions, and as replacements for phosphates in detergent. They are also capable of exchanging ions, as well as absorbing gases. FTP, what are the following types of crystals, which are structurally composed of metal atoms surrounded by 4 oxygen anions and are also called molecular sieves?


ANSWER: zeolites (accept “molecular sieves” before mentioned)
6. Its only major river is the Pedieos, which flows south of the Kyrenia Mountains before emptying into Famagusta Bay.  Its highest peak is located in the Troodos Mountains and is appropriately named Mount Olympus, while its only major population center to avoid the ethnic unrest of recent decades is its southern port of Limassol.  FTP, identify this island nation, with capital at Nicosia, that has been divided into Turkish and Greek sectors since 1974.

Answer: Cyprus

7. Early engagements of this conflict included the Battles of Mollwitz and Dettingen, the later of which followed a storied retreat from Prague under France’s Marshall Belle-Isle.  France’s fateful involvement on the continent had earlier began despite the protestations of an elderly Cardinal Fluery, and although French forces met victory under the Battle of Fontenoy they lost the fort Louisbourg and oodles more in America, where the conflict became known as King George’s War.  Begun by Frederick II’s invasion of Silesia in 1740 and ended by 1748’s Treaty of Aix-la-Chapelle, FTP, identify this European conflict prompted by Maria Theresa’s ascension to the Habsburg throne.


ANSWER: War of the Austrian Succession
8. The residual variety of this property, proportional to N times the natural log of 2, is observed near absolute zero in molecules with small dipole moments.  For an ideal gas it is estimated using Stirling’s approximation to achieve the famous Sackur-Tetrode equation.  Quantitatively it is set equal to Boltzmann’s constant times the natural logarithm of multiplicity, while the change in it was first identified as heat transfer over temperature by Rudolf Clausius in 1865.  Supposedly reduced by the mythical Maxwell’s Demon yet always increasing on a universal scale according to the Second Law of Thermodynamics, FTP, identify this physical quantity typically associated with “disorder”

ANSWER: entropy
9. According to legend its titular founder was blessed with a prophetic dream in which a giant tree sprang from his loins and grew to cover all the land between four mountain ranges, the Caucaus, Atlas, Taurus, and the Carpathians along with four rivers, the Tigris, Euphrates, Nile and the Danube. And indeed Osman's descendents did go on to rule this land for centuries. FTP what empire did Osman envision which would convert Constantinople into Istanbul?


Answer: The Ottoman Empire 

10. This author received a BA from London University in 1953, and later studied broadcasting at the British Broadcasting Corps. During the 1960s, he was in the Biafran government service, and he published his second novel, No Longer At Ease. He took the title for his first novel from a Yates’ poem “The Second Coming”. FTP name this author whose first book included characters such as Okonkwo and Nwoye.

Answer: Chinua Achebe
11. The gene behind this autosomal degenerative disease, FBN1, was finally identified in 1991, nearly a century after it was studied by its namesake French pediatrician.  In affected persons, that gene’s encoding of the protein fibrillin is severely suppressed, denying structural support for the body’s elastic tissues.  Serious side effects of the disease include heart abnormalities as well as detached retina, although it most famously affects the connective tissues to produce abnormal height, long limbs, and spider-like fingers.  Often referred to as Arachnodactyly, FTP, what is this medical condition thought to have afflicted Abraham Lincoln?


ANSWER: Marfan syndrome (prompt on “Arachnodactyly” before mentioned)
12. This work’s protagonist, while living out his days in the Sal-wood forest, comes to reject his former identity as one of the “child people” consumed by trivialities.  That earlier life included a period of materialistic excess with the rich prostitute Kamala, time among the Samanas, and aimless wanderings with his best friend Govinda before that man became a follower of the Buddha.  All finally changes when the protagonist falls in with the simple ferryman Vasudeva and achieves nirvana by listening to the Om of the river.  FTP, identify this 1922 novel about an Indian mystic, written by Germany’s Hermann Hesse.

Answer: Siddhartha
13. Much of the novel's inspiration came from the author's personal experiences as a prisoner of war following the Battle of the Bulge.  Aliens teach protagonist about the fourth dimension, though it is not until much later in his life that he tells other people that he has come unstuck in time and has visited Tralfamadore.  FTP, what is this 1969 novel that uses time travel as a plot device and discusses the bombing of Dresden in World War II, which the author, Kurt Vonnegut, witnessed.

Answer: “Slaughterhouse-Five” or “The Children's Crusade:  A Duty-Dance with Death”

14. She rings the singer’s bell; the singer had a dream about her.  Her boyfriend's a dick, drives an I-ROC, and brings a gun to school.  She rocks in Keds and tube socks, and—despite the initial disbelief of singer, she knows who the singer is, gives a damn about the singer, and offers to take the singer to Iron Maiden with her.  This is—FTP—what girl, mentioned in the first line as the subject of singer’s malingering self-loathing in the Wheatus song “Teenage Dirtbag?”


Answer: Noelle (prompt on “Teenage Dirtbag” before it is said)
15. Among the events from this novel are high-seas attack by Salé pirates and the hero’s eventually founding of a Brazilian plantation.  In 1986 it was the subject of a parody by South Africa’s J. M. Coetzee [cut-see], in which the work’s “actual author” Susan Barton falls in with its title character and his primitive fellow castaway.  Allegedly based upon the life of 18th century Scottish sailor Alexander Selkirk, FTP, identify this 1719 masterpiece by Daniel Defoe.


Answer: Robinson Crusoe (NOTE TO MODERATOR: if anyone attempts to

give the full six-line title, stare derisively and accept without verification)

16. Early notable authors from this nation include the Modernist poet Leopoldo Lugones and regionalist author Ricardo Güiraldes.  Better known work’s from its literature include All Green Shall Perish by Eduardo Mallea,  Hopscotch by Julio Cortázar, and Kiss of the Spider Woman by Manuel Puig.  However, its greatest literary representative remains the author of surrealistic story collection such as Dr. Brodie’s Report, The Aleph, and Ficciones- Jorge Luis Borges [bore-haze].  FTP, identify this home of Gaucho literature, a South American nation with capital at Buenos Aires.


Answer: Argentina
17. Late in her career she authored a number of domestic novels under the pseudonym John Sedges, including The Long Love and The Bright Procession.  Taking more exotic settings were earlier works such as Dragon Seed and Imperial Woman, and she remains best known for her similarly-themed trilogy composed of Sons, A House Divided, and a work about Wang Lung that directly led to her winning of the 1938 Nobel Prize in Literature.  FTP, identify this Chinese-born American novelist of The Good Earth.

Answer: Pearl S(ydenstricker) Buck

18. His principle makes it possible to calculate pressure differences resulting from changes in the velocity and height of a fluid.  He included diameter of the pipe, mass of fluid and velocity to explain his principle.  A principle that later was put in to use by McDonnell-Douglas and Boeing.  What eighteenth century Swiss mathematician, FTP, wrote the principle explained p plus one half ro v squared plus h ro g equals K?


Answer:  Daniel Bernoulli
19. She bears the title “Mystery,” and rides the seven-headed Beast. In the doctrine of Jehovah’s Witnesses, she represents all Christian groups except for theirs. Many Protestant reformers such as Luther and Calvin claimed that she is a symbol for the Roman Catholic Church, while today some liken her to the United States. FTP, who is this Biblical "Mother of Harlots and Abominations of the Earth", apparently a loose woman from a certain city of ancient Mesopotamia.


Answer: The Whore of Babylon
20. The majority of this faith’s literature is written in the distinctive Gurmukhi script, including the Mul Mantra hymn and translations of the great mystic poet Kabir.  In recent decades it has become active politically via the Akali Party, whose headquarters are at the Akal Takht across from the famous gurdwara known as the Harmandir Sahib, or Golden Temple, in Amritsar.  The Adi Granth is the holy book of, FTP, what Indian-based religion founded by Nanak and originally led by the ten Gurus.

Answer: Sikhism
21. Intelligent, beautiful, and wealthy, she disguises herself as a young law clerk in the courtroom and saves Antonio from his contract with Shylock.  Her intelligence results in her ability to marry her love, even though her father’s will forces her to marry the suitor who correctly picks one of three caskets. FTP, who is this character from Shakespeare’s The Merchant of Venice, the defeater of Shylock and Bassanio’s lover?


Answer: Portia
22. This thinker’s developments include the 13 Principles of Faith as well as the first systematic Apophatic Theology.  His many writings include a correspondence collection in Teshuvot as well as a long-standard compilation of halakah known as the Mishneh Torah, athough he remains best known for an Aristotelian philosophical treatise entitled The Guide to the Perplexed.  FTP, identify medieval Jewish thinker nicknamed “the Second Moses”.

Answer: Moses Maimonides (or) Moses ben Maimon (prompt on “Ramdas”)

23. First and last name’s the same.  One was between scenes on a set when he picked up flying radio planes from a local boy.  This grew in to an army contract flying drone planes and a factory where he employed the likes of Marilyn Monroe.  His onscreen roles included Commodore Schmidlapp in Batman and Commissioner Mallory in The Phantom TV series.  The other received his 15 minutes of fame after being dragged out of his semi while delivering sand and beaten nearly to death, all while caught on camera from a news copter.  FTP, identify these men, one who saw TV time in the 60s and the other during the Rodney King riots?

Answer: Reginald Denny
24. Dr. John Niederhauser won the 1990 World Food Prize for developing durable genetic resistance to this disease. Originating in Mexico, the Phytophthera infestans pathogen had had little effect in Latin America, where wild species were immune to its ravages. Only after the 1840s did the fungus reduce production in Europe and other continents where high humidity and mild temperatures allowed spores to attack the leaves and stems of the target crop. FTP identify this disease, which continues to flare up in the Pacific Northwest over 150 years after it decimated Irish potato yields and sent waves of starving immigrants to America.


Answer: potato late blight OR potato blight
25. Its minor contemporary variants include Tsakonic [say-con-ick], which retains the archaic “wau” letter, and Katoitalio- a pidgin spoken primarily in the villages of Bovesia in Calabria.  In recent centuries its usage has increasingly shifted away from formal Katharevusa to Demotic, which in less true to the medieval Koine dialect enforced by the Byzantines.  First written in the Linear B script, FTP, identify this language whose ancient dialects included Arcadian, Ionic, Doric, and Attic.

ANSWER: Greek language (accept logical equivalents)

26. Born in Brooklyn, New York, this Lithuanian Jew aspired to be a composer from the age of fifteen. His music education included time with Leopold Wolfsohn and Rubin Goldmark, and with Nadia Boulanger in Paris from 1921.  Upon his return from Paris, he wrote the necromantic ballet “Grohg” which contributed thematic material to his later Dance Symphony.  Other major works of his first period include the Short Symphony, Music for Theater, Appalachian Spring, and Fanfare for the Common Man.   FTP, name this composer whose “Rodeo” piece gained popularity in commercials for the American Beef Council.


Answer: Aaron Copland
27. Slartibartfast, a character in Douglas Adams's The Hitchhiker's Guide to the Galaxy, is particularily proud of having crafted these. Of the three longest in the world, two are found in Norway and one in Greenland.  Formed by retreating glaciers, these make excellent natural harbors.  FTP, name this geographical phenomenon, a glacially over-deepened valley.


Answer:  fjord
28. Despite being known for his shyness, he appeared in over 200 TV commercials.  As a successful businessman and graduate of Salisbury University in Maryland, they named their business school after him.  In 1986, he admitted to contacting a New York crime boss to put down union activities.  He also created a food made of marigolds, which caused its eaters’ skin to turn yellow.  This was not poor publicity however as people wanted it that color.  This was a known characteristic of his product.  You see, this man sold chicken.  Lots of chicken until, FTP, what man, who passed away last March, turned his namesake chicken business over to his son, Jim, in 1991?

Answer: Frank Perdue

29. They are made from clay pots, explaining why their name means “pot” in the Ibo language. The instrument came about when African villagers accidentally created a second hole in the side of clay water vessels and discovered the sounds that could be made. Techniques of playing these include changing the times at which the hands covering the top and sides are released, striking or slapping the sides, and putting water in the pot to change the pitch. FTP what is this drum that originates from instruments made by tribes in Nigeria and whose name is also a palindrome? 


Answer: Udu drums 

30. This man was a close friend of Russian Leon Trotsky although he is better known a Communist advocate in his home country.  Born December 8, 1886, he lived in poverty for most of his young years but traveled the world as a young adult when he met Angelina Belhoff, the first of his four wives.  His most famous wife had several affairs including one with Trotsky.  FTP, name with famous muralist and painter, best known for his murals in a chapel now located on the campus of Chapingo University in Texcoco, Mexico.


Answer: Diego Rivera

31. They took their name from a New Order video in which the term was featured on the bass drum of a fictional band in the video.  Future guitarist David Keuning put an ad in the Las Vegas Weekly, stating his influences as Oasis, The Cure, The Smiths, and New Order.  After finding the remaining members, the band released its first album in the UK and soon after the United States.  FTP, name this New Wave-styled band with hits “Smile Like You Mean It” and “Somebody Told Me.”


Answer: The Killers
32. This work’s lesser known portions include a formulation of the generalized truth function as well as a discussion of the Russell paradox.  Much more significant are its initial investigations into the so-called “picture theory of language” that was significantly altered by the author’s later work entitled Philosophical Investigations.  Closing with “What we cannot speak of we must pass over in silence” and opening its mere eighty pages with the proposition that “The world is that which is the case”, FTP, identify this masterpiece of analytic philosophy by Ludwig Wittgenstein.

Answer: Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus (or)
