Description: Questions that would have been new in 1972, for no real reason I can ascertain.  Pretend it’s 1972 when you hear them; that might help a little.
Tossups: 
1. Taking place on September 6, 1958, it takes the points of view of several characters, including Schrella, Nettlinger, and Heinrich.  The present-day story on the elder Heinrich’s 80th birthday party, but trouble ensues with revelations of people’s past actions.  The flashbacks show the Fähmel men’s connection to St. Anthony’s Abbey, from its creation to its destruction.  Robert, the protagonist, maintains his titular routine to keep some order in his life.  For ten points, identify this anti-Nazi, anti-war novel by 1972 Nobel Prize winner Heinrich Böll.

Answer: Billiards at Half-past Nine (Billiard um halbzehn)
2. Built on the location of the Montgomery Block, it was designed by William Pereira.  Its façade is covered in crushed quartz, which gives it its pure white color.  Only two of the 18 elevators reach the top floor, the 48th, which is then topped by a 212 foot spire.  The tallest skyscraper west of the Mississippi, name, for ten points, name the newest addition to the San Francisco skyline.

Answer: Transamerica Pyramid

3. Exploring the Descartes highland region for three days, they discovered it was full of breccias, impact-formed rocks, as opposed to volcanic rocks.  They achieved a land speed record of 11 miles per hour as Casper circled overhead.  On the Orion, John Young and Charles Duke brought back 211 lbs (95 kg) of lunar samples, and the crew splashed down near the equator.  For ten points, name this April mission, the second to last US manned Moon landing.

Answer: Apollo 16
4. After serving in World War II, he moved over to diplomacy, eventually becoming his country’s Canadian Ambassador in 1956.  In the 1960s, he served as Federal Minister of Foreign Affairs in between two stints as Permanent Representative.  Although defeated in his country’s presidential elections in 1971, he was elected to replace U Thant (oo thahnt) last December.  For ten points, name this Austrian, the newest UN Secretary-General.

Answer: Kurt Waldheim (vald-haim)

5. The distilled spirit from this region, awamori, uses Thai rice.  Originally known as the Ry​ūky​ū Kingdom until it was invaded in 1609, it currently has its capital at Naha.  It’s known for being the origin of karate, which also shows the Chinese influence on the islands’ culture.  The United States returned the islands this year, but maintains several military installations there.  For ten points, identify this southernmost Japanese prefecture.

Answer: Okinawa
6. She lost her lecturing position at UCLA due to Gov. Ronald Reagan and the Board of Regents’ opposition to her Communist Party membership.  She fought to improve prison conditions and became associated with the “Soledad Brothers.”  She was allegedly complicit in their attempted escape, which earned her a spot on the FBI’s Ten Most Wanted List.  After a lengthy trial, as well as songs by John Lennon and the Rolling Stones on her behalf, she was found not guilty on all charges.  For ten points, name this Black Panther also known for her spherical afro.

Answer: Angela Davis
7. WARNING: Two answers required.  One was allowed to compete because Pál Benkő gave up his Interzonal place.  The other one achieved his position by defeating Tigran Petrosian three years ago.  One wanted the match in Yugoslavia, while the other wanted the match to take place in Iceland.  One complained of camera noise and wanted several rows of spectators removed.  For ten points, name these participants in the “Match of the Century” for the 1972 World Chess Championship.
Answers: Bobby Fischer and Boris Spassky (accept Spasskia)

8. As a child, he studied in St. Petersburg and Paris, and soon found work at the Russian Baltic Railroad Car Company.  As chief engineer, he led the construction Bolshoi Baltiski, the first four-engine aircraft.  During the Russian Civil War, he emigrated, and re-established his work in Connecticut.  His company manufactured flying boats for United Aircraft after it became a subsidiary, which allowed him to focus on his life’s work.  For ten points, name the Kiev-born inventor of the single-rotor configuration of the helicopter.

Answer: Igor Sikorsky (he died this year, natch)
9. The Greeks called it “Taprobane.”  The Arabs referred to it at “Serendib.”  Separated from the mainland by the Gulf of Mannar and the Palk Strait, a chain of limestone shoals sometimes called Nala’s Bridge or Adam’s bridge connects the island from the mainland.  Written references to this bridge, and to the rest of the island, are found in the Ramayama.  For ten points, name this island country, formerly named Ceylon, off the coast of India.

Answer: Sri Lanka
10. Diane Keaton was in the original cast, but did not perform in the finale of Act I.  After 1,873 performances, this production had its last show at the Biltmore Theatre on July 1.  Created by Gerome Ragni and James Rado, it centers on Claude choosing between staying with the Tribe and accepting his draft notice.  For ten points, name “the American Tribal Love/Rock Musical,” whose notable songs include “Aquarius / Let The Sunshine In” and the title track.

Answer: Hair
11. Godfrey Hounsfield credits the Beatles for his invention, since EMI’s record profits enabled them to fund his research at the Central Research Laboratory.  The prototype took over 13 hours to make all of its readings, and afterwards, it took 2.5 hours to process the data.  The first machine only required 4 minutes of data acquisition and 7 minutes of computation, but required the use of a Perspex tank to reduce dynamic range of the x-ray radiation.  For ten points, identify this new device, which will allow for non-invasive brain scans in hospitals.

Answer: Computed axial tomography (CAT scan) (accept CT scan if you are in the future)

12. It begins in the Bayankala mountains, and it passes through the Loess (löss) Plateau in its middle reaches.  Ending in the Bohai Sea, it has changed course 18 times, but it dried up for the first time in known history this year.  In the lower reaches, the river flows several meters above the ground, which has made the basin extremely susceptile to flooding.  Known as the Mother River or, simply, the River, for ten points, name the second longest river in China, which got its name from its high silt deposits.

Answer: Yellow River (Huáng Hé “hwahng huh”) (accept Hwang-Ho begrudgingly)

13. His innovations came from his work in vaudeville, and when his career was in a tailspin, he had a short-lived variety show on NBC.  Originally working for the New York Evening Graphic, he later moved to the New York Daily Mirror, where he introduced words like “scram” and “pushover” into the American lexicon.  In later years, he served as narrator for the Untouchables TV series.  For ten points, whose revolutionary gossip column and radio program reshaped journalism and the lives of celebrities?

Answer: Walter Winchell (passed on)
14. Born Angelo Siciliano in Italy, he immigrated to Brooklyn while young man and later found work at the Coney Island Circus.  Employing everything he learned from A.P. Swoboda, he won a contest staged by Physical Culture magazine.  He parlayed his fame as a model and his concept of “dynamic tension” into a mail-order business that continues to this day.  For ten points, name this “self-made man,” who still serves as inspiration to 98-pound weaklings despite his death in December.

Answer: Charles Atlas
15. Its beginnings are generally attributed to Taliaferro Clark, who had support due to earlier his involvement in the Rosenwald program.  Clark retired after a year, and was replaced as on-site director by Raymond Vonderlehr.  Peter Buxtun leaked the story to Jean Heller in July, the program shut down immediately afterwards, and the patients received their long-overdue penicillin.  For ten points, name this venereal disease research program with major ethical and racial implications.

Answer: Tuskegee syphilis study (or experiment)

16. The answer is the same.  One’s origins trace to Sheila Michaels, who noticed a typographical error.  Later, during a WBAI radio interview with her colleagues, she promoted its use, which was overheard.  The other originally appeared as an insert for New York magazine and, with funding from Clay Felker, became a stand-alone serial.  For ten points, identify the title, also the title of Gloria Steinem’s feminist magazine.

Answer: Ms. (pronounced miz)

17. In February, Morris Davis was elected as the Provisional President.  Michael Oliver was the architect of the nation, as directed through his Phoenix Foundation.  Soon after it was founded, Tonga annexed the nation, dismantled the platform, and restored the reefs.  For ten points, identify this attempted micronation established and dismantled this year, whose namesake atolls are named after a goddess of wisdom.

Answer: Republic of Minerva
18. He received the nickname, “Mike,” as a pilot in World War I, because a flight instructor felt his name was too weak for an airman.  He oversaw the creation of the national flag, as well as progressive measures like student loans, national pension, and universal health care.  As Secretary of State for External Affairs, he suggested creating the UN Emergency Force to defuse the Suez Crisis.  For ten points, name this man, the 1957 Nobel Peace Prize Laureate and, later, Prime Minister of Canada.

Answer: Lester B. “Mike” Pearson (yeah, he died too)

19. Despite being signed by scout Al Campanis, he was unable to fit into the Brooklyn Dodgers roster at the time.  After a season with the Montreal Royals, Branch Rickey drafted him in the post-season and he replaced Sid Gordon in the outfield.  Earning two World Series rings during his career, he hit a double on September 30, finishing his career with 3000 hits.  For ten points, identify this Pittsburgh Pirate, who died delivering earthquake aid to Nicaragua.
Answer: Roberto Clemente

20. He got his start in politics as judge of the County Court of Jackson County, elected with help from Tom Pendergast.  He eventually won a Senate seat and was reelected, despite fierce opposition from Lloyd Stark and Maurice Milligan, who took down Pendergast’s political machine in Kansas City.  During World War II, his military preparedness committee earned him renown, which lead to him being considered the “second Missouri Compromise” in 1944.  For ten points, name the President who presided over the Marshall Plan and the Korean War.


Answer: Harry S. Truman (deceased)
21. Tensions mounted when the Awami League won control of parliament following a devastating tropical cyclone and the ruling government’s failure to sufficiently respond.  Sheikh Mujibur Rahman called for the people of this country to revolt the ruling government, which led to a bloody nine-month war.  India’s eventual support led to this country’s independence.  For ten points, name this country, known as East Pakistan until this year.

Answer: Bangladesh
22. He spent 12 years at St. Elizabeth’s Hospital in Washington, D.C. in order to avoid standing trial for charges of treason.  In Cathay, his free verse translations of the poetry of Li Po and others helped introduce Westerners to Chinese poetry.  He contributed the name to the Vorticists movement, and was also a main force in London’s Imagist movement.  For ten points, name this expatriate poet who worked on the Cantos for much of his life.

Answer: Ezra Pound (he is an ex-ex-pat)

23. Jim McMillian had his first game in the starting lineup on November 5, helping the team beat Baltimore.  Bill Sharman, the new coach, praises the team’s new look, despite Elgin Baylor’s retirement, which continues unabated until January 9 in Milwaukee.  Now that this was over, the team was able to finish with 69 wins and the NBA championship.  For ten points, name the longest winning streak in professional sports, held by the ’71-’72 L.A. Lakers.

Answer: 33-game winning streak (accept Los Angeles Lakers before “this”)

Bonuses - 1972
1. This fall, three Democratic Congressmen lost their lives in plane crashes.  Answer these questions about them for ten points each.

This representative from Louisiana was the House Majority Leader until his death in October.

Answer: (Thomas) Hale Boggs
He was campaigning with Congressman Nick Begich in this state, Begich’s home state.

Answer: Alaska
In December, Congressman George Collins died when United Airlines Flight 533 crashed into homes on the 3700 block of 71st Street near this airport in Collins’s home state.

Answer: Chicago Midway Airport

2. Answer these questions about children’s books published this year for ten points each.

This novel by Judy Blume centers on Peter Hatcher’s dealings with school and his little brother, nicknamed Fudge.

Answer: Tales of a Fourth Grade Nothing
This novel, by Mary Rodgers, centers on Annabelle Andrews and Ellen Andrews walking a mile in each other’s shoes.

Answer: Freaky Friday
After seeing the adaptation of the original, Roald Dahl refuses to allow Hollywood to make a movie out of this sequel.

Answer: Charlie and the Great Glass Elevator

3. In honor of his death this year, identify the M.C. Escher work from descriptions for ten points each.

The title creatures figuratively leap out of the page of this lithograph, but are literally walking out and into a sketch on a table.

Answer: Reptiles
Like much of his earlier works, this lithograph is devoid of recursion and paradox, but instead, depicts the titular Italian village.  The village, located in Abruzzo, lies at the top of a sheer slope overlooking a valley.

Answer:  Castrovalva
This painting is filled with paradoxes and wentelteefjes, strange pillbug-like creatures with humanoid feet.  They are seen ambling and rolling through many parts of the building.

Answer:  House of Stairs
4. There was some turnover on the thrones around the world this year.  Answer these questions about deceased kings and monarchies for ten points each.

In January, Denmark’s King Frederick IX passed away, and was succeeded by her, his daughter.

Answer: Queen Margaret II (accept Margrethe)

Also in January, Mahendra’s sudden death meant that Birendra became king of this country.

Answer: Nepal
Although Hussein has been king of Jordan for 20 years, name his father, who abdicated in 1952 due to schizophrenia and died in July of this year.

Answer: Talal I bin Abdullah

5. The Democrats had a rough time trying to get Nixon out of office this November.  Answer these questions for ten points each.

George McGovern is a Senator from this state, but lost the electoral votes there too.

Answer: South Dakota
McGovern’s first choice for a vice presidential candidate, he was dropped from the ticket after it was revealed he received electro-shock therapy in the 1960s.

Answer:  Thomas Eagleton
Chosen to replace Eagleton in November, he probably helped McGovern win over the electorate in Massachusetts.

Answer: (Robert) Sargent Shriver, Jr.
6. Answer these questions about unmanned space probes active this year, for ten points each.

This mission, launched on March 2, will be the first spacecraft to travel through the asteroid belt, make direct observations of Jupiter, and will be outside of Neptune’s orbit by 1983.

Answer: Pioneer 10
The ninth mission in this program was the first to orbit Mars, barely beating the Soviets’ Mars 2 and Mars 3, and sent back pictures of the Martian surface in February.

Answer: Mariner
The twentieth mission of this Soviet program, it collected moon rocks and launched them back to Earth, a far cry from what the Apollo mission accomplished.  USA! USA!...

Answer: Luna (acc: Lunik)

7. The University of Iowa Writer’s Workshop has had some notable authors as alumni and faculty.  Identify these people of recent note from the creative writing program for ten points each.

This so-called “confessional” poet and Writer’s Workshop faculty, noted for his Pulitzer Prize collection of “Dream Songs,” jumped off a bridge in Minneapolis in January.

Answer: John Berryman
This Iowa alumnus is the founder of Stanford University’s creative writing program.  He won this year’s Pulitzer Prize for Fiction for his novel, Angle of Repose.

Answer: Wallace Stegner
The movie based on this author’s most recent novel, which centers on Billy Pilgrim’s experiences in Dresden and Tralfamadore, won the Prix du Jury prize at Cannes this year.

Answer: Kurt Vonnegut, Jr.

8. Answer these related questions for ten points each.

Once a subsidiary of the IRS, President Nixon signed an executive order making this division a separate bureau in the Treasury Department

Answer: The Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, and Firearms

This three year discussion on nuclear weapons culminated in May as the US and the USSR signed the Anti-Ballistic Missile Treaty.

Answer: Strategic Arms Limitation Talks

This left-wing terrorist organization was active in West Germany this year, including the bombings of the US Army barracks in Heidelberg in May.

Answer: Red Army Faction 
(or Fraction, acc. Baader-Meinhof Group or Gang, “Rote Armee Fraktion”)

9. What good is a Year in Review without discussing this year’s Nobel Prize-winners in Physics?  Answer these questions about John Bardeen and company for ten points each.

The trio won for the formulating the complete microscopic theory of what phenomenon?

Answer: superconductivity
John Bardeen is the only person to have made this accomplishment.

Answer: win two Nobel Prizes in Physics
Superconductivity was independently explained by this Russian physicist, whose namesake transformations also set BCS-theory on a firmer scientific footing.

Answer: Nikolay Bolgolyubov
10. If he hadn’t abdicated 36 years ago, we may have heard “The King is dead, long live the King!” this year.  Answer these questions for ten points each.

Who abdicated the throne to in 1936 to marry a twice-divorced American?

Answer: Edward VIII
Who did Edward eventually marry, Time’s Person of the Year for 1936?

Answer:  (Bessie) Wallis Simpson (acc: Warfield)

After George VI took the throne, what title, now extinct, did he confer upon Prince Edward?

Answer:  The Duke of Windsor
11. Answer these questions related to hoaxes, for ten points each.

This famous art forger has so far escaped prosecution for passing off of his reproductions as genuine articles.  He was featured in his 1969 biography, Fake!
Answer: Elmyr de Hory
He kind of came out of seclusion in January to denounce his “autobiography” was false and said he never met the ghostwriter.

Answer: Howard Hughes
This writer was the author of Fake! The Story of Elmyr de Hory and Howard Hughes’s autobiography, and is serving 14 months for fraud.

Answer: Clifford Irving
12. Identify these biological subjects that were in the news this year for ten points each.

Max Theiler, who died this year, proved that this disease is caused by a virus, and his subsequent development of a vaccine earned him the Nobel Prize.

Answer: Yellow fever
Georg von Békésy (gā'ôrk fən bĕk'ĭshē), who also died this year, won the Nobel Prize in 1961 for his research on the frequency response of this organ.

Answer: Cochlea
Christian Anfinsen, Stanford Moore, and William Stein, none of whom died this year, jointly won the Nobel Prize in Chemistry for their work in understanding this enzyme, which catalyzes the breakdown of RNA.

Answer: Ribonuclease (acc. RNase)

13. This year saw the passing of the patriarch of the Leakeys, Louis.  Answer these questions about him for ten points each.

As the son of English missionaries, he was born in Kenya, and grew up around this culture.

Answer: Kikuyu
He fostered the field of primatology, directly influencing Jane Goodall’s study of chimpanzees and, more recently, this woman’s study of mountain gorillas in Rwanda.

Answer: Dian Fossey
The Leakey family found many Miocene (my-o-seen) mammal fossils on this small island off the coast of Kenya, including the early hominid Proconsul africanus.

Answer: Rusinga Island

14. Identify these world leaders in the news for tem points each.

This man declared martial law in the Philippines in September in response to bombings, which he blamed on Communist factions.

Answer: Ferdinand Marcos 

In November, he returned to Argentina after a 18-year exile, and he is expected to be elected to a third term as president soon.

Answer: Juan Perón
Despite a barely failed vote of no-confidence, he regained power after an election in November.  This came after West Germany and Poland renewed diplomatic relations in September.

Answer: Willy Brandt
15. Let’s revisit the career of the late David Seville, shall we?  Answer these questions about Ross Bagdasarian for ten points each.

With William Saroyan, Bagdasarian co-wrote his first #1 hit in 1951, which was performed by Rosemary Clooney.
Answer “Come on-a My House”
Bagdasarian had a minor role as a songwriter in this Hitchcock film.

Answer: Rear Window
This song was Bagdasarian’s second number #1, and first record where he sped up the playback of the audio track to get that “chipmunk” sound.

Answer: “The Witch Doctor”

16. Thanks to the Supreme Court, Charles Manson is going to live in prison for many years.  GREAT.  Answer these questions about capital punishment for ten points each.

The death penalty was ruled unconstitutional in June in what U.S. Supreme Court case?

Answer: Furman v. Georgia
The Court consolidated Furman v. Georgia with two other relevant cases.  Name either.

Answer: Jackson v. Georgia or Branch v. Texas
He is the youngest Associate Justice on the Court, taking his seat in January on the same day as Lewis Franklin Powell, and was among the four dissenters in the Furman decision.

Answer: William Rehnquist

17. Canada grinded to a halt as everyone, repeat, EVERYONE watched the eight game hockey series against the Soviets.  Answer these questions about the “Summit Series” for ten points each.
This player was eliminated from consideration for Team Canada because he defected to the Winnipeg Jets of the WHA earlier this year.

Answer: Bobby Hull
One of the stars of the Soviet squad in the Sapporo Olympics and against Team Canada, he was rendered ineffective in Game 6 after Bobby Clarke fractured his ankle.
Answer: Valery Kharlmov
This Toronto Maple Leafs left winger scored the game-winning goals for the last three games in Moscow, helping Team Canada win the series.
Answer: Paul Henderson

18. Answer these questions about the Equal Rights Amendment for ten points each.

What year is the deadline for ratification for the ERA?

Answer: 1979
In 1923, Alice Paul drafted the ERA and named it after this Quaker minister, abolitionist and co-organizer of the Seneca Falls Convention.

Answer: Lucretia Mott

She wrote the 1964 best-seller, A Choice, Not An Echo, and is fiercely campaigning against the ERA’s ratification.

Answer: Phyllis Schlafly (shlay-flee?)

19. Apparently, all the books about humans have been written, so authors have recently turned to animals as an alternative.  Answer these questions for ten points each.

Released in 1970 but on top of the bestseller list at the end of this year, this novella was written by Richard Bach and inspired by a barnstorming pilot from the Depression era.

Answer: Jonathan Livingston Seagull
In this Newbery Medal winner, Robert C. O’Brien’s protagonist is a widow who, while searching for medicine for her son, saves Jeremy the crow, which leads her to come into contact with animals possessing human-level intelligence.

Answer: Mrs. Frisby & the Rats of NIMH
Named after a hill where author Richard Adams grew up, this work is replete with the Lapine language, and centers on Fiver and Hazel’s journey to find a new warren after leaving Sandleford.

Answer: Watership Down
20. As we round out this year and this packet, here are some news items to consider for ten points each.

In January, Japanese soldier Yokoi Shoichi was discovered on this island.  He was hiding in the jungle for 28 years.

Answer: Guam

In the spring, a smallpox outbreak occurred in this European nation, after a Muslim clergyman returned from a pilgrimage to Mecca and Iraq with the virus.

Answer: Yugoslavia
In October, a college rugby union team from this country crashed into the Andes.  Sixteen survivors were later found alive in December, but had to resort to cannibalism.

Answer: Uruguay
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
