Tossups
 

1. An American Bank of America employee named Jesse Bogdanoff once was named court jester in this country, and the current leader of this country was a member of an English jazz combo called the Straight Bananas. 18-year-old Edith Delgado slammed into a Ford Explorer in Menlo Park killing two relatives of that leader, and the Liahona Mormon school was founded in this country in 1948. The Ha’apai and Vava’u groups are among the atolls in this nation, while Eua Island is across from the island on which the nation’s capital lies. FTP, name this island nation, the only hereditary monarchy in the South Pacific, with capital at Nuku’alofa.
ANSWER: Tonga
 

2. In one region in this country with its center at Khasab, the locals speak a dialect known as Kumzari, which has hints of Portuguese. This country is home to the ruins of Ubar, and the Barr al-Hickman Peninsula lies across from its island of Masirah. The tomb of ‘Ayyub, or Job, is supposedly located near this country’s port city of Salalah, in the Dhofar region which saw a Marxist insurrection in the seventies. Other notable cities include Sur and Nizwa, and this country’s sexually ambiguous Sultan Qaboos Ibn Sa’id rules from the capital city of Muscat. FTP, name this Persian Gulf country.
ANSWER: Oman (or) ‘Uman

3. The Capilla de Yurrita in this city is architecturally unorthodox in that it features onion domes, atypical for this predominantly Catholic city. The Parque Central houses a palace built by dictator Jorge Ubico. This city’s University of Francisco Marroquin houses the important Popol Vuh Museum and Pandora’s Box is the city’s most popular gay bar. The suburb of La Aurora houses the city’s airport, and popular excursions from this city include the cities of Panajachel (pah-nah-hah-chel), Chichicastenango, and the former capital of this city’s country, Antigua. FTP, name this large Central American city, the capital of a country bordered by Mexico, Belize, El Salvador, and Honduras.
ANSWER: Guatemala City
 

4. The town of Nakfa in this country was the scene of intense fighting and is memorialized in the name of this nation’s currency. Important archaeological sites include the city of Qohaito (COE-HIGH-TOE), which was a stop on the way to the port city of Adulis, also located in this country. The island of Dahlak Kebir in this country was once home to an Israeli airstrip, and Assab is the secondary port of this country. The main port lies on the islands of Taulud and Batse, and the capital is famous for art deco structures such as the Cinema (chee-nay-mah) Imperio. FTP, name this country whose largest cities include Keren, Massawa, and the capital Asmara, whose independence in 1993 made Ethiopia a landlocked country.
ANSWER: Eritrea
 
5. The namesake of this island was an ambassador to Pope Leo X and famously brought back the rhinoceros which inspired Dürer’s woodcut Rhinoceros. Named the Isles of Refreshment by colonist Jonathan Lambert of Massachusetts, this group includes the Nightingale Islands and Inaccessible Island. Augustus Earle, the artist aboard the HMS Beagle, painted these islands, and Lewis Carroll’s brother, the Reverend Charles Dodgson served as chaplain on these islands. In 1961, the occupants were forced to flee to an air force base in Southampton, and the islands’ capital was named after Prince Alfred, Duke of Edinburgh. A dependency of St. Helena, FTP, name this South Atlantic British colony whose 272 residents share eight surnames, named after a Portuguese explorer.
ANSWER: Tristan da Cunha (koon-yah)
 

6. The Battle of Largs, a city on this body of water, was a victory for King Magnus III of Man and King Haakon IV of Norway over Alexander III. The Isles of Bute and Great and Little Cumbrae are in its upper part, and Kilbrannnan Sound separates the Isle of Arran, located in this body of water, from the mainland. After winning at Largs, Magnus’ army moved towards Loch Long and Loch Lomond, and along its course as a river, it passes through Motherwell and Renfrew. Bounded on the west by the Argyll peninsula, the main city on this river features the Kelvingrove Art Gallery, the Tolbooth Clock Tower, and its Templeton’s Carpet Factory is reminiscent of the Doge’s Palace in Venice. FTP, name this river and firth home to the patron city of St. Mungo, Glasgow, and which gives its name to the horse mascots of the Anheuser-Busch company.
ANSWER: Firth of Clyde or Clyde River
 

7. The Moorish Science Temple of America, an offshoot of Islam that has its own Koran and was the religion into which Antwaan Randle El was born, holds that the second Mecca is located in this state. The town of Plano in this state was the site from which the Saint’s Herald was published, and Hancock and McDonough counties in this state are home to descendants of the Icarians, a utopian group inspired by the Frenchman Etienne Cabet. Among its so-called seven wonders are Rend Lake, Allerton Park, Starved Rock State Park, and the Bahai House of Worship in Wilmette. The William Emery House is an example of Walter Burley Griffin’s work in this state, and the Unity Temple is an example of Frank Lloyd Wright’s work in Oak Park. Atlanta in this state is home to a grain elevator museum, and Cairo (kay-roe) is this state’s southernmost city. FTP, name this city home to Rock Island, Moline, Rockford, Peoria, and Chicago
ANSWER: Illinois
 

8. Murgab and Khorog are two major cities in this country’s most notable mountain range, and the ruins of Penjikent are the supposed birthplace of the preeminent poet Rudaki. Istaravshan, formerly known as Cyropol by Alexander the Great, is the home to Mug Teppe, famously stormed by Alexander the Great. Yaghnobi, the descendant of Sogdian, is still spoken in this country’s Zarafshan Mountains, and the ancient city of Khojand is the home to the current tallest statue of Vladimir Lenin. The Fedchenko Glacier lies near this country’s Ismail Samani peak, and its capital’s name translates as “Monday.” Home to the Pamir Mountains and peaks formerly named for Communism, Lenin, and Stalin, FTP, name this Central Asian Republic with capital at Dushanbe.
ANSWER: Tajikistan
9. This site’s most famous temple was built to enshrine a copy of the sacred tooth of the Buddha kept in Kandy, Sri Lanka. The Bupaya structure here may be the oldest, and after the building of the Ananda temple, its architects were supposedly executed to keep its uniqueness. The most famous temple here contains a statue of Thagyamin, representing Indra, and was completed under King Kyanzittha. His predecessor, Anawrahta had been led to Buddhism with the help of Shin Arahan, and the 201 foot tall Thatbyinnyu Temple is named for the omniscience of the Buddha. The gilded Shwezigon Pagoda is the most famous structure in, FTP, which Burmese cultural center which fell to the Mongols in 1287, whose name is also the oxymoronic last name of Cubs outfielder Angel (pronounced as in English, not Spanish).
ANSWER: Bagan or Pagan
 

10. The Banya Bashi mosque is in the center of the city and this city’s large Tsar Osvoboditel Boulevard is often called the “yellow-brick” road. The National Archaeological Museum holds the Vulchitrun treasure and is located in the former Buyuk Camii (JAH-MEE). The Orlov Most leads to the monument to the Soviet Army, and one can also find the Mausoleum of Alexander Battemberg, the first leader of this city’s country after its liberation. William Gladstone is honored as the namesake of a street in this city, as he pointed out atrocities here, but the city’s most famous structure is the 1920’s green-domed Alexander Nevsky Cathedral, built to remember the contribution of Russia to this country’s struggle for independence. FTP, name this city in Western Bulgaria, its capital.
ANSWER: Sofi(j)a
 

11. The Cyrus Jacobs-Uberuaga House in this city is home to the U.S.’s first Ikastola, and one can buy abarkak, gerriko, and txapelas (chah-pelas) from the Basque Museum located inside that house. Its parks include Barber Park, located in the southeast of this town, and Julia Davis Park. One can walk from Lucky Peak Dam to the east of the town along its Greenbelt path. Located in the Treasure Valley, suburbs of this city include Eagle, Caldwell, and Nampa. Named from the French word for “woods,” FTP, identify this capital city of Idaho.
ANSWER: Boise
 

12. This river gave its name to the Roman province of Baetica, and Abd-ar-Rahman III moved his capital city to Madinat az-Zahra from a city on this river. Coming from the Arabic for “big valley,” one city on this river is home to a mosque which once contained an arm bone of the Prophet Muhammad, and is next to the Courtyard of the Oranges. Yusuf Yaqub Al-Mansour, the Almohad ruler, ordered the construction of a minaret now known as La Giralda in one city on this river, and that city has an Alcazar built for Pedro the Cruel that is exemplary of mudejar style. FTP, name this fourth-longest river of Spain, home to the cities of Cordoba and Seville.
ANSWER: Guadalquivir
 
13. Cox’s Bazar in this country is a district famous for its beaches. Its eastern border is for a while formed by the Tulianpui and this country’s most impressive archaeological site is the Somapuri Vihara, located at Paharpur. The Treaty of Yandaboo ended the King of Ava’s interference in a certain princely state in which Sylhet, now a city in this country after a referendum, was a part of, Assam. For eight months in 1971, this country’s capital was at Mujibnagar, and other important cities include Rajshahi and Khulna. A group is trying to establish “Jhumma Land” in the hills outside of Chittagong. FTP, name this country formerly called East Pakistan, with capital at Dhaka.
ANSWER: Bangladesh
 

14. The film “The Man Who Saves the World” had settings in this region and the Mos Eisley Cantina from Star Wars, and is generally referred to as that country’s Star Wars, while tourist guides dubiously claim that this region’s village of Selime was a setting for Star Wars. The village of Haji Bektash in this region is the central pilgrimage site for the Alevi faith. The Melendiz river cuts the Ihlara Valley in this region, which is the site of several medieval churches. This region also features “Love Valley,” named for its penis-like rock formations. Kaymakli and Derinkuyu are two famous underground cities where Christians escaped persecution, while this region’s tourist center of Goreme features several churches and the Republic of Turkey’s foremost UFO museum. FTP, name this region of central Turkey, famous for its cave houses, and for being the source of a certain John who worked with Justinian.
ANSWER: Cappadocia or Kappadokya

In 2001, in an effort to prevent AIDS in his country, the leader of this country forbade women from wearing pants, and a crisis in this nation occurred when 15,000 topless women were sent scampering after a hailstorm interrupted a reed-dance devoted to their leader. The capital of this country is located in the Hhohho district, along with the city of Piggs Peak. Lobamba is the residence of the Great Sea-Elephant or Queen Mother of this country, and King Sobhuza (so-booze-uh) II, he of the 100 wives, administrated this country from the capital of Mbabane (buh-bahn-ay). FTP, name this country sandwiched between South Africa and Mozambique.
ANSWER: Swaziland
 

16. Romance tours to this country invite prospective Chip Bealls to enjoy Sigulda castle or the beach town of Jurmala with the woman of your dreams. When they were known as Windau (vin-dow) and Libau, two cities in this country were the main centers from which Tobago and Gambia were colonized by Duke Jacob Kettler. Bauska and Jelgava (yell-gahva) were important towns in the Duchy of Semigalia, while the capital city of this country was known as Dorpat during its Hanseatic days. Soviet apartment suburbs on the capital’s borders include Zolitude (tsolitude) and Purvciems, and the Daugava river links the cities of Daugavpils (dow-gav-pils), and the main capital vaunted for its old town, which lies on a namesake Gulf. Bordered by Estonia, Lithuania, and Russia, FTP, name this Baltic state.
ANSWER: Latvia
 

17. The Investigator Strait and the Backstairs Passage separate an island on which Flinders-Chase National Park is located from the mainland of this state. The Yorke Peninsula lies to the east of the Spencer Gulf, and the northern town of Coober Pedy in this state is home to a grass-free golf course. The Flinders Ranges lie between Lake Frome and Lake Torrens, and this state’s capital is located on Gulf St. Vincent. Mt. Gambier lies in the southern part of this state, and it’s also home to Kangaroo Island. Home to the mouth of the Murray River and Lake Eyre, the Great Australian Bight can be found in the western part of this state. FTP, name this Australian state with capital at Adelaide, which borders Victoria, New South Wales, Queensland, Northern Territory, and Western Australia.
ANSWER: South Australia
 

18. It’s not St. Petersburg, but this city has a Winter Palace built by an architect of Nicholas II that features relics of a previous religious leader, Zanabazar. As Urga, it was conquered by Baron Ungern von Sternberg in February of 1921, and this city’s main square features a statue with a tablet with a soyombo and the mausoleum of a man once known as Damdin Sukh, a mausoleum reminiscent of Lenin’s in Moscow. The National Stadium houses the annual Naadam festival in this city, once ruled by the Bogd Khaan. FTP, name this city renamed “red hero” in honor of Sukhbaatar, the capital of Mongolia.
ANSWER: Ulaanbaatar or Ulan Bator (prompt on Urga, Orgoo, Kulun, or Khuree)
 

19. The Malaspina Strait separates Texada Island, located in this body of water, from the mainland, and other islands include Lasqueti, Cortes, and Quadra, and one can travel via Discovery Passage and Johnstone Strait to reach the Pacific Ocean. Bowser and Comox are minor ports on this body of water, and Campbell River and Powell River are larger cities on this body of water. Point Roberts is an exclave of Washington on this body of water, and large cities on it include Nanaimo and Richmond. The site of the mouth of the Fraser River, FTP, name this strait on which Vancouver lies, which separates mainland British Columbia from Vancouver Island and which shares its name with a country whose capital is Tbilisi.
ANSWER: Strait of Georgia
 

20. A city on this country’s eastern border was known as Puerto Flor de Lis until 1957, after which it was named after the country’s dictator. That city is home to the Mosque of the Prophet Muhammad, and the town of Filadelfia in this country’s Boquerón province is home to a large German Mennonite community, which got Orlando Penner elected as the first Mennonite member of this country’s parliament on the Beloved Homeland ticket. Pozo Colorado is the capital city of a department named for a noted boundary arbiter, and its southern boundary with Argentina is marked by the Parana River. The towns of Concepcion and Ciudad del Este are located in this country, as well as the capital city, which was occupied from 1870-1876 by Brazilian troops after Francisco Solano López’s failure. FTP, name this country with capital at Asunción.
ANSWER: Paraguay

1. Answer the following questions about Ryan Westbrook’s favorite kind of strippers: Aouzou (ow-zoo) Strippers! Stuff about Chad and Libya FTPE.
[10] This capital city of Chad was known as Fort Lamy back in the good-old days of French colonization. Popular things until 2006 to do in this city include getting drive-by bitch-slapped by President Idriss Deby’s late son, Brahim. 
ANSWER: N’Djamena
[10] This ancient city and home to Septimius Severus is on the Mediterranean coast, near the city of Al-Khums and 100 miles east of Tripoli.
ANSWER: Leptis Magna or Lepcis Magna
[10] The city of Aouzou proper is located in this mountain range of northern Chad that is famous for its ancient cave paintings.
ANSWER: Tibesti

[10] Name this country whose important ports include Durres (dur-ruhs) and Vlora, and which shares its modern name with a historical name for Daghestan.
ANSWER: Albania or Shqiperia
[10] Gjirokaster (Gyear-o-kast-ur), the birthplace of Enver Hoxha (HOE-JAH), is a central city in this region, which on the Greek side has its capital at Ioannina. This region was home to the hilarious Principality of Pindo, ruled by Alcibiades I as a WW2-era fascist state.
ANSWER: Epirus
[10] The town of Pogradec (poe-grah-dets) is located on this lake, named for a Macedonian city, where in 1019 a Macedonian archbishopric was established.
ANSWER: Lake Ohrid

ANSWER: Amur River (or) Heilongjiang

ANSWER: Krak des Chevaliers or Qala’at al-Hisn
[10] Mike cherishes downing some good ol’ “Canadian food” at Dairy Queen in Sur, which is the modern name for this city once home to a noted Crusades chronicler and site of a noted causeway building incident, famed for its purple dye.
ANSWER: Tyre
[10] Mike eats hunks of burning bush in seconds while hobnobbing with the monks at the Monastery named for this saint condemned to death in a breaking wheel near Mount Sinai. A Russian ruler of this name built palaces at Tsarkoye Selo near Petersburg. 
ANSWER: St. Catherine of Alexandria (don’t accept Catherine of Siena)

[10] This capital city was named in 1976 after it decided to hold a plebiscite between factions divided by loyalties to New York Knicks legends. Part of the city seceded and DeBusscheria became Liberia’s second largest city.
ANSWER: Monrovia
[10] Apparently, “bli” must mean city in Liberia, judging by hilarious city names like Lemuel Reevesbli, but the hilarious Bong Town and Harper are in this province, named by settlers wistful for places like Glen Burnie and Glenelg.
ANSWER: Maryland
[10] If you took the Zo Creek to Gray Charlie Town, past Gbada Number Two and Gbedin Rice Station, you’d end up in this country, home to the cities of Kankan, Kindia, and the Fouta Djallon highlands.
ANSWER: Guinea

ANSWER: Shiraz
[10] This city’s bizarre Amir Chakmakh complex stands out, and its Zoroastrian Towers of Silence are a popular place for young Iranian males to get high. This city’s name is a common element in Persian names, such as the last Sassanid emperor.
ANSWER: Yazd
 

11. Jason Mueller hasn’t had a date in over seven years and he’s looking to buy a wife, but he can only afford an Uzbek. Help him make small talk with his new wife by answering these questions, FTPE:
[10] The Savitsky Museum is a great place for art banned during the Soviet period and is located in Nukus in this backwater province of Uzbekistan.
ANSWER: Karakalpakstan
[10] This cultural capital of the country is famous for the Registan and the Bibi-Khanym Mosque, devoted to Tamerlane’s Chinese wife. Less notable is the Mabel Yang Pile of Camel Dung, built by the Timurid ruler Eric I Mukherjee to memorialize his slut ex-girlfriend.
ANSWER: Samarkand
[10] The fishing boats marooned in the desert at Moynaq are testament to the ecological devastation experienced by this body of water Uzbekistan shares with Kazakhstan.
ANSWER: Aral Sea (or) Tenghizi (or) Aral’skoye More
 

12. Answer these questions about Brittany, FTPE:
[10] This island at the mouth of the Couesnon (coo-ay-non) River is sometimes connected to the mainland by a land bridge and is famous for its picturesque abbey church and old town, and is named for the archangel who with his angels "fought against the dragon" in Revelation 12:7.
ANSWER: Mont-St. Michel
[10] This village in Brittany is home to one of the most extensive collections of menhirs (men-hir), or fancily-named stones in the world. Its name is similar to an Egyptian temple complex.
ANSWER: Carnac
[10] This large city on the Bay of Biscay, known as Naoned (nah-oh-ned) in Breton, is home to Place Royale, Place de Bouffay, the isle de Versailles, and a red-light district known popularly as the Quay of Buttocks. A notable 1598 document was issued from here. 
ANSWER: Nantes
 

13. Hey, Charlie Dees has a Bosnian girlfriend! Did you know Charlie Dees had a Bosnian girlfriend? Answer these questions about Herzegovina, FTPE.
[10] This central city of Herzegovina is best known for its Ottoman-era bridge, Stari Most, that was destroyed in 1993, and its bickering over whether or not a statue of Bruce Lee should be erected.
ANSWER: Mostar

[10] Rom might want to ask Ray Luo for permission to visit this city, as he knows the town’s mechanic well from an unexpected stopover at ACF Nationals. Its namesake river flows through Bay City into its namesake bay.
ANSWER: Saginaw

ANSWER: Pequeña Colombia
 

19. Honor JT Thompson’s schlong and name these other places in Southern Africa in which diverse tropical wildlife is preserved.

ANSWER: Vladimir Ilyich Lenin
[10] Akdamar Island in this lake is home to a famous tenth century Armenian church. The namesake city on the eastern side of this lake is home to these two statues, one of a Bruce Arthur-like sea creature and a notable breed of cat. 
ANSWER: Lake Van
